Saigon must resemble the scene
and horror and insanity of the
Kennedy assassination every day,
for it is now under direct bombard-
ment of rockets.

If the US public is not gullible
enough to fall for that line, John-
son will only feel the pain at the
rate of 100,000 dollars a year
which is a small sum compared
to the risks involved in seeking
and campaigning for the presiden-
cy on a personal non-dictatorial
platform, Since Johnson has dem-
onstrated his inept ability to con-
duct a popular dictatorship in an
allegedly peaceful democratic na-
tion, it is improbable that he will
be re-elected without a mandate for
all out war which he is seeking,

Perhaps Johnson’s actions were
not solely a political play to seek
re-election, for there is reason
to believe that the consideration of
personal safety may have account-
ed for a large part of LBJ’s de-
cision to not seek re-election. The
street service has compiled statis-
tics as to the number of arrests
made for threats tothe president’s
life. They indicate that HST who
was also a President during an
unpopular war had his worst year
when 32 people were arrested for
threatening his life. Eisenhower
averaged 19 threats ending in ar-
rests a year of 152 for his 8
years in office. Johnson has passed
1,000 in his last three years.

1964 260
1965 300
1966 400
1967 475

The number of untraceable
threats was not available, but as a
rule of thumb Congressmen con-
sider each letter to represent the
views of 1,000 people. So at least,
one would guess, there is a half
million people who would pose a
threat to Johnson. The number
would probably be much higher if
it were possible to count every-
one who says, ¢They ought to take
the bastard out and shoot him.’
Obviously a personal campaign
would be impractical and suicidal,
It may be that Johnson, a man
capable of raising his personal
wealth from 3 million during his
64 campaign to 13 million now at
the rate of 100,000 a year, either
values his life or knows of a more
profitable business.

GURU GINSBERG'S LITTLE
HOMILIES ON HOLY NUDITY

“It’s legal for me to run around
naked, because I’ve been initiated
into the Shivaites in India,’’ ex-
plained Naga Sadhu Allen Gins-
berg, advising Rev. J. Fuck Poland
who is on trial for religious nudi-
ty. (A Naga Sadhu is a naked Hin-
du holy man.)

Poland admits he was stark
naked when he read the Bible to
his outdoor congregation in Golden
Gate Park on Memorial Day, but
claims nudity is a religious rite
of the Neo-American Church and
its Shiva Fellowship.

His ecclesiastical boss, Chief
Boo Hoo Arthur Kleps of South
Hero, Vt., affirms religious nud-
ity as ‘‘a traditional and desiraple
aspect of Neo-American religious
ceremonies and gatherings. It is
not mandatory, of course, as our
Church does not prescribe set and
rigid forms for religious worship.
We prefer to let the officiating
clergy and their congregation in-
teract as the spirit moves them.’’

Defense lawyer Sal Balistrere
tried to void California’s indecent
exposure law for vagueness, but
SF Muni Judge Harry Low over=-
ruled him. The statute punishes
‘‘Bvery person who wilfully and
lewdly . . . exposes his person, or
the private parts thereof . . .”
Lawmakers failed to specify which
parts they had in mind,

Probably the key element in
this crime is the adverb ‘‘lewd-
ly,”” meaning in a “‘lustful, lasci=-
vious, unchaste’”” manner, for sex-
ual purposes. Like, a person who

pisses in public does not expose
himself with lewd intent, so there’s
a separate law against pissing.
Neither does a priest who per-
forms a nude public ceremony
argue partisans =-- his motiva=
tion is religious -- and the legis-
lators have not yet passed any law
against religious nudity.

Besides Poland’s motivation, the
concept of ‘‘lewdness’’ may raise
the question of contemporary com-
munity standards, as in obscenity
cases: just what is ¢lewd’ in-
swinging San Francisco in 1968,
especially near Hippy Hill?

H'ASH BAKER
FEEDS POOR
PEOPLE’S CITY

Walter E., Reynolds, the bread=
baking computer engineer, is at it
again in Resurrection City.

Reynolds and his wife Ruth, who
started the highly successful Bake-
in’s in the H’ashbury last sum-
mer, spent the past two weeks in
the Washington, D,C, encampment
setting up the God’s Eye Bakery.

