I asked why there was no one
from the commnity and they said it
was hard to pet anyone to coms,
Most of the time it was hard to
find out when they were having the
next one because only a few paanls
would get invitations, I '%0ld Dick
Vision and Pat Devine to find out
when the next meating was and I
would get some people to come.

The city of Chicape is taking the
YL? to court for operating a free
health program with the intention
of forcing us to shut down our hea-
1th services. According to the so-
ealled "authorities™, any group of
persons who give F2IE advice, drugs,
or madical services must first get
approval and a license from the Bos
ard of Health. Since private doc-u
tors who charge money for providing
"health care™ don't need such a 1li-
zense, the law is an attack on the
righta of poor people who can't .af-
Ford to go te a fee-collecting doc-
tor, The Y1) is not poinp to recog=
nize any law which gives "authority”
t¢ the Plps of the Board of Bsalth
to inspect our patient recsrds any
time they ant (in viol~tion of the
right of privacy betwern a patient
and a doctor); to tell us what ques-
tisns we must ask the patients; to
inspeet our premises any time they
want. Murthermore the law is de-
prading znd ingulting. It requires
us to post "N0 SPITTINGY sigas-ar
the walls and to provide spittoons
for sur patients!

Several days before the tragedy, we wvisited your
organizations, The reason for doing so was to gather informa-
tion on your programs which serve the people, One of the
wictims of the July 16 tragedy was among the visitors and
wa're afraid that this has led to the implication of suspics
ion.with your organizations and the tragedy, It is the
decadent sensationalistic nature of the mass media which has
arowsad this implication of suspicion. We would like to say
that the implications the media ks trying to weave is a reflect-
ion of their maliciously racist nature which perpetuates not
truth, but the economic sadism which sells newspapers. The
fact that they wers totally insensitive to the grief of the
parents and friends of the victim is: undebatable evidence of
of their decadence. They, the news media, dogmatically
imposed themselves on the related parties (to the tragedy)
with no concern other then doing their job. The media was
unable to find anyone who knew or was at liberty to speak
about the tragedy so it irmesponsibly seized on any rumors or
murmurings which were uttered by anyone, Proof of this are
the confiicting articles between the Chicago city newspapers,
which aslso conflict with the known facts by the witnesses
{we, the people writing this, are the main witnesses 1o the
tragedy).

The above examples reinforce owr accusations toward
the mass media and we fesl we must inform the people of
the media’s concern for money and profit rather than the
truth and people’s lives,

The Black Panther Party, the Young Lords Organiza-
tion and other political organizations have been victims of
false news reporting and racist sterectyping and understand
that what the media is doing is a part of an overall strategy.
Yes, a strategy for the total extermination of your organi-
zations and anmyone else who stands up and points an accusing
finger at the decadence of the U.5! system of appression.

This strategy works in three different phases, First,
the media stereotypes or gives the victims an image. [In the
cize of the BPP and ¥LO, the stereotype has been gangs,
weilding thugs, revolutionaries, reverse racist; notice they
never mention anything sbout the Sommunity programs.)
‘Thep, through constant bombardment the media tries to
arouss &n emotional reaction among the public (fear, hate,
disgust, etc) or either it lulls the public into a sheep of
apathy. Finally, the total oppresion comes down and if
the media has done its job right, the public should either
be screaming for blood or he's totally insensitive to what
happens,

why the media has been falsely trying to implicate your
organizations with the killing and attacking of two beautiful
Asgian sisters in Chicago.

It is not hard to believe that the mass media has & long
history of decadence, sensationalsim and racism. To address
an incident which sffected the Japanese people | refer you to
the evacustion and imprisonment of 110,000 Japanese in

1842, The media’s strategy for the Japanese in 1942 is the
same strateqy for the Panthers and Young Lords today.
