The Government is a wall designed to act as a
barrier between the oppressor a the oppressed,
In order to understand this statement we must
firat look at history and understand that everyth-
Ing i& in a constant state of change and that ever=
yihing i interconnected.

The human race began to divide as rthe popula=
tion of precivilized tribes grew larger., As they
grew larger, le began to split off and form
othér tribes. This process of development bec-
ame s0 widespread that socon even the natural
boundarjés (rivers,mountains, etc.) separated peo-
ple who once belonged to a common tribe.

The first ernment was formed as a result of
the tools production (plows, cattle to 1 tha

lows with, etc.} becoming the property of a few
ndividuals.

The private owners of these tools, at first thi-
nking only in terms of survival, began to use th-
elr ownership as a way of exploiting the rest of
the population.

Because the muling clasa {owners of tools) later
saw the necessi or creatng a force to stand
between them and the people, the government was
invented. And along with it the standing army and
the politlcal apparams.

Today- we know the Standing Army in the form
of the  Matlonal Guard, the Federal Bureau of
Investigation (FBI} and the gestapo police who
patrol cur communicdes,

The political apparatus s made up of the cor-
rupt newsmedia (newspapers, TV, radio, etc.) and
I:hl:l ig polidecians who claim to serve our comm-
unities,

Historically pilg repression of the type which we
are now experiencing has been strong Indication
of the presence of Faclsm,

One can accurately describe Faclsm as being
a condition where: represslon of attempts at bec=
oming free have become so Intense, that the gov-
ernment has resorted to the uvse of its standing
army ag a means of destroying the people. In
short, Faclem means that we are living under

In Febuary, 1971, the Dr, Ramon
Emeteric Betances Health Progr-
am celebrated irs first anniversa=
ry having provided free health
gervices in the community for one
tull year, Despite Mavor Daley's
determined effort to close us down
by dragging us to court for nine
mmonth:, the Betances Health Pro-
gram keeps serving the people and
keeps showing who In Chicago is
really interested in decent health
care, This past year, with little
money, the Program hag offered
preventive care, general medical
carg for adulta and children, pre-
natal care and eye care, The Chi-
cage Board of Health, with 518
million for one year , offers only
prenatal care and weil-hahy Care
at lts dilapidated and poorly egul-
pped clinics, Yer, insread of im-
proving Ite own services, the
Board of Health has dedicated,
itgelf oo shutting down the free
clinics operated by the Young Lor-
ds, the oung Patriots, and the
Black Panther Party.

To begin the new wvear of the
Program, the health workers on
the staff pledged their support for
three community women who are
working for the Betances Health
Program to increase community

part :iEEl:Inn and community con-

e

ere are involved in the new Eye
Program- a program of vision
screening, eyeglasses, and eye
care - and in the Cutreach Pro-
am- a program where the hea-
th workers “reach out ** to fam-
flies in thelr homes o begin pre=
ventive family care (TB tests, ba-
by shots, urine tests, family me-
cal questionnaire).

A patlent advocacy Program was
also begun because the Young Lor-
ds saw that the community people
were being harassed and cheated
at Grant Hospital- the hoaspital that
says ir serves this communicy, All
patients from the neighborhood are
accompanied by anadvocate topre-
vent mistreatment and fees of any
kind. But what the advocate found
out is that the hospital workers we-
re¢ not mistreating  patients- the
workers themsaelves were confused
because their bosses, the hospital
administrators, had not communi-
cated our arrangements o them.
The hosplital workers were simp-
1y ignored when the administrators
negotiated with us. The Young
Lords and the health swaff of the
Betances Health Program know
that our struggle is not against
the hospital . workers, but it is
with the workers against thelr
bossea(l|

In Febuary, 1970, the Young

Lords Organizatlon opened a free
health center to meet a basic need
in the community. Most poor Chi-
cano and Puerto Rican people live
thelr lives without any health
care untll they are so sick it is
very critical. and why? Because
it coata too much money bo try
and get well | But another more
important reason exists for the
health center, It is a model for
the kind of health care and com-
munity program we belleve in. At
the Betances Health Program, a
