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Abstract

During the mid-1980s, there was much archaeological work carried out on ancient
Singapore. The large number of artefacts being unearthed, sorted and classified as a
result of these excavations provide much research data making up for the paucity of
documentary evidence to shed more light on the pattern of early settlements, nature of

Chinese trade, local life to unravel the many mysteries of ancient Singapore.

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Abstract

Since the founding of Singapore in 1819 to the Japanese invasion in 1942, the immigrants
from South China like Hokkiens, Teochews, Cantonese, Hakkas, Hainanese and Fuchows
flocked to Singapore by junks and later by steamships in 1860. For the indentured
labourers, they were sent to other parts of Southeast Asia to work in plantations and
mines. As for the largely free passengers, with their pioneering spirit, they eventually built

their new lives abroad.
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Abstract

In ancient days, the ocean-going Chinese junks made significant contributions in
promoting friendly relations between China and the various countries of Southeast Asia
by enhancing trade and cultural exchanges. In early Singapore, these Chinese junks,
besides trade, also transported Chinese immigrant coolies to Singapore for work in

plantations.
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Abstract

This section explores the origin, nature and the evolution of the "bang" structure and
"bang" politics of the Chinese community in Singapore. The polarized "bang" structure
during the 19th century had led to a serious conflict in 1854 between the Fujianese dialect
group and the united front of the lesser Chinese dialect groups. The prewar pro-China and
pro-British political ideologies also led to the consolidation of the Chinese dialect groups.
Subsequently, the formation of the Singapore Federation of the Chinese Clan Associations
after Singapore’s independence ended a period of ethnic parochialism in the Chinese
society and the Federation has taken on a new mandate to uphold and promote Chinese

heritage and culture in the process of nation building.

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Abstract

There were broadly three phases in the development of the Hokkien Huay Kuan in
Singapore. Prior to 1915, the Hokkiens built the Heng San Teng Temple and later the
Thian Hock Kheng Temple, which served as their ethnic power bases. It was a phase
of unity of the religious and "bang" authority, whereby the latter was integrated into
the religious or temple entity. In the second phase, the "bang" authority was separated
from the temple setup. This phase began with Thian Hock Kheng Hokkien Huay Kuan's
exemption from official registration in 1915.The temple has since then become an
affiliated religious unit or the clan association. During the third phase (in the post-war

years), the Hokkien Huay Kuan has been modernised and corporatised.
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
