Abstract

Based on ethnographic observations and in-depth interviews, this article
explores the transnational migration and class identification of Filipina mi-
grant domestic workers. First, I argue that the economic motivation to work
abroad is mediated by social and cultural factors such as the colonial legacy
and gender relations in the Philippines.
