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promoting the development of service industry. Various announcements issued by Jiangsu Development & Re—

form Commission from 2007 to 2013 show that “capital guiding” and “prize assessment” are two main chan—

nels for promoting service industry by the provincial governments. As to the accordance between policy and re—
ality generally speaking the policy is of more pertinent but less foresighted and marketing degree. Therefore
there is still great room to improve the effect of strong directional and preferential service industrial policies. In
the next phase more market — orientation governmental behavior should be taken to guide the development of
service industry.

( 6) Research Evolution of Chinese Vulnerable Children: Concept Policy and Subject

The study on vulnerable children is a very important issue in constructing social welfare system which also
gets great concern as a social issue. For scholars in this research area there are some tasks should be done
which include discerning the basic meaning and evolution of vulnerable children concept tracing the develop—
ment of social welfare policies for vulnerable children proposing the multiple subjects of studying vulnerable
children. This paper uses thematic content analysis methods to examine the research evolutionary path and pol-
icy development of Chinese vulnerable children since the reform and opening — up. It covers three main
points: the evolution and development of the concept of vulnerable children the social welfare policies for vul—
nerable children and the study subjects which from single to variety on vulnerable children.

With the changes of social forms during the Spring and Autumn period the functions of poem creation

changed from the religious purpose of distinguishing different signs to political purpose of listening to the voice

of the people the structure elements changed from the unity of poem music and dance to the separation of
them and the creation modes changed to the main individual creation instead of the main collective work
which promoted the narrative subject more diversified and civilian gradually setting up a strata form of

“king — prince — minister — emperor — bureaucrat — scholar — civilian — slave”. The strata form laid solid foun—

dation for the later three — pole pattern of aesthetic culture of “authority — scholar — ordinary people ”.

( 8) Glimpse of “Bi” Poems and Its Style Features from Tsinghua Bamboo Slips Rui Liangfu Bi

Tsinghua Bamboo Slips Rui Liangfu Bi is similar to The Book of Songs. By studying the original meaning
of Bi and its usage in The Book of Songs Shang Shu Tsinghua Bamboo Slips Zhou Gong Zhi Qin Wu and Ts—
inghua Bamboo Slips Qi Ye  “Bi” should be the general term of warning poems in West Zhou period. The po—
litical and cultural ideology of expostulation at that time conceived and produced “Bi” poetry. “Bi” poems
were constantly written in response to the need of sacrificial rites and the system of expostulation. “Bi” poems
have a deep sense of crisis and are different from political satirical poems which are full of criticism con—
sciousness. The content of some poems in The Book of Songs is similar to the content in Rui Liang Fu Bi so
they maybe belong to “Bi” poems. The form features of “Bi” poems are reasonable more narrative and

“Bi” poems have definite writing targets proverbs and format languages.

(9) Relationship among Civil Participation Civil Expression and Government Trust.: Based on Per—
spective of “Critical Citizens” Rui Guogiang Song Dian  * 219 ¢
With the development of economy and society there are more and more critical citizens in China. Critical

citizens hold critical and skeptical views on government and become less and less obedient to government and
other authority. They could influence other citizens’ views and behaviors with medium especially new medi-
um and decrease the level of civilian government trust. According to the survey of citizen participation gov—
ernment trust and other variables with regression method civil expression is a partial mediator between civil
participation and government trust which uncovers the intermediate mechanism of the impacts of civil participa—
tion on government trust. In order to lower the negative effects of critical citizens and increase the government
trust government should actively promote the participation in the decision of government communicate with
citizens and guarantee the right of civil expression.

(10) Changes of Rural Population Structure and Path Choice of New — Type Urbanization

Over the past 20 years the population transfer in rural area is the main force in promoting urbanization in

China. With the rapid progress of urbanization great changes have happened to the population scale and

structure in cities as well as in rural areas which inevitably make profound influence on the new — type urban—

ization. Furthermore the structural changes of rural population especially in the fields of their age and educa—
tion will restrict the urbanization quality in the future. Thus it still needs to strengthen the policy support and
public guidance to promote the development of urbanization especially in small and medium cities.
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
