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Memorandum.

The object of the present collection of papers is to relieve a want that has long been

felt by Members of the Civil Service and others who have studied written Chinese

with a view to its future usefulness in these parts. The difficulty is that the primers

and text books now selected for study do not meet our requirements. They comprise

a collection of rudimentary pamphlets on Chinese character, certain books of the Chinese

Classics, some Missionary compilations and various pieces of official Chinese, This mix-

ture is confusing and does not teach any one kind of Chinese in particular. Further, the

present course of studies refers to subject-matter and events that are out of date and of

little interest to us here.

2. During the last fifty years or so, the Chinese have come to the Straits Settle-

ments and Protected Native States in large numbers, and very many of them are now

settled here. This in length of time has given rise to a local literature by which China

in the Straits now e: presses its wants and feelings ; and on the other hand too the Govern-

ment now-a-days issues its orders to the Chinese and makes its wishes known to them

through the medium of the Chinese written language. It is thus, therefore, possible now

to get together a certain amount of local matter for study as well as pick out modern

useful material elsewhere

3. For practical work-a-day purposes in the Straits, experience shews that what one

wants is a fair general knowledge of " business " Chinese. The matter found in these

papers is intended to impart some such general knowledge as this, and I have attempted to

make the work as practical, useful and interesting as possible, by furnishing papers that

deal largely with the affairs and circumstances of the Chinese living in the Colony and

Native States, or with other questions in which the Government and the Chinese here are in-

terested in China.

4. At present, there are two other admirable text books of documetary Chinese—one,

that of Sir THOMAS WADE'S, designed chiefly for the use of students in Her Britannic

Majesty's Consular service in China; and that of Dr. HIRTH'S , specially drawn up for the

use of students in the Imperial Chinese Maritime Customs. Both of these works are

excellent, and selections have been made from them for insertion in the present compila-

tion. But circumstances alter cases, and these two books, excellent as they are, do not

entirely meet our requirements. Just, therefore, as the above-mentioned books were prepared

to meet their own special cases, the object of the present compilation is to relieve a

special local want.

5. As far as literary style and finish goes, the composition of the local papers

(especially the Petitions) often leaves much to be desired. Indifferent, however in this

respect as many papers are, they all express the writer's meaning fairly clearly. Unfor-

tunately no little amount of Chinese one deals with here, is not put together well but us

its very imperfections make it much more difficult to construe than similar work in China,

it is not unwise to make acquaintance with it. On the other hand, as a counterpoise to
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this, very many excellent models of the " business " style as it is written at its best in

China, are to be found in these papers.

6. I trust that the strong local colouring in these papers will not only make the study

of the written language really interesting and instructive in future, but that it will also form

a useful introduction to the all-important study of Chinese characteristics in general. Very

many of the local papers refer to events that have, at one time or another, created no little

excitement and stir amongst the Chinese living in these parts, and a knowledge of these

events is most valuable to any one who wishes to make himself useful among the Chinese

in the Straits Settlements.

7. The sounds of Chinese names in the Table of Contents are given in Hokkien. If

found necessary, notes and translations of the more difficult pieces will be furnished.

8. My thanks are due to Mr. F. Fox of the Chinese Protectorate, Singapore, for
revising and correcting the proofs of the Chinese text, and to Mr. H. L. NORONHA for
supervision of the printing.

HIONG Bo, issues a Proclamation notifying to Chi-
nese who are trading in foreign parts that they may
return and bring their families back to China.

2. Li, Magistrate of the Phoan U district, issues
a Proclamation calling on the elders of various vil-
lages to engage watchmen and to act in concert with
each other in arresting thieves and burglars.

3. Si, the Acting Sub-Magistrate of the Lam Hai
district, issues a Proclamation informing the public
that he pays cash for everything he requires; he
warns them against being swindled by persons who
pretend to be his servants or relations in order to
obtain goods on credit.

4. UlN, the Governor of Kong-tang, issues a
Proclamation enjoining his subjects to attach more
value to human life and to try to avoid committing
crimes.

5. LAU, the Acting Prefect of the Kong-Chiu
Prefecture, issues a Proclamation warning the rice
merchants that they will be punished if they try to
raise the price of rice by cornering the rice market.

62. A Proclamation issued by a Tau-tai in
Kang-So warning bad characters against extorting
money and carrying on other evil practice.

63. A Proclamation issued by the Governor of
the Straits Settlements against opium smuggling.

64. A Proclamation issued by the Prefect of
Kong-Chiu-Hu warning people not to let children
stray about out-of-doors for fear of their being
kidnapped and sold.

65. A Proclamation issued by the Assistant
Prefect of Amoy against gambling.

66. A Proclamation issued by the same with
reference to the period of time for which property
can by law be mortgaged and afterwards recovered.

67. A Proclamation issued by the Censor UiN-
KHOAN-CHHAT against the abuses and misdeeds of
the Tartar banner-men in Canton.

68. A Proclamation issued by TIAN, the Magis-
trate of the San Jong district, against gambling dens,
bawdy houses and opium divans.

69. A Proclamation by Li, Prefect of the Leng
Kok Prefecture, instructing the public how to give
notice of the outbreaking of fires and how best to
get assistance to put them out.

70. To Magistrate of the San-Jong district, is-
sues a Proclamation with reference to orders he has
received instructing him to prepare pills in accord-
ance with a certain prescription and distribute
them to the people in his district and in the gaols to
cure those suffering from the prevailing epidemic.
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
