Buena Vista's 76-year-old superstar

Ibrahim Ferrer, he's always, well, half smiling.

IBRAHIM FERRER of the Buena Vista Social
Club comes to Taipei's International Convention
Center (TICC) for two performances on Tuesday,
October 7 and Wednesday, October 8. The concerts
mark the 76-year-old Cuban singet's first visit to
Taiwan, though two years ago a number of
Taiwanese flew to Hong Kong to see him with the
Buena Vista Social Club on the group's only tour to
come through Asia.

Ethnographic Film

AMIDST THE deluge of film festivals streaming
through Taipei this fall, the Taiwan International
Ethnographic Film Festival (TIEFF) is probably the
most academic. This yeat's second ever holding
gathers together 24 films meant to help viewers
understand a disparate array of world cultures, from
the Hamar of southern Ethiopia to the Mi'gmaq
people of New Brunswick, Canada to the
phenomenon of Japanese-American hip hop. It runs
from October 3 to 7 at the Majestic Theater in
Hsimenting.

TIEFF's sponsor, a branch of Taiwan's most
important academic research center, Academia Sinica,
bills the screenings as intended for "filmgoers,
teachers and students" - the latter two groups surely
comprising a major part of the intended audience.
Many of the films will probably be more interesting
as learning materials and documents than what one
generally thinks of as "movies". At the same time
they will offer views of the wotld you won't see
anywhere else in Taipei this year. Three films by
Jean Rouch both document and provide stirring
testaments to west African peoples most in the
globalized community have never heard of. /7om
Oprum to Clrypsanthemums is a Scandinavian

The current Buenos Hermanos Tour, promoting a
new CD of the same name, features Ferrer with a
band he hand-picked from his home Cuba. Other
members of the Buena Vista Social Club will not be
present, though in truth the Buena Vista Social Club
was never a band until American producer Ry
Cooder recruited them into an ensemble for their
1997 eponymous album, which was followed by the
famed Wim Wenders documentary a year later. Since
the album and the film, at least three of the aging
musicians have passed away, including singer Manuel
Licea Lamot, guitar player Compay Segundo, and
violinist Pedro Depeste Gonzalez, who died during a
2001 performance in Basel, Germany. Nevertheless
the music - which is considered to represent a
unique Latin tradition predating Cuba's diplomatic
isolation in the 1950s - continues to enchant millions
wotldwide, as proven by CD sales and packed
concert halls from London to Los Angeles to Tokyo.
Before arriving in Taipei, Ferrer and his all stars will
petform in Hong Kong. It's perhaps also interesting
to note that tickets to this performance (NT$800 to
3000) cost only about half that of tickets to hear
tenor Jose Carreras (NT$1200 to 6000), who
performs in Taipei on October 11. (The TICC is
located at the corner of Hsinyi and Keelung Roads.

Roadmetal, Sweetbread

A SERIES of three experimental British theater productions sees its
finale in Aoadmeta/ , Sweetbread] a production of London's Station
House Opera at the Experimental Theatre of the National Theatre
from October 3 to 5. The play fuses live acting with video
representations, keying on interactions between the real actors and
their video simulacra.

The three productions, known as the World View Series, were
sought out and funded by on of Taiwan's major local arts groups, the

National Chiang Kai-Shek Cultural Center. Collaborating with the
British Council Taipei, they provided Taipei with its first contemporary English language theater in recent
memory. Of the first production in the seties, Bobby Baket's Fox Srory, Brit Peter Balfry said, "It was
absolutely packed, and the crowd was almost completely local. It was as if they were hungry for it."
Performances have been in English, though Aozdmeta] Sweetbread by London's Station House Opera relies
less on language than the other two (the second was Z7%ebans by Theater Babel). Past performances for
international audiences have been performed wholly without dialogue. Tickets cost NT$500. (For more see

Edward
Said

AT OUR POTS
weekly meeting on
Friday, September 26,
editor-in-chief Inertia
Huang announced that cultural theorist Edward Said had died a day
before, and that he'd be writing about him in our upcoming issue.
This wasn't strange considering our quasi-radical slant; if any general
circulation magazine in Taiwan was going to write about Said it
should be us. But an hour later in the newsroom of Lihpao (17#),
a daily newspaper focusing on education, it happened again. Someone
walked up to me and said, "Did you know that Edward Said has
passed?"

In Taiwan, Said is more translated and read than ostensibly more
famous "Western" thinkers like Karl Marx, Michel Foucault and
Jacques Detrida, and more amazingly, considered by many as "an
inspiration" for national policy; this according to Sung Kuochen (5
B5k), research fellow at Chengchih University. By national policy,
Sung specifically means Taiwan's "nativization" (A +4t) movement
and the building of a national identity, policies distinctly associated
with the pro-Taiwan independence camp. According to Sung, "a quite
big group of academics at [Taiwan's top research institute] Academia
Sinica ate very interested in [Said's] post-colonial theory. This group
of intellectuals is very close to the DPP. At the least they could be
called policy consultants, and they provide policy analysis, especially
for identity politics." He also said, "The theory of post-colonialism
provides...the philosophical basis for the Taiwan independence
movement." Though Sung may be overstating his case - there are
other underpinnings of the Taiwan independence movement -Taiwan's
aboriginal rights movement, the revision of school textbooks, and a
"nationbuilding" museum program (these last two both spearheaded
by the new generation scholar now heading the National Palace
Museum, Tu Cheng-sheng - FLIEM) all present eerie coincidences
with the appearance of Said translations on local book shelves. The
first Said translation, 7%¢ Aeprescntatrons of latellectuals came in
1990, and from there the thinker's populatity grew to what Sung
described as "the peak" of an intellectual vogue around the year
2000.

"His books fall somewhere between academic and popular
literature," said Tsai Yuan-in (ZZJEAK), a Said translator and religious
studies professor at Huanan University. Quoting figures Tsai added
that the print run for Said's Owentalism, translated in 1999, hit
10,000 copies, while Culrure and Imperialism was 3,000. Both are
headed for second printings.

This makes Taiwan's Said very different from the man recently
eulogized in the American media. The Associated Press, 7%e New
York 7imes, and 7he Washingron Fost all focused primarily on his
politics, namely his advocacy of Palestinian independence and his
criticisms of US and Israeli tyranny in the middle East. But to
Taiwan, which Said never wrote about, and presumably to many
other places like Taiwan that Said never wrote about, his importance
is and will remain in "post-colonial theory", the strain of influential
thinking so dear to Sung that he said, "Edwatd Said is my cultural
hero." In a nutshell, post-colonialism looks at the post-World War II
era as a struggle for identity by Europe's former colonies in light of
newfound independence. It advocates the regeneration of once
blocked native histories, which it sees as a way to break the West's
imperial stranglehold of control through what Said called "Orientalist
descriptions" of "the mysterious East" and "stereotypes about the
African (or Indian or Irish or Jamaican or Chinese) mind." Taiwan,
after all, spent around 200 years since 1600 as the colony of one
country or another. And even since 1949 when it was occupied by
the KMT, it has never officially given up its claim to being the
"real" government of China. No wonder Sung is "deeply concerned
for the identity of his country." And no wonder when he reads
Said's writings on Palestine, he sees Taiwan's own fight for identity
mirrored by Palestine's half a world away. For him and many others
in a world of marginalized peoples and nations, Said will continue to
inspire for many years to come.
