Punks and Queens on Halloween

HALLOWEEN FALLS on a Friday this year,
relieving night clubs of having to throw their costume
parties one to three days after the fact, as they do
when the non-holiday falls on a weekday. So this
weekend there will be lots to do. But first, here's
what happened last week.

Golden Horse computer crash

The ticketing system for the Golden Horse,
Taiwan's biggest film festival, was ovetloaded with
orders the minute tickets went on sale last Saturday
(Oct 25). Film buffs had to wait between three and
four hours before they could exchange their blank,
pre-purchase tickets for tickets for specific films. At
the end of the fuss most evening showings of
must-see films (Gus Van Sant's Zleplans;, Sundance
Grand Jury Prize winner American Splendor; and the
opening and closing films) were sold out, though some
tickets are still available when they play in the
morning. This is the first year the Golden Horse used
the ERA network; previously it used Acer.

Even more striking was the phenomenon of the
disgruntled culture mob, a trend that seems to be
growing in Taipei. A couple of months ago, the 100
free tickets to see performance artist Gary Hill in
Black Performance disappeared in five minutes at the
Museum of Contemporary Art (MOCA) while VIPs
ate cake inside. Several of the two hundred plus angry
art fans that got stiffed erupted into a protest
vociferous enough that an additional performance was
finally scheduled for the next day. Back to the Golden
Horse, those at the front of the line waited several
hours to find Aleplans tickets gone, causing some to
cty foul on suspicions that the seats went to festival
insiders. Others didn't wait and stomped off mad. At
least one unlucky purchaser exclaimed, "What's going
on! It's only a movie!" (For ticket info, see Film).

Upcoming: Little Theater Fest

The Taipei City Government has lately been doing
an awful lot for minority artists and groups outside
the mainstream. The Asia Pacific Little Theatre
Festival, November 2 to 10 at Huashan, ups the ante
in terms of Asian diversity, bringing groups from Iran,
Bangladesh, Indonesia, Vietham, Hong Kong, Japan
and Taiwan. The goal is to look at how live
performances by independent, local groups from
different countries can move outside the "shackles of
language" and communicate through other means.
Tickets are cheap at NT$200. (For complete details
sec Stage in the Listings)

Aboriginal Music Fest

A line-up of Taiwan's aborigine musicians will be
joined by indigenous musicians form Nepal, Hokkaido

and Okinawa on November 1 from 6 to 10:30pm in
front of the Taipei County Government building in
Banchiao. Every year the county holds events during
the time of the Amis tribe's harvest celebration. This
year they team up with their friends at Taiwan Colors
Music (TCM), a local indie label that's produced
several aboriginal musicians as well as underground
rock (a recent CD is by the T-Ho Brothers - R
- where aboriginal rap meets drum 'n bass). The
tone will mostly be folk and world, with Oki, an Ainu
singer from Hokkaido, Bobin and the Mantra Band,
and well-known musicians from at least four aboriginal
tribes, including the T-Ho Brothers. The venue is just
a one-minute walk from the Banchiao Train Station
and performances should be interesting. (See Music)

Halloween: Punks
The 808 Lounge has a big punk rock bill for

Halloween, with gitl punk, emo hardcore, Useless
Motherfuckers (Eé}\ ) and a foreigner old school
punk band called The Deported. If you're into punk
rock, you should be there. Better than any show in
recent memory, it will represent the wave of young
bands that sprung up since the Useless Motherfuckers
pioneered the scene in the late 1990s. (See Music)

Queens

If you're still wearing your Halloween costume on
Saturday, you can go on over to the 228 Peace Park
(228 *DZIS/A\) for Taiwan's first gay march. It starts
at 4pm in the park, then will move over to the plaza
outside the Red House Theater, where a stage will be
set up for a drag show. Organizers expect a turnout
of around 250 paraders. Interesting to note, the march
claims it is the first gay parade in the mandarin-
speaking world. As for the rest of Asia, queer groups
in both South Korea and Japan initiated marches this
year, but only Thailand has one that's longer running
than that.

Critical Mask

An attempt will be made on Friday evening to start
a Taiwan version of Critical Mass, the San Francisco-
based movement that brings swarms of cyclists into
city streets at rush hour in protest of car-clogged
streets and pollution. Whether or not it's the first time
this has been tried in Taiwan is an open question.
Some foreigners swear that an attempt was made "a
couple years ago", but no one has any details. This
one has a Halloween twist, as participants are invited
to wear costumes. Those interested should bring a
bicycle to the northeast corner of Da-an Park a little
before 7pm (See Activities).  -Lavzd frazier

Tahsi's Uncertain Future

On October 11, a group of seven college students rented two sutf
boards and went out swimming and surfing in some fairly big surf at
the northern Ilan beach of Honeymoon Bay (% 1) in Tahsi (KI&).
Three of the swimmers were swept out to sea, one was trescued, the
other two drowned. One of those lost was Yu Chang-yi (FEZE), the
nephew of Taiwan's Premier Yu Hsyi-kun (#8577 and the son of Ilan
County Councilor Yu Hsiang-teh (Ji#iEf). The government meetings
since the tragedy indicate that the beach will change forever. At present,
the plan has not been finalized. But given Taiwan's history of
irresponsible beach management, Ilan easily could easily lose its best
tourist beach.

According to sutfers and other witnesses, Yu and his friends were
inexperienced at swimming in the ocean and carried away by a strong rip
tide. The police said Yu's body was found two days later, caught in
some offshore fishing nets about two kilometers north of Tahsi. The
other drowning victim, Lee Chih-an (ZZH%) was found almost 11 hours
after he was swept away, washed up against a rocky point 100 to 200
meters south of Honeymoon Bay.

