Mogwai tattooed with love!

AFTER MANY post-rockers spent two agonizing weeks
in internal debate over whether or not Mogwai was worth
the NT$1650 ticket price, it was squeezing-room-only at
The Wall for last Thursday's (Nov 13) show. Due to fire
codes, there are no official attendance figures, but I'm
downsizing my estimated capacity for the club to 500 and
guessing they exceeded that. After the show,
no one said anything but "Hao bang-oh!",
meaning they all thought it was awesome.
After the show, drummer Martin Bulloch got
a quick tattoo at JS Tattoo on his way out
of the club (for more, see page 17).

On The Wall's second night, the crowd
was over 100 to see the three laoban's

club is well laid out, having an audience pit
and a raised bar area with a rail-high wall in
between, and with this turnout the place was
still happening. The sound, according to a
casual poll of musicians, journalists and fans,
is basically awesome. Freddy, lead singer for Chthonic and
one of the partners, has a reputation for getting this stuff
right.

Taipei One-o-Wealth

The queue outside Taipei 101 mall just a day after
opening, felt like waiting to get into the world's largest
nightclub.

Once inside, the basement Grand Market is comprised
of the usual suspects - KFC, Watsons, Subway and a
Jason's Market, a grocery store. I know Jason's well from
my time in Singapore, and while the selection of imported
goods (mostly from the US) is reasonable, the prices
certainly aren't. I'm as much a sucker for Australian candy
as the next man, but I balk at NT$65 for a Violet
Crunch.

The first floor, Avenue 101, offers Oasis, Esprit and
the like. A couple of cafe's and an Italian gelato store add
to the mix, and the whole thing is perfumed by Lush, the
British "handmade cosmetics" store.

Second floor, Designer Walk, has all the names you
would expect, including Brooks Brothers, Lagerfeld and
Ralph Lauren. Fourth floor, City Squatre, is dominated by
cafe's and restaurants and ambitiously titles itself "the new
dining focal point for Taipei". A Page One bookstore,
which may be the first in Taiwan, is yet to open.

Interesting to have a look around, which is what 99
percent of the people seemed to be doing. Shops were all
empty, and personally I felt had too much of an exclusive
"feel" to relax you into just wandering in. If Taipei 101
Mall is a nightclub, it's the VIP area and you'd better
make sure you take a full wallet. -Aartley Poo/

Huashan's last stand
The media didn't call it a drug orgy like they did after
Huashan's last big party (in 2001), but at least three cable
networks filled airtime on Sunday (Nov 16) with news that
artists disturbed the peace by playing drums at 2am. A
report on the TVBS web site even described an argument

between a journalist and a party-goer in which the
journalist seemed to invoke some sort of moral or social
responsibility in covering the story, saying, "if you disturb
others after midnight, this is how it will be."

The party itself was a fairly mellow affair, with around
50 people drinking beer, chatting, and playing drums and
assorted instruments. The police and media
showed up in tandem a little before 2am and
shut it down, though some lingered on after
the bust until at least 5am.

The event caps a chapter in the Huashan
Art District's short, mercurial history. It was a
last hurrah for the artists' group that founded
the district six years ago and moved out on
Sunday after failing to come to an agreement
with the national government on how to run
the district. Last week the government also
botched the bidding, so Huashan's offices will
be empty for the next several weeks, though
events are supposed to continue. -2F

Golden Horse

The 40th holding of Asia's oldest film festival, the
Taipei Golden Horse, opens on Thursday, November 27,
which is also Thanksgiving. But there's no need to ditch
the turkey dinner as the opening films, Goodbye Dragon
/an , a Venice Film Festival award winner by Taiwan's
Tsai Ming-liang, and Devrdas , from India, have been sold
out for weeks.

The festival lasts through December 12 at Warner
Village, and includes more than 150 feature films. More
than 90 of these are either new films on the international
festival circuit (including this yeat's Cannes winner Zleplant
by Gus Van Sant and Peter Greenway's newest, 7%¢ Zidse
Luper Surtcases Fart 1: The Moab Story) or focusing on
certain directors (including Peter Jackson and Godfrey
Reggio), or are simply famous films (including Nosteraru
and Fellini's & 7/2). As of eatlier this week, 46 out of
200 screenings in the international category were sold out.

