A Softer Political Spoof

Advanced reports of Mumble Jumble (%LE%E%), a
new mandarin comedy that opens at the National
Theatre Friday (Nov 28) and will play all over Taiwan
into early January, pegged it as a freewheeling social
and political spoof on Taiwanese society in the run-up
to presidential elections next March. This heavy
political spin was even put forward in the press
release by the show's creators at Performance
Workshop (Z%{#H T.{E3), and it is indeed true that
there will be a legislator acting a part.

But a phone call to the Performance Workshop
showed that the political angle is probably more
obtuse than acute. In other words, this is no Speczz/
Reporr - the guerilla VCD now in the news everyday
for its spoofs on KMT and PFP politicians. Hsu
Yun-hsing (fRF01T) of Performance Workshop said
that "probably only about one percent" of the overall
content is directly political, and that no roles are
modeled after political figures. About the participation
of legislator Sissy Chen %Xﬁ), Mumible Jumble 's
director, Stan Lai (F8%)I[), was quoted in local media
last week saying that she's basically "a flower pot" in
the scheme of the performance. The way 1 read this
is that Sissy Chen's political status - and possibly also
her reputation for tacky fashion, I mean she is after
all the night market queen of national legislature - is
being used to the ends of art, which is totally
different from art being used to the ends of politics.

The show's main content, then, said Hsu, is social
trends. The 130 minute performance will be broken
up into comic vignettes, sketches, and skits. They'l
deal with topics like how to sell apartments in a new
real estate development, globalization, and what's
happening to the concept of the "mother tongue".

Also particular to the show is the relatively large
number of performances. There will be eight
presentations in Taipei over six days (Nov 28 to Dec
3), including two weekend matinees. From there it will
go to Taichung, Kaohsiung, Chungli, and Hsinchu,
where it gives its final performance on January 7,
2004 (See Stage). —OF

The Long Goodbye

The late Serge Daney, a renowned film critic and enthusiast of
Asian cinema, once remarked, "There is a dimension to cinephilia
which psychoanalysis knows well under the name of 'mourning wortk,
" - a term for a depressed person's memories of someone (or
something) that is dead. This year's Golden Horse Film Festival, long
the premier event for Taiwan cinephilia, opens with just that, a
mourning for the decline of film-going in Taiwan with a film on that
theme, Tsai Ming-Liang's Goodbye Draoon laa.

One might qualify Taiwanese cinephilia with a touch of masochism.
By the start of the Golden Horse more than one-third of screenings
will be sold out, as many in Taiwan are dying to see something
besides Hollywood films (like Taiwanese films, for example). But the
festival also serves as the annual report on the status quo of Taiwan
cinema: that the situation is getting worse. This year the festival
organizers decided to drop the "Made in Taiwan" section given the
record low number of local productions submitted for consideration.
Even the Government Information Office (GIO), which withheld its
usual funding of the event, betrays a masochistic air, as, in a film
history dossier on the GIO website, the government essentially blames
itself for opening the floodgates to Hollywood. The GIO removed its
funding over the festival's snub last year of President Chen, who
asked to speak at the award ceremony. The festival organizers claimed
they could not allow Chen to speak in keeping with a policy of
remaining apolitical, while DPP supporters charged back that the real
reason was to appease Mainland Chinese officials, who threatened to
prevent Chinese actors from attending the event if the pro-
independence Chen shared the same stage.

part of China, mainland Chinese film officials this year didn't want
any Mainland/HK co-productions to participate. This has proved
difficult for festival organizers. Johnnie To, a vocal critic of HKSAR
Chief Executive Tung Chee-hwa and Article 23 anti-subversion
legislation, was thought to have a strong chance to pick up a few
Golden Horses for his latest film Awunaine on Karma , but did not
submit the film for competition due to its share of Mainland
financing (two other To films, A77/ and the Taipei story Zizn Lefz
Zurn Ryotir , are however nominated for numerous awards). There are
a handful of "Chinese" films (co-productions involving Mainland
directors) in competition and in the festival: FPuple Butterd)y , a
Japanese production directed by Lou Ye (indie filmmaker of Swzzowu
River fame); Cals, My Dog by another Sixth-generation filmmaker Lue
Xuechang; and Zlnd Shat7 , an underground film set in China's
deadly mining industry and nominated for Best Picture.

China could be given the shaft if the latter - an officially
unsanctioned, independent film - manages to win a Golden Horse,
but Tsai's film offers stiff competition. Set in a closing movie theater,
a few patrons attend a final screening, the martial-arts epic Lrzgon
/Znn (1967). That film reminds us of the long history of collaboration
between Taiwan and Hong Kong film industries, being the first
Taiwan production of the Beijing-born Hong Kong film director, King
Hu. And the highlight of this yeart's festival should be its return to
the past in the 40th anniversary program, which begins with two
Hong Kong films that enjoyed relaxed import tariffs in Taiwan thanks
to their producers' pro-KMT, anti-Communist sentiment. Suz, Mooz,
and Star (1961) and ZZe Love Frerne (1963) were the winners at the
first two Golden Horse Awards and represent for the program the
golden age of HK Mandarin cinema, produced respectively by the
Shaw Brothers and MP & GI (Cathay Films), whose success at the
Awards was much more expansive than just these two films. The rest
of the program privileges the Taiwanese entries, nevertheless providing
a rare and welcome opportunity to experience again some of the
island's classics (most with English subtitles). An additional program
mourns the recent loss of one of the great Hong Kong actors and
frequent attendee at the Golden Horse awards, Leslie Cheung.

Among the screenings is a Mainland film featuring one of Cheung's
most poignant performances: fareweld, My Concubine .

German DJ/producer TIMO MAAS' 2F on Nov 21) ground-
breaking remix for Azzido Da Bass, Doom’s Njghr was became such
a dance-floor anthem (when it came out four years ago) that he
became a big name DJ all around the wortld. Pictures and news about
Maas are often featured in magazines and stuff. He's like a superstar,
and his gig in Taipei had been the talk of the town for weeks. So
besides how packed the club was that night, just getting to see his
face and watch him spin was a kick in itselfl He started out with
some beautiful exotic percussive tracks (way more mellow than the
warm-up music), and quite unexpectedly didn't go for the hard
thumping progressive stuff all the way through. Instead, his set was
filled with twists and turns, freely shifting through house, techno,
trance, breakbeat and electro. Overall, it was solid but didn't impress
me as much as I hoped. The transitions were skillful and the groove
was rocking, but there were no real peak moments. I would've stayed
'till the end if the stuffy, smoky air hadn't been killing me.
