Here's a quick look at
what's going on (and by the way, Merry
Christmas!):

Throngs and countdowns

If you want to pack yourself into a huge
public space with a herd of thousands and sit
through hours of bantering pop stars, you
have two main choices.

Basically it's Taipei City versus the
National Government, with Mayor Ma
Ying-jeou singing a duet with A-mei on one
hand and President Chen Shui-bian, who will
not sing, with R&B heartthrob Jay Chou and
the pro-independence black metal band,
Chthonic, on the other. Odd combinations.
Pop star hotty Elva is riding the fence and
will transit across town to appear on both
stages.

The Taipei City event will take place in
front of City Hall. A couple more pop
performers in the long lineup are boppy
rockers Mayday and starlet Fish Leong (Zi
Z0). The National Government celebration
will happen in front of the Presidential
Palace, and will include boy band Energy and
a fireworks display by the French fireworks
specialists, Brezac Artifices, at midnight. Both
programs begin around 6 or 7pm and gun
until about lam.

LT) Bukem or Tom Stephan?

On the dance scene Luxy has the biggest
lineup and the biggest ticket price (NT$1500)
with drum 'n bass LT] Bukem, pop-dance
stars Cool Kids, and trance pioneer BT, as
well as 1,000 bottles of champagne and
dancing girls. Of the talent, LT] Bukem
seems to have attracted the most interest so
far. The only other option for seeing a top
notch international DJ is TeXound, which is
hosting house and tribal specialist Tom
Stephan. That will set you back NT$1200, or
NT$800 before midnight. Our dance club
columnist Queen B has pointed out that it's
same-same but more expensive pretty much

everywhere else, which is pretty much a rule
for the night (for her entire column, see
p23).
Brothers Four

This is the same Brothers Four that
formed in 1958 - at least half of them, Bob
Flick and Dick Foley - and they'll perform
on December 30 and 31 at Novel Hall. The
all-time classic American folk group is one of
the most famous, and certainly long-lived
bands of the folk revival movement of the
late-50s/eatly-60s, an era in which folk went
pop. In four part harmony with guitars, banjo
and stand-up bass they'll perform songs that
are still their hallmarks: Blowing in the Wind,
Where Have All the Flowers Gone, Michael
Row the Boat Ashore, Tom Dooley, and
many more. The December 30 show starts at
7:30pm and the New Yeatr's Eve performance
starts at 9:45pm and will go through
midnight. Tickets are slightly cheaper on the
30th, with good seats costing NT$2000 (See
Music in the Listings).

Rock, jazz, and folk

The biggest rock party will be at The
Wall which has a slate of fun local bands,
including one of my preferred local bands, 88
Guava Seeds, along with the wonderful yet
bizarre twins-in-bowties combo, The
Daymakers, and local icons the Clippers. That
costs NT$600 for men, NT$400 for women.

The best jazz night will be at Riverside
Cafe, which is putting it's all star house band,
JEG Jazz Band, on the stage. For folk check
out the cozy, wooden interior of the Witches
pub, which will have old time favorite Gou
Mao, who has a new CD out, and Chang
Hsuan, a female folk singer. Admission for
these will be in a more reasonable NT$250
to 300 range (See Music).

Metalfest

This doesn't happen on New Yeat's Eve
but should be mentioned, lest the metalheads
miss their chance to throw a dark pall over
the holidays (which reminds me of buying
myself a Slayer album for Christmas last year,
sitting in the car and listening to it very

loud, by myself...). Metal Immortal VI, an
annual metal showcase now in it's sixth year
will happen this Saturday (Dec 27). The
headliner is a band called Zombie Ritual from
Japan, and there will be at least five other
bands, including black metal merchants
Chthonic and Anthelion and the hefty
hardcore of 666 (See Music).

Taiwan, at least ten years ago, was still
viewed by many Americans as a place to see
exotic things and a place to make money. As
to the passengers being "full of whisky" that
too was true. The aitline I arrived on was
quite liberal with its liquor.

”W E BACKED out from San Francisco

That was an offer I was happy to accept as
it will be a chance to write for a mixed
audience of Taiwanese and foreigners. My
columns will focus on topics of human rights,
criminal justice, the law as well as occasional
pieces on wider social or political topics.

