feature Japanese cosplay angels, Thai
sex workers, a British stripper, LA street
walkers, Taiwan's own show girls and more.
The highlight will be a free stage illustrating
and discussing different aspects of global sex
industries on Sunday night (Feb 8) from 7 to
10pm in the outdoor bandshell of the Guisui
Drama Park (ﬁ%ﬁ‘&fé‘k&lﬂé}) at the corner of
Guisui St (#F#2f) and Chungching Rd (&
BERK).

The festival will include a whole range of
events, from panel discussions to a Strippers
Workshop led by the UK stripper Ruth (it's
limited to women and already full).
"Participants include some members of local
sex industries, like hostesses, show girls and
betel nut girls, and also some other women.
There's a teacher, a nutse, and a museum
designer. I think they're just interested in how
they can draw more attention to their bodies,
" said Ms. Chung of the Taipei based
Collective of Sex Workers and Supporters
(COSWAS), which is sponsoring the activities.

The aim is to draw attention to issues of
women in the sex industry, which includes
everyone from third world child prostitutes to
first world porn video stars. Groups
represented include the Cambodian Prostitute
Union, Thailand's EMPOWER, the US based

Also of note, there will be a parade
Saturday afternoon starting at 1pm, and
Friday night the festival will open with a
Show Girl Talk Show featuring strippers from
three continents.

New book Mecca

The Singaporean bookstore, Page One,
opened up in Taipei 101 Mall this Monday
(Feb 2) even though the official opening
ceremony isn't actually until the weekend -
the reasons behind this are uncleat/these
things happen all the time.

I've never been to one of the stores
before and this is the first one to open up
in Taipei, so I was unsure what to expect.
And what I got was a lot more than I could
have hoped for.

Although all located on only one floor,
the store takes up a massive amount of space
and the range of books in English is
absolutely astounding. There is nothing else in
Taipei that comes even close. Take a left as
you walk in and you are faced with a whole
wall of "Literature", followed by what seem
like endless shelves of "General Fiction",
leading you deep into the bowels. Two minor
niggles here: sci-fi and horror. Although they
have their own sections, they are still labeled
"General Fiction" and the store seems to
have gone overboard on certain authors (Nick
Hornby, for example) to the detriment of
others. At first glance prices may seem higher
than in other stores, but on several occasions
I found cheaper editions of the same book
on nearby shelves. Paperbacks range from
NT$280 to NT$950.

There are sections devoted to "Poetry",
"Writing", "Biography" and a very large
Business section with yet another "Biography"
section for businesses and business
personalities. Near there you'll also find the
largest travel section I've ever seen in my life
and a large section on languages too. Not a
very good selection of magazines though (and
Jason's was out of Nutella damn it). But in
conclusion, go there as quickly as you can
and take all your money. -Hartey FPool

Red House over yonder

Bobby Chen (Bf5), the ostensibly
reformed alcoholic, loudmouth comedian, and
folk singer, takes the stage tonight and
tomorrow at Hsimenting's Red Theatre,
thereby kicking off a concert series that aims
to present the venue as hipper and more
vibrant. "The Red Theatre is usually seen as
pretty traditional, so by this we're trying to
show that you can have fresh and different
things happen here too," explained the Red
Theatre's Ms. Hung over the phone. Tickets
for all shows are a fairly reasonable NT$600.

Chen will play two nights (Feb 6 and 7),
followed a week later by pop-alternative
rocker Chang Chen-yue (5'5'}?%%7{) on February
14 and two other popular acts in March.
And if you're thinking of seeing Chen, the
Saturday night show is sold out and there atre
only a few seats left for Friday. Chang

Chen-yue, whom Ms. Hung said would
probably play his old popular songs, is the
goateed and backward-baseball-cap-wearing
singer you might peg as: sort of cool, for
someone in the industry.

The Red Theatre is a 100+ year-old
landmark at the entrance to Hsimenting
reopened over a year ago. The performance
area is an octagonal, wood floored room
below a high vaulted ceiling, the kind of
place that would be idealized by a theatre
and jazz crowd. The upcoming series will
provide a jolt, no doubt.

