Presidential Debate |

One of the many couples brought
together this Valentine’s Day will be political
rivals Chen Shui-bian and Lian Chan, who
will meet in the first ever televised
presideatial debate in the history of Taiwan
on Saturday afternoon from 2 to 4pm. It'l)
be broadcast on only one cable station,
Taiwan's Public Television Service (Z\e),
channel 53 on all services. So far we haven't
been able to track down any large outdoor
or indoor screens publicly broadcastng the
event (both the Breeze Center and the

Lien-Soong campaign headquarters said they
weren't planning anything), though the Lihpao
aewsroom expects there to be a couple of
large TV screens somewhere around Taipei.
And even if there's not, you can probably
catch it in a restaurant or neighborhood
shop, where everyone watches the news at
work all day anyway. Remember, this is the
first such debate in Taiwan's history.

Other options for watching are two
rebroadcasts and the web. PTS will replay the
debate Samurday night from 10pm to
midnight, and again Sunday motning from 9
w 1lam, It has also set up servers in both
Taiwan and the US to deliver live webcasts
for Internet viewers, which can be accessed
at: htep://www.pts.org.tw/~web01/debates/ .
The US-directed servers are likely there for
the ABC electorate, which both camps
consider to be influential.

The debates will be divided up into four
sections: opening statements; the candidates
fielding questions from panelists; the
candidates asking questions of each other; and
concluding statements.

A second Chen-Lien debate will wke place
a week Jater on February 14, also at 2pm. [ts
schedule, format and broadeasting details are
the same as for this weekend's face off.

How | weighed prostitution
against a new laptop

'VE BEEN offered money for sex fout

times in my life. The first time was at 17,

when a group of guys offered me 3200 to
jump out of a cake naked for 2 birthday
party. The second time was in university
when an older but not unattractive man
offered me rent, tuition, and an allowance in
exchange for a special relationship. The third
tme was shortly after I fiest moved to
Taipei, when 2 map at a modeling agency
offered me NT$5,000 to Photoshop my
breasts onto another model's body as ads for
a breast enhancing cream. All three tmes I
said no.

The most cecent time it happened will
probably be the last. A male friend who was
notoriously broke showed up one day with a
new motorcycle. Not long after he gave me
an expensive gift on a whim. He and I wete
good friends but not romantically iavolved.
But he became excessively generous with
buying drinks and picking up tabs, untl 1
finally asked him if he'd won the lottety.

It took a lot of gquestoning, but
eventually he told me he had begun working
as a male escort. It began with a lead from
a modeling agency, where he got the contact
information for the escort agency. Ar first he
was told that he only had to dress up,
accompany the lady to her choice of venues,
and be discreet, interesting, attentive, and
charming. This paid around NT$10,000, not
including tips. It soon became apparent,
however, that he was expected to provide
more. The partcular woman was in her 30s,
mostly just bored and lonely, and maybe a
little bitter because her husband was
obviously having affaics. A standard date
would involve drinks and dinner at a KTV,
followed by sex at a nearby hotel. As the
requests became more bizarre the tips
increased to NT$20,000, making the payment
for one night of services NT$30,000.

Among other things, she would sometimes
being itemns for him to wear: one of these
was a cheesy sequined thong with tassels that
he had to dance around in. She also asked
him to do other things she may have been
uncomfortable asking her husband to do,
such as going into the room before her and
hiding in the closet.

campaign circus
Dining with lawyers for A-bian

BEFORE 1 even got to the Ambassador
Hotel, 1 knew what it would be like. But
then again you're never fully prepared for the
Ice Capades intro of eight dancmg cartoon
characters, grown people in Mickey Mouse
suits, and here the head one is an avatar of
president Chen Shui-bian himself and the rest
are his sidekicks from the eight part
streaming Flash animadon the Democratic
Progressive Party (DPP) dreamed up for
Chen's reelection campaign. This, by the way,
was the National Lawyers Supporting
President Chen Shui-bian's Re-election
Campaign Rally, a dinner with at least sixty
tables (by my count) of lawyers and law firm
staffers paying (someone told me) NTS2,500
per head to see none other than the
president himself.

"Are they fucking insane?” I said in the
direction of a couple legal translators sitting
necar me.

"Japanese music. Bizarre," one of them
answered me back.

This was a Monday night (Feb 9) and the
DPP's entire line-up of heavy hitters was
there: the pt‘esident, Kaohsiung mayor Frank
Hsieh (GHEIE Talpel County magistrate Su
Chen-chang ﬁ;RiEI 1), DPP secretary general
Chang Jun-hsiung (BRELHE), and several
others. All lawyers, the top ranks of the
DPP.  We mainly kept track of them on
the score card because it wasn't until Su,
who spoke fourth, just around the time that
the "Re-election Combination Platter" got

plopped on the table, that anyone so much
as uttered a word of mandarin, a language
we could understand. Su would oceasionally
jab in two sentences in a row before
teverting to Taiwanese. "You know, it looks
like this is how it's going to be from now
on," said Chris, a journalist sitting to my left.
The thought of Taiwanese becoming the
national language made me shudder.
Fortunately the dinner attendee’s gift pack had
a deck of anti-Lien-Soong playing cards to
flip through. Each in the regular set of 52
came with a quote of the mud James Soong
and Lien Chan had been slinging at each
other four years ago when both were running
for president. The quotes came complete with
citations from the local press, except the two
jokers: one was a devil-horned Lien Chan
caricature - again, the DPP's fixation with
turning the whole election into a TV cartoon
- saying in a bubble thought, "Didn't he say

that if he bought a house abroad he'd drop
out of the race? So why did 1 get him as
my running mate..." while the complimentary
James Soong joker thinks, "Didn't he call me
'heartless and cruel?’ So why get me as his
running mate...." When 1 passed these cards
around following the dinner in the Lihpao
newsroom, the reaction was pretty direct:
"Hmm, propaganda." And so far that's what
the DPP is running on, cartoonified
propaganda. No wonder everyone thinks
they're gonna lose.

But the lawyers were cating it up as Su
Chen-chang rambled on about how his heart
really went out to that Iruan kid - an
8-year-old at the center of a custody batte
between grandparents in Taiwan and Brazil -
but our country is based in the rule of law
and we have to live with the court's
decision. The theme of the night though was
the need to have a president that's a "rule
of law advocate” (:fHEAN), and apparently
being a lawyer in Taiwan qualifies you as
that. Neither Lien nor Soong are lawyers, and
for the basis of comparison I'll mention that
two days later they appeared before their own
white collar special interest group, a
bureaucratic faction even more
mephistophelean than lawyers in the Taiwan
scheme of things: accountants.

When President Chen was up, he talked
behind a bouquet of flowers so big his head
just poked above it like it was the center
piece, and it looked like the circus had been
put to bed. But then he finished his speech
and started auctioning off cartoon dolls of
himself in little lawyer robes. The big one
went for more than half a million NT$, and
at some point we all sang a song together
and then they sold the song to someone for
NT$3 million. At that I thanked my lawyer
host for having me, and he replied, "No,
thank you. Please, do whatever you can to
support this government."
