If you've been jonesing for
this kind of music, at least there's a gig on
this weekend. D Bridge from the UK crew
Bad Company will play Taipei this Saturday
night (May 8) at the beer house, Apocalypse
Now. He'll be joined by Australia's MC
Assassin.

Formed in 1999 as a four man crew, Bad
Company got pretty famous pretty quickly in
the world of jungle, drum 'n bass, and hatrd
core first through single track releases on
vinyl, then through three full length CDs.
That's their studio side.

For this show, Bad Company's D Bridge,

real name Darren White, makes his third trip
to Taipei as a DJ. Chung, who's helping to
promote the party, has known White since
his first visit two years ago. "Bad Company
is known as all dark and hardcore," she said,
"but Darren's new music more jazzy, groovy
drum 'n bass. It combines a lot of stuff."

The venue, Apocalypse Now, is a
well-known beer house on Fuhsing North
Road.

For
this show, they'll move out all the tables and
install a special sound system. Taipei's main
jungle/d'n'b promoters, Junglemania, is
organizing.

Opening at MoCA

A new show at the Museum of
Contemporary Art (MoCA) opens this
Saturday evening with a party from 7 to
9:30pm and live performances by John Bum
Choi (Korea) at 7:30pm and Atsuhiro Ito
(Japan) at 8:30pm.

'Police harassment in Taitung

The latest investigation against an east coast expat

ON APRIL 8, 2004 at the Dulan sugar
factory cafe, the Taitung County Culture
Bureau held a press conference for a folk
music performance series in which I have
performed and helped organize. The following
week, after the event was reported in local
media, the manager of the cafe, told me a
Taitung City police officer surnamed Chen
had called to inform her I was under
criminal investigation for breach of labor laws.
The officer threatened her with a NT$150,000
fine and through her threatened me with a
fine and deportation.

This kind of back-alley law enforcement is
contiguous with a body of police harassment
of Western expatriate residents in Taitung
that's been going on for at least the last two
years. Officer Peter Chen (I@ﬁfﬁ?f), head of
the Taitung City foreign affairs division, is
notorious for his pursuit of foreigners, and I
later found out that he was behind my
investigation. In my case, he had even gone
over the head of another foreign affairs
police officer usually responsible for the
coastal region north of Taitung City.

I have been a continuous, legally working
resident of Taiwan for the past five years,
the last two years in Taitung. Although my
work permit is not performance-related, I am
a composer, recording artist, and writer. My
most recent CD, Ocean Hieroglyphics, was
released in Taiwan and is distributed
internationally. I have recorded as a session
musician on albums by Taiwanese artists
including Zhang 43 and Biung, the latter of

which won a Golden Melody Award. I have
made numerous pro bono documentary
recordings of the songs of aboriginal elders
and been active in movements to preserve
what remains of Taiwan's natural ecosystems
and indigenous cultures.

Applying for a performance permit is
quite simple, and in most cases where police
find foreign performers playing music without
one, they simply stop the performance and

tell the performer to apply for one next time.

But rather than informing me my
performances were illegal and of how to
rectify this, the police instead spent two
months recording my activities with video
cameras as evidence to be used against me.
It was disturbing to discover I'd been the
subject of police surveillance for my
involvement in a cultural event that generated
income for local businesses and performers,
and for which I did not earn any money.
(Income from ticket sales was invested in the
light and sound systems.) Because I was not
formally charged with any crime, or even
contacted directly by the police, the situation
amounted to a nebulous accusation that could
not be legally confronted or challenged, but
the consequences of which were potentially
concrete and devastating.

A number of government officials,
including the Taitung mayor and the Taitung
County Culture Director, intervened on my
behalf, and Officer Chen told the cafe
manager that the case would not be pursued
as long as I voluntarily went to the police
station to make a statement. At the station

my answers to a number of questions were
typed and printed out on an official criminal
investigation sheet, which began with my
"rights" to a lawyer and to not answer any
of the questions. When I protested that my
rights had not been stated to me before the
interview, the officers present became agitated
and told me I had the option not to sign,
but that that would make things much worse.

There was no written summons for my
testimony, and Peter Chen, as the
investigating officer, refused to tell me his full
name or state his authority, all of which
protect the police behind a curtain of
undocumented conjecture. The modus
operandi seems to have been to take the case
as far as it could go without the officers
being compromised by the responsibilities of
due process. At a certain point — beyond
which would have required open formality
— the case was dropped. I asked for a copy
of my written statement, but the officers
refused, saying, "You read it and signed it, so
you should know what's in it."

Taiwan's concerted diplomatic efforts to
gain a place in the international community
through organizations like the World Health
Organization are contravened if police officers,
as an extension of political authority, are
allowed to use threats and intimidation to
enforce a xenophobic or ladder-climbing
agendas. One would also hope that in
addition to enforcing and obeying the legal
code, the police of a free society would do
their utmost to support creative expression
and cultural exchange, rather undermine them
in the pursuit of narrow agendas.

