HE ONLY Taipei bar represented in

this weekend's Dragon Boat competi-

tion is Citizen Cain, a team of mostly
English teachers and bar regulars that's en-
tered in the competition's "Mixed Division."
Carren Elder, the manager, rower, and team
founder, described the venture as "a mixed
social boat competing against university ath-
letes."

The Citizen Cain crew of 25 will be a-
mong the 2,175 participants who will partake
in the annual Taipei International Dragon
Boat Races that happen this Sunday to next
Tuesday (Jun 20 to 22) at Taipei's Keelung
Riverside Sports Park.

Organized by the Taipei City government,
the race was canceled last year due to SARS.
But beginning on Sunday, 85 teams will com-
plete simultancously on the 500 meter course
beneath the Tachich Bridge. The weather is
expected to be nice, though with possible
mid-afternoon rains.

Other teams of note include one com-
posed of school headmasters, the Taipei
Japanese School, Taipei European School, and
Japan Shizuoka. The most competitive division
will be the Men's Open Division, which in-
cludes teams from South Africa, Thailand,
two from the Philippines, and a Hello Taipei
Foreigner team.

Competing against Citizen Cain in the
special Mixed Division are six others, includ-
ing Cantai (Canadian Taiwanese), Dream
Team, Ninja-Team, and the Australian New
Zealand Business Association. The boat races
will be held throughout the three day period
from 8am to noon, and 1 to 4pm. Citizen
Cain's first race is on Sunday at 4:20pm.

Japanese bands at Formoz

The list of foreign bands to play at For-
moz, a three day rock fest in Taipei from
July 20 to August 1, is growing. Four new
Japanese bands were announced ecarlier this
week, and at least ten foreign acts (Hong
Kong not included) are expected to play in
addition to close to 100 local bands.

Sobut, Pinkloop, Envy, and The Vickers
— all indie bands from Japan's punk and
hardcore ranks — join Japan glam metal mer-
chants Sex Machine Gun, Japan's Ra:IN, and
US post-rockers American Analogue Set as

foreign headliners the 2004 Formoz bill.

"We have good connections to a lot of
Japanese labels now, so it's easy to get these
bands," said Freddy, the concert organizer
and head of the Taiwan Rock Alliance
(TRA). He then added that Formoz will
make at least two more band announcements
for acts from electronica and indie-acoustic.

TRA and Formoz, which will celebrate its
tenth year, have become major conduits for
Japanese indie music into Taiwan. Since 2000,
they've introduced a  steady trickle of
well-known Japanese indie bands, including
Softball, The Gartlic Boys, Yellow Machine
Gun, Brahman, and Akiakane. They've also
firmed up relations with one of Japan's top
concert production companies, Smash Japan,
which annually puts on Asia's biggest rock
fest, Fujirock.

The Japanese bands to play this year in-
clude three with solid international experience.
Emo hardcore rockers Envy were discovered
by Scotland's Mogwai in the mid-1990s on a
Japan tour; Envy's music has since been re-
leased internationally on Mogwai's label. Sobut
is a glam-punk band that's toured much of
Asia, the US, and Europe (including Russia),
and The Vickers have also had plenty of ex-
perience playing the west when they went un-
der the name of the riot grrrl punk band
Thug Murder.

Pinkloop is a punk band from near Osaka
with a big following in that part of Japan.

Cat Power drama

If you've never seen a Cat Power show,
you've never seen a Cat Power show. Last
Wednesday at The Wall, I showed up just as
Cat was leaving, but the reports were: "It
sucked. It totally sucked. I mean, she would
play like half a song, then she'd stop and
just start rambling, then she'd heckle people
in the crowd. It was like, 'Hey you! In the
muscle shirt. What is your problem?' - to the
degree that it was really uncomfortable. I
don't know if she was on acid or what, but,
yeah, it must have been acid."

