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Folk singer gets temporary reprieve

HE GOVERNMENT Monday (Jun

21) suspended its order requiring Scott

Ezell to leave the country, allowing
him time to fight police's claim that he had
illegally performed music without a
performance permit. If not for the reprieve,
Ezell would have been effectively deported on
Wednesday (Jun 23).

"We're optimistic," said Roger Wang (F[E]
£, Ezell's lawyer, who described the police
case as having "lots of defects."

The injunction was granted by the Council
of Labor Affairs (CLA), which now oversees
affairs related to most types of work permits
for resident aliens. Ezell's appeal will now be
heard by Executive Yuan Commission of
Petition and Appeals (f?ﬁ&%gﬁﬁﬁfc%),
which will investigate the case and return a
verdict within five months at the latest. Ezell
will not be allowed to work pending the
appeal, as his work permit as a translator for
the music label TCM (Taiwan Colors Music
— FHFEE %) remains suspended.

Explaining the CLA's reasons for granting
the injunction, section chief Chen Rui-jia (Iﬁ
ff”rﬁf%) said: "We looked at the reasons for
his appeal and made a judgment. The
information [Ezell and his lawyer| presented
questioned whether there was anything
improper on the part of the police."

The irregularities of Ezell's case became
known to the CLA after it had issued an
order telling Ezell his work permit was
cancelled and he'd need to leave the country
within 14 days. In making that decision, "we
only look at the materials provided to us by
the police," said Chen.

"We don't do our own investigations.
That's not what our agency does," he said.

It was only after Ezell hired a lawyer and
asked for assistance from government officials,
including Taitung's mayor, that the CLA
began to reconsider. "The CLA discovered
from us that Scott had been assisting the
Taitung County Culture Bureau in organizing
a cultural event. They didn't know that
before," said Wang.

Earlier this year, Ezell launched a folk
music series with the support of Taitung
County government officials at an abandoned
factory in Taitung County. Ezell booked

shows with local talent, including many
well-known aboriginal musicians, and was
never paid for his work.

Meanwhile, Taitung Foreign Affairs Police
officer Peter Chen (BRJLEE) spearheaded an
investigation against Ezell for his
performances, though in his report to the
CLA he failed to mention that they were
part of a county-sponsored cultural series, said
Wang.

Wang now expects the appeal to hinge on
what he believes was improper procedure by
police. Specifically, he said that police failed
to inform Ezell of his rights and subsequently
coerced him into signing a statement.

As for the performance permit issue, Ezell
did not have a performance permit for his
performances in the folk series, but Wang
contends that he did not need one as the
activity did not constitute "work;" Ezell was
doing it for "charity."

Interestingly, this puts issues related to
requirements for foreign performers on the
backburner for the moment. Performance
permits for foreign nationals have long been
a gray area in terms of both law and
enforcement, especially for small or informal
shows. According to Wang, the law is vague
as to what kinds of performances —
including ticketed and non-ticketed — require
permits. Practically, the law is seldom
enforced, but as evidenced in Ezell's case, the
potential for deportation is there.

Pending the appeal, Ezell is both relieved
and guardedly optimistic — after all, just last
Friday he began packing up his "life,"
wondering whether the CLA injunction would
artive. "I'm just grateful that a lot of people,
many of them pretty well-connected, have
offered to help me out. Without that, I
probably wouldn't be able to stay in Taiwan,"
he said.

Looking past the outcome of his own
case, he is also concerned about larger issues
relating to police officers' power to quickly
deport foreign nationals. "What people have
told me seems to indicate that these kinds of
problems happen much more often than
people hear about them. I can imaging that
for someone not so familiar with how things

work or who doesn't know anybody, if this
happened to them, due to the speed of the
process and everything, they'd just be out.
Even me, with all these people helping me,
we just barely got it stopped in time," he said.

