Hou's Japanese film plays Kaohsiung

I NEVER thought I'd fly to Kaohsiung to
see a movie, but then again, I never thought
anyone would pay for it either. The film was
the Taiwan premier of Hou Hsiao-hsien's (1%
%iﬁ%) latest, Cate Lumere (H)jl]ﬂiFH%j‘[[’:), and
my benefactor was the Kaohsiung City
Government. I wondered if the city was
bragging about getting the film — which was
accepted to this year's Venice Film Festival
and is kind of a big deal — before Taipei.

Kaohsiung gets Cafe Lumuere first as the
opening film of the Kaohsiung International
Film Festival (KIFF), which is now in its
fourth year and runs Sep. 24 to Oct. 3. Hou
is also a native of Kaohsiung, which also
may have had something to do with it. The
film's Taipei debut is still a few weeks off.

In the 125-seat theater of the Kaohsiung
Municipal Film Archive, where KIFF is taking
place, Hou introduced his film rather simply:
"This is basically a Japanese film, shot in
Japan with Japanese actors," he said. And
then he gave a polite bow and sat back
down.

The film saw its catliest release in Japan,
as it was produced with Japanese money, for
the Japanese market, and also as an homage
to 20th century cinema legend Yasujiro Ozu,
who was a major influence on Hou, perhaps
even a hero to him. This year mark's the
100th anniversary of Ozu's birth.

Hou, in turn, is cutrrently Taiwan's most
revered film director, having won top prizes
at both the Venice and Cannes film festivals
during the 1990s. During the screening, he
sat in a special VIP area toward the front of
the theatre, also shared by Kaohsiung City
Mayor Frank Hsieh GHIRIE). Afterwards, 1
confirmed that Hsiech stayed for the entire
film. Meanwhile I was near the back of the
theater, and, by my watch, 20 minutes into
the film someone behind me started snoring.

But to be fair to Kaohsiung, the city is
trying to jump start a culture scene and
seems doing a reasonably good job. Recent
years have seen a large-scale redevelopment

roject in a district called the Love River (3
{)). Not far from Kaohsiung Harbor, this
covers part of the city's old quarter. Through
new construction and renovation, the city has
in the last two years given it a new history

museum, music hall, and the Municipal Film
Archive.

The Film Archive opened a little less than
two years ago in November 2002, and has
already logged half a million visitors, counting
both film-goers and visitors to its exhibition
spaces. The building is a reclaimed derelict
KMT local party headquarters building, but 1
couldn't tell as it's been completely redone. It
now exists as Kaohsiung's only major venue
for alternative and independent cinema,
changing programs monthly, hosting film
festivals that travel around Taiwan, and
sponsoring programs of its own. At the same
time, it's also been able to tap into some of
Kaohsiung's more unique aspects, especially its
harbor city character. At KIFF for example,
there are several films from other port cities
— notably several from the Netherlands —
that won't play elsewhere in Taiwan this year.

Interesting to note, all screenings at the
Film Atrchive are free as it's prevented by the
city — which runs it — from charging a
ticket price. "We get people calling up asking
to buy tickets, and we think charging would
be a good idea," said Liu Hsien-hui (F[5HE),
the Kaohsiung Municipal Film Archive
director. "But as a city-run facility, we need
approval of the city council first. We're trying
to get it, but it may take a while. The
director of the Hsinchu Municipal Image
Museum (%ﬁ T Fﬁﬁ%ﬁ{%f@'fr@ﬁﬁ) had a similar
situation. He had to run the proposal through
the city council there twice before they were
approved to sell tickets. Many of the
councilors there felt that the city should offer
film admission as a public benefit." -Dazrzd

Letter: How the city
kills dogs, part lIl

The Taipei City Government's Department
of Economic Development claimed (POTS
#2061, May 31) my ecarlier statement that dogs
die in frenzied spasms while being killed was
untrue. Please note the data provided was
obtained during an interview I conducted at
the former Wuhsing Street Taipei City
Government (TCG) dog pound in 2001, while
I was preparing a report for TCG

Information Bureau's magazine Zscover
Zaper (The article was never approved for
publication).

