"Yellow Peril" bonfire

MoCA's

RTIST LIU Kuo-chang (FEE) has
A already drawn the police's attention

twice with his sizable furniture
bonfires, so one wonders what will happen
when he sets an entire kitchen set ablaze in
front of the Museum of Contemporary Art
(MoCA) Taipei this Friday evening.

Liu's piece, entitled "Dolce Vita," will
open a fullmuseum show looking at the
future of architecture and human
environments in Taiwan and greater China.
Displays will consist of architectural plans and
models, installation art, and even a satite on
the government's plan for ten large
development projects called "B.O.T. Nation:
2010."

The exhibition focuses primarily on two
generations of architects, those in their 40s,
and those in their 30s.

Representatives of the 40-50 generation
"in the next 20 years will shape the face of
architecture through much of east Asia," said
Roan Ching-yueh (FLEHE), one two
Taiwanese architects who curated the show.
In all there are ten of them, including three
from China, one from Hong Kong, one from
Singapore, and five from Taiwan. All will
create designs based on the Chinese classic,
Story of the Red Chamber. According to
Roan, one basic question here is: "Most of
them were trained in the west, so we want
to sece how they can apply architecture back
to Chinese culture.”

The theme for the 30-40 generation is
"Yellow Peril," a term once applied by
Europeans to invading Mongol hordes and
here taken as a ground for looking at
"nomads" in urban environments. The
segment has seven artists, who are mostly
working in installation art, and that includes
Liu's bonfire.

"Dolce Vita" is a presentation of the
remains, or literally the ashes, of the "sweet
life." Roving around Tainan, Liu has collected
furniture from vatious types of abandoned
homes, some in the depopulating countryside,
some made uninhabitable by freeways or
other development projects. The furniture is
then wrapped in wire nets and burned, so all
that remains are ashes and an empty
silhouette.

"People are often naive when they leave the
countryside for the city," said Liu. "They don't
know what it is that they're leaving behind."

The exhibition opens this Friday evening
at 7pm with Liu's performance and will run

to Jan. 16, 2005. MoCA Taipei (5 4LEfLE
WJEE) is at 39 Chang-an W. Rd, Taipei =

Tuvan ethno-techno

Tuvan singer and international diva
Sainkho Namtchylak has over the last three
decades won recognition for her unique
fusion of central Asian throat singing
techniques with modern musical forms,
including avant-garde jazz and ethno-techno
clectronica. This weekend she will be in
Taipei for two performances. On Saturday,
Nov. 13 she will play jazz with German
Popov and Caspar David Sacker, as the the
Sainkho Namtchylak Trio. On Sunday,
November 14 she will be accompanied by
experimental electronic musician Dajuin Yao
and his Powerbooks.

Namtchylak is originally from Tuva, a
country in Central Asian between Siberia and
Mongolia. She began studying music in the
mid 1970s in Kyzyll, Tuva's capital, and later
continued in Moscow. Throughout her career
she has worked with many musicians and artists
in Asia, Russia, Europe, and North America.

Tuvan throat singing, sometimes
transcribed as "khoomei," is a fixture of
world music, as well as an important cultural
possession for Tuva. Traditionally "khoomei"
singers were men, often pastors, and the
singing was a manifestation of the close
connection between Tuvan people and their
land. Tuvan throat singers use their mouth
and throat to produce two or three sounds at
one time. Namtchylak makes the most of her
voice by matching deep, throaty sounds with
higher pitches. Her incredible vocal range,
matched with the eclectic music of her many
collaborators create a simultaneously attractive
and eerie sound.

The Saikho Namtchylak Trio will perform
on Saturday, Nov. 13 at 7:30pm, at
Zhongshan Hall HIl 5D, located at 2F, 98
Yenping S Rd ({ALHTZETILEE 98 5%). Tickets
are NT$800, available in advance. Saikho
Namtchylak and Dajuin Yao will perform on
Sunday, Nov. 14 at 8:30pm at the NTU

4 films by Shunji lwai

Shunji Iwai is a Japanese film director
credited as a major force in bridging the gap

between feature-length films and pop culture
genres like rock videos and TV commercials
in the 1990s, and also as one of the first to
depict the nuanced conflicts of contemporary
Japanese youth. This Friday (Nov. 12), four
of his films will begin a two week run as
part of the Shunji Iwai Retrospective, which
is actually a mini-retrospective showcasing him
at mid-career. Iwai is only 42-years-old.

