o what's up with Taiwan's mainstream

rock icon, Wu Bai ({fifF), playing as

one of the headliners at a new
three-day indie rock showcase?

"First, he's a member [of the Taiwan
Music Culture International Alternation
Association (TMCIAA)]" said Patricia Lee (%8
fii35e), the association's administrative
secretary. And that is the organization
throwing the event.

"Second, he thinks it's meaningful," she
explained.

Indeed, it may be meaningful. Without
Wu Bai, the UBU Indie Music Carnival
(UBU Bl & 4R A & - 2), which
happens this Friday to Sunday (Nov. 19-21)
afternoons and evenings at Huashan, might
just be another collection of all the bands
playing northern Taiwan's rock pub and live
house circuit. The fact that it can pull Wu
Bai, who is playing for free, however shows
a potential to open channels beyond those that
currently there in Taipei's indie rock world.

The TMCIAA, which in Chinese goes by
the more manageable name ¥z X (Er1i),
was founded with just that in mind. In less
than a year, it's already amassed more than
200 members.

"We're not a label, we're an association,
so we want to help our members link to
more things," said Lee.

Lee is one of the founders of the
association. Its purpose, she said, is to create
a new umbrella group for small labels, signed
and unsigned rockers, and other underground
scene music types who would otherwise be
linked by litle more than the smoky
basements where they tend to hang out.

"There are a lot of artists in Taiwan that
have put out CDs but don't have labels. We
want to help people like that," she said.

Yin Xie's stated benefits are increased
performance opportunities and professional
promotion. Underlying these are the
association's significant connections to existing
music communities, indie and otherwise. So
far UBU has managed about three weeks of
pre-event promotion on the local radio station
Hit FM (where she noted the DJs favored

punk rock, especially the band Fire E.X.),
and Taiwan's Public Television Service (./b.;i\
%ﬁﬁ) will film the performances for a
program to be aired in January.

Lee started off in the indie world five
years ago as one of the first employees of
Taiwan Colors Music (TCM — FHBHTE4Y),
which, while still relatively small, is one of
the island's most successful and respected
independent music labels. "Then, there were
only three of us in the company, Zhang 43
[the boss], one other guy, and me," she said.

Now she's trying to link up TCM and a
disparate array of indie labels. This weekend,
more than 20 of them will occupy stalls at
the weekend fest, including Wu Bai's new
effort, Cutting Edge Records. Most, however,
are only one- or two-person operations.

"Basically all Taiwan's small labels will be
there," said KK of White Wabbit Records
(INE#R), which specializes in post punk and
post-rock.

"This will be more formal than other
shows," she continued. "At most of the
festivals we go to, everybody knows us, but
this should bring some different crowds, so
we're preparing some things we don't usually
do, like bringing extra information and a CD

player so people can sample our music."

The new exposure may come from the
radio listeners and fans of well-known singers,
including Wu Bai and Luo Da-you (?’éjﬁ{gﬁ),
neither of which have played "indie" events
before. The radio exposure also won't hurt.
One unexpected new "indie" fan may also be
the government, which is funding UBU's
NT$1.2 million budget. Participating agencies
include the Council of Cultural Affairs,
Government Information Office, Ministry of
Foreign Affairs, Taipei City's Department of
Cultural Affairs, and the National Youth
Council.

"When we showed them our proposal, the
first question the asked us was '"What is
indie?" said Lee.

Now that the government knows, the
door may be opened for government
sponsorship of rock shows as cultural events
with no political strings attached, a situation
which is currently more normal.

The only foreign performer playing UBU
will be Japan's Aiwai, a female singer who
plays a harder shade of J-pop rock, but is
signed to the Japanese indie label A-Gorippa.
She performs on Saturday.

"Our eventual goal is to make more
connections and bring different indie artists
every year. But as this is the first time we're
having the festival, the focus is mainly local.
Aiwai is the only foreign performer we've
invited," said Lee.

Another improvement UBU will try to
implement is good sound for all performers.
Basically, Yin Xie is requiring all of the 40+
bands to do sound checks. (If you've been to
Taiwan's other rock fests, you'll understand
why this is welcome development.)

