The bionic musicians

Put your fingers on the circuit boards, turn on the juice, and listen

LECTRONICA IS most definitely
E mainstream, but the future may not

be wholly digital. This Friday night

at The Wall (i5#%), US
musicians/projects James Voges and Lucky
Dragons will join the Taipei band Nylas for
a more organic form of clectronic music that
blends elements of noise, laptop computer
music, indie aesthetics, and rock 'n roll stage
spasms. And though it's all electronic-based, it's
a window into what may come after our
current era of the DJ.

"I think it's something electronic music
really needs, to put something organic back
into it and not just telling a computer what
to do," said Luke Fischbeck, who plays under
the name Lucky Dragons.

One of the things Fischbeck does,
especially in his stage shows, is connect wires
to his hands, face, and the bodies of others
to form circuits that feed back into the
laptop computers he uses to perform.
Different kinds of circuits affect the sounds
that come out and also frees him from
simply sitting on stage and staring at his
computer screen. The result is a combination
of noise, as in the Japanese specialty, and
esoteric beats sourced from natural sounds.

Voges has likewise experimented with
human circuitry. When he and Fischbeck met
POTS earlier this week, he said he's spent a
great deal of time using his fingers to play
the circuit board of a dismantled keyboard.

Fischbeck will play around 50 shows this
year if he sticks to schedule, including
well-known New York rock clubs, the major
cities of western Europe, several festivals, and
a few art museums and galleries. He is
currently a graduate student of music at
Brown University, though he got his start
doing computer music as an in Harvard's
undergrad film program. He's now based in
Providence, Rhode Island.

For software, Fischbeck uses Max/MSP, a
popular program among the new crowd of

indie-electronic musicians that more or less
forces users to view music as a non-linear
process. The software "doesn't have a clock
that says this event happens at this time,"
said Fischbeck. "It's all just signals flowing."

In other words, there is no time line as
there is in standard music and video editing
software — the types of programs most
often used in making the fixed-register bets
of electronic dance music.

Voges calls it "a new analogue for digital."

For sources, Fischbeck uses some sampled
sounds, but most of the material comes from
his audio diaries. His favorites are finely
chopped up vocals, animal sounds like bird
calls, and "other things that give a sense of
communication." He does his recording with
an off-the-shelf MD player.

Last year Fischbeck self-released a CD
called Aawks and Sparrows, based almost
completely on his own recording of protests
against the Iraq War. "I was trying to capture
something not necessarily explicit about the
sounds of the event. If people make a sound
in a protest, what is it about that sound
that's actually a 'protest’ sound?"

Laptop musicians are becoming a new
force in indie music, but a constant problem
they face is what to do in a rock club
performance, i.c. are they just going to sit
there and doodle on their laptops or what?

Fischbeck is aware of the problem.
"When people go to a show, they always
have a code of what they're supposed to do,"
he said. "If it's a punk rock show, they're
supposed to stand close to the performer and
expect some kind of rock attitude. If it's a
laptop show, maybe they'll sit on the floor
and watch images on a screen instead of the
petformer. If it's a video installation in an art
museum or gallery setting, they'll see it,
remember it, and talk about it later."

So how does Fischbeck code on stage?
Looking at him, you might expect more of
the introspective or arty. He's soft-spoken,

thoughtful, tall and thin with aimless locks of
blond hair falling in his face, and he admits
he's done well with the installation crowd
"where it's more like fashion."

"The more formal and theoretical it is —
people tend to take it in that way," he said.

Yet the norm so far has been a
combination of art and rock. "I can play to
1,000 people at an art opening, or usually a
handful of people at a club," he said.

As for his actual preference: "What I'd
really like to do is give a big rock show with
a lot of spazzing out" — (As circumstantial
evidence, I can say that about half his DIY
publicity photos are blurred motion images of
him thrashing over laptops.) — "When I can,
I like to break down the barriers that are
usually there."

Rock is also his channel for recording
and distribution. "I'm on this label that's
distributing the same way any rock label
would distribute. It's a rock music thing."

The label is called States Rights Records,
which has so far released a Lucky Dragons
EP and will release a full-length CD by the
end of this year. The label itself was
launched about a year ago in Portland,
Oregon and is "pretty much exclusively laptop
now." It is currently billing the new genre of
RIL music — "RIL" is an alternate spelling
for "real." (Another major player in the genre
is the well-established label K Records, the
indie powerhouse started by Beat Happening's
Calvin Johnson in 1982))

"I'm pretty much the experimental end of
the spectrum for States Rights," said
Fischbeck. He calls many of their other
releases more pop, with the caveat that "pop"
is a relative term.

Lucky Dragons, James Voges, and Nylas
play at The Wall this Friday (Nov. 26) at
9pm. The Wall (&%) is at B1, No 200, Sec
4, Roosevelt Rd (15 LT FEHTIREE PUES 200 5%
B1). Tickets cost NT$300 at the door.-Dazrzd

Foreigners and the "civilizing" of Taiwan

YOURE ON the street, minding your own
business and a mother and her six-year-old
daughter pass you, but not before the kid
pokes out a finger and says, "Wawouoren/
Waguoren/” What is your reaction? Do you
even care? Is the mother at fault for not
educating her kid about manners? Or is it a
cultural thing?