God’s Eye, described by Rey-
nolds as ¢‘a non - commercial
grooving company,’”’ consists of a
couple of second-hand ovens in a
gaily painted lean-to located near
the center of the tent city,

With the help of several hip
volunteers, $600 in donations, and
a lot of hard work, the Palo Alto
couple began turning out 15 loaves
of whole wheat bread per hour.
Working 16 hours a day, God’s
Eye Bakery has given away well
over 2,000 loaves so far.

The baking technique is geared
for high output with simple equip-
ment, Reynolds whips up the dough
in a garbage can vat,

The dough is bakedin coffee cans
and juice tins for an hour, and
the hot bread is then sliced and
served with melted margarine,
honey, peanut butter, or jelly.

Most of God’s Eye’s output is
served fresh from the oven" tothe
camp’s hungry residents, awhole-
some dietary supplement to the
campers, who usually get only one
hot meal a day. The highly effi-
cient breadline comes from a lot
of experience in feeding under-
nourished people, including the
Free Bakery at the H’ashbury’s
All Saints Episcopal Church.

A Conscientious Objector sub-
ject to the whim of the US Air
Force has begun to fight back in a
precarious, lonely battle.

The Airman First Class, who
wishes to remain anonymous, told
BARB that he had previously de=-
cided to seek a discharge as a
CO, and acted on this decision
when he received orders to go to
Vietnam.,

He was sent to Travis Air Force
Base and told to be on a plane.
Then he was given a few days
leave, as is usual. He attempted
to put through his CO application
there, but was refused the proper
forms, ‘‘No jurisdiction’’ claimed
the Travis authorities,

He was given two alternatives
during the subsequent runaround—

NOT FOR
FREE U?
THEN TRY
FREE HIGH

As long as Berkeley has a Free
University, why not have a Free
High School too.

Well, there is one now, Starting
June 24th The Berkeley School will
be conducting small classes and
seminars of the Free University
sort for high school students in
the 7th to 12th grades.

Eight courses are listed in a
four page catalog issuedby Eugene
Bergman, the founder anddirector
of the Free School, Entitled ‘‘Re-
volt against summer boredom,”’
the catalog outlines such courses
as Creative Writing, Nature
Awareness/Entomology, Origins
of Art and a Sex Seminar.

Instructors for the courses come
from -the ranks of regular high
school teachers, graduate students
who have taught before, and under-
graduates not wanting to go through
the ‘‘nonsense of credentials’’ ac-
cording to Bergman.,

Enrollment is limited to about
15 to 20 students in most classes,
and the tuition charge is $20 for
an average of 20 hours instruction
in each course, Most of the money
will go to the instructors, says
Bergman,  and the rest will go to
cover overhead expenses. The
Berkeley School is a nonprofit
organization,

Bergman rays that additional
courses may be added after three
or four weeks if the idea catches
on. He wants the school to ‘‘re-
spond to student needs” and to
‘‘provide leadership if none are
expressed,”’

The address of The Berkeley
School is Box 418, Berkeley 94701,
Bergman may be reached at 237-
2811 between 6 and 8 PM,

Two
weeks later he was given the prop-
er CO forms and received an ‘‘ad=
ministrative hold pending disposi-
tion on overseas assignment can=
cellation,”’

No charges have yet been filed,
but the Airman is afraid that the
Air Force will try to sweep his
case under the rug. He is seeking
a discharge as a CO or for the
“‘convenience of the Air Force.”’

At present he has been told to
follow standard operating proce-
dure in such cases and seeachap=-
lain, a legal officer (aboutpossible
forfeiture of VA benefits) and a.
psychiatrist.

We wish him luck. In anothe
case, an Airman is showing how it
is possible to blow the Air Farce’s
electronic mind.

Also anonymous, the man de-
cided that the AF was ‘‘amoral”
(¢since you have no choice’’)anda.
“‘fagcist welfare system.’’ He de-
cided to refuse to be productive
for that system.