In the last four years, Tahsi has seen at least six drownings. Said one
local resident, "Before when people died they just died, and the families
that got hurt got hurt, but this time is different because it was the son
of a major official." By compatison, the October 5 surfing death of Lin
Jun-you (PR{ZE{H) - he was washed away after surfing into a concrete
breakwater on a west coast beach near Taichung in what was probably
Taiwan's first surfing death - went almost totally unnoticed and will have
likely have few repercussions.

Last week the Ilan County Fire Department placed a large sign at the
main beach entrance to Honeymoon Bay saying that swimming and
sutfing are prohibited. Local surfers, who still go in the water every day,
say that this is just a gesture meant to rid local agencies of liability.
Yang Yung-mao (#57KJX), Secretary of the Northeast Coast National
Scenic Administration said, "there will be some new measures in place by
next summer." A meeting held last week involving several concerned
government agencies didn't yield many firm resolutions, though it did
produce some possibilities: increased management with lifeguards and
possible restrictions; or pushing ahead a development plan that's been on
hold for about 20 years.

The beach at Honeymoon Bay and the land behind it is privately
owned by a family from Ilan, the Luos, through the Bo-ai Enterprise
Company (FHEANZE/\H]). Luo Chih-chi (FEHT#C), estimates two to
three years before they receive a go-ahead for building, then a year and
a half of construction. If the government grants approval eatlier, which is
now under consideration due to the recent drownings, this could happen
sooner. Citing liability, administration costs and other concerns, he also
straddled the fence on whether the resort would restrict beach access in
the future.

From the sutfers' standpoint, trestrictions could mean protest, said Kuo
Tsu-Yuan (F5FJ5), proprietor of a Tahsi surf shop. For him the major
problems are Taiwan's laughable record in swimming education and the
lack of funds for a lifeguard.

Looking ahead, as the government and the Luo's consider Tahsi's fate,
they should remember that it is the most successful tourist beach in Ilan,
and it got that way without the government or any large enterprise
developing it. Over the last seven or eight years the beach became
popular simply because it has good surfing and access is free. If the
beach is cut off, the mini-tourist economy of several hundred visitors per
week will trickle away. Kenting has already seen a version of this
happen: since control of the town's main beach, Tawan (KIE), was fully
leased over to a hotel in 2000, nearby beaches (Nanwan, Hsiawan and
others) have benefited with tourists and growth. In Ilan this process will
be sped up by the opening of the new highway from Taipei a few years
from now, shortening a one-way trip to 40 minutes from the current
two hours. Surfers already know plenty of other good spots nearby, but
they go to Tahsi out of convenience and habit. If the government and
the Luos are not careful in what they do next, habits will change and
Taiwan will sadly lose another beach.

Le "old dude”™: my chat
with Laurent Garnier

LAURENT GARNIER is one of Europe's pioneer techno DJs and
respected as a "National Treasure" by the French, so you'd think he
must be an old dude. Well I did, until I met him in person
(October 15 at the F Communications Asia Tour @ LUXY).
Unexpectedly, he looked pretty young and fit for his age (37). He
also showed up at the interview before most of the interviewers did.
According to him, it was his fifth visit to Taiwan. He was sassy and
straight-forward and could go on and on about music, all kinds:
techno, house, hip hop, rock, and even pop -"as long as it's good,
original music." He was also very French: "If 1 weren't a DJ? I'd
still be a DJ!", he answered. When asked: what do you think about
Paul van Dyk (another French superstar DJ)? He answered, "Paul
van Dyk hasn't played in France for 10 years! Simply because French
people don't want that kind of music!"

Warming up the night was a rising star on Garnier's F
Communication's label, Frederick Galliano, who played with two
African divas. Galliano's wicked mix of tribal, jazzy, African beats
combined with the amazing, beautiful vocals was just mighty nice.
Bummer it was too short. Fortunately, Laurent treated us all with a
4-hour set, fusing everything from techno, house, drum & bass,
breakbeat, hip hop, reggae, to rock 'n' roll. (He even played
Nirvana's "Lithium", ..oh yeah!l) He was mixing and grooving in the
DJ box as hard as the rest of us under the stage. Though my eats
still couldn't stop humming the morning after, but who cares? Last
night the DJ rocked my world!

NEW WAVE, TAOYUAN: The "disco pubs" outside Taipei are
pretty notorious for their shitty Cantonese hard house dance music,
but this night was kinda different (October 24 and 25 at Sky
Walking @ New Wave in Taoyuan). Celebrity promoters Lin Chiang
(PR5R) and Kao-Jie (=) sort of organized this event, and D]
@llen (the "godfather of Taiwan's electronic dance music") was
headlining. So at least the music was an attraction. The venue was
intimidatingly huge with the biggest dance-floor I've ever seen (),
nice laser lights, and a decent sound system with tons of speakers.
They even had a weapons detector at the entrance. Talk about being
overwhelmed!

"The opening night was a smash", said @llen. "But those who
were busted doing or dealing drugs got their asses seriously kicked
[by club security], news hit the streets the next day, the club was
totally empty the night after." @llen continued, "So now they are
seeking help from Taipei, changing their music format in hopes of
reviving business." But without proper promotions for the latest
party, turnout was far from expectations. Still, as a Taoyuan local, I
hope they'll keep the faith and try to save Taoyuan from bad night
market music. It'd be nice.