A retrospective of 40 years of Golden Horse history
will include showings of award winning films from the
1963 hit Love Ftere to Crouching Tiger; Hidden Dragon .
The competition section, basically the Oscars of Chinese
language film, has 24 recent releases from Hong Kong
(Laternal Affairs ), Taiwan, France, and Singapore (for
ticket info see Film in the Listings). -2/7

Odds & Ends
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Post-rock fans

AFTER LAST Thursday's (Nov 13) Mogwai show at The Wall, I
asked some of the 500 plus at the club why Mogwai is so popular here.
I'd been wondeting for a while why there is such a big, local scene
devoted to introverted, instrumental rock. A Mogwai show was the
petfect chance to find out.

Angela, age 24, was standing with a group of friends as the club
cleated out. She said she's been listening to Mogwai for a year and came
to the show "because they'te famous." She went on to say the show was
"awesome". Originally, she found out about the band through a friend.

Big Bowl - she prefers to be called by her Internet handle - is 20 and
started listening to Mogwai three or four years ago in high school. "I
first heard of them because they were touring with Blur, and I liked
Blur," she said. She also learned about the band on BBS, a local Internet
bulletin board system popular with high school and college students. As
for the show, "They rocked us!"

Nyssa, who was 15, said that listening to the band gives her "a feeling
like stars."

"I mostly listen to them in my Walkman, like when I'm riding the
MRT," she added.

The same was true for Vicky, 24, who heard of Mogwai through BBS
and usually listens to them on a walkman when she's by herself.

Lydia, age 24, said that the best drugs to take while listening to
Mogwai are "pot and LSD. But I've never tried LSD."

Have you smoked pot and listened to Mogwai?

"No. Oh yeah. Yesterday. To warm up," she said.

Alone?

"Uh-huh."

About the music, she also said, "Instruments are more direct. Feeling
should come from the instruments."

A very minor demographic was starting to emerge: under 25, high
school or college students, BBS posters, rockers, not ravers. They also
tend to be quiet, introspective, and need loud, moody distorted guitars to
listen to while on the way to school. Local bands they said they liked
were 1976, 8mm Sky, LTK, Nipples, Sugar Plum Fairy, and Stop Look
Listen. The western bands were My Bloody Valentine, Pavement, Yo La
Tengo, Jesus and Mary Chain, and Sonic Youth. These bands could be
broadly described as indie rock, but here for some reason people tend to
lump them all together as post-rock (here's a negative proof: no one
mentioned Godspeed You Black Emperor!, the archetypal post-rock band).

One theory for this post-tock centrism is that a loose cabal of
post-rockers inside the industry started the trend.

After the club had cleared out a bit, three guys were squatting down
in front of the stage and taking digital photos of the song list, which
they had presumable snagged. "We've known Mogwai since high school,"
said Ken, who was 19, as were his two friends. Fat White (another BBS
moniker) explained, "There's a post-rock circle in Taipei. It's not actually
that big. They're pretty much all here."

A couple of the more notable post-rock proponents I ran into were
Peter, 23-year-old bass player for 8mm Sky (he got into Mogwai "five or
six years ago when a friend played me the album Come on Die Young"),
and Hsaio-hua (/[\ME), who runs a record store and played in the night's
lead-up band, Nipples. Hsiao-hua said that his CD store, White Rabbit
(/INETR), has an inventory of 3000 to 4000 CDs, about 30% of which
is post-rock.

Another important post-rock lover is Hsiao-bao (/JVl), guitarist for the
band Ladybug and bartender at the rock club Underworld. When ILadybug
toured the US in 1998, she said, "we really wanted to see them but
always missed them." After they got back they still spread the word
about Mogwai (and other bands they did play with, like Yo La Tengo).
It was basically around that time that Taipei's post-rock movement started
to take off.

Freddy, one of The Wall's owners, is a metalhead who plays to
popular tastes by bringing bands like Mogwai, Yo La Tengo, and others.
When I asked him why Mogwai is so popular here, he answered, "You
know, I've never really thought about it, but they really are. They're
much better known here than other bigger bands. Bands more famous
than Mogwai have gotten in touch with us to ask about playing here,
but I don't know if we'll get enough of an audience to bring them," he
said.