My work in Taiwan over the past ten
years has focused on human rights and
criminal justice. I am by profession a
California attorney. I attended San Diego
State University where I majored in
philosophy. I graduated from there in 1981
and went on to the University of San Diego
School of Law where I received my Juris
Doctor degree in 1985. That same year I was
admitted to practice law in California and in
the American Federal Courts.

I worked as both a criminal defense
attorney and as a prosecutor in California.
When I first came to Taiwan I taught
American law for Soo Chow University's
department of law. I did that for a year and
then went to work for Amnesty
International's branch in Taiwan. Amnesty
International is a worldwide NGO group that
works to end serious human rights violations.
Amnesty International had done a lot of
work in the past in Taiwan during the
martial law period to assist victims of human
rights violations. During the martial law
period Amnesty International fought the
release of a number of prominent and not so
prominent Taiwanese, including Vice President
Annette Liu and Shih Ming-te. And Al still
wotrks on a number of Taiwanese cases,
including the death penalty case of the
Hsihchu Trio.

Witness Examination Skills and other legal work

An introduction to a new column on human rights, criminal justice and the law

My human rights work included sitting on
the Board of Directors for both Al Taiwan
and the Taiwan Association for Human
Rights. I currently am appointed to the
Executive Yuan's Committee on Human
Rights. After my five years with Al in
Taiwan I turned my attention to teaching and
writing about the criminal justice system. The
one highlight of my writing career so far has
been Witness Examination Skills which
appeared in Chinese and has become
"standard issue" to all prosecutors and judges
in Taiwan.

I am sometimes asked why I like Taiwan
so much that I decided to stay for ten years.
It is ironic, living in Taiwan for ten years
has taught me a lot about America. 1 can see
America from "afat" so to speak and the
distance allows me to see things about
America much more clearly than I was ever
able to living there. So 1 appreciate Taiwan
for teaching me about America. I consider
my move to Taiwan to have been one of the
best things I have ever done and 1 look
forward to the opportunity to discuss a range
of Taiwanese topics with the readers of
POTS.

| acrid reek of burning

-CAI'S EX-WIFE
came up this

afternoon, burned

old clothes and wigs,

sweat and mold.

A-cai was a cult
movie star among all his friends (but maybe
we can all claim such fame) and used to talk
to me about theater performances he'd
conceived with horses, elephants, jugglers,
firedancers, trapeze artists, electric guitars,
Taiwanese opera. A-cai was afraid of the
ocean, had a phobia. But his last swim was
straight towards the horizon, no looking back.

There are two sarcophagi beneath the
house where A-cai lived, according to the old
men of the mountain, arranged in a T, one
points East, the other North. Workers
discovered them when they dug the
foundation for the house, but the owner built
on over them. In the fifty years of Japanese
rule many Amis were buried high in these
mountains to evade government intervention.
Throughout the plum orchards are ancient
mounds of stones. Last spring a backhoe
turned up long slabs of slate, which is not
found here in the coast range, but only high
up in the central mountains. Cut geometrically
with crude tools, carried overland on bare
feet, it belongs to a different people, a
different time. Those pieces still lie in an
orchard ditch along with dead branches and
exposed, splintered roots.

You see anything here you want? A-cai's
wife asked me. The true answer was no.

But there is too much interference and
obfuscation. I don't need a damn thing from
a dead friend. But I took some beat tatamis
and an old battered gu zhen, 16-string zither.
Need any soy sauce, she said, walking to the
kitchen, How 'bout some gatlic? 1 took the
soy, but left the garlic to sprout there in the
datkness of an empty shelf.

Nothing of utility or value is available, of
course. The fridge is broken, unplugged on a
damp spot of concrete floor, his ex-wife
drives the car.

We don't know the reasons for anything,
but usually we don't give it a grain of
thought. 1 don't know why the plum and
persimmon trees flower and fruit, but I never
wonder. We talk and talk around tables sticky
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Long Swim

In the wake of a suicide in Taitung County

with beer, but we will never know why A-cai
took that last long swim. Maybe it was
depression, maybe it was vanity. Maybe it
was love, maybe it was hate.