The series continues on March 13 with
Lin Wei-chih (FREEHT), a producer and the
songwriter responsible for Faith Yang's COue
that rarest of mando-pop albums, one that I
actually liked. He'll appear with Su Da Lu
(%HREFT;%]%), a six piece, female vocals-led band
out of Chengchih University. Then on March
27 it's IPIS (ﬂ%ﬂﬂﬁé\ HE), an sister and three
brothers R&B group that now plugs Taiwan
fruit on MRT ads. -2/

Tracings at TAV

You have until February 28 to check out
Anthony Luensman's Zzzcuags at the Taipei
Artist Village. On a three-month residency in
Taipei, the Ohio based artist pays tribute to
several local artists with sound sculptures. He
uses common objects found around the train
station such as air hoses, plastic tubes, tacks
and buckets, intelligently alluding to several
local artists. A mechanized rocking boat inside
a large plastic container mimics a work by
Yuan Goang-ming: a video of a boat that
capsizes. Pressing a button turns on a
subwoofer that makes a tray of thumbtacks
enthusiastically bounce around and refers to
Howard Chen's metallic floor installations
(also of thumbtacks). A piano of clear plastic
tubing filled with red ink, media wused by
previous TAV resident Miyuki Yokomiz,
becomes an elegiac piece about AIDS. And
in a wall sculpture, ecstasy head shaking
combines with little gadgetry a la Hsu
Jui-Hsien ({R%i%8). Idealistically, residencies
seek to promote cross-cultural understanding.
Zraczngs eloquently shows how this can be
done. The Taipei Artist Village is at 7

tThe Good the Bad and the

Executions were down, human rights initiatives died, and crime was steady

455,726 CRIMES reported to the police,
of those 12,091 were violent crimes, and 91,
986 were theft cases. That was 2003 as
viewed by chart F-2 Offenses Against the
Penal Law from the Monthly Bulletin of
Statistics for the R.O.C. That is the ugly
news. The good news was that executions
were down to a ten year low of 5, and the
bad news was that all three of President
Chen's human rights programs appear to have
fallen by the wayside.

These were the Good the Bad and the
Ugly developments of 2003. Let's start with
crime statistics. Although all crime is "ugly"
and unfortunate to the victims, crime rates
have remained basically stable since 1995.
There have only been minor ups and downs,
and there has been no "breakdown in social
ordetr". That mantra is uttered by politicians
who do not have anything else to say on a
slow news day but still want to hold a press
conference and see their smiling sleazy faces
in the paper. It is nonsense; crime rates have
been flat over the past nine years.f

Turning to the bad news: all three of
President Chen's much self-heralded major
human rights projects have stalled. If one
remembers, so long ago, in President Chen's
inaugural speech, he vowed, and the DPP
much hyped, how Taiwan was going to: 1)
establish a National Human Rights
Commission, 2) pass a Basic Human Rights
TLaw which would accord with the
International Bill of Human Rights, and 3)

somehow - it was never made clear how this
magic trick was to be performed given the
fact that Taiwan is not in the UN treaty
system - ratify the International Covenants on
Human Rights that Taiwan had signed about
40 years ago. None of these things have
occutred. And the versions (there are at least
three competing versions at this point) of the
Basic Human Rights law which is now under
consideration by the Legislative Yuan are all
watered down to the point of being basically
empty

President Chen's government was not
seriously committed to seeing any of the
three initiatives through to completion but
rather simply wanted to get some political
"double mileage" out of them then let them
die on the wayside. First the DPP can boast
of having "been committed" to them, which
is false; then after they die the DPP can get
some more political mileage out of them by
blaming the KMT for "thwarting our
wonderful human rights plans". As a 10 year
veteran of Taiwanese human rights advocacy,
I despise this use of human rights for
nothing more than cheap Taiwanese politics (I
realize that "cheap" and "Taiwanese politics"
are redundant). But I am not surprised
either.

The other major bad news is the (again
much heralded) new Taiwanese Criminal
Procedure Code. This time, rather than
President Chen doing the nonsense hype, it
is the Judicial Yuan. The folks at the top
over at the Judicial Yuan want to be seen as
"protecting human rights and modernizing

Taiwan's criminal justice system." That is nice,
I am glad to hear that, and based on my
conversations with a number of them I
actually believe, well half-believe, that the
Judicial Yuan is half-sincere when they say
that.