It's all about submission

Pacific Rim Jiv-Jitsu championships in Taipei this Safurday

RAZILIAN JIU-JITSU was born on
B the battlefields of feudal Japan, refined

in the city streets of Brazil, proven in
the no holds barred fights of America, and
brought to Taiwan earlier this year. This
Saturday (May 15), Taipei will have a chance
to see the fighting technique in action as a
competitive sport at the Core Pacific Mall,
where the Taipei Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu Academy
will host the 1st Asia Pacific Rim Jiu-Jitsu
Championship. The event plans to draw
competitors from all around Asia including
Malaysia, Australia, Thailand, China, Hong
Kong, the Philippines, as well as from
different clubs in Taiwan.

The group responsible for bringing this
competition is the Taipei Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu
Academy, established earlier this year. The
chief instructor is Andy Wang, a professional
no holds barred fighter who has fought in,
and won, tournaments in the US and Japan.
NHB tournaments are events you may have
seen on TV, such as Unlimited Fighting
Championships (UFC) or "cage matches."

As Andy put it, "I came back to Taiwan
to spread the art of Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu to the
Taiwanese. 1 want to spread the art in
Taiwan. My family is here, we have deep
roots here. I came back to show my own
people what is the most effective fighting art
today. I believe that with all my heart."

Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu's fighting system relies
on holds, joint locks, chokes and other
techniques to subdue the opponent. It is a
proven form of self defense, a competitive
sport and a way to develop the practitioner's
mind, body and spirit.

Sport Jiu-Jitsu competition involves
grappling on a mat in somewhat the same
manner as western wrestling. Legal techniques
include arm, shoulder and wrist locks; chokes,
certain kinds of ankle and foot locks. Strategy
and technique are the two keys to sport
Jiu-Jitsu. It is not a sport of brute force, and
a premium is placed on cardiovascular
conditioning and speed rather than upper
body strength or muscular force. In fact,
often the smaller competitor wins by keeping
his or her cool, being able to think under

pressure, and applying techniques that will put
him or her in a supetior position and force
the opponent to submit.

Victory comes three ways. The first is by
submission; this is when one competitor is in
a position from which there is no escape,
usually a choke or joint lock, and "taps out”
to indicate submission, or surrender. One can
also win on points; different positions and
different moves can garner the competitor 2
to 4 points, or points can be taken away for
penalties. The third route to victory is by
what is known as "advantage." This is
determined by the judges who rate the
competitors' overall performance as determined
by submissions, sweeps and takedown

attempts, as well as overall aggressiveness.

Sport Jiu-Jitsu does not involve strikes or
kicks as does NHB (no holds barred) fighting
or full contact kickboxing, but it does involve
lots of action as the competitors vie for
superior position and the chance to force the
other side to submit. As each match is
limited to one round of five minutes (with
sudden death overtime), the matches on the
15th promise to be interesting and the
competition hot.

Sean McCormack is the Taipei Brazilian
Jiu-Jitsu Academy's manager and co-owner.
But even before the academy, Sean was
responsible for getting the Taipei Brazilian
Jiu-Jitsu Club formed. A few months ago,

that club morphed into the current Academy
after Sean was able to get Andy to move to
Taiwan to teach.

Andy is known as an outstanding teacher
of martial arts and comes to Taiwan highly
recommended by his peers back in America.
He was born in Kaohsiung and moved with
his parents at an early age to California. He
went on to the University of Hawaii, and
then returned to California to teach history at
Los Angeles High School, all the while
pursing his NHB career.

At the Academy, Andy teaches a range of
martial arts including combat wrestling,
western boxing and Muay Thai kickboxing.
But the focus is on Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu.

Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu has an interesting, albeit
recent, history. Its roots, as the name implies,
lie in the traditional Japanese martial art of
Jiu-Jitsu, which was the unarmed combat used
by Japanese samurai. That art was brought to
Brazil in 1915 by a Japanese champion
named Mitsuo Maeda, who became friends
with a wealthy family there named Gracie.
Maeda taught his martial arts to the Gracie
family. Two of those family members, a pair
of brothers named Catlos and Helio, went on
to refine the art of Jiu-Jitsu into what
became known as Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu. Now the
art is also often called Gracie Jiu-Jitsu in
honor of the family that led its development
in modern times.

The art may have remained primarily in
Brazil, but in the 1990s several members of
the Gracie family, the sons of Helio Gracie,
propelled Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu to world wide
fame through repeated victories in different
NHB contests. At the end of the 20th
century, Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu had spread over
much of the world, in particular North
America, Europe and Japan. Now, in the 21st
century Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu continues to spread
on to other countries. And that is where the
Taipei Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu Academy comes in.

You can see this art in action on May
15th at the 1st Asia Pacific Rim Jiu-Jitsu
Championship or anytime at the Taipei