Thursday night was the exact opposite, at
first. Cat came out totally focused, no breaks
between songs, just singing and playing guitar
(there was some debate about whether or not
the guitar she was playing was borrowed

from Wan-ting, the guitarist for Ladybug who
was doing duty as her personal inter-
preter/gofer for the three-day mini-tour). It
was totally serene, really beautiful music —
except for this one annoying conversationalist
by the bar with a voice that could really cat-
ry. So about 30 minutes into the show, Cat
is suddenly gone from the stage, and people
in the crowd started muttering, "Is that it?
What the fuck?" During the confusion, Cat,
according to someone drinking beer back
stage, stormed into the wing and over to her
boyfriend, Danny, and told him he was going
to have to kick somebody out. Only Danny
"was relaxing and drinking beer with us. He
reacted kinda slow." So Cat stormed out into
the bar area where she found herself face
with Annoying Conversationalist, who, mouth
still moving, greeted her: "Hey, why do you
bill yourself as Cat Power and actually just
show up as Chan Marshall. That's so annoy-
ing" Cat Power is Chan Marshall's stage
name, which she's been using since at least
1996. In the last few years, she's often played
solo. Anyway, she answered: "I hate people
like you. Get out of here." He started hatp-
ing for a refund, she threw a thousand NT
bill at him (tickets cost NT $750), and, to
make a long story short, he walked out of
the club whining, "Oh my God! I can't wait
to tell all my friends that I got paid NT$250
to get kicked out of Cat Power. That's so a-
mazing!"

Afterwards, Cat reoccupied the stage and
stayed there for close to two-and-a-half hours
for a long, rambling, partly-musical conversa-
tion with the audience. Incredibly, hardly a
second of it was boring. She sang songs, a
lot of half songs, stopping in the middle with
a: "Next," or: "What else?" or: "I get bored
and I quit," (or she forgot the lyrics, which
is what a lot of people thought). Sometimes
she went a little schizophrenic, like when
she'd break off suddenly, right in the middle
of an emotional vocal part, to interject a
deadpan comment like, "My guitar player
[such and such]. Couldn't be here tonight.
He's got shit to do," then she'd just keep go-
ing, the ghosts suddenly back in her voice; it
was like someone was flipping a switch. By
the time she was done, she'd outlasted half
the crowd. And if she was pretty demanding
of the audience, at least she delivered.

The foreign workers' health exam policy in practice

MIE PARRY, a professor at National
Central University, and I formed the

Democratic Alliance of Foreign
Teachers in Taiwan (DAFTT) in response to
this January's implementation of the "Measures
of Inspection and Supervision of Health
Examinations for Foreign Persons" policy,
which mandates yearly health exams for
national university professors.

I was affected by the new policy because
I taught a class at National Tsing Hua
University this semester. Several weeks into
the semester, I was notified that, as a new
foreign teacher, I was required to get a
health exam. I put it off for several weeks
because 1 was insanely busy, but the
department secretary kept reminding me.
Finally I went to MacKay hospital and got
the exam. The exam included a blood test
for HIV and syphilis, a chest X-ray, an eye
exam, a weight and height measurement, and
a brief medical exam. The following is what
I learned from this expetrience about what
this policy actually means in practice. 1 want
to emphasize that I am not complaining
about any individuals or any particular schools
or hospitals — everyone was just trying to
do their job. This is a poZcy problem.

First, the exam is primarily a form of
surveillance, not a way of keeping us healthy
- this is evident just from the fact that the
doctot's choices on the form are "pass" or
"fail." The exam was simultaneously invasive
and cursory, and some aspects of the process
seem deliberately designed to humiliate and
frighten. Some female foreign teachers have
had to strip and submit to a visual inspection
of their genitals (we haven't yet heard of any
male teachers having to do this). Although
the doctor went through the list of diseases
on the form, asking me if I'd ever had
malaria, smallpox, etc., I was never asked
about any current symptoms I might be
experiencing. For the eye exam I was told to
keep my glasses on, so it tested nothing but
the quality of my wire-rims. As far as I can
tell, one purpose of this exam is simply to
make sure that foreign workers know they
have no rights to privacy.