Crystal Method

The thing I love about the Crystal
Method is how all the
truly-committed-to-dance-music critics on the
Internet try to slag them off as dumb, frat
boy music. Which is kind of true, but they
still rock in their own dumb, big beat way.
This Saturday night (Jun 206), they'll do it live
at Ministry of Sound from 12:30 to 2:30am -
on the decks. MoS PR person Vanessa Tuan
says they sometimes play live shows, playing
keyboards and computers, but this time
they're just bringing stacks of records. Their
booming, crossover (i.e. popular — they've
sold more than 1.5 million albums and done
music for Playstation) sound will offer a
change from the local dance floor norms.
"Trance and house are definitely biggest
locally, but we try to introduce a vatiety,"
said Tuan. "Personally, I think breakbeat stuff
is more exciting. Last time when DJ Hyper
played here, it got a really good reaction."

The Crystal Method is the duo of Ken
Jordan and Scott Kirkland. They started out
producing music in Las Vegas in the early
1990s, then got heavy into the LA rave scene
in the mid-1990s. They released their first
album in 1997, and their third and latest
release of last year, Zegrwon of Boorm, includes
several rockers, like guitarist Wes Boreland of
Limp Bizkit, and hip hop star Rhazel of The
Roots. The music is based in breakbeats, but
with big rolling rhythms that stick in your
head (a good thing and a bad thing), it's a
lot less frantic than much other breakbeat,
jungle, and d'n'b. When the Crystal Method is
compared to other artists, it's usually the
Chemical Brothers, then after that Fatboy
Slim, the Propellerheads, and sometimes the
Prodigy. -2F"

Open season on foreigners

Cops' new flavor of the month

OPEN SEASON in California for deer runs
from August 14 to September 26. These
dates are well known to every hunter in
California, as it is only during open season
that hunters are allowed to hunt and kill
deer. Open season in Taiwan for the animal
known as Homo Sapiens Foreignernis runs
from May 1 to June 1. Those dates are well
known to every cop in Taiwan, as it is
during open season that bonus cop credit
points can be obtained for the capture, but
not killing, of foreigners. Taiwan does not
allow cops to kill the foreigners they catch
because it has an enlightened attitude towards
wildlife conservation; if it allows cops to kill
all the foreigners they catch, then in a few
years there will not be any left to teach their
snotty kids English or correct their
Chinglish-laced letters. So the focus is on
capturing and tagging, not killing, foreigners.
You perhaps think 1 made all this up. 1
did not. Cops in Taiwan get cop credit
points for making arrests in different kinds of
cases. The point values are determined by the
National Police Administration (NPA) — that
enlightened organization responsible for
Taiwan's police forces — and vary from
month to month. Each month the NPA
announces a flavor of the month, and during
that month a cop who makes an arrest for
that type of case gets bonus points — which
makes the whole thing much like hunting
seasons. For at least the last three years, the

merry month of May has been the month to
go a-foreigner huntmg, as foreigners are
Worth far more points in May than at any
other time of year.

This fact is also known by enlightened
members of the foreign community. A friend
of mine who had the misfortune of living at
one of Taipei's fine hostels when he first
moved here used to tell me about how his
female Filipino roommates, many of whom
were in Taiwan sans documents, used to go
into a kind of high alert/hiding mode in
May. He said it was comical. They would
keep one person on watch, and when a cop
was seen approaching the hostel, in their
usual undercover mode of being in a marked
cruiser with the lights flashing full bore, the
watchwoman would chirp out a warning in
Tagalog and everyone would dash for a
chosen hiding place. The cops would hoof it
up the stairs and start poking around for
illegals. My friend said it was just like the
old Warner Brothers cartoons with Elmer
Fudd looking for Bugs Bunny — Elmer
Fudd was the pudgy, slow-witted,
mumble-mouthed hunter who was always
trying to hunt down Bugs but never
succeeded — with the cops playing Fudd and
the Filipinos as that Waskally Wabbit.