The official at the TCG Animal "Shelter"
related in a matter-of-fact manner the details
of killings, while explaining that statistically
accidents were probable. He stated that during
killing times, with so many dogs frantically
yelping and squirming, injections of the first
(knockout) shot often missed the artery. In
addition, he told me that knockout doses
were not always correctly gauged to the size
and age of the dog, and that meant
anguished deaths for many dogs who were
only partially anesthetized.

But if Taipei City wants to prove that
their dog killings are humane, then I welcome
it by having TCG broadcast over public
television and its website the chemical
executions of each and every unfortunate
animal. Such a broadcast would force people
to ask hard questions, including the moral
correctness of trained vets killing perfectly
healthy dogs. Or, the ethics of TCG catching
too many dogs so as to force the "Animal
Shelter" to execute dogs. And, with limited
government resources, why is TCG continuing
to pander to a few rabid anti-dog citizens
when there are dozens of other problems to
handle? And, even more vital, why has TCG
cut back on the budget to spay dogs (the
subsidy currently available does not apply to
the spaying of stray dogs on the street, only
those in the shelter)? Also, should not all
TCG dog-related affairs be re-organized into
one integrated vertical grouping so that the
entire process can be traced and controlled?

Finally, TCG claimed that its shelter
complied with international standards. Are
those the standards of Pakistan or Nigeriar
Those four puppies I originally pleaded for
folks to save (POTS # 309, May 14) were
never anesthetized. They didn't have to be
since they all died of disease contacted at the
"shelter." I ask TCG to stop dodging the
truth and come clean by admitting that little
has changed since mayor Huang Ta-Chou (¥
RIM). Most dogs never leave the shelter
alive and that Ma's "love dog" policy is
tokenism and political gimmickry. -Curus

The new courtroom chaos

"I know, let's call it a 'Modified Adversarial System!™

IS IT still "reform" if, instead of progressing
forward, the situation is going in reverse? Is
it still "reform" if the situation is worse than
before the reforms? Is there such a thing as
retro-reform?

These semantic questions came to my
mind when I noticed on the calendar that
September 1, 2004 marked the one-year
anniversary of Taiwan's new criminal law
system. Dubbed the "Modified Adversarial
System" by its "parents," the Judicial Yuan,
the new system was originally advertised as
being big on human rights and American
features, like cross examination and neutral
roles for judges. The Judicial Yuan was real
proud of it, especially the head of the
Judicial Yuan, Weng Yueh-sheng (FH1%4E),
who fancies himself the Great Taiwanese
Legal Reformer.

So, one year on what are the results? The
results are — the new system is being
completely ignored in courtrooms across the
island and judges are basically sticking with
the old ways of doing things. Major
loopholes in the new law allow them to do
this. It turns out, and this will not shock any
long time observers of Taiwan's various
reform efforts, that it was all smoke and
mirrors.

It is actually incorrect to say there have
been no results; the new system has
generated lots of confusion among both
prosecutors and judges. I do not know if
that was part of the plan or not. The plan,
at least on paper, was to move Taiwan's
criminal procedures towards a more American
form. They wanted to introduce vatious
procedures from American criminal law that
were viewed as ecither helping to protect civil
liberties, or making judges more neutral than
they had been in the older system.

In a vague sense this all seemed fine.
Legal reformers in Taiwan always did like to
pick up American "buzz words" and start
using them. But 99% of the time the only
thing they take from America is the buzz
word, not the substance. Here are two
examples of popular reform buzz words and
why they are not what they claim to be:

"Modified Adversarial System": Taiwan has
a slightly modified German system. It did
before the Great Reform and it still does.
Somebody over at the Judicial Yuan watched
too many episodes of ZA Zaw and really
took a fancy to the phrase "adversarial
system," so that is what they decided to
name the new baby.

"Cross Examination": What is being called
"cross exam" in the new system is not in

any meaningful sense what Americans mean
by that phrase. What local reformers are
calling "cross exam" is in fact a kind of
informal roundtable question and answer
period that occurs at various points in the
trial. Anyone who has seen any American
criminal law movies knows cross examination
is not a kind of loose informal chit chat
about the case.