"He's a popular director in Taiwan, but
so far his films have only appeared as part
of film festivals," said organizer Patrick
Huang (?ﬁ:ﬁf%), of Flash Forward
Entertainment. "This is a good chance to
group his films together in theaters for local
audiences, and also to promote his new film,
Hanna and Alce, which will also play as part
of the Golden Horse Film Festival" which
opens later this month.

Hanna and Alice (Hana to Arisu), just
released this year, originally began as a series
of candy commercials. Those small, incipient
narratives were later expanded to
downloadable shorts on the Internet, and
finally the ideas grew into a 133-minute film.
The story, as presented in the film, is a
simple one: two 15-year-old girls dating their
first boyfriends, and the problem is that they
both like the same boy.

Simple situations have always been fertile
ground for Iwai, and this film series' other
three selections provide more examples. Zove
Letters (1995) was Iwai's first feature and
came off as a huge box-office hit. It tells the
story of a woman who, while struggling to
get over the death of her lover, writes him a
letter, only to get an astonishing reply. Apzs/
Story is about a gitl moving from the
countryside of Hokkaido to big city Tokyo.
And Al Abour Lily Chou-Chou portrays the
life of a bullied teen-age boy, who, as his life
gets worse and worse, is only able to find
sanctuary in a pop singer Lily Chou-Chou,
for whom he creates a web site called
"Liliphilia."

The only unfortunate exclusion of the
festival is Iwai's second film, Swzlowra/
Butterdly; a sci-fi action story set in a Blade
Runner-esque world. According to Huang, the
film isn't cutrently available. "Different
companies own the rights to all his films. It's
really complicated,”" he said.

Films have English subtitles and will play
at the Changchun Theater (a‘%%ﬁ%zl?%) and
the Majestic Theater (IE3%3EET). See http:

Did every vote count?

Many overseas Americans did not receive absentee ballots even though they appliec

well in advance. This is the story of one US citizen's bum rush against a disenfran
chising bureaucracy, but did it matter?

Y ELECTION-DAY trauma began

two days before the election on

Sunday, Oct. 31, when I met Jennie
Miller from Philadelphia. She'd been in
Taiwan six weeks and had registered to vote
by absentee ballot in October but hadn't
received her ballot. She wanted to vote, but
thought she wouldn't be able to. But some
states allow faxed ballots, and US embassies
and representative offices offer some voter
services, so I pledged to help her out.

The next evening, Monday, Nov. 1, I
called Jennie's county election office in
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. It took four or
five calls, trying different extensions until
someone answered, and then getting
conflicting information. First, an
African-American-sounding lady told me that
Pennsylvania's deadline for receiving absentee
ballots had passed the previous Friday, Oct.
29. She said Jennie would "have to fly back
to the United States" if she wanted to vote.

"There's no emergency voting?" 1 said,
alarmed, and asked to talk to her supervisor.
The supervisor, a man, however assured me
Jennie and others could vote at an Embassy
or Consulate, which could forward theitr votes
— he said "fax them" — to make sure that
they would arrive on time.

The American Institute in Taiwan (AIT) is
United States' de-facto embassy in Taiwan, so I
got their address and business hours from their
web site and text messaged the info to Jennie.

The next morning I got Jennie's reply of

"Thanks!" But later came another message
saying she'd gone to AIT, been given a
Federal Write-in Absentee Ballot (FWAB), and
told to mail it herself. According to a special
US government web site providing how-to
information for overseas voters, the Federal
Voter Assistance Program (www.fvap.gov),
"the FWAB is only valid when a regular
ballot from the state or territory has already
been requested, in a timely manner, and has
not been received."