UBU Indie Music Carnival will be held
this Friday, Saturday, and Sunday afternoon
and evening in the Silian Building of the
Huashan Cultural and Creative Industry Center
GEILATESEER). Tickets are NT$250 for
one day or NT$700 for a three-day pass.

Membership in Yin Xie is open to all
musicians and those in the music community,
but not fans. To find out how to join, check

Discord among the crime

The MOI tells the MOJ: cops shouldn't work harder

A RECENT memorandum from Minister of
Interior Su Jia-chyuan (fk#%2) to Minister of
Justice Chen Ding-nan (@Eﬁfﬁ) read: "The
police have remarkable achievements in
uprooting crimes...your ministry [the Ministry
of Justice] says the police do not have high
motivation to investigate crime but it is not
fair..we do have a special phone number and
unit to investigate and they do arrest suspects
and they do have a great caseload." Reading
that caused me to laugh so hard I almost
choked. The Ministry of Interior (MOI) is
the ministry responsible for Taiwan's cops,
and the Ministry of Justice (MOJ) is
responsible for the island's prosecutors. This
"high level" memorandum had a literary tone
which varied from whining to sullenness.

There seems to be a bit of discord
among Taiwan's crime fighters. Well, that is
not exactly news. In a place like Taiwan,
where the criminal justice system is basically
being driven by a civil servant mentality, it
should come as no surprise that the various
"snivel servant" agencies often quarrel as they
try to pass off responsibilities and duties onto
cach other.

The MOI made three major points. Point
one said that the police's duty is to assist the
investigation of crime, not to assist the

prosecution of crime. From the MOI's
perspective, the butreau should have no
concern about whether a suspect gets
convicted or not; that is the prosecutot's
business. Which brings us around to point
two, the MOI's insistence that prosecutors
should not bother "hard working" police with
requests for follow-up reports or any other
tasks that could cut into the average cop's
HBO-watching time. (As an aside, every
Taiwanese police station 1 have ever been in
has always had its nice, new, big TV set
tuned to HBO. Some sociologist should look
into why Taiwan's cops love HBO so much.)
Point three, which might be of some
interest to POTS club goers, involves urine
tests taken from suspected drug users. The
problem here is that the police are not
exactly quick about getting urine samples to
the police lab. Rather than driving over to
the lab every time they obtain a few new
samples, cops wait until they get a big batch.
What this does is create delays, which are
worsened by the fact that the batch deliveries
of 20 or 30 samples at a time often cause
huge bottlenecks at the crime lab. The MOI's
"solution" to this problem is simply to
recommend that prosecutors be patient and
hold off on deciding whether or how to
charge the suspect until test results are
returned. Uh, but that is not really possible,

because if the defendant is in custody, as
most drug use suspects are, then a charging
decision must be made within 24 hours.
What the memo really discusses are not
legal issues but rather business administration
issues. But instead of sitting down with some
MBA and coming up with the most cost and
time effective solutions, the two ministries are
reverting to what I have come to call
"Taiwanese problem solving." This method
has the advantage of not requiring any time
consuming efficiency studies, nor does it
require the ability to analyze business statistics
or projections, nor does it require the ability
to focus on issues or creatively develop
solutions. In fact the approach does not even
require the ability to think. All it requires is
the ability to emote, to whine, to
self-aggrandize, to sulk, to foot drag, and to
turn sullen and shift blame. These "emotional
skills" are in abundance among Taiwanese
government officials. At least the memo
closed on a happy note, with the MOI
writing: "We hope the prosecutors and the
police could work together to combat crime
in cooperation for the good of the country
and people." And I hope to hit the lottery.

'VE BEEN living in Taipei for almost
I a year and a half now yes, I know

it seems like longer, be quiet — and
carthquakes are still an abstract concept to
me. This has to do with two things, and I
only understand one of them. The first is
that whenever there's a sizeable tremor during
the day, 1 seem to be somewhere, either
mentally or physically, where I can't hear it.
The second is that our old bed is given to
shake at the slightest provocation. For
example, breathing.