These are but a few of the issues brought
up in various Living in Taiwan threads
("Civilizing" Taiwan; 'Us and Them' syndrome;
Is it so bad to be called a 'waiguoren'?) and
the Open Forum (Pet Peeves 2004). They
make for interesting reading, particularly if
you are not familiar with living abroad,
happen to be Chinese, or are an alien
observing from a different planet.

It's easy to pick out faults. The Pet
Peeves thread has a list of about a million of
them — all directed at Taiwan or its citizens.
But the real trick is how to make this place
of ours a better one.

LittleBuddhaTW asks, "What needs to be
done to make Taiwan a more 'civil' society? ..
many of my younger friends have adopted
many Western concepts of manners,
cleanliness, and politeness, although a broader
social consciousness still seems to be lacking."

But why are the Chinese like that? Was
the author Bo Yang correct in his famous
essay "The Ugly Chinaman"? Is Chinese
culture mired in the soy pit of backwardness?

Namastestore: "It's not about culture, or
whatever word you want to use. It's a 'me'
syndrome that is not relegated to one
particular country."

Of course, everything is relative. People
here complain bitterly about the traffic for
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example, but drivers in Ho Chi Minh City
are worse, as is the case in many other
countries. Perhaps it is more a matter of
expectations and whether you can accept as
"standard" in your daily life certain conditions,
such as those described so cloquently by
plasmatron: "In my experience during the
last 5 years anywhere outside Taipei has
continued to be a cesspool of inbred,
uncivilized, ignorant, arrogant, buzglang
chewing, Taiwanese speaking, plaid polo shirt
wearing, selfish, bigoted, low-brow hicks who
are utterly devoid of the most basic tenets of
civilized society...."

People tend to do what comes naturally,
and this usually means either a conditioned
response or following the path of least
resistance. But it would be wrong to say that
all the Taiwanese are "rude, vile pigs" as Sir
Elton so recently put it. Having said that, it
would also be true to say that there are
problems that need fixing. The amazing thing

is that most of these "civilizing" remedies are
casy to achieve with a little dedication.

The single most important thing that the
Taiwanese could do to shape up would be to
enforce their own laws. Maowang: "The rule
of law is a concept that is beginning to be
taken seriously."

Maybe. While there has been some
papering over the "shrug, look the other
way" mentality here, things have not changed
all that much over the last 20 years in
Taipei.

However, an improvement in enforcement
would certainly have a knock-on effect
whereby police officers would eventually be
respected and admired instead of the way
they are currently viewed — as corrupt and
bungling skivers — which in turn would lead
to raising the public's collective consciousness
of "doing what's right."

But so as "a journey of a thousand 74
begins with a single step," turning Taiwan
into a kinder and cleaner place — at least as
it seems to suit us persnickety waguoren —
may be in the hand of each one of us as
xp+10K says, "And whatever Taiwan is,
there doesn't appear to be much I can do
about it. The most I can hope for is to be
able to do a little bit about myself."

Since last year,
those working in homes as caretakers and domestic workers
need to pay P5,000 to certify that they have undergone a two
week training for said category. At the same time, most of us
now need to pay for our own fare to and from Taiwan.

w e Filipino migrant workers in Taiwan are opposed to

This is an addition to the payment of placement fees and
documentation costs for rehires who need to exit Taiwan after
three years of work. What is deplorable about all these
increases of fees is that even our own government have
acceded to all of these. In a dialogue between Filipino migrant
organizations and with the Manila Economic and Cultural Office
(MECO) last Aug. 15, 2004 MECO admitted that there is an
agreement between the Philippine Overseas Employment Agency
(POEA) and CLA regarding additional payment of said fees for
rehires. In effect, this is an imposition of a foreign agency to a
Filipino government entity.

We are wondering then, if the necessity of paying a huge
sum for training which used to be free and for payment of our
air fare to and from Taiwan are also impositions of the
Taiwanese government on our own government. Adding insult to
injury, all these fees are being imposed only on Taiwan bound
Filipinos while those destined for other countries like Hong Kong,
Saudi Arabia and others need not pay any amount for these.

This makes a mockery of the Philippine government's
marketing of direct hiring supposedly to lower placement and
brokers fees, when in fact it has agreed to increase the cost of
deployment to Taiwan through the three fees earlier discussed.
In fact, direct hiring is bound to fail as it is not mandatory and
surely Taiwanese brokers who are very powerful in Taiwan would
block its implementation.

In 2002 alone, the POEA admitted that only a total of 157
workers were deployed for 2 employers, namely, Dominican
International School (Primary and Secondary Teachers-14) and
Nanya Plastics Corporation (General/Factory Workers-143). A
total of 46,371 Filipino workers were deployed to Taiwan that
year. This means that only .003 % did not pass through

agencies in 2002.

Other than the said fees that need to be paid by Filipino
workers with the Philippine government's approval, the latter has
chosen to remain silent on a CLA proposal to financially manage
foreign workers.  This is understandable as the Philippine
government does not wish to rock the boat, so to speak, as it might
affect its share of the labor market in Taiwan.

For us Filipino migrants though, we reiterate our commitment
to defend the rights and welfare of our compatriots working here.
We call on the Philippine government to do the following:

Abolish the required ftraining fee for caretakers and domestic
workers to Taiwan!

Require Taiwanese employers to cover the costs to and from
Taiwan as stipulated in the employment contract!

Abrogate the agreement between CLA and MECO requiring
rehires to pay additional placement fees and documentation
costs/

Implement Mandatory Direct Hiring!

Oppose the CLA proposal to financially manage foreign
workers!