He refused to continue working
as an accountant and was set to
sorting mail. He didn’t do that with
anything approaching efficiency
and was set aside like a rusty tool.
He refused to take mandatory ‘‘on
the job training.’’

His secret was never to refuse
a direct order but never to comply
with one. Once he was ordered to
put on the uniform he disliked. He
did, but only after sleeping on it
for three weeks.

After that they ordered him to
report for five minutes each day
and then to get lost, He spent the
time in the base library.

Once he did not come to atten-
tion when the base commander
passed by. An eager Lieutenant
ordered him to brace up. He did,
and the commander came over and
started to ask him questions.

“Do you like it here?’’ askedthe
Colonel. :

‘“‘As a romanticist I like Calif=-
ornia" replied the Airman; eyes
straight ahead, chin down, arms at
side.

The Colonel left and later re-
fused to see him when he asked to.

The Airman’s resistance wenton
for about 8 months. Apparently the
Air Force has decided to discharge
the troublemaker.

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HOW 12 CARS OF FUZZ
BUSTED TWO BLACK

OAKLAND HOUSEWIVES

Twelve squad cars of Oakland
bulls busted two black Oakland
housewives last Friday after stop-
ping the women for a traffic vio-
lation, Mrs. Norma McClure told
the BARB this week,

Before the ordeal was over, the

women were handcuffed, searched, |

hit, held in solitary confinement,
and then booked for resisting ar-
rest, she said,

Mrs. McClure and Mrs. De=
lores Huffman told BARB they
were on their way to a meeting of
the Black Strike for Justice when
they were pulled over at 35th
and San Pablo,

The two women started the or-
ganization more than a month ago,

“] was forced to stop my car
and then one of the cops said to
Dolores, ¢You’re under arrest.’
She asked for what and the cop
said, ¢‘Nothing.” Then he dragged
her from the car,” Mrs, McClure
stated.

“Then another policeman came
and pulled me out of the car and
handcuffed me to it, When he put
the handcuffs on, he hit me bruis=-
ing my arm,’’

The two housewives were then
taken to jail, Mrs, McClure said,
and held in solitary for five and
a half hours without a phone call,

They were finally bailed out
by John George, a leader of the
Black Strike for Justice. Mrs,
Huffman was charged with re-
sisting arrest, Mrs. McClure was
booked for the same offense, plus
six minor traffic violations.

““There were about 12 cars and
a paddy wagon,” Mrs, McClure
told BARB, ¢When they threw us
in the paddy wagon after checking
our purses for guns andnarcotics,
one of the policeman cursed me
and said, <shut up nigger bitch,’ "’

‘Then they towed my car away
and laughed about it,”’

When the two housewives reach-
ed the Oakland jail, they were held
in separate solitary cells and not
allowed to call home where their
children waited alone, they said.

Mrs. Huffman and Mrs. McClure
started the Black Strike for Justice
more than a month ago when they
began picketing Housewives Mar-
ket in Oakland, The boycott of the
market has continued since that
time, attempting to put pressure
on downtown merchants to help
end police harassment in the ghet-
to.

‘Our arrests were just what
we’ve been picketing against.’?

Mrs. McClure stated, ¢police bru-
tality and harassment,’’

The two housewives plan to file
a complaint with the ACLU this
week. A number of witnesses to the
arrest are prepared to testify on
their behalf, they said,

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CLEAVER CLEARED
ON ALL COUNTS;
JAILERS CONDEMNED

“I would never allow anyone to
place restrictions on my freedom
of opinion orexpression,’’ Eldridge
Cleaver told the press Wednes=
day, the first day out of Vacaville.

He spent nine and a half weeks
there for ¢undue eloquence,’”” a
wrong reason, according to the
judge who ordered his release.

That this eloquence cannot be
unduly curbed was more thanclear
as he faced the press.

“‘Is there any non-violent solu-
tion to the conflict between the
Oakland police and the Black Pan-
thers?”’ was one of thes questions
thrown at Eldridge Cleaver.

And Cleaver had a cool an-

swer: ‘I expect to see the Oakland
police department cave in. I think
the police chief will be kicked out
for someone who will understand
what is going on in Oakland.”

Cleaver was talking just two or
three hours after his release.