Then looking tregionally he said, "Post-rock is more popular in Taiwan
and Japan. Southeast Asia is different. In Malaysia, Thailand and
Indonesia, they'te really into metal now. They get bands like Korn."

A tale of two pies

FOLLOWING MY earlier report of
pies at Malibu West and a good
review by 'Corked Craig', I tried a
Malibu pie the other day. It very
much resembled a decent, no-frills pie
from back home in Oz (not
unsurprising, given that these pies are
made by an Australian in Taichung).
It came with chips (fries), gravy and a
bottle of San Miguel, all for just NT
$300 net. The pie was good, so this
was a very good deal indeed. On the
other side of the city, Carnegie's
newly-expanded menu offers a steak
and kidney pie, and a chicken and
mushroom pie, both at NT$360.
These are definitely gourmet-style pies,
containing large chunks of good
quality meat in freshly baked pastry with a large layer of puff pastry
on top. Served with veggies and mash (or fries, if you wish). Despite
the slightly odd toadstool/atomic-blast-mushroom look of the
Carnegies' pies, they taste superb and are priced OK for Taipei. 1
still have yet to try the pie at The Tavern, but considering that food
there is generally good, I suspect their pie would pass with flying
colors - that comment may just be pie-in-the-sky (sorry, had to slip
it in somewhere), but 1 think not.

Those of you who ever tried the beef and Guinness pot pie at
The Shannon will probably not shed too many tears when I tell you
that has been expunged from the revised menu introduced a couple
of months ago. The bottom line is that for all you pie-lovers out
there, there are places in Taipei where one can relax with a good
pie in one hand, and a cold pint in the other.

WEDNESDAY WINE NIGHTS AT TAPAS: Tapas, a restaurant
with a small drinking niche downstairs, has its usual wine nights on
Wednesdays, with special prices of NT$100 per glass and NT$200
off each bottle. Tapas is at 50 Hoping West Rd, a short walk from
the Kuting MRT station.

SOUTH SIDE PUBS: The pubs on the south side of town,
specifically those at the end of Shita and Hsinsheng South Roads
near Roosevelt, are somewhat out of Winopete's usual stomping
ground, but when I do get down there, I usually find several places
offering reasonable priced beer and good music that are a refreshing
change from the staid and stale old pubs in the
Nanjing/Minsheng/Fuhsing/Tunhua area. Oldie Goodie and Blue
Note are great places to hang out for those of you who want to
take in some music while nursing a cold ale and staring at the
ctowd around you. On the south side of Roosevelt, Riverside Cafe
apparently also offers music (see the Listings for a full schedule), but
Winopete has yet to get there. Back over to Hsinsheng South Rd,
Lane 86 offers cheap booze in sparse surroundings, while Cafe
Odeon serves up over 80 Belgian beers and some French-Canadian
microbrewery stuff too. Before all the drinking, one can eat Mexican
at Tequila Sunrise, or better still, indulge in their superb Margaritas
and cheap tequila shots. Over on Shita Road, Roxy Junior continues
to wave the flag for well-worn student bars, while located somewhere
in the nearby maze of lanes is a place called Peshawar (again, see
the Listings), another place Winopete has yet to locate, that
apparently also offers live music, but I seem to recall that Colonel
Phil might have given this place the gong. For anyone normally
entrenched in their local bar area, if you have time to venture
further afield just once this year, I strongly recommend a trip to the
south side of the city. You won't be disappointed.

AMARONI'S: Even though Amaroni's probably setves the worst
Italian food in town (Jules calls it a 'pretend’ Italian restaurant), they
do have a very nice Chianti called Peppoli at NT$1250 per bottle or
NT$260 per glass. The only other good dishes

here are the excellent lamb shank (the best in town for sure) and
the pizzas. It's a shame that in such a glitzy setting, complete with
Mozart and Verdi opera excerpts, the food served is such low quality
slops. Come here for some wine, but forget the food.

45 HAPPY HOUR: Further to the last mention of the Happy Hour
at 45, Matt reports that the 11pm to midnight Happy Hour is now
only available on Friday and Saturday nights, and not on other week
days. It seems the staff want to go home early 5 days out of 7.