That day as our friends swam the water
looking for something, afraid to find it and
sick at heart, and as helicopters and boats
combed the pellucid sea, I knew nothing, no
one could get ahold of me. I slurped a bowl
of soupy noodles in a roadside stand and on
the lurid news saw a comprehensive
investigative report about a man arrested in a
Taipei restaurant for pilfering a bite of
breakfast off another patron's plate. The tv
cops handcuffed the poacher and lead him
off to jail, cameras on the sprint behind.

The same media jackals ran down A-cai's
wife, they'd somehow got the note he left to
her, and the story starred on the evening
news. Someone concocted a story of lost
love, maybe it was A-cai. In another story
A-cal was a martyr, self-immolating in
anti-development protest. Many friends across
Taiwan got the news from yellow television,
from the sick media grab for empty minds.

Years ago living in Japan I made a
sculpture of gomi (trash) bicycles and
televisions, strung them up across a wooden
fence with inner tubes. I swung a broken
bike by the back fork like a golf club and
smashed the seatpost into a tv screen. The
dead and eyeless set crowned the sculpture,
and glass shards trickled down for days.

You need a fan, A-cai's ex-wife asked me.

I don't need a goddamn fan, I don't need
anything, but I took it, hauled all the crap up
and dumped it in the yard-what the hell to
do now? Suddenly it was all repulsive, I don't
know why, I just didn't want it around, didn't
want to deal with it. But if you don't want
to use a dead friend's crap neither do you
want to throw it in a river.

Sun slanted across the sky, mossies buzzing
through the still, gray afternoon. I leaned the
tatamis against a wall and immediately my
cat's three kittens climbed and frolic-lept from
them, ambushed each other rolling and
jumping in fierce play, spazmically drunken
with the crazy vibrant joy of their being and
their youth. I stuck the ugly red fan
somewhere behind the house where no one
would see it, that is, where I wouldn't see
the goddamn thing, goddamn red plastic
swirling bullshit. What miasma, what halitosis
would it blow?

The phone rang. I answered sullenly, but it
was the post office-Your package has arrived.
I'd been harrowing the postmaster twice a
day for a week in anticipation. Fuck the
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tatamis, I thought, let the cats scratch and
piss all over them. I fired up the infernal
combustion dream and headed down the
mountain, stopped to pick up a last load of
records to return to A-cai's friends. Need any
cigarettes? 1 asked A-cai's ex-wife. No, she
said like a tired bell, I'm almost out of here.
Thick smoke still rose heavily into the air,
but even that was fading.

I burned on down the mountain, passed
the place my landlord crashed into the ravine
and died two years ago, and got to the post
office just as the doors were closing. Sorty
to be such a pain in the ass these days, I
said as the postmaster handed me the
package. Not at all, not in the slightest, he
said with Buddhistic forgiveness or disregard,
one.

The package was my new CD. A miracle
to hold it in my hands, that crazy dream
impossibly reproduced on thousands of
grooved plastic disks-but mostly 1 was glad to
be done waiting, waiting to see it and touch
it and to finally and irrevocably be done with
it forever, good or bad, lay it down and let
it seed and flower, or get up and walk to
the far corners of the earth if that be its
fate.

I took the records to the old sugar factory
which is now a bar, and all my friends were
there. An old Marvin Gaye song played on
the radio. Someone put a drink in my hand.
I drew a girl to me and we danced,
September, our hearts beat against each other
in the twilight. I closed my eyes in her hair,
it smelled like plum blossoms and the
mountain after rain. 1 encircled her porous
flesh in my sweating arms, the sun turned to
stone and tumbled from the sky, nobody
knew anything and none of us desired to
wonder, we were adrift, swimming deep into
the night.

nfernal Atfans [l opens as the original

Lnternal Affarrs ended, with the long

descent of an elevator. The first film,
which won best picture and five other
awards eatlier this month at the Golden
Horse Film Festival, closes with the triad
mole Inspector Ming (Andy Lau) taking an
elevator to the ground floor - after his
involvement in the death of three police
officers, including Yan (Tony Leung), on an
office rooftop - and announcing to a throng
of inquiring police, "I'm a cop." Part III
begins with a flashback, as the undercover
cop Yan undergoes a particularly painful
stitching of his cut eye, the first in a series
of many masochistic beatings he receives.
Leaving the hospital, he and a gangster
buddy (Chapman To) descend in an elevator,
segueing into the film's opening credits. This
sequence is one of the most impressive in
the film, as the dark elevator shaft is
imagined to be flanked by giant ancient
statues of Buddha. As in Az / (and also
like two famous Ridley Scott films -
LBladerunner and Gladiator ), clevator scenes
in Jnfernal Affarrs /7 thematize the ascent
to heaven or (more often) the descent to
hell.