But laying the issue of their sincerity aside
what they have created can best be described
as a Frankenstein's monster of Criminal
Procedure. Since the Judicial Yuan rivals the
Byzantine royal courts for the level of palace
intrigue, the developers of the new criminal
law system had to create a system that would
be acceptable to the various factions within
the Judicial Yuan, each of which have their
own favored foreign system. So the designers
took "body parts" from the American, the
Japanese and the German criminal law system
and sewed them together and tried to bring
it to life.

Regrettably, as the townspeople screamed
in the Frankenstein movie: "It's alive!l It's
alive!" The new criminal system went into
effect in September, but that is not a good
thing. I will discuss why in future columns.

I should close with the good news. The
number of prisoner executions was 5 - a
considerable drop from the recent record of
32 executions in 1998 - and the number of
prosecutions for police misconduct seems to
be up. On the face of it the latter would not
seem to be good news, but it does show
that the District Court Prosecutors offices are
being more aggressive in pursing cases of
police misconduct and that is a good thing.

sausages anymore. Now you can easily

find anything from rolling papers to
beautiful bongs, an eye-brow raiser for a
country that jails first time drug users. But
can Flower Power really be bact in Taiwan,
a country that never really had it in the first
place?

Shopping districts like Hsimenting, Shihlin
and countless night matkets are showing the
signs: all natural fibers, tie-dyes, bell-bottoms
and hand-made clothes. Some stores ate even
getting into slogan shirts slamming slavery,
chauvinism, globalism and the like.

Yet odd mixes let on that other forces
are also at work. An ad for the A Yu
Fashion Clothing store reads: "From hippie
style bags to Hello Kitty pants." Cleartly the
hippie ethic has become entangled with other
concerns. I headed for the shopping districts
to investigate.

Sai Baba Ethnic Imports in Hsimen was
probably the closest I'll ever be to a
seventies version of an opium den. Low
lighting, bronze Hindu gods smoking incense
in the corners and a cluttered yet cozy feel.
Jewelry and accessories shine in every display.
A sign at the door reads "Marijuana not
allowed," but it's hard to believe with the
collection of pipes and blades this store sells.
Apart from that, there's about half of India's
incense on the shelves, rows and rows of
tie-die shirts, hand-made pants, sarongs,
lampshades, and miles of linen. And for free
lovers born before AIDS, there's a
pocket-copy of the Kama Sutra.

Stacey, the sales lady, had the aura of a
classic, high-hippie, with a. peaceful, earthed
presence about her. Her look, too, was
definitely hippie, but carefully and stylishly put
together. She came across as someone with a
real feel for the culture. Stacey said she had
a great interest in hippie culture.

How long have you been into it, I asked.

"Almost four years," she said.

While in the store, Stacey introduced me
to an array of Indian CDs, sometimes with
an electronic feel, but nothing too ravey,
which added to the native, almost spiritual
vibe surrounding her and the shop. Asked
about the connection of modern hippies to
psy-trance, which is often associated with the
new hippie culture in other countries, Stacey
replied with a pensive "maybe." Personally,
she's more into world music, but Sai Baba
does sell a small collection of trance and
lounge CDs.

According to Stacey, hippie clothing is
"very special, so it has to be imported." Sai
Baba's owner imports everything personally

NIGHT MARKETS aren't just for buying
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from India, Nepal and - at the opposite end
of the economic spectrum - Japan, a country
where, Stacey says, hippie fashion is big right
now.

Stacey's been working at Sai Baba for
about a year, and her list of customers is
compiled mostly of students, mothers and
women roughly between the ages
of 16 and 27. She sells mostly clothing, stuff
like t-shirts and blouses.

So, looking at these demographics, does
she think that hippie culture's coming back?

"There's definitely more people interested
in the clothing now" she says, "but
it's a fashion for most."

An ancient diety sits af the bottom of this fashion trend.

Up-market bohemian

On the other side of the spectrum, there's
Pink City Clothing Company, a store in the
Shida Night Market that's definitely at the
up-market end of bohemian fashion, however
contradictory that may sound. The owner,
unfortunately, was out every time I visited,
but I did have a very interesting talk with a
sales lady, Regina, a twenty-something student
type who's been working there for a couple
of months. She's not really into hippie culture
or fashion, she said: "In fact, I don't know
much about hippies at all."