The exam is all the more anxiety-
producing because its consequences ate
unclear — vague threats are always a bit
scarier than specific ones. When I was
notified that I had to take the exam, I was
sent a 29-page attachment of Chinese
documents. After going over the documents
with a friend more literate in bureaucratese, I
learned that if I had tested positive for one
of the "designated contagious diseases" (which
were not further specified, but presumably
included HIV and syphilis), I would
automatically lose my work permit and be
deported. If I "failed" any other category
(except for amoebic dysentery) I would be
"asked to receive treatment." The opacity of
this policy leaves many questions about our
rights as foreign workers in Taiwan:

Exactly which conditions result in
deportation, which in treatment, and which
are left to the worker's own discretion? And
how will this information be made available
to us? This form goes to our employers first

-- are we legally protected from being fired
(and thus effectively losing our health
insurance) if our employers discover we have
a non-contagious condition for which
treatment would be long-term and expensive
(such as leukemia or MS), or a condition
which would not affect our work but which
they personally find frightening or distasteful?
If a worker was asked to seck treatment for
some disease, could she be forced to accept
specified medicines or procedures, rather than
others? Could a worker still be deported if
she failed to "cure" her condition to the
government's satisfaction?

At an open forum on June 5, several civil
rights activists, doctors and lawyers met with
government officials at the Taiwan Center for
Disease Control and the Council on Labor
Affairs (CLA) to discuss this policy. We have
yet to receive any clear answers to these
questions from those officials, but
representatives from the CLA told us then

that there is room to revise the policy and
that they would consider our suggestions. I
hope this article will be taken in that spirit.

A second problem with the current testing
is that our health records are in no way
confidential. My name was on the label
placed on my blood samples, and when 1
went to pick up the completed forms at the
hospital, the person behind the counter took
them, in an unsealed envelope, out of an
unlocked filing cabinet. Fearing I couldn't
read the form, she even told me the result
of my blood test -- in a crowded waiting
room. At the university, the secretary of my
department took the form out of the
envelope and placed it at the top of my file,
which was again placed in an unlocked filing
cabinet. This seemed to be normal practice at
the hospital and school. However, if the
government is mandating the production of
documents that contain confidential
information, I believe it should take some
responsibility for protecting those documents
by giving explicit instructions about how they
should be stored and transferred.

The assumption that the bodies of foreign
workers should be open to public scrutiny,
that it is our burden at all times to prove
we're "clean," clearly underlies this policy. A
century ago, the same assumption governed
the eugenic public health policies of the
Japanese colonial administration towards
Taiwanese subjects.

I see two main problems with the current
policy. First, it is discriminatory, and will
discourage foreigners from contributing their
labor and expertise to Taiwan. Secondly, such
policies actually get in the way of effective
measures for protecting public health because
they scapegoat foreigners for problems that
affect the entire population. Deporting
foreigners who get sick while working here
won't do much to stop the spread of HIV
or syphilis in Taiwan; spending the money on
a national, multi-lingual safe-sex education
campaign might help a lot more.

I do not believe that health should be a
criterion for continued residence zzypwhere.
Especially given the extreme mobility of the
global workforce today, such policies as this
one can only result in an inhumane situation
in which those who are most at risk of
getting sick, due to poverty and dangerous or
stressful working conditions, are also those
most likely to be abandoned. A foreign
worker who falls ill in Taiwan not only faces
the misery of the illness itself, but the
prospect of losing his or her job, health
insurance, and possibly any access to adequate
medical care, all in one fell swoop. Under
this policy, Taiwanese doctors may be forced
to send sick people out of the reach of their
care, and possibly out of the reach of any
medical care at all. In this (and in the failure
to ensure confidentiality) the current policy
violates internationally recognized medical
ethics. We want to emphasize that we are
opposed to policies like this not only in
Taiwan, but in our home countries as well.
Remember, what was new this year was that
white-collar university professors were forced
to submit to health checks. Other categories
of foreign workers have had to take such
exams for several years. Under current policy,
blue-collar workers have to take more
frequent exams than white-collar workers, with
more diseases checked for.

We need to speak out now against the
expansion of a system in which a human
being's only value lies in her or his ability to
contribute to the GNP, and in which persons
in need of care are therefore automatically
considered undeserving of care.