These thoughts on cops, foreigners, and
open scasons were triggered by recent events
in a number of cop-foreigner encounters.
Two weeks ago POTS covered the Taitung
police's attempts to deport American Scott

Ezell for performing music without a permit.
More recent is the case of the five American
union workers who have had run ins with
the police and soon may soon be deported
for protesting against the China Synthetic
Rubber Company. 1 have no first hand
information about either of these cases and
do not intend to discuss either in detail. But
I am going to make some general
observations.

But let us start with something specific.
POTS Extra editor David Frazier, as part of
his investigation into the Scott Ezell case,
asked me whether the courts or an attorney
representing Mr. Ezell in a suit against the
cop would be able to get a Taiwanese cop's
personnel file. Back in the United States, and
I presume this is equally true for Canada, the
UK, or Oz, each cop has a personnel file
which contains such things as his or her
record of internal affairs discipline, citizen
complaints, work performance reports, and the
psychological evaluations done when he or
she was hired. Getting these cop personnel
records requires the interested party to file a
motion and present good cause to a judge. If
the judge is convinced that good cause exists,
then the police agency will be ordered to
turn over the file.

But not in Taiwan. And in our next
installment we will see why.

OR THREE days next week, the Women's Voices Festival will

celebrate traditional women singers from Asia and Europe. The

festival launches next Tuesday (Jun 29) with performances by
the Jugala Group, Indonesia's foremost purveyor of Sunda music and
culture, and the well-known Mongolian singer Urna Chahar-Tugchi.

Then on Wednesday, Atayal vocalist Inka Mbing will draw from
her roots to perform a collection of both new and traditional songs in
the Atayal language. She'll be accompanied by cellist Chen Zhu-hui.
Following will be French singer Catherine Delasalle and accordion
player Philippe Theriot.

Thursday, the final night of the festival, will feature the Asian
debut of Dona Rosa, who lived most of her life as a street singer in
Lisbon until 1999, when she was discoverd by a TV producer. Dona
Rosa sings a unique version of Fado, a traditional Portuguese folk
music accompanied by two guitars and lyrically akin to American
blues. Closing will be Indonesia's Euis Komariah backed by members
of wotld music stars Sambasunda.

Each night of the festival promises a full program lasting over two
and a half hours, starting with a poectry reading from surprise guests,
followed by performances from two musical groups, and a final set
where the evening's performers showcase a new collaborative
composition. As there are no seats, concert-goers are encouraged to
bring their own mats or purchase special cushions that will be
available at the venue.

Mongolian-Bavarian soul

Next Tuesday, the festival's first night, marks the return to Taipei
of vocalist Urna Chahar-Tugchi from southwestern Mongolia. She last
impressed audiences here with powerful performances at the Migration
Music Festival in 2001. This time, perhaps out of a nomadic,
Mongolian spirit, she is moving in a new direction with her vocal
talents. For this festival she says she is breaking away from the
traditional Mongolian repertoire heard at past concerts in Taiwan. Her
newest material is set to the music of an Iranian percussion group,
the Chemiriani Trio, and the emphasis is more on improvisation.

"For me, improvisation is very important ... when I improvise, a
sense of freedom can truly develop -- this is one of the important
things in my music and melody," she said.

Urna trained at the Shanghai Conservatory of Music, where she

learned to play the razggrz (Chinese dulcimer), before returning to her
Mongolian roots and cultivating her distinctive singing style in various
partnerships with musicians from Europe and China. She never studied
voice formally, though this is hard to believe considering her
enormous vocal range and dynamic singing style, which consists of
many long notes and some unusual rhythmic sounds. Many of Utna's
songs are in the minor key and are often dramatic, sometimes wistful.
She usually sings with minimal accompaniment -- on several recordings
she is accompanied only by the zither, a 37-string, plucked instrument.

The Chemiriani Trio, which will accompany her for the upcoming
performance at Women's Voices, is a percussion group that plays
different types of Zarb drums, which are capable of producing as
many notes as a piano. The group consists of three members of an
Iranian family, a father and two sons, that now lives in France. They
last appeared in Taipei at the Migration Music Festival in 2003.