The real result that one sees one yeatr
into the reforms is this. In the past, Taiwan
had one system that had a number of major
flaws. Now, Taiwan has approximately 1,000
systems, one for every pair of prosecutors
and judges on the island. 1 say that half as a
joke and half as a truism. The confusion and
uncertainty generated by the new Code of
Criminal Procedure has resulted in a situation
in which each trial judge and prosecutor
assigned to a courtroom have come up with
their own form of criminal procedure. Now,
in broad outlines there are of coutse
common elements, but in the details there are
as many approaches as there are sets of
judges and prosecutors. As one might guess,
this chaos has not done anything to improve
the quality of justice in Taiwan.

LIVING IN London's East End, Kristian
Craig Robinson tells me, via long-distance
telephone, "I've got a really nice community
at the moment. Someone's always throwing
parties, so I'll always get a call, and then nip
over somewhere with a bag of records.
Warehouses, big industrial spaces. As a DJ,
you can play whatever, really experiment. A
bit of dub, and maybe mix in something
ambient. It's good fun, really."

Robinson will play the Autumn Tiger
Festival next Saturday as Capitol K,
performing a solo show combining music
from laptops, electric guitar, and his own
vocals. He plays just before the festival's
headliner, Mogwai.

A quick note on the name "Capitol K"
— not because it really means anything
specific, but on account of what it signifies.
Capitol K is not really a band, or Robinson's
alter ego, or even a project, even though
over the last five years he gives the
impression that it's been all those things.
Originally, Robinson said, "it was a handy
lyric in a song" he was producing, "and it
just kind of stayed." Looking back, he now
calls it a "series of projects." Maybe it's
casier to understand if you think of him as a
producer — of his own music. He's
produced all three of his own albums so far.
The first, Souads of the Emprre (1999), he
describes as "a collaboration with a drummer.
" Then came Zsknd Row (2000/2002) — it
was a bit more introverted, if you know what
I mean." In the latest, this yeat's Zappy,

Happr; he says, "I'm experimenting with a
band, writing the songs in an electronic way
and reinterpreting them with a band. So you
have laptop effects next to guitar and straight
drums." The group consists of himself and
three others, and on some tracks features
copious backup vocals. "Ambient rock-scapes,"
he calls them.

You can listen to excerpts of tracks from
this latest album online (http://www.juno.co.
uk/IP/IF149027-01.htm). Influences are totally
eclectic and the moods fairly diverse —
everything that could be useful at a party
anyway: Rock out, trip out, chill out, pass
out... but there's consistency in the lo-fi grit,
and while the music is smart, it's not too
smart to have fun. Aw heck, it's electroclash.

Now, Robinson is on his way to Taiwan
because, "Well, actually, one day I just got an
email." It was from Huang Yijin (88—
the head of the local label Silent Agreement
Records (BAFZLE4%) who's brought other
experimental electronica acts to Taiwan
before. The last was Four Tet, another
London-based one-man "series of projects" —
basically Keiren Hebden. Robinson has played
with Hebden before, and both of them have
had their music described as "folktronic."
When 1 asked Hebden about the term in
May, he wasn't too into it, mostly because it
was coming down on him as a "label." But
Robinson takes a brighter outlook. "I think
it's good," he says. "It's good that people can
equate electronic music with that kind of
comfort you get from folk music."

Avoid’ everything erganic

Tribeca and the return of synth-pop

ASSE LINDH has recorded for
I multinational labels EMI and Universal
in Sweden, but lately he's decided to
go it as Tribeca, an indie duet with his best
friend and producer, Claes Bjorklund. For
music, they're mining the 80s synthesizer
revolution, bands like Depeche Mode and
Kraftwerk. Those were the first to toss the
drummer and the bass player, programming it
all in to their keyboards instead. Tribeca is
now doing its own version of that, adapting
the synth format to Lindh's own
singer-songwriter tradition. While still in
Sweden, he told us by phone what to expect.

POTS: Tell us a little about the band.

Lasse Lindh: It's basically just me and my
best friend, my producer [Claes Bjorklund]. I
write all the songs on acoustic guitar, and
then we just break them down and build
them up electronically.

POTS: What kind of equipment do you
use?

LL: Mostly old school keyboards and stuff, all
the old Rolands and so on. But I'm not the
technical guy. I'm just the songwriter. And it's
fun, because I like writing songs on guitar,
but I don't have the ability to produce and
he does. It takes a lot of time to produce
this kind of music. If you have a band, it's
actually much faster. You go to rehearsal and
it can take like one day or something.
POTS: Sure. With a band, it's a more
organic process.