But according to what the Pennsylvania
clection board supervisor had told me, a
mailed FWAB, like normal mailed absentee
ballots, would still have to arrived by the
Friday deadline. Mailing would be too late! I
called her right away. "No! They ate
supposed to forward it for you so it can get
there by the end of Electon Day," T said.

By then, it was 1:30pm, and she was
supposed to start at her new job, teaching
from 2 to 3pm. I told her I'd call AIT to
confirm that she'd be able to forward her
ballot there and arranged to meet her on
Xinyi Road with my video camera at three.
Michael Moore, according to the independent
news program Democracy Now! (www.
democracynow.org), was sending 1,200
videographers to the polling stations in
Florida on Election Day. It seemed to me,
maybe we also needed to cover this issue of
absentee voting issues abroad. I'd worked for
the State Department, I knew a little how
these things worked. All the foreign bureau
chiefs are appointed by Bush, and this is
significant, because why should they want us

to vote, or make it easy for us to do so?
God knows Republicans didn't want expats to
vote in this election — outside the military,
they tend to be Democrats.

No one was answering AIT phones at 1:
45pm. Guess they were having a late lunch. 1
tried the emergency phone line for reporting
deaths of Americans — no answer. Left a
message about emergency voting and kept on
trying the main number, finally getting an
answer after many many rings. When I asked
about emergency voting, I was put through
to emergency services for reporting the deaths
of Americans abroad, which was again just a
message machine. Finally, I figured someone
else should have a similar extension, and
"voted" for a likely candidate. Surprisingly,
someone answered. After some negotiation
and my relating what the Pennsylvania
clection board supervisor had told me, a
woman "officer" agreed that, yes AIT could
forward the vote. She wouldn't tell me her
name as a reference, but apparently you have
to zzsist on vote forwarding, or else they will
tell you mail the form yourself. In Jennie's
case, mailing would have been too late for
her vote to be counted. Then the woman
told me to hurry to get there before closing
hours. How late are they open? One AIT
petson told me they "work until five," but a
second told me they close at 3:30pm.

I called Jennie, and when I told her, she
walked right out of her job. She wasn't a
political person, she said, but was "scared to
death Bush might be president again."

Racing across town to meet her at 3pm,
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I caught up to her as she was riding her
bike along Hoping W. Rd. We rode the rest
of the way together, and I interviewed her at
red lights and have now made this into a
little documentary. We got to the front of
AIT, and 1 filmed her as she was going in.
She was saying to a guard, "I want to go in"
A few security guards came up to me and told
me there was "no filming in the compound." I
said I wasn't in the compound, but on the
street. It was true. I had zoom though.

They checked our bags, and made Jennie
drink some of her water "to test it." For
some unknown reason, a Taiwanese lady
guard suggested, "Why don't you come back
tomorrow?"

"No. Today is election day," I said.
"Tomorrow will be too late."

A white security official in civilian clothes,
presumably in the foreign service came out
and interviewed me. Who do you work for?
I told him I was a freelance journalist,
covering issues of voting — and voter
intimidation. Who do you sell your work to?
I said "anyone that wants to buy it."
Information is free, right?

They took away my bag with the camera,
and the security tool took us aside and took
down all our passport information — very,
very slowly. It was 3:15pm, and it seemed he
was trying to delay us. I told Jennie to go
ahead. He said "You're not going anywhere
until I'm finished with you."

"What's your name?" I asked. When he
didn't say anything, I tried to turn over his
badge to see it. He wouldn't let me.

We went upstairs to a window, where
Jennie was told again to mail her FWAB.
The teller, another American man, gave her a
book and told her to look up the address
for Pennsylvania. There was only a zip code,
no address. I said we needed an emergency
ballot to be forwarded, and mentioned the
conversations with Pennsylvania officials and
their own AIT officers. The teller guy talked
to an ethnic-type lady. Through the glass I
heard her say to him, "Tell her it's Zer
problem." At this I insisted on seeing the
supervisor. The young teller guy said "you're
being disruptive," and indicated to the security
guard to take me away.