A couple of weeks ago I was in Taipei
101 perusing the books at Page One, well,
trying to unwrap a magazine, when I got a
phone call.

"Hi, it's me," that means it's Anita, my
fiancee. I've figured it out now, though it
was embarrassing for a while.

"Hi, I'm in Page One. Do you want, erm.

. a book?" I always feel I should offer
something, out of love.

"No. Did you feel the earthquake?" I had
to be careful here — did she mean the
earthquake of our love? In which case yes I
did, obviously. Or did she mean a real one?
I go for the safest route — what I call "the
psychiatrist."

"Earthquake?"

"Yes, just now. Big one."

I admitted that I'd felt absolutely nothing,
and secretly decided she was having one of
her funny turns.

Except downstairs everyone was running
round like so many headless chickens. There
were fire engines, ambulances, TV reporters,
and people trapped in elevators. So why
hadn't I felt anything? Was 1 so immersed in
trying to unwrap (@ magazine to see if they'd

yet printed the letter I sent them on July 12,
1999, or was it something to do with that
big bally thing swinging around at the top?
A few days later I was at work in one of
the classrooms planning a lesson and listening
to some music when one of my colleagues
burst in.

"Are you alright?"

"Yes thanks, I nodded," touched over her
concern.

"Didn't you feel the earthquake?"

"Earthquake?" I echoed just in case —
you never know.

And then I looked around me to see that
all the paired-up tables had become separated.
So, obviously the room had felt it, but
somehow I hadn't. This led me to think that
there should be some kind of earthquake
alarm. Why should there be an alarm for a
quietly smoldering trash-can which might,
given a couple of hours and enough burnable
things, cause a hazard, when there isn't one
for something that could conceivably topple a
tall building in a few seconds? It's not that
I'm particularly a fan of alarms. I remember
a few years ago in Singapore the fire alarm
went off during a one-on-one private lesson
with a Japanese business man. After five
minutes of standing outside in uncomfortable
lesson-plan-less silence, all I could come up
with was "So, have you ever been in a sez/
fire?" I'd just rather know if there was a
large scale emergency going on.

Some of my colleagues are rather blase
about the whole thing; most of them have
been here a good while, and I guess if you
can get used to stinky tofu and cockroaches
the size of dwarves' fists, you can get used
to anything.

Apparently
different minerals are released into the water
at varying times before an earthquake hits,
due to the slightest of tremors down below.
Basically all the fish and other sea animals
shitting themselves. No, I'm joking. Though
they obviously have to do it somewhere —
there aren't any flushing toilets down there,
it's no /7nding Nemo. Personally, I'd rather
not know. If someone said to me "There'll
be an earthquake at some point in the next
three days," I would spend the next three
days tiptoeing around everywhere, stopping
every few seconds, cocking my head "is that
it — is that it now?

Strength in limits

Even when abusing people, Lars Von Trier is a genius

5 Obstructions

Directed by Lars Von Tier
Starring Lars Von Tier and Jorgen Leth

LARS VON Tier's new film is a work of
genius. Not only is this a simply shot and
wonderfully entertaining documentary about
mmplemenung the art and craft of filmmaking,
it also shows two filmmakers in a truly great
discussion about their medium. The film’s
premise is that Von Tier has offered his
friend and mentor, Dutch filmmaker J?rgen
Leth, a chance to remake his 1967 short 7Ze
Lertect Human The reasons for this become
clearer as the film progresses. In the Leth’s
original short, the perfect man (played by
Claus Nissen) is presented in an ultra-modern
black-and-white setting performing daily rituals
— shaving, dressing, dining, dancing, and in-
teracting with the perfect woman (Majken Al-
gren) — in a sort of cinematic perfection.
Narration by J?rgen Leth is complemented by
the 1960s European-styled set, which later be-
came a foundation for every crappy wine or
cigarette commercial of the 1970s.

Von Tier is known for demoralizing those
that work with him, so no one is surprised,
least of all Jergen Leth, when Von Tier intro-
duces the plan he has set up. Leth is to re-

make Zke PFerfecr Human five times, each
time to be obstructed by Von Tier’s clever
limitations. All of these discussions are shown
on camera. The first meeting seems to get
off without any warmth; Von Tier is obvious-
ly following his own agenda and at times
seems to be condescending towards Leth.