Our primary concern is
freeing Huey Newton. We will re-
dedicate ourselves to that pur-
pose.’’

CLEAVER'S CALL

Eldridge Cleaver was answer-

ing <¢‘a call of nature’’ when the
Oakland Police came around the
corner of 28th Street in West Oak-
land on the night of April 6.

An affidavit written by Cleav-
er appears in the June 10 issue of
The Black Panther, in which the
Panthers’ Minister of Information
explains the details of what hap-
pened prior to and during the now=
famous gunbattle of two months’
ago.

The author-politician Cleaver,
then imprisoned in Vacaville State
Medical Facility, described the
battle as ¢<a direct result of fran-
tic attempts by the Oakland Police
Department to sabotage the Black
Community Picnie,’” scheduled for
April 7.

While the O,P.D, claimsthatthe
Panthers waited in ambush for
them, Cleaver’s affadavit says the
shooting began after he was ¢‘over-
come by an irresistible urge, a
necessity’’ -- not to shoot a cop
as was charged in the Grand Jury
indictment, but ¢to urinate,’”” ac-
cording to Cleaver.

¢*While I was. in the middle of
this call of nature,’* Cleaver goes
on, ‘‘a car came around the cor-
ner, and I found myself in danger
of being embarrassed, I thought,
by a passing car,”’

The car stopped, beamed a
spotlight on Cleaver, and told him
to walk out into the street with
his hands up, according to the
account,

¢I had to deal with a ticklish
situation,’”” Cleaver said. ¢I was
so-close to the end that I could
not resist finishing, shouting back
to the cops, ‘0.K., O.K.”

The Panther leader wrote, ¢I
was trying to zip up my fly and
get out into the middle of the
street,” when the cops started
shooting and firing upon him.

The statement, called ¢#2 affa-
davit of Eldridge Cleaver’’ in the
Panther newspaper, describes how
he ran for cover with Little Bob=
by (Hutton) and how they took shel-
ter in the basement until fire-
bombs blasted the two Panthers
out of the tiny area.

Cleaver says he was struck
in the chest by a tear gas cam-
ister and knocked down, He said
that Hutton passed out for awhile

and then came to.

«“One of the shots found my
leg and my foot, with an impact so
painful and heavy that I was sure
that I no longer had two legs,””
Cleaver wrote., He said that later,
after the murder of Hutton, he
pointed his wound out to a Cap=-
tain on the Oakland police.

“The Pigof Pigs looked down
at my wound, raised his foot and
stomped on the wound,’”’ Cleaver
recalled,

In this affadavit Cleaver ex-
plains that Bobby Hutton had un-
dressed him to search for wounds
while in the basement, Early re-
ports in BARB attributed to Cleav-
er by his wife, indicated that
Cleaver had told Hutton to undress
also so that police would know
he was unarmed, Hutton was cloth-
ed when he left the building, Cleav-
er was not,

This is how Cleaver described
the exit from the cellar, and the
shooting of Bobby Hutton:

““There were Pigs in the win-
dow above us in the house next
door, with guns pointed at us, and

them is known in more than one
prison now, because I was assign-
ed to the center where inmates
are dispersed to other institu-

| tions.”

Judge Sherwin’s ruling was an-

i nounced on June 11, but Cleaver

was not released until the 12th.
Garry explained that a $50,000
bond had to be raised. Many people
contributed, he said, including the
actor Godfrey Cambridge, who was
present at the San Francisco press
conference, held in Garry’s of-
fices.

The court ruling which freed
Cleaver included the issuance of a
writ of habeas corpus and ordered
him ¢‘released from prison forth-
with and reinstated on parole,”’ It
followed a hearing on June 3.

Judge Sherwin cited ‘‘uncontra-
dicted evidence’’ that Cleaver had
been a ‘“model parolee’’ and said
his jailing ¢“stemmed from . ..his
undue eloquence in pursuing poli-
tical goals which were offensive
to many of his contemporaries.’”

He added: ‘‘Not only was there
absence of cause for the cancella-
tion of parole, it was the product
of a type of pressure unbecoming,
to say the least, to the law en-
forcement paraphernalia of this
state,’’ For a judge, that is strong
language.