Fare Il7 s chiefly divided along two
main storylines that eventually collide. One is
told in flashbacks, taking place a few years
before the period of the first film. In it Yan
continues his undercover work as his triad
boss Sam (Eric Tsang) tries to break into
the Chinese arms dealing market by
negotiating with the mysterious Mainland
businessmen Shen. In the other main
narrative strand, Inspector Ming struggles to
ignore his past and become a good guy,
desperately trying to prove another police
executive is just as corrupt as he once was.

The elevator, meanwhile, is a thematic
device that runs throughout. Like other
mechanical modes of transportation, it has
long been a favorite subject for the motion
picture camera. Famous examples include the
workers' elevator in Metropolis (dir. Fritz
Lang, 1927) or a luxury hotel's glass elevator
in Zhe Last Laygh (dir. F. W. Murnau,
1924) - both films using the movement of
the elevator to both celebrate and lament the
new modern city of Weimar Berlin. The
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emergence of clevators, as well as buses and
trams, presented a new experience for citizens
of the post-Industrial revolution city: people
found themselves close together but not
talking to each other. But one of my favorite
elevator scenes comes from Hong Kong
cinema, Bruce Lee's Zurer the Dragon . After
a chaotic battle during which Lee fells dozens
of bad guys in an underground lair, he calls
the elevator. A pause both comic and sublime
then occurs during this scene of intense
action. Lee impatiently waits for the elevator
to come. When it finally arrives, the doors
open to reveal a fresh gang of bad guys,
much to Lee's annoyance. This scene is

somewhat echoed in Z7%e AMatzx , when the
ring of the elevator presents a calming, and
again comic, coda to the carnage and
destruction Neo and Trinity have just
bestowed upon the lobby of an office
building, before they head upstairs to continue
their assault.

In the novelisation of Mewopols , written
by Fritz Lang's then-wife and frequent
screenwriter, Thea von Harbou, the brutal
anonymity of "the system" to which the
working class is subjected is described with
the movement of the elevator: "And they all
had the same faces. And they all seemed a
thousand years old...They moved their feet

forward, yet they did not walk...The pazer
noster - the ceaseless clevator which...
gathered men up and poured them out again.
"The Fater Noster was a name given by
mine workers to the elevator, also later used
in hotels, that never stopped on floors. One
had to quickly jump on and off to use it.
The name Fazer Noster - Latin for "Our
Father," the first words of the Lord's Prayer
- was used after workers, often praying for
their lives, compared the unbroken chain of
the mechanism constantly in motion with the
link of rosary beads they frequently wore.
Eric Tsang seems to be clutching at not
dissimilar looking mala bracelets in every film
he appears in, including - or rather, especially
- Infernal Affars [/7 . Religious connotations
are made fairly explicit by explanatory titles in
cach of the films of the epic series. The
theme of reincarnation in Az /7, and "what
goes around, comes around," provided the
interlude between the first and final
installments.

There is something of another FAzzer
Noster in the film, the Mainland businessman
Shen, played by respected Chinese television
star Chen Daoming. His presence on the big
screen, with his deep, thick voice and subtle
yet menacing gestures, alone makes the film
worth seeing (Chen was also the best part of
an otherwise dismissible film, Zhang Yimou's
Hero , playing the role of the self-proclaimed
"Father" to the Qin Kingdom, the brutal first
Emperor of China). In what is, frankly, a
faitly confusing film, Chen's character is the
most mysterious. I won't give away what I've
enjoyed trying to piece together, but Shen
becomes something like a father figure, if
only because he is feared by various
characters in the film. Shen also represents
the watchful eye of the Chinese mainland, at
one point complaining, "Your Hong Kong
police is so inefficient." If the first two
films, with their Hollywood-like blockbuster
ambitions or their depictions of Thai
gangsters and British private eyes, showed
Hong Kong to be "Asia's World City," as the
tourist board is currently campaigning
(undoubtedly anxious about competition from
Shanghai), Znfernal Atfarrs /// seems another
reminder that "what goes around comes
around," putting Hong Kong in its place, as
the gateway to the Motherland.