Pink City has the feel of a textile shop in
a department store rather than a smoky,
bohemian hole in the wall. Open design,
bright lighting and a mere hint of incense
give it a classy feel. Creedence Clearwater
blaring from the speakers wrankled this vibe
a bit, but then, coming from the sixties 'n
all, it's forgivable.

Expecting more rock 'n roll, I browsed
through the CD tower and was more than a
little impressed to find a vast collection of
Spanish, Indonesian and Tibetan world music,
as well as some local stuff by the Betel Nuts
Brothers. The NT$400 CDs are just about
the cheapest things in the store though, as
the rest of Pink City's inventory sports some
heavy price tags. Some serious brand name
dropping went on during our talk about their
products, and Regina also stressed the fact
that everything is totally chemical-free, "100%
pute and natural."

Some of their products come from a local
manufacturer, who uses only vegetable dye
and tree sap coloring on 100% cotton. As
for the rest, every garment's motif is
individually printed, using hand-made bronze
and wooden stamps, some as small as a
thumb, others the size of a Nike check.
Furthermore, the owner picks and imports
everything personally on trips to India, so I
guess the price tags are justified.

"Our clothing is well out of the range of
students and most young people", Regina says
politely, "and our customers are older, more
sophisticated women between
30 and 40."

Judging from the browsers I saw, Pink
City's patrons are definitely not hippies. I
asked Regina about her opinion on similar
clothing popping up in other stores around
Taipei, and she said that she's definitely
noticed a rise in popularity. Although she
doesn't have much contact with hippies, she
doesn't think it has much to do with hippie
culture: "people, especially women, just want
something beautiful and unique.”

Raveready

Not just for seventies fashionistas and
middle aged ladies, hippie gear has also made
it from the muddy bodies of Woodstock
rockers to the sweaty skins of Taipei clubbers
if the Hsimenting shop Idiot (%K) is
anything to go by. Owner Shih Ching (tHH),
a modern, fashionable Kaohsiunger, told me
all about her store amid the scented smoke
of herbal cigarettes and pumping bass, which
she spiked up at the slightest tap of my foot.

She lights her store with Chinese lanterns
and fuzzy purple UVs, a combination that
instantly causes acid flashbacks after just two
blinks. It wotrks even better if you stare at
the Indian murals for a while.

TeXound-style speakers and lighting aside,
Idiot still has a pretty rustic, ethnic feel, with
wooden floors and an antique cash register
on the counter. The store sells a unique
combination of hippie gear and ceong sams
imported from all over southeast Asia. There's
also some beautiful jewelry, hippie handbags
and anything else big enough to put a weed
leaf on. Asked how the sales were going with
her large collection of pipes, she smiled and
said "very well."

When her customers aren't buying gear to
get wasted with, they're often buying gear to
get wasted in.

"Lots of young people buy clothing for
clubbing," she said, "something to wear when
they go out." She sees people wearing it on
the streets too, but not just hippies: "it's
lifestyle clothing now, for everyone."

So it looks like president Chen can keep
his eye on the missile crisis for now, as the
only revolution in the air has to do with
fashion. Sammy, an office gitl in tie-die top
and Giordano-ish pants pulls it all together
for me in one sentence: "Hippie
clothing's just something really comfortable to
wear," she said.

Betel Nut Blues

The thin limits of abo-folk

K x/ released Bere/ Nuts in 1996, it was
not just an album, it was an
ethno-musical history. The first half is songs

from the Trobriand Islands in Papua New
Guinea, a whole village singing along with a
sttummed guitar. The second half is Huegu
and Abi, aboriginal twins from the Amis tribe
singing out on a porch in Hualien. The
album's extensive liner notes booklet traces
genetic, linguistic, and musical connections
between Taiwan's aborigines and Trobriand
Islands natives, which producer Chris Roberts
first recognized in a similarity in the cadence
of the songs, namely an anapest ("three
stomps") at the end of the lines. Chris
named the album after betel nuts, which
moved along the migration route with the
Austronesian peoples from southeast Asia out
into the Pacific.