We object to the unsubstantiated
assumption that foreign workers who have
passed a health exam on entrance to the
country are more likely to transmit diseases
than Taiwanese nationals, and that blue-collar
workers are more medically dangerous than
white-collar ones. Further, we want to protest
the inhumanity of a law which deports
foreign workers when they fall ill, rather than
providing them with health care.

Foreign workers, whether they are
construction workers, domestic care-givers, or
university professors, make significant
contributions to Taiwanese society. We believe
we are all entitled to the same returns for
our labor and our taxes, including health care
and basic privacy rights, that our Taiwanese
colleagues receive. Many of us in DAFTT
gave up well-paid and secure jobs in other
countries to work here because we are
dedicated to research in and about Taiwan,
because the questions that Taiwanese students
ask surprise and delight us, because we love
living here among our friends. We feel that
engaging in public debate about government
policy is part of our responsibility as
educators and committed members of this
society.

Taipei's bookstores of the world

HEN TAIPEI'S readers go browsing for "foreign language”
books, it's generally difficult to find anything beyond shelves

of English and Japanese, which leaves a lot of the city's
polylingual readers wanting. But for those who put in the footwork,
Taipei has much more to offer from the world of literature. More
than one store specializes in French, and while German and Spanish
turn up often, other European languages are there, if rare. So here is
a rough guide to Taipei's foreign covers:

Le Pigeonnier

Francophones should consider themselves fortunate, for the city's
most exemplary foreign bookstore speaks their language. It has shelves
devoted to Asian studies, as well as art, travel, cooking, comics,
philosophy and history. The store has volumes of literature, including
translations. The staff is friendly and don't be surprised if one of
them speaks French. This is an excellent place to find original French
literature that has been written by Asian expatriates, such as Dai Sijie
and the Nobel laureate Gao Xingjian, as well as books by
French-born writers who live or lived in Asia. The store also has a
website (http://www.lepigeonnier.com/) with a searchable catalogue.

FNAC

Although you may not be able to strike up a conversation in
French at FNAC, the store, ever true to its roots, gives shelf space to
French literature, sociology and semiotics. Frequent visitors will notice
the brand new floor plan. The French section has been moved further
back into the store and features more poetry and comic books than it
did previously. There is also shelf space devoted to Asian literature in
French, but less than that at Le Pigeonnier, and most of the books
are, disappointingly, translations. Moreover, the staff tends to be
unknowledgable and the shelves unkempt. However, this is the best
place to find the latest books to be awarded the Prix Goncourt -
France's most prestigious prize for literature - and much French
popular fiction, including everything from Tom Clancy in translation to
Marie Darrieusecq in the original.

Francophones should by now be content. So the first stop for the
polyglot is Central Book Publishing, which in addition to French
boasts shelves of Spanish and German for adults and children. Located
on Taipei's famous Bookshop Row near the main train station, it's
definitely worth a visit if either of these last two languages is yours.

While language learning materials are relatively easy to find
elsewhere, perhaps the widest selection is here. Shelves are equally split
between Chinese and English as the language of instruction, and in
addition to those languages mentioned, much is to be found for
students of Italian and Japanese, as well as tiny bit of Greek and
Latin. But there is little or no literature alongside.

Serious literature, however, abounds for German, French, and
Spanish. There is also a wide selection of European travel guides and
maps, and this is definitely the place to go for students of the world's
most popular Slavic language; where else can you find Harry Potter in
Russian?!

Artland's selection of tomes encompass eastern and western art,
including fine art books in French, German, Spanish, and Italian, as
well as the odd book in Swedish, Norwegian, Dutch, Czech, and
Russian. But be prepared for art book prices. Also, this is not the
store to visit if you simply need some reading material, unless of
course you happen to be a Northern European whose native tongue
has dried out! (This author knows quite a bit of Swedish but the lone
book about the artist Bruno Liljefors didn't tempt me...)