Though the accompaniment and style will be somewhat different
from in the past, the intensity for which Urna's performances are
known is likely to remain. Urna thrives on performing live and
cherishes moments in which she establishes a rapport with her
audience. "Some songs, 1 enter very deeply, I have the feeling of the
moment, maybe like a dream..I'm in another world when I sing, and
I'm very happy when the (audience enters this world) with me, in my
wortld, the wotld of the song."

Now constantly performing in Europe, Urna says she is at home
wherever she finds herself- from her childhood in Inner Mongolia, to
her studies in Shanghai, to her current home in the Bavarian forest
in Germany. "Everything I have is in my heart," she says.

Songs for a lonely, Paris cafe

Singer Catherine Delasalle
was a fixture in the 70s folk
movement in France who
started on her musical path
playing a mixture of jazz,
French Musette, flamenco, and
gypsy music. Next week's
festival will mark her third
visit to Taiwan, and this time
she'll perform a new set of
compositions with musician
Philippe Theriot accompanying
her on the accordion.

Delasalle's performances
may evoke the traditional
French folk styles, namely
Musette and Chanson (think
waltzes and melancholy ballads played on accordions outside French
cafes). Still, the Paris-born singer-songwriter describes her latest music
as a "completely new concept" which builds on her background in jazz,
folk, and gypsy music.

"Chanson, Musette, it's all somewhere there in background, but I
also (have roots) from the south, (from places like) Spain .. when I'm
making melodies, I don't know where it's coming from..it's brewing
inside me, all these influences."

Another inspiration is Delasalle's new partnership with accordionist
Theriot, a classically trained musician who shares her passion for jazz
and traditional folk music. "He's an incredible musician...he's got his
voice and I've got my voice and we come together to create a very
special universe," she said.

Delasalle describes herself "as a singer who relies on words," and
she often shapes her music to lyrics and poetry. "If a poem inspires
me, the music comes quite easily."

Looking forward to the upcoming performance, Delasalle she
fondly recalls her last visit to Taiwan in 1997. After performing a
song by the Betelnut Brothers in the Amis language in Taipei, she
was invited to Hualien by band leaders Huigu and Docdoc to give a
concert. There she was struck by the "warmth and emotion — it was
one of the strongest concerts I ever had."

Europe's more exciting

There's a raunchy karaoke lounge act, if you happen to be in Paris

Cyber-Buddhism (or trance meets meditation?) in a new show by Hung Tungu.

UNE IS a slow month exhibition-wise for contemporary art. So
now's the time to check out the National Palace Museum or
catch up on your summer reading. However, one gallery show
that's a must-see is Hung Tung-lu's Azszz2z at the Lin &

Keng Gallery. Previously promoted as a Gen-X artist, Hung combines

clements of cyber, trance, and digital cultures to make lenticulars,

special types of photo that appears to move when the viewer switches
position. The floating heart in one work seems very Aztec-inspired.

Perhaps the savvy collectors among you may want to invest in one of

his works now, as he is one of Taiwan's rising young art stars, having

shown in a Taipei Biennial and a Venice Biennale.

Biennials (or Arennales, as they're often called after the Italian) are
major international exhibitions that have mushroomed throughout the
world in the last decade or so; their importance on the global cultural
stage cannot be underestimated. Taipei's will take place this October,
while Shanghai, Busan (Korea), and Gwangju (Korea) will also have
theirs this fall too. The Sydney Biennial just opened at the beginning
of June, yet unfortunately it contains no artists from Taiwan.

A previous Taipei Biennial curator (2000), Jerome Sanzs, runs the
hip Palais de Tokyo in Paris, which is a huge exhibition space
showing the most contemporary types of work. Taiwan artist Mactrac/
Lz shows there often. Another regular is Clzang Hsia-fer a Taiwanese
living in Paris, who was also in the Taipei Biennial 2000 with Lin.
She now performs a raunchy kind of karaoke lounge act and has a
cool website: http://www.hsia-fei.com. Sans and his co-director Nicolas
Bourriaud were recently appointed curators for the next Lyon Biennial
in 2005, so perhaps there may be a chance for more exposure of
Taiwan's art in Europe.