LL: The whole idea with Tribeca is to avoid
everything organic.

POTS: Why is that?

LL: Because I've done that for so long, being
in bands. But we wanted to get away from
that. We grew up with bands like Depeche
Mode, Kraftwerk, and New Order and
wanted to try that for a change. I think a
lot of bands that have a drummer and have
a bass player, don't really pick up so well
when you put it on a record.

POTS: That may be true, but how does
it work when you go the other way.
How do you translate your produced
sound into a live show?

LL: That's a litle more problematic. A lot of
times, when you have a band, then you try
to put it on a record, 1 think you always
lose something. Every recording I have done,
it always sounds better in rchearsal than
when it's recorded. With Tribeca, it's
different. We have to struggle to get it to
work on the stage.

In Taiwan, I will come alone. I used to
do that a lot when I was a solo artist. 1 like
it, because it's much more frightening for me.
It's tougher to be on stage alone. We've put
the things Claes normally plays on back track.
Il alternate between doing things with back
track and doing things with my guitar and
my voice. So it will be four songs
acoustically, and eight songs with full beats
and the whole shebang.

POTS: What's going on with the current
synth-pop revival?2 Are you into any
other bands working with the same type
of music?

LL: First of all, when we record, we try not
to listen to other bands. Both of us hate it
when you hear, like, the Smiths or the Cure
in your music. You know, I love the Cure
and I love the Smiths, but I don't like for
people to hear them so much when they're
listening to our music. One band we've been
listening to lately that we like though is
Postal Service.

As to why that sound is coming back, 1
don't know. But for me, it's like — I don't
listen to a lot of hip hop music, but if you
do, the production is very clean and cool.
There are not so many ingredients. Then
with rock and roll, you had a lot of years
when every band had to jump around on
stage and be drunk, and after a while, I just
got bored of it. I don't want to see another
band with a front man that has to be crazy,
you know what I mean? Because if you are
crazy, you are crazy, but you can so ecasily
spot when someone is just trying to act
crazy. And then of course, the 80s came
back in fashion, even though now it's out
again. Things like that, I guess, influence you.
You get a little older, then you bring out
your old Cure and Depeche Mode records,
and you listen to them, and you're like, 'Oh,
oh, this is so good!'

After EPlaying the 2002 Formoz Festival
(E]?"Sﬁ?ﬁua , the Japanese emo hardcore band,
FC Five, is returning to Taiwan for next
weekend's Autumn Tiger Festival. On the
phone from Japan, the band's guitarist Hiroto,
who seems to be a quiet guy, said they're
really looking forward to coming back. In his
own taciturn way, he also explained some
things about the FC Five's special "spazzcore"
style of music and what they're generally up to.

POTS: Where is the FC Five from?
Hiroto: We started the band in Ibaraki
Prefecture [about an hour north of Tokyo].
At the beginning, we just got together as a
group of friends who liked hardcore. Later,
we started looking for band members, and
that's when FC Five really started. Of course
there were a few members who came and
went in the process. Now we still live in
Ibaraki.

POTS: When did the band form2

H: In 2000. I think it was in January.
POTS: What music were you listening to
when you started the band?

H: Some American hardcore bands. That was
our big influence.

POTS: It's been written that you prefer
to describe your music as "Spazzcore."
Where does that come from?

H: Spazzcore mainly describes how we
petform. It's our live show style.

POTS: Tell us a little about the
Screaming for a Change music festival
started by the FC Five in 2001.

H: We have it about three times a year.
Usually it's in the nearby small town of
Kashiwa. There have been eight so far, and
every time we get a bunch of local, crazy
hardcore fans. We've teamed up with some
other local hardcore bands, and the hope is
that we can gradually move hardcore to
greater recognition.

POTS: This summer when you toured the
US, what bands left the biggest
impression on you?

H: Stretch Armstrong, the Hope Conspiracy,
and Only Crime. Their music was all really
awesome.

POTS: This year you're releasing your
second album, AMemorses. How is your
music changing?

H: Memorzes is like the squeezed juice of the
FC Five. That's what it's like. It's about
showing more of our independent creativity.
The power of our performances has picked
up a lot too, enough to get us to Taiwan!
POTS: What else is coming up for the
FC Five?