I didn't move, just listened for a while,
then asked to see the supervisor. The teller
indicated again for the guard. 1 said 1 wanted
some information and to talk to the
supervisor. The white security tool showed up
and started to take my arm. I told him not
to touch me. "I'll touch you," he said. Also
present were a short Taiwanese guard, a tall
Taiwanese guard, and a short Taiwanese lady
guard. I repeated that I wanted to talk to the
supervisor.

The tool answered that he was the
supervisor.

"Right," I said. "You're not the supervisor,
or else you'd tell me your name."

I asked the tall Taiwanese guard if he
was the supervisor, and he said no. I pointed
to the white tool and ordered, "Get the
supervisor. NOW!!" I used the father's voice,
the teacher's voice.

Then they all closed in around me. 1
moved away and held my hands behind my
back when they tried to take my arm in
passive resistance. The white tool tried to
twist my arm behind my back, but as Jennie
noted later, "he wasn't very good at it, and
didn't know how to do it right." She said he
was shaking and was intimidated, but 1 didn't
notice, because these people were trying to
drag and force me out the door. I got out
of his lame grip, then he tried to hurt my
left hand. He broke one of my prayer
bracelets in the struggle, and my hair band
came off. As I was being forced out the
door toward the stairwell, I noticed a young
black guy in civilian suit standing in the
doorway, watching. I was saying, "I want to
vote. I want her to vote."

They took me into the stairwell, and just
held me there, standing. I started to cry, and
the Taiwanese lady guard patted my back.
They all stood holding on to me, keeping me
still. But 1 was already still, sobbing, with
shock and grief. Why? The trauma of being
forcibly removed by a gang of people, maybe.
But it was more than that. It was grief about
the things to come, for all of us. They led
me to a chair downstairs, and the lady guard
gave me a cup of water and a few tissues, and
showed how she'd put my hair band in my
pocket. The tall guard gave me the rest of my
broken bracelet, and I sat waiting for Jennie.

At the same time, I was realizing that
there would be countless obstacles for untold
others in this so-called democratic election.
News reports had told and would tell of
people waiting in lines for hours, hundreds of
flawed and broken voter machines, erased
electronic votes, and provisional ballots
thrown aside.

With electronic ballots, especially, there are
no paper receipts and no guarantees against
someone hacking into the database. On
Monday, Democracy Now! reported that one
e-voting machine in Ohio's Franklin County
recorded that 638 people cast ballots, yet
generated a tally for George W Bush of 4,
258 votes to John Kerry's 260. "This in a
state that Bush officially won by only 136,000
votes," the report read.

Even my own case was alarming. I had
received two ballots, one from heavily

Democratic Washington, DC and another
from my home state of Arizona — a
swing-state. I managed to send the Arizona
ballot back in order to arrive Nov. 1. It was
tempting to vote twice, but the prospect of a
US$10,000 fine was daunting, ultimately. So 1
voted once last week, and crossed my fingers
it would be counted. And wondered — don't
they cross-check voter registrations between
states? Can anybody vote several times?

It all seemed pretty grim. Another recent
Democracy Now! story had a European
clection monitoring group (the Organization
for Security and Cooperation in Europe)
calling last week's US eclections were less
transparent than recent elections in Venezuela
and former Yugoslavia. Maybe people are
right when they say, "Don't vote, it just
encourages them. If nobody votes, they can't
have an election. Don't acknowledge they
exist, and they will go away."

The white tool came down and said with
a smirk that they were helping Jennie.

"Will she be able to vote?" I asked.

He said they were working on it.

As 1 waited, this security "supervisor" told
me I had to erase the video footage taken in
front of the compound. I said, "The sign
says no filming in the compound, not outside
the compound, and it was in the street." He
took my camera away from me and said the
footage in front of the AIT had to be
erased, or else he wouldn't give my camera
back. It took several tries to do it, and
magically, a little segment refused to be
erased, even after five attempts. So now have
a long shot of the AIT floor and the Taiwan
security officer's butt — he was holding my
bag.

Jennie came downstairs and said they'd
given her an FWAB. It had a blank space
for "President/Vice President," where she
wrote in her choice. Importantly, AIT staff
had notarized it.