The first of the five obstacles is that no
cut can be longer then 12 frames, and the
film has to be made in Cuba with no sets.
The next obstacle requires that the film be
made in the most horrible place imaginable
and that Leth must play the Perfect Human
on screen. For the third, Leth is given com-
plete freedom, only to be instructed to make
a cartoon for the fourth film — one se-
quence showing the two filmmakers discussing
their hatred of cartoons reveals that Leth is
obviously disturbed by this. The fifth film is
to be directed by a third person, but Leth is
to take final credit as the director; a final re-
quirement is that the film be narrated by
Leth using dialogue written by Von Trier.

The end results of each filmmaking pro-
ject — they are directly cut in with the doc-
umentary scenes —— shows the talent Leth
possesses. Despite the restrictions he has to
work with, he creates five new films, each
outdoing the previous. Leth’s creativeness, in
fact, pisses Von Tier off at one point, thus
inspiring a requirement being that Leth’s next
attempt must turn out to be crap.

One part of 7ke 5 Obstructions is a doc-
umentary, which shows conversations between
two filmmakers ranging across their personal
frailties, critiques of each other, and the fine
art of filmmaking. This is simply inspiring.
The other, complementary part of the film
shows an attempt to deconstruct the Perfect
Human, only to construct another. This is a
also a classic conflict between the antagonist
and hero, in which the hero is pushed to his
limits, or confined by external limits in this
case, only to creatively persevere, in the end
overcoming all obstacles.

As the fifth film arrives, Leth’s narration
of Von Trier’s script make it clear that this
is all a plan Von Trier had devised well in
advance. There are some wonderfully written
moments, showing that, after all the torment
and tension filmmaking can bring, Von Tier
can both pick at himself and complement his
partner. The voice-over continues in to the fi-
nal shots, where the documentary rewinds and
we see both Von Tier and Leth at different
stages of the production. In the end, this film
is immensely satisfying. It’s a rare moment
when the audience can leave the theater know-
ing that they’ve literally watched the craft of
filmmaking as it becomes a work of art.

THE BRASS Monkey recently
introduced a 10% service charge.

The
Brass Monkey treats its customers like most Taiwanese treat their pet
dogs — with neglect. For example, on busy nights like Thursdays,
there are always dozens of people standing around with empty glasses,
or with no drinks at all in their hands, and no waitresses to be seen.
The Brass Monkey may look busy, but actually the slack staff are not
maximizing the Monkey's earning potential. If management put their
minds to it, this place really could do much better.

SULKY SERVICE AT THE SHANNON:

Why is it that so few of the staff at The Shannon smile? This is
probably because most of the managers and owners are arrogant,
morose types whose negative qualities rub off on the younger staff.
Customers want to have a relaxing, happy time in The Shannon,
even if these corporate curmudgeons in the bat's upper echelons
don't. I have heard many complaints about the sulky service at The
Shannon. When the service style changes, this place will start to
make decent money.

WINOPETE'S TEN RULES OF PUB ETIQUETTE IN TAIWAN:

1) If someone buys you a drink, always reciprocate, unless you are
very certain you'll never see the sod again.

2) If a lady sits next to you, always offer to buy her a drink, unless
you're in the Combat Zone.

3) As most places hit customers with a 10% service charge, do not
leave a tip unless you feel the service was well above average.

4) Should you disapprove of the quantity of wine poured in your
glass, or the strength of your cocktail, you are quite within your
rights to politely question the waiter, waitress, or bartender.

5) When opening a bottle of champagne, point the bottle at the
nearest Coors Light or Budweiser sign and hope your aim is good.

6) If the bartender asks if you want ice in your beer, ask the
bartender if he/she adds ice to her Jade Mountain tea.

7) Should a friendly local wish to buy you a bottle of Taiwan beer
and it's not on your preferred drink list, respectfully decline by
mentioning that your appointment with the taxidermist is scheduled
for a later date.

Food at
McDonalds is terrible too, but at only a quarter of the cost.