Solano County District Attorney
Glenn Stanley, actingat the request
of the state attorney general, filed
notice of appeal. Garry predicted
that this appeal would not succeed.

Cleaver is a candidate for the
presidency of the U,S,onthe Peace
and Freedom Party ticket. He said,
in reply to a question, that he
now expects to do some campaign=-
ing.

WHEN COPS WATCH YOU

A citizens’ patrol to keep watch
on police activity in West Berke~
ley will begin to operatethis week-
end under the aegis of Area 4 of
the Peace and Freedom Movement
in Berkeley.

Members of the patrol -- Black,
Mexican-American, and white --
will use cameras and tape record-
ers to document police actions in
their own neighborhoods, Area 4
is in the flatland ghetto.

The multiple purpose of the pa-
trol, according to its coordinator,
Elizabeth Greer, will be to re-
cord police activities, to reduce
the amount and kinds of harass-
ment, and to educate people in the
area about their civil rights,

A similar patrol sponsored by
the Better Berkeley Committee
two years ago in the South Campus
area was thought by its partici-

pants to reduce both civilian fear
of the police and the amount of
intimidation of citizens by police.,
Miss Greer noted that the PFM
patrol might differ from that of the
BBC +‘‘because it’s a rather dif-
ferent neighborhood, and thetimes
have changed a lot since then.”

Richie Havens returned to the
Bay Area Monday night and
promptly turned the normally bust-
ling hungry i into an intimate cof-
fehouse, reminiscent of the Green-
wich Villagebaskethouses in which
he started several years ago.

Havens, a 27 year old black
singer-guitarist who deals "in his
own brand of folk music, perform-
ed before anenthusiastically pack=
ed house, taking his audience on a
marvelous roller coaster ride of
musical emotion and good vibes.

Between sets 'BARB slipped
backstage" for a short rap, and the
warm, sensitive Havens put it
down like this,

‘“Well, yeah, where to start.
Okay, my songs. My songs have to
do with the progression of things
that I learn about myself, with re-
lation to what's inside me. It's
like a subconscious story, dig.

‘‘And when I sing for an audien=
ce, all the thoughts of the audience
are like a story. Sowhat I'm really
trying to do is letting them say,
‘Hey, 1 DO that, I FEEL that.’
Maybe they don’t know what to call
it, but they know they've been
there.

‘‘My main interest is inlearning
about others and myself in rela-
tion to the universe. But ‘others’
and ‘myself’ is the same thing,
really. What it really is is every=-
body. And I started wondering abou
this when I was eight yearsold.. .
why isn’t it the way everybody
knows it should be?

““Without trying to sound like a
preacher, my advice is look atJe-
sus Christ. Get to dig where that
cat was at, in relation to where
you’re at. I mean the Bible is a
science book—it’s never been any-
thing more or less—the science of
how to live without hassles, That’s
really where it’s at.

““There’s a difference between
man, men, and mankind. Man as
man hasn’t become yet, Man is
perfect in being, mankind is where
we are now. But we’re getting to
it . . that was the plan in the first
place.

‘‘See, no individual can occupy
more space than he can stand on—
which is what, eight or teninches?

Paul Jacobs.

Jacobs, before the Richmond
P&F convention which endorsed
him by a narrow margin, admitted
to redbaiting tactics in his union
busting activities of the forties,
but he claimed a clean radical
slate since that time.

Mandel in announcing his can-
didacy, challenged Jacob’s claims
to radicalism andsaidthat he could
produce evidence to the contrary.

Mandel’s charges, however,
never saw print in the southern
part of the state, Prior to the pri-
maries, signed articles by Jacobs
appeared frequently in the LA
Free Press.

¢Despite three letters from me
to Kunkin (whom I know) and two
calls from Dr, White, to whom
Kunkin was ‘unavailable’, neither
this issue nor the last (both of
which had stuff on time) have car-
ried one word,”’ Mandel wrote to
BARB.