Taiwan's new Austronesian politics

Aboriginal tribal leaders quaff rice liquor and mull the future.

LAST WEEK'S opening ceremonies for
Taitung's fourth annual Austronesian Cultutres
Festival (Dec 20 to 31) shows that the
government is not only in danger of making
a mockery of a good program for aboriginal
groups, it may also be getting ready to waste
NTS$5 billion on an insufficiently planned
Austronesian Cultures Park. At the festival's
opening day, it was first of all silly to have
the proceedings emceed by a skinny,
light-skinned, Han Chinese TV personality
from Taipei who spoke no aboriginal
languages and couldn't get the tribes right
when making introductions. Even worse, she
made the egregious error of telling a joke
that was racially stereotyping against Taiwan's
aborigines at what was supposed to be ez
own festival (the joke was this: "In mandarin
cat's say 'miao.’ What does a cat say in
aborigine? 'Miao-de-la." - aborigines, as the
stereotype goes, add "-de-la", as a grammatical
particle at the end of sentences).

But there were other bigger problems.
The event is supposed to be international and
has been in years past, hosting Austronesian
groups from the Fiji, Tonga, the Cook
Islands, the Iban people of Malaysia, Easter
Island, and the Philippines. But this year only
two groups from outside Taiwan were

present. One of those, from Korea, wasn't
even Austronesian, and the other, from
Indonesia, viewed the event as more of a
cultural festival than anything specifically
Austronesian.

Austronesian refers to a language group
that includes Taiwan's aborigines and close to
300 million other people in island southeast
Asia and the Pacific. This includes most
people in Indonesia, Malaysia, the Philippines,
and Polynesia, as well as the Maori in New
Zealand and native residents of Madagascar,
but definitely not anyone in Korea. The term
was originally a scientific classification, and
within the last decade scholars at the national
think tank, Academia Sinica, have seized on
its potential for providing a sense of unity to
Taiwan's aboriginal groups.

The festival, now in it's fourth year, is
designed to provide that sense of unity for
aboriginal groups, and for the most part it is
a well-received idea among scholars and
indigenous people alike. When I asked Yama,
a man at the festival dressed in the bright
trappings of the Amis tribe, whether he felt
comfortable with this new label, he nodded
his head and said, "Yes, I'm Austronesian."
But when I asked his nation, he said, "Amis,
" and this was also the same with members
of the Bunun, the Rukai, the Paiwan, and
other tribes present. The true potential for

Austronesian identity, I think, lies in another
question: what do you, as a Taiwan
aborigine, want? "Recognition," he said. This
is whete the Austronesian identity idea could
maximize its beneficial value. Austronesian
festivals and institutions can link Taiwan's
tribes directly with their cousins and their
cousins' nations across the Pacific. Ideally, it
could give them standing as sets of unique
peoples among the peoples of the world -
something sort of like a nation.

Nation status, of course, also happens to
be what the current DPP government wants
for Taiwan, and they have been happy to
push this new, non-Chinese identity. In
addition to the Austronesian Cultures
Festival, central government funds helped pay
for an Austronesian Community College in
Taitung - established three years ago, it now
has around 2,000 aboriginal students - and
the government recently pledged to build a
NT$5 billion Austronesian Cultures Park,
which would include a museum, research
center, and other facilities.

The big problem about this big NT$5
billion plan is the same as that of this years
Austronesian festival: both seem like sloppy
bribes by the Han Chinese for Taiwan's
aborigines, not projects involving aboriginal
concerns. Lily Wen, a princess of the Rukai
tribe, recently visited Hawaii's Polynesian
Cultural Center as part of a Taiwan mission
to research the new park. What she said she
heard there was: "So far everyone who has
been to see us is Han Chinese. How can
they call this an Austronesian centet?" The
VIP seats at this week's festival, including the
head of the national Tourism Bureau, the
vice-minister of Transportation and Communi-
cations, and Taitung's top political brass, told
the same story. What they don't realize is
that while Austronesian identity is a very
good idea, they will have to allow aboriginal
involvement to make it work. If the current
Aboriginal Cultures Festival is an indication of
how things are going, the government is
moving this plan in the wrong direction.