PLete/ Nuts launched the career of Huegu
and Abi, who perform and record as the
Betel Nuts Brothers. They recently released
their fourth CD with Trees, titled AHunters
Who Lost Therr Lands.

The band has now grown to include four
brothers and a cousin, and the music to
incorporate blues and rock guitar riffs,
Chinese lyrics, and in one song a borrowed
phrase from John Lennon's "Give Peace a
Chance." Auaters is not traditional aboriginal
music though, but an album of aboriginals
playing music that contains elements of both
traditional and poplar styles. While Zeze/ Nuts
expressed something shining and
mysterious-what it means to laugh, sing,
dance, eat, and live as a community-the
subsequent albums sound to me like they're
trying to find their way back to an essence
that has slipped away.

"We feel a connection with the music of
Black America, and we hope that by adding

blues and rock our songs
can have more appeal to
young people," Huegu told
me. He also emphasized a
sense of responsibility to
preserve traditional culture:
"We've got to dig the
ancient songs out so they
won't be forgotten. We sing
these songs to remind our
aboriginal brothers working
in the cities of home. And
we sing so that our
aboriginal culture can be
recognized by the Chinese."
I personally find Taiwan's
aboriginal music deeply
moving, but less so to the
degree that it's diluted with
outside agendas.
Commercially produced
abo-pop is nothing more
than packaging and has little
musical or cultural value.
Betel Nuts Brothers now
occupy a middle ground,
trying both to retain a sense
of physical and spiritual
home and to make
accessible music. But if
Huegu and Abi don't sing
and record their traditional
songs who will? Ultimately
no one, and the songs will
pass into oblivion far
beyond any questions of
style.

After two Taipei studio CDs, Aunzers was
recorded live in an empty hostel on the
Hualien coast. "There's a lot of pressure in
professional studios,” Huegu said, "the results
are no good for our music. This time we
just sat down and had fun playing together."

The songs do convey the comfortable
vibe of friends enjoying music and lifting a
glass or two together. The lead and backing
vocals are warm and beautifully blended by
engineer Chen Guan-yu and the percussion is
earthy and resonant. But the guitars sound
disappointingly thin and tinny. Sure, the
album has more spirit than commercially
dissected music, but on the whole it may be
more significant in illustrating the quandary of
modern indigenous peoples: they're neither
wholly integrated with their traditional culture
nor with the prevailing industrial society.

Soon
after she told her bass player to turn off his
instrument because she couldn't hear herself
through her two monitors.

Thing was, she was right. After the
adjustments, it & sound better. Also, the
music was good, the only problem being, as
Sandee put it, "We haven't rehearsed all the
songs yet."

Right now Sandee's working on a slew of
projects: a just released CD/pseudo-band
called Material Girls (FE</]MH) that has her
teaming up with with singer Lee Duan-Hsian
(@ﬁ#ﬁﬁﬁﬂ), a solo album working with Hsiao-si
and other DJs; and a live album.

Seeing her live was fun, in the way that
drama mixed with occasionally good music is
fun. She handpicked two unconventional
warm up acts, singer Vanny Ma and the very
rockin, all teenage girl punk band Hotpink.
She also played a long show. By the second
set she was drinking Taiwan Beer on stage
and finally enjoying herself, singing old hits
(basically crowd pleasers) and doing a very
credible version the Velvet Underground's
Lemme Fatale (it fit her well). Hsiao-si was
also awesome, but one old school rocker in
the house did point out, "it still needed a
drummer." That and a few more rehearsals,
the show would have been spot on.




The KMT Cadres of Ho Chi Minh

Over two Saigon Beers, they worry about too much democracy

WE SAT down at a table at the Kim
Cafe, a minor landmark in Ho Chi Minh
City's backpacker district. Its clientele mixes
everyone from the all-day-beer-drinking
Germans to local Vietnamese college students,
and at the table next to us sat two old men
speaking in Cantonese. It was getting close to
noon, and each had a bottle of Saigon Beer
sitting in front of him. They were drinking it
out of small glass mugs.

"Where are you from?" One of them said
to me in English. There were a couple of
clumps of grease in his combed-back, gray
hair. Later on he introduced himself as
Chang Chi-ching (JREB¥). We called him
Mr. Chang.