Another artful surprise is the Eslite at SPOT-Taipei Film House.
Apart from its selection of foreign films, it carries a few film books
and screenplays. There are also shelves for many of the world's major
cities filled with books on art and travel, a few in French and
German. Overall, however, the foreign selection is rather paltry. The
most telling book is a bilingual screenplay for Pedro Almodovar's A7
Abour My Mother in Spanish and French.

Another little secret of a store is nestled behind the busy Shida
nightmarket. Juixiang Bookstore, which derives its name from the
musty smell of used books, is mostly devoted to art books in
Chinese, but also has a few shelves of foreign books on art, literature,
and theory, mostly in French and German (as well as English).
Strangely, the French semiologist Roland Barthes has an abundant
presence here, and the prices of the books are not always in
accordance with their used status. However, the store is a very
pleasant place to browse and tends to draw its customers from the
surrounding universities (note: For this reason, Jiuxiang's second branch
on Xinglong Road, which isn't in a university district, is not the place
to find Barthes).

If you are bruised from all of this browsing, a cozy final stop is
Mollie's Used Books. Amid the aisles of crouching, book-clutching
children and browsing parents, the store has a little nook in the back
where you can find a number of books in French as well as the odd
one in German, Spanish, and Turkish. Readers of English or Japanese
should also browse here. The long shelf connecting the two ends of
the store holds art books, a smattering of which are in sundry
Romance languages. Most of the books are very affordable, especially
the art books, some of which are obscenely affordable and likewise
obscure.

The first release by Luxy residernt Joe Ho

LET'S FORGET for a second about the big dogs like Tiesto, Paul
Van Dyk, Armin Van Buuren, and Sasha. Let's get local.

Joe Ho, one of the motre prominent DJs in Taiwan's electronic
music scene, will receive an unprecedented international recognition this
August 6, when Godskitchen, the giant UK dance club, comes to
Luxy to introduce and endorse him as their first-ever Asian DJ.
Although Joe Ho has in the past two years opened numerous shows
for big names when they came to Taiwan to clate their already hyped
audiences, it was not until this last month when the local talent
released his first album, titled "Resident*001, Trance Master."

Distributed by EMI and published by 10 Music, a six-month-old
label for dance music, Joe Ho's Resident*001 is the first of a series
promoting local DJs. In this series, IO's Johnny Lin hopes to bring
Taiwanese artists to the global stage. "Such art form," he explains,
"has no language barrier and has unlimited potential." When Lin
decided half a year ago he'd compile such a seties, Joe Ho was on

the top of his list. "I've always admired his professionalism," says Lin.
"Not many DJs are so totally devoted to music. He has passion."

At 35-years-old, Joe Ho recalls that music has been his everyday life
since his high school days in Taipei County, where he and his mates,
inspired by Fish, Yazoo, and Devo, first formed Bronze Age.
Although the rock band lasted only half a year, the aspiring artist
persisted in the local music scene.

"On the night I finished military service, I rushed back to Taipei
to play music." The year was 1993, and the venue was Spin, where,
for the next four years, he would play alternative and modern rock
tunes, such as Nirvana, Prodigy, and Red Hot Chili Peppers. From
there he moved on to Underworld, stepping into electronic music and
prepare for a later residency at 2F, where trance and house became
his usual thing.

Now a resident DJ at Luxy, Joe Ho misses the underground scene
at 2F, the first time he was given complete control as a DJ. "Such
creative freedom wasn't so prevalent then," he says. Today, Joe Ho is
a fixture in Luxy's Lotus Room every Friday and Saturday night,
where he quenches club goers' thirsts for new and old party sounds.
"The most important thing for me as a DJ is to make sure that
everyone is having fun."

Living alone, Joe Ho's daily life includes his workstation, his cat
Neo (named after the "great savior" from ZZ%e Aatrzx), and many,
many, glasses of water. Waking up at the ecartliest by 2pm, he spends
the afternoon preparing for work, i.e.: listening to music. On normal
nights, when he doesn't play at Luxy, he works on music from
midnight until he goes to bed around 7am. He has written and
produced several tunes for TV commercials, theatrical soundtracks, and
dance collections. "I like to work when everyone is asleep... it's quiet
that way."