Installation artist Hsu Cheng-jen is currenty at Gasworks,
London doing an artist residency. He did a great piece a few years
back in Sanhsia, where a landslide had tipped a tall apartment building
to a 45-degree angle. Hsu installed neon lights on both the building
and on scaffolding marking where the building originally stood. The
lights blinked in sequence to indicate the toppling. It made for a
memorable project, a type of disaster art.

Two of Taiwan's top contemporary artists Wu Mali and Michael
Lin are co-exhibiting in San Francisco at the Asian Art Museum. The

show titled Spaces Wittuz rans until August 22. It will feature Wu's
interactive origami boat project that she showed in Kaohsiung. In it
the audience write wishes on paper boats that will be later launched
out to sea. Wu will be back in Taipei to give a talk about 80s art at
the Taipei Fine Art Museum on June 27. Lin, now based in Paris, is
exhibiting one of his monumental floral floor paintings of Chinese-style
peonies on rosy backgrounds. These soften the gray, cold architectural
interiors of public spaces, which is one reason why his work is in
such hot demand in places like the Hague.

The Taipei Fine Arts Museum hosts the 2004 Taipei Arts
Award, a competition whose results will be exhibited from 3 to
September 26. This is a good showcase for up-and-coming young artists.

For you documentary filmmakers out there, you may want to
participate in the Taiwan International Documentary Festival
(TIDF). Entry deadline is August 31, 2004. See www.tidf.org.

Taipei City Government: We get dogs high before we kill them

CERTAIN SECTIONS described in the
article, "Dogs on death row" by Mr. Curtis
Smith, published in POTS Extra on May 14,
2004, do not correspond with the facts.

In this article, the author urges for the
adoption of four dogs from Taipei's animal
shelter, to avoid their fate of euthanasia. The
described procedure of euthanasia by toxic
injections with spasms, pain, vomiting, and
hemorrhaging effects is in fact incorrect.

In addition promoting animal adoptions,
the Taipei City animal shelters belonging to
this Department perform euthanasia when
animals are unclaimed, abiding by the central

regulations of the Animal Protection Law (&
YI{RETE) and the Public Shelter Managing
Handbook (/NIRRT EHIEZETHHT).
Executions involve pentobarital sodium
injection and other similar non-poison
anesthetics, which bring animals into deep
sleep where breathing and heartbeat are
terminated. Aside from this deep sleep, the
animal experiences no spasms, pain, or
hemorrhaging. In cases with dangerous
animals where normal injections are not
possible, other types of anesthetics (such as
ketamine) are used before the pentobartal
sodium injection. This process is not painful,

but humane.

Regarding Mr. Curtis Smith's dogs, the
animal shelters remained in good contact
with him during the dog's stay at the
shelters and provided him with any necessaty
assistance. We hope that your newspaper will
publish this letter to clear up any
misunderstandings and offer proof of
continued care for this city's animals and
work towards placing them in good homes.

WHILE WATCHING MTV in my hotel room on a recent, short
trip to Tokyo, I found the variety of Japanese music to be
surprisingly impressive.

I was at LUXY's new weekly Wednseday
event and wondering where all the party people were. It's probably
the best place in town right now to go for a night of good house
music on a weeknight (moreover, the hottest DJ in Taiwan, Victor,
was spinning), but almost nobody was there.

But this kind of thing happens all the time here — well-organized
events getting called off because not enough people come out to
support. Taipei might have a party scene, but it's hard to say that it
truly has a local dzzce music scene. There are lots of outstanding,
local DJs that will totally blow your mind, so I hope that promoters
and clubs will work harder promoting them. International big names
can help clubs make quick money, but they shouldn't hold back on
advertising local talent. After all, the scene will never grow if people
only go out when there's a DJ-magazine-wotld-top-20 DJ in town, right?