The AIT officer also found information
about how the Pennsylvania deadline for
receiving ballots had been extended until Nov.
10. She said they'd "printed something off the
website." But it looked like just a forwarded
email, and the printout gave no source.

We got the hell out of there and jetted
to the post office. We mailed it express mail
for NT$300, about 10 bucks US. Jennie said
someone had recently asked her how much
she'd pay to vote. She'd said NT$5000.

Taiwan's gay movement was on only a few Taipei
campuses a decade ago, now it's big and controversial

EFORE 1990, Taiwan had no groups
B advocating gay rights, only a few
individuals. The first queer organization
was a lesbian one, Between Us (& ZFEﬁ),
which remains influential and has produced a
number of important activists. The first gay
group, Gay Chat, was started on the campus
of National Taiwan University in 1993. In the
decade that's followed, dozens of groups have
formed. Increasingly, they have moved into
the public eye, both through their own
parades and other western-modeled awareness
events, as well as media and police incursions
into gay discos and bookstores. At present,
the movement's major battle is in the
Legislative Yuan, and the stakes are
guaranteed rights, including gay marriage. If
anything can be certain, it is that the
controversy is far from over.

1994: Campus origins

@ \Woman Bookstore (ZLE)E) opens near
National Taiwan University NTU — 15K)
as Taiwan's first lesbian and feminist
bookstore. ®#The NTU group Gay Chat
launched Taiwan's first queer campus
publication, CZaruine:

1995: The Gay Front appears
®lambda (JR3Ef), the first campus lesbian
organization is formed at NTU. It joins with
another campus group, Gay Chat, to sponsor
NTU's first Gay Lesbian Awareness Day
(GLAD), which drew more than 1,000
participants. @ Also coming out of NTU, the
Gay Front (now ﬁ%ﬁ%?ﬁ@b@ﬁ% or Fﬂ@)
is established in reaction to Taipei City
Government's plan to redevelop a popular
cruising area, the New Park (now 228 Peace
Park). The group has since dissolved.

1996: Literary prominence

®G&L (F\E), Taiwan's first commercial gay
magazine, is launched. ®A prominent and
public gay marriage takes place between the
well-known author XuYou-sheng FF{H4)

and his partner, Ge Rui (E¥).

1997: Gay Pride Month meets the police
@ Gay Pride Month events take place for the
first time in the New Park, establishing a
tradition of June as Gay Pride Month in
Taiwan (as elsewhere). @®Police react to an
increasingly public gay community through a
sweep of a gay cruising area, Changde St (T%L'
?%ﬁ]), taking 40 to 50 men found in the
area to the police station for photographing.
Protests led by the Gay Front follow.

1998: Political pledges and a hotline

@ The 1998 Election Gay Rights Alliance
(1998 %%EE}\T%H%E&) calls on all three
political parties (IKMT, DPP, New Party) in
Taipei mayoral elections to sign a statement
supporting gay rights; Chen Shui-bian (now
president) and Ma Ying-jeou (now Taipei
mayor) both sign. @®The Taiwan Tongzhi
Hotline (51 [FEFEFIZR) is established in
Taipei as a support system for the gay
community.

1999: Films and a TV backlash

@ The independent documentary Boys for
szu%@é%g/}\fﬁ >>, directed by Mickey Chen
( PR ), has a major cinema release at
Taipei's Warner Village cinema. But before
the film even comes out, a special news
reports program on cable station ETTV (3R
FRFENLE) airs a negative report on
homosexuals including footage from the film
shown without the director's consent and
pinhole-camera footage from gay bars. The
ETTV report also identifies actors in the film
below the age of 18. Chen accuses ETTV of
intellectual property theft. @ Taiwan's first gay
bookstore, Gin Gin's (EIEEIEIEEI%E), opens in
Taipei in Gongguan, near NTU. @The first
public screening of a lesbian documentary,
Lee Xiang-ru's (ZEWHZl) 2 7 is held. € Gay
Pride Month is celebrated for the first time
in areas outside Taipei.

2000: A formal Rainbow Community

@ The Taiwan Tongzhi Hotline Association
(it EE N G E RS AR EER 1 &) becomes
Taiwan's first legally registered gay

The
Association, with Crystal Books and other
groups, goes on to establish a "Rainbow
Community" in Gongguan, logging 30
businesses as members.

Shui-bian meets with two gay activists from
the US attending a forum associated with the
parade and offers his support for gay rights.
2001: Gathering steam

@ The gay bookstore Gin Gin's gets a brick
through the window, sparking a demonstration
involving 50 groups and 200 individuals.

@ GLAD becomes an interscholastic event in
Taipei, no longer limited to NTU. @The
Global Chinese Gay Exchange Conference (%
BREE N [FEAZUNKRE) is held for the first
time in Taiwan, after three initial holdings in
Hong Kong. € While campaigning for office,
legislators from Taipei pay a visit to the
notorious gay bar, Funky, wooing the gay
vote. The gay—friendly legislators are Shi
Ming-de (fliHH{E), Sissy Chen (BH3CP%), Chen
Xue-sheng (FREZEE), and Pang Jian-guo (fiE4
[%]). ®Hong Kong director Stanley Kwan's
(FHEFHE) film Lan Yu (55, which deals
with gay romance, is nominated for 10
awards at the Golden Horse Film Festival.

@ Taiwan's High Court hands down the 535
Interpretation, preventing police from
conducting arbitrary searches. It's a welcome
development for gay nightclubs, businesses,
and other establishments that have suffered
from consistent police harassment.

2002: The military backs down

@ The Ministry of Defense proposes new
guidelines for selecting military police which
exclude homosexuals. Gay rights groups'
protests effect a retraction by the MoD.

@ The seventh Gay Lesbian Awareness Day
extends beyond Taipei universities for the first
time.

2003: Legal protections and attacks

fronts. Tive year jail terms are set for misuse
of personal information, including sexual
orientation, according to the
Computer-Processed Personal Data Protection
Law (FEASEEPRIE AN ERIMRED). A bill to
include homosexuals as a protected group in

9 Gin Gin's is raided by
Criminal Investigation Bureau police officers
from Keelung, who confiscate around 500
books and magazines, claiming the store is
distributing "obscene" materials and its owner
Lai Zheng-zhe (fAIE#T), has thereby
committed a moral offence. The case is still
in the courts. ®The first Taiwan Lesbian,
Gay, Bisexual, Transgender Pride Parade (5
{glﬁﬁjjﬁﬁfﬁ) is held as part of the fourth
the Lesbian and Gay Civil Rights Movement
festival. Crowds and floats march from the
Chaing Kai-shek Plaza to Ximenting. The
following year, both parade and festival lose
government funding.

How can 59m Americans be so dumb?

SO IT'S all over, including the shouting.
Bush supporters are cheering, "We told you
sol" while the Kerry camp, including most of
the expats posting on Forumosa's US
Presidential Election 2004 thread, shakes its
collective head, thinking, "My God!

For many of us, the American-led watr in
Iraq was the most significant and misguided
attack in the world since 9/11.

But here's the wake-up call — Americans
don't give a good goddamn about Iraq. Hello,
asshole! IRAQ IS NOT IN AMERICA!

As Danimal points out, "Exit polls show
that moral values was the number one issue
on votet's minds as they went to the polls.

Re: VIVA Disco Lounge: What's hip in the South Capital?
Besides BoBo's, which I've written about before, another joint worth
checking out is VIVA Disco Lounge. Centrally located in the
downtown area, it's a trendy spot with a stylish decor and a
red-and-white color scheme (similar to BoBo's and Luxy's Lotus
Room), and inhabited by hipsters and foreigners in Kaohsiung every
night (including Sundays and Mondays). While it's kinda tiny for
Kaohsiung, VIVA is divided into four areas: the bar, sofa booths
along the corridor, mini-dance floor, and a balcony overlooking the
dance floor. Music-wise, VIVA is known as Kaohsiung's hip hop
party venue, but resident DJs Kevin and Chono insist they also play
a hell of a lot of house music. Entrance fees range from NT$350 to
NT$500.