The Carousel Ballroom family
is fighting for its life amid a
morass of legal hassles and big
business finagling,

Tuesday, deputy police chief Al
Nelder suspended all dances at
the Carousel until June 25, ex-
cept for a benefit for the Black
Man’s Free Store to be held on
the 19th. :

A restraining order banning any
more performances at the dance-
hall was dropped. Headstone pro-
ductions Inc.,came to late Wednes-
day by the managers of the dance-
hal}, City Center ' Ballrooms of
California,

Performances will be held this
week end -- ¢‘concerts?’ -- but no
dancing will be allowed,

The agreement was reached af-
ter Ron Rakow consented to step
down as the president of Head-
stone Productions Inc, Both Head-
stone and City Center will stage
this weekend’s entertainment,

City Center Ballrooms, a group
of businessmen, originally triedto
evict the Carousel crew claiming
back rent was due. The matter is
pending in civil court but could
take weeks to resolve,

To speed up the process, the
businessmen asked for a hearing
before deputy chief Nelder to res-
cind the dancing permit of the
Headston® crew.

But conflicting testimony at the
hearing from two lawyers involved

““The situation is obviously get=
ting out of hand,”” Nelder said in
response, ¢We’re only interested
in seeing that no one is injured.’’

“I’m telling you here and now
that you’re not to sponsor any
dances for 15 days,” he told the
two lawyers.

Everyone seemed to have for-
‘gotten about Headstone Produc-
tions, who weren’t even allowed a
rebuttal to the charges.

¢This is a typical land grab,””
Rakow told BARB afterwards,
“now that we’re doing things,
everyone wants a cut.”’

The trouble began last Thurs-
day, June 6,when the Carousel
crew arrived at the ballroom to
find the doors chained shut by the
managers.

They finally managed tosneakin
by the roof, BARB was told. Rakow
then threw a table through one of
the doors, and had the chains re-
moved as city police stood by
watching,

SHIVA MISSIONARY AND COP
GO UP IN CLOUD OF SMOKE

The Shiva Fellowship of the
Neo-American Church held its
second public meeting Sunday in
Golden Gate Park at the foot of
Hippie Hill, The purpose of the
meeting was to complete the hour
of prayer for peace begun last
Memorial day,

That meeting was interrupted by
the arrest of Rev, J, Fuck Poland
for nude praying.

As the congregation gathered
a Christian missionary began a
lengthy sermon and two mounted
policemen rode up to the edge of
the group. When the sermon seem-
ed to have reached its conclusion
Willie Minzey, leader of the fel-
lowship, asked for silence for the
sacrifice,

He distributed joints to the wor-
shipers and began the sacrifice,
When the first clouds had cleared
the missionary and the police were

nowhere to be seen and the meeting
continued for an hour or so in
peace,

Minzey said that the meetings
would be held every Sunday at the
same time and place as long as
possible, He pointed out that the
sacrament had been a donation
to him and that the frequency of
the meetings would depend on the
amounts of future donations,

Minzey says that there are no
requirements for membership or
attendance at services. He said,
however, that he feels that most
of the congregation would agree
with his following statement,

“I believe; that there are sev-
eral serious problems that human
intelligence cannot or will not
solve;

problems, will within our life-

‘‘We haven’t determined. the de-
tails yet,”” Mrs. Carmine Domin-
guez, Park Commissioner, Chair-
man and soul member of the sub-
committee to study the proposal
for admission fees, told BARB,

““At this point the commission
has only passed a resolution, on
my recommendation, to the effect
that we will charge an entrance
fee.”’

The details to be worked out
are when admission will be charg-
ed and how much. Though Mrs.
Dominguez was reluctant to say
what the price wouldbe, sheagreed
that fifty cents per person was a
good guess. Children under six-
teen would probably be admitted
free.

Zoo director Ronald Reuther
told BARB that the reason for the
charges are twofold: ‘‘to add staff
and badly needed facilities, in-
cluding a medical facility, a mod-
ernized kitchen, a maintenance fa-
cility and an administration facili-
ty.””

PFP SUIT

BACKED BY
AFFIDAVIT

More than 50 affidavits: sup-
port a $1,2 million suit brought by
the Peace and Freedom Party
against the City and County of San
Francisco, according to Denis
Mosgofian of the PFM elections
committee,

The PFP suit charges that par-
ty members were deprived of their
voting rights in the June 4 pri=-
mary eleection, and accuses SF
Registrar of Voters Basil R. Hea-
ly of instructing his employees
that write-in votes should not be
counted,

Most Peace and Freedom can-
didates in San Francisco were
official write-ins, whohad filed and
paid registration fees.

The lawsuit asks Healy andCali-
fornia Secretary of State Frank M.
Jordan to show cause by June
26 why all PFM requests should
not be granted, including placing
all Peace and Freedom candidates
on the November ballot.

Plaintiffs in the suit include
write-in candidates Kathleen
Cleaver, Ivo Buddeke, Joe Edmis~
ton, Eric Murphy, and Walter Bat-
taglia. Paul Jacobs and Marvin
Garson, whose names appeared
on the June 4 ballot, are also
listed as plaintiffs.

Four PFP registrants are act-
ing as plaintiffs on behalf of the
14,637 Peace and Freedom regis-
trants in San Francisco.

The suit asks that no ballots
be destroyed, that Healy count
the write-in votes, and that he
refrain from obstructing write-
in voting in the future.

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William Mandel, Berkeley writ-
er and authority on the USSR, has
told BARB of an old German cal-
endar his father has from the
Weimar Republic, The calendar
covers the period 1920-26.

‘“These were the quiet years,”’
Mandel says, ‘‘yet during this
period, this calendar lists 400
political assassinations by the
Right and 22 by the Left,”’

Mandel feels that America is
fast becoming ‘‘sick’ like the
German people during the ‘‘quiet
years'® of the Weimar Republic.
He thinks there is no ‘‘overall
conspiracy’’ but rather the assas-
sinations of Pres. Kennedy, Mal-
colm X, Medgar Evers, Martin
Luther King, and Senator Robert
Kennedy reflects a sick society
like Germany.

Add to this list the Painter’s
Union assassinations of their lead-
ers here in the bay area, thenone,
indeed, gets a picture of a God-
fearing, 100% sick society,

Yet, to solve a murder is to find
the motive for the murder,
especially a political murder,
There now exists no effective anti-
war campaign against Vietnam in
the upcoming elections.

There is your motive: to make
ineffective the war against the
war.

And if Senator Edward Kennedy
persists in following his political
credo, he, too, will be assas-
sinated.

He does
not know whether this is the act
of a single person or if this is the
act of a conspiracy” is the way
Sander - Vanocur (Chan, 4) put it
to millions of TV viewers the
night he flew back on the plane
with the body of Sen Robert Ken-
nedy.

‘“There’s kind of a pattern,
faceless men—that’s the phrase I
heard" from the Kennedy family
on the plane, he said.

Izvestia, the other paper in
Moscow, put it this way: ‘‘The
same conspiracy thatkilled Presi=-
dent Kennedy killed his brother,”’
They also feel that if Sen.Kennedy
were elected President, he would
‘‘re-open the hearings into the
assassination,”’

This week, Mark Lane was quot-
‘ed over KGO as saying that Sen
Robert Kennedy had told him

‘‘weeks before he was killed’’ that
he felt a conspiracy existed to kill
his brother and he would ‘‘hunt
down those responsible,’’ if elected
President.

Too late.

Press reports tell of Ted Ken-
nedy’s family wanting him to re-
tire, while on the other hand,
Happy Humphrey wants him to be
his VF; lhe last remaining Ken-
nedy’'s reply was he will continue
being a US Senator.

‘visiting the San Francisco area

for a medical meeting was walk-
ing through the Haight-Ashbury
district, He gawked at the hip-
pies in their beads, long hair and
flowers, shook his head and said,
““My God, look atthose kids. Some~
thing must be wrong with their
chromosomes.’”” Then, (contrary
to the rules of scientific procedure)
he set out to prove that LSD was
harmful.

Since that time several reports
have purported to prove that LSD
was harmful to chromosomes and
each was widely reported innews-
papers and magazines, But scien-
tific investigations and conclu-
sions require time. Only now is
a balanced picture of the chromo-
some question emerging,

In the October 27, 1967 ‘Science,’
a team of researchers from the
Lawrence Radiation Laboratory of
the University of California at
Berkeley reported their study of
chromosomes of LSD users in
the Haight-Ashbury. They found no
difference between the chromo-
somes of LSD users and non-
users. The same results were
found in a study of Dr. Nicholas
Petrakis, a hematologist of the
University of California School of
Medicine at San Francisco. These
two studies finding no chromo=
somal damage in LLSD users were
reported in the San Francisco
Chronicle but received little or
no notice elsewhere,

Child psychiatrists Bender and
Sankar of the Creedmoor State
Hospital in New York were dis=-
turbed by reports of LSD-induced
chromosomal damage because they
had treated schizophrenic child-
ren with pure known LSD (with
favorable results) in quantities
of 100 to 150 micrograms every
day from S5 to 35 months. The
children’s chromosomes were
examined 20 to 48 months after
LSD therapy discontinued and were
found to be unchanged. Bender and
Sankar’s findings were reported in
the February 16, 1968 ‘Science.’
Their conclusions were ‘... the
negative findings are significant
because these children received
up to 150 micrograms daily of
pure chemical over a known pe-
riod of time, even as long as 2
and 3 years, in contrast with
studies by Irwin and Egozcue,
whose subjects received unknown
materials of unknown strength,’’

A series of one does not make
a scientific study, but it is of
interest to note that Dr, Timothy
Leary, who has taken LSD well
over 400 times, recently had his
chromosomes examined by the
Harvard University Medical
School.

“L.SD, Chromosomes and Sen-
sationalism,”” a paper prepared
for Psychedelic Review #10 by
Joel Fort, M.D, and Ralph Metz~
ner, Ph.D., reviews the LSD
chromosome controversy. The au-
thors conclude that at present
the question of L SD-induced
chromosomal damage is, at best,
undecided,

Another part of their conclu-
sions states ‘‘Women in the first
trimester of pregnancy (lst 3
months) would be wise to avoid
the use of all drugs, particularly
those which- affect the brain and
mind, including caffeine, alcohol
and nlcotme e

The morning of June 5, 1968,
I woke up about eleveno’clock with
a vague memory of having dream-
ed that a friend of mine came into
my pad and told me that Kennedy
had been shot. I didn’t think much
about it, I have weird dreams all
the time, and just assumed that the
primary election had triggered
some sort of memory of that
November 22,

Then when I got to my job, my
employer called me. He thought
that I'd like to be filled in on re=
cent developments. So, my un-
pleasant ‘‘dream’’ turned out to be
real. Try that on some time for
trauma.,

Understand, I'm not claiming a
psychic experience, My friend
actually did come round to give me

the news, but due to my heavy-
sleeping propensities itonly regis—
tered in a dreamlike way.

That evening I went to see some
friends; I needed agoodscene. The
husband, who normally is apolitic-
al, was badly shaken. The wife, a
tough woman who has taken in-
numerable crises in stride, had a
great need this time to talk it out
with someone. The eleven-year-
old son was desolated, Just at the
time of his dawning of awareness
of national and world events, Ken~
nedy had happened to be his hero.
Then this occurred. I doubt that
the boy will ever be able to feel
any confidence in the American
system again.

I don’t quite know how to con-
tinue, In the past I’ve done more
than my share of hacking at ‘“*Am-
erican violence’ and ‘‘our sick
nation,”” and today those are tru-
isms that everybody is talking.
LB] sets up a committee to in-
vestigate American violence, and
makes some remarks on the sub-
ject on which you must agree—
not forgetting that LLB] himself is

And the furor over gun laws,
which may have their merits; but
what does the mail-order business
have to do with a guy swiping his
brother’s pistol (once again, on
the assumption as above)?

But the timing of it does cause
it to make some sense, On top of a
man’s triumph through the tradi-
tional orderly Americanelectorate
system suddenly comes his defeat
through the raw primeval system
originally invented by Cain. An
irrational reaction is quite under-
standable. Who could be rational? I
sure wasn’t, And as vou can tell, I
still am not, really. —RiIR,