Taiwan.

"Where in Taiwan?"

Taipei.

"Whete in Taipeir"

You know Taipeir

"We're both from Taiwan," he said. "He's
been here more than 40 years."

"Since 1962," said Mr. Mo, still black
headed but missing at least two of his upper
front teeth, and the one stranded in the
middle of the gap was crusted on one side
with a black half moon of decay.

"And I've been here almost as long, for
more than 30 years," Chang continued. "So
where are you from in Taipeir"

Hsintien.

"Ah, Hsintien. I'm from Mucha."

Do you ever go back? - I'm not sure who
asked this, it may have been Mei, my
girlfriend.

"Later this month," said Chang.

It was January 16 with Chinese New Year
less than a week away. We asked if this was
why he was going.

"No. After the Chinese New Year, on
January 30. I'm a volunteer."

We followed with a pause.

"For the KMT. Thete are only about 60
days left untl the election. I'll be at the
KMT headquarters in Taipei."

The KMT's tentacles are long indeed. In
Taipei, Mt. Chou of the KMT's Overseas
Section said that there are now more than
500 overseas Chinese volunteers working for
the Lien-Soong campaign, and more than 10,
000 KMT voters are expected to fly back to
Taiwan to vote, 2,300 from Los Angeles
alone. There are no absentee ballots in
Taiwanese elections. All voters must cast
ballots in their home districts. "Out overseas
voters ate very important,” said Chou. "Each
one will influence five or maybe ten voters in
Taiwan." Incoming flights will start to fill up
from the beginning of March, he said, still
three weeks before the election.

Mr. Chang was a graduate of Taipei's
main teachers college, National Taiwan
Normal University, and taught high school in
Ho Chi Minh. Mr. Mo was a graduate of
Chengchih University's political science
department. "He writes about Taiwanese
politics for some magazines in Hong Kong,"
said Chang.

At this, Mr. Mo motioned for us to keep
it down. "Not so loud," he said.

Ignoring him, Mr. Chang continued: "He
can't write about these things here. The
government is very sensitive about politics.

"Hete they've liberalized economics only, but
not politics or law. It's better like this."

"In Taiwan people can write anything. It's
too chaotic, too democratic. It's better here."
He smiled. "Yes, Taiwan is too democratic."
Here was the extreme philosophy of the
KMT's old guard, the aging supporters of
Chiang's old KMT, especially those strewn
throughout southeast Asia. In Taiwan, the
modern KMT largely ignores this dark specter
of its eatly authoritarianism, and the DPP
rakes it through the mud so often that its
cries of "democracy”" and "human rights" have
become empty slogans. However in Mr.
Chang, Mr. Mo, and other old KMT cadres,
the belief in strong arm politics and survival
of the party is preserved as if a living fossil.
The ideas are old, and they are fading, but at
the core of the KMT they are most certainly
not dead.

Just then it occutred to me that as 40
year Saigon residents, Mr. Chang and Mr. Mo
must have lived through the Vietnam War.
"Yes, it was very terrible," said Mr. Chang.
"More than 100,000 Americans were killed
and more than one million Vietnamese."

I didn't correct him on his figures - it
was around 58,000 Americans and quite
possibly in excess of 1.5 million Vietnamese.
Then he moved off the topic easily. "If the
KMT loses this time, it may be the end of
the party," he said.

"That would be very bad."

Then he and Mr. Mo paid their bill,
walked over to their motorbikes parked three
meters away, and drove off. Two weeks later,
with exactly 50 days left before the election,
Mr. Chang flew to Taipei.

SINCE DONALD GLAUDE at 2F last year was regarded by
many as the most impressive event of the year (2F general manager
Alan Hsia also mentioned that Donald was his favorite guest DJ in
our last interview), I knew I gotta check him out this time no
matter what (@LUXY-Lotus Room-Jan 16). I got thete around 11pm
and was surprised to find out the warm-up DJ was Victor (from
Texound!). The floor was kinda filled up by mid-night but half of
the crowd was like office workers who didn't usually party and just
happened to drop by after their company's year end banquet or
something, so the atmosphere was kinda weird. I stepped out for a
bit. And when I came back Glaude had already started his set:
