former death-row inmates in Taiwan's

landmark capital punishment case, that
of the Hsihchi Trio. Now free but pending
retrial, he will appear this weekend as part of
a panel discussion at the Murder By
Numbers Film Festival (?ﬁ)\%ﬁ@), an effort
by several local non-government organizations
to encourage discussion about the death
penalty, educate people about what life is like
for death-row inmates, and disclose the
Taiwanese government's true attitude toward
capital punishment. The festival will be held
Dec. 10 to 15 at Taipei's President Theater.
All screenings will be free.

Over the years, festival organizer Taiwan
Association for Human Rights (TAHR) has
held several film festivals to draw attention
to different human rights issues. Murder By
Numbers is their biggest film festival so far,
including ten films. Although the subject
matter is quite heavy, they've chosen a
selection of films to attract different types of
movie goers, including three documentaries
about Taiwanese death row inmates and
critically acclaimed feature films from abroad.
These include the Taiwanese premieres of
Manners of Dymg, and Lmpry Char; an
American documentary by director Vic Teich.
Both films were recently screened at the 2nd
World Congress Against the Death Penalty in
Montreal.

Wu Jia-zhen, one of the festival
organizers, suggests that the issue of capital
punishment is central to any discussion about
human rights. "To take away someone's life
is negating his right to live. Without human
life, there's no need to talk about human
rights. The existence of the death penalty
symbolizes neglect of human rights and
human existence...we don't think that's just,"
she said.

The festival opens Friday, Dec. 10 with
Comung Home, a documentary about a
Taiwanese death row inmate. Director Wu
Xiou-jing (Y%&7575) will participate in a
discussion with the audience after the
screening. Closing the festival on Wednesday,
Dec. 15 is AManners of Dyzag, a Canadian
feature film directed by Jeremy Peter Allen.

Other films in the lineup are: 7Z%e
Larame Project (feature/ 2002/ USA/ dir.
Moises Kaufman); Formosa Homucide
Chronicles I & /7 (documentaries/ 2000 &

S U JIAN-HE (FREEFD) is one of three

2001/ Taiwan/ dir. Cai Chong-long); Monscer
(feature/ 2003/ USA/ dir. Patty Jenkins);
Deadline (documentary/ 2004/ USA/ dirs.

All events in the Murder By Numbers
Film Festival are free to the public, and there
will be VIP seating available at all film
screenings for members of the Ministry of
Justice and the Presidential Office. Although
no one from those offices has accepted any
of TAHR's invitations to participate in the
festival, Wu Ji-zhen hopes they will show up.
"Of course we hope they can come and see
the films," she says.

The panel discussion including Su will
happen Sunday (Dec. 12) at 2:30pm at the
Fortress Cafe at the Taipei Chungshan Hall
(Pl - EEIYE), at 2F No. 98 Yenping
S Rd, Taipei (FFALTIZEFREEE 98 5%). Two
other panel discussions involving directors and
other guests will also be held there on Dec.
13 and 14.

All films will be screened at the President
Theater (ﬁﬁ%%ﬁ@a&dﬁ) in Ximending, at 4F, No
59 Sec 1, Chunghua Rd, Taipei (’SZHQ_FE‘:P%
BE&—F% 59 5% 4 ). A schedule of screenings,
and descriptions of the films in Chinese can
be found at www.deathpenalty.org.tw. Entrance
for all film screenings and discussions is free,
and tickets for the film screenings will be
available half an hour before each film begins.

Taiwan Documentary Festival

The fourth holding of the biennial Taiwan
International Documentary Film Festival,
which runs Dec. 11 to 17, has slotted more
than 130 titles to be shown in Taipei,
including several "fiction" films.

According to festival manager Maxine Lu,
"the development of technology has somehow
changed or modified what reality is...when
people think of documentary they think of a
picture or a recording of reality...[we want to]
challenge the perception of the audience of
what reality is, and what documentary is."

So it seems the documentary genre isn't just
for heavy-handed grade school classrooms, or
anthropologists striving for objectivity
anymore. Two years ago festival organizers
began to introduce new kinds of video art

and documentaries. This year they are really
pushing the boundaties of what can be
considered part of the documentary genre. An
example is Charlene Shih's short film Azpz
LFluze, which is a mix of animation and
standard documentary video footage.

The festival features three competition
categories, the International Competition, the
Asian Vision Competition, and the Image —
Taiwan Award, as well as six non-competition
categories, and a special screening of Aowre
187 Fragments of a_Journcy m Falestine ——
Isracd a collaboration by directors Eyal Sivan
and Michael Khleifi.

Another section in this year's festival pays
homage to Isracli director Amos Gitai, who
helped select the ten films in that section,
including four fiction films made by
Palestinian directors. The fiction films were
included because they represent perspectives
complimentary to Gitai's own work. Gitai will
be attend the festival, and present one of his
most acclaimed documentaties, Aouwuse, at the
festival opening on Dec. 11 at Showtime
Cinemas.

Two other films will be screened at the
opening, Siadow; and Zhe White Dramond,
by German director Werner Herzog. Japanese
director Naomi Kawase will be present for
the world premiere of her film Siadow: On
Dec. 16, the day before the festival ends, a
special closing ceremony will be open to the
public, featuring an appearance by renowned
French photographer and director Agnes
Varda at an outdoor screening of her three
episode film project Cizevardaplioro — When
Fhotos Trgoer Fims. The first film in the
series, composed entirely of stills, was made
in 1954; the second episode was made in
1981, and the last was completed in 2004.

Film screenings will take place at
Showtime Cinemas (ﬁiﬁk%ﬁ‘}%f% SPOT
— Taipei Film House (OCELHILFERZER),
Shih-Ming Hall at Taiwan Cement Building
(EBEVELHED), and in the outdoor forum at
Huashan (ﬁﬂ.{ﬁuiﬁtj{’f [:]En), some live and
pre-recorded video art, and even animation.
Tickets for all shows are only NT$10 apiece,
available through www.artsticket.com.tw.
Festival organizers are anticipating all shows to
sell out, so get yourself in gear and buy your
tickets in advance! For film descriptions in
Chinese and English, check www.tidf.org.tw.

Rock Steady's "Doze" Green talks about graffiti and hip hop, then and now |

I F YOU think most Taipei hip hop

mindless-imitation-of-commercial-mainstreams

kind of way, here's a little nugget. Last
Thursday, the UK shoe brand Royal Elastics
brought two old-school graffiti artists from
New York and London to create paintings
for a hip-hop themed promotional event
outside the Breeze Center mall. Local DJs
were in effect, pumping local dance-hall hits
for at least six hours. Eventually, the boo-ya
beats got to one of the artists, Jeffrey
"Doze" Green, who jumped down off the
stage to complain, "Hey, what is up with this
music? I can't paint with this. I get no
feeling from this music at all."

Green is one of the original members of
hip hop's most famous crew, Rock Steady.
The group formed in the Bronx, New York
in 1976 as a collection of DJs, breakdancers,
rappers, and graffiti artists, basically defining
the quintessential hip hop forms. Period.
Green began writing "graff" in 1974 and
spray-painting New York City subway trains
two years later. But that was 30 years ago.
With the times, he and his style have
evolved, moving into elite New York galleries
in the '80s and '90s, and lately back down to
street-level in San Francisco, where he started
doing live painting events to DJ sets. Last
week in Taipei and in spite of the music, he
took some time out to talk to POTS about
graffiti and how it's changed:

POTS: The graffiti you did as a kid has
basically turned into one of the pillars of
global hip hop culture. So now when you
see kids spray paint on walls in Taipei and
other places around the world, how do you
think that relates to what you started in the
1970s and '80s?

Doze Green: Graffiti for me doesn't really
exist anymore. As far as graffiti in the sense
of hip hop culture or whatever, street
movements, that sense — it's had its heyday.
It's come and gone for me. Painting in the
"70s and '80s — obviously that was the
height of the initial graffii bomb. Now it's
transforming.

When you travel around the world, what's
interesting is how people can incorporate their
culture into graffiti to make it more colorful
or multi-dimensional. Like in Brazil, you see
things from Brazilian culture in the graff. So,
like now, I'm just curious to see where it
goes here, IN TAIPEL
POTS: What's up with the Rock Steady Crew
these days? Do you still see those guys?

DG: Yeah, all the time. I mean, there's only
a few people left. People have died, been
caught up in the system, imprisoned, you
know, dead from overdose, all kinds of
things, you know. [Crazy] Legs, [Prince] Ken
Swift, myself, and Baby Love are probably
the only ones that are left.

In its heyday, Rock Steady must have had
about 200 core members and different
chapters and everything like that. Then it
kind of died out in the 80s. Now Rock
Steady is wotldwide. Crazy Legs is the figure
head. He's running it — 1 really don't talk to
Legs about how he runs it, but there's a
chapter in pretty much every country. I
wouldn't be surprised if there were a chapter
here in Taipei.

POTS: If | wanted to join Rock Steady
now, what would | have to do?
DG: I don't know, man, like if you've got to
send in your bottle caps or cereal boxes or
what — I really don't know. I think that
Legs has captains in each country that recruit
people, and they come in and they battle and
if they'te good enough they get in.
POTS: When did you first start painting
subway trains?
DG: In 1974 1 started painting. I got on the
trains around 1976 or 1977, and 1 stopped
painting on the trains in '86.
POTS: Was that when New York City
introduced the new, graffiti-proof trains?
DG: Well, they painted them white, and they
were oil-based and kind of hard to get on.
And then the barbed wire, then the dogs,
then the anti-graffiti task force, then there
was [New York Mayor Rudy| Guiliani, then
there was Homeland Security, and now it's
just like — eh.
POTS: What do you think about later
generations of graffiti artists, like Cost and
Revs? [In the mid-90s, these two artists put
up minimalist, black-and-white tags all over
New York. Most of them simply read "Cost"
or "Revs" or often both. Tags ranged from
stickers on the backs of stop signs to huge
rooftop murals that could be seen from the
elevated subway lines.]
DG: They're more the next generation of
wheat-pasters. After [the authorities] destroyed
graff underground, it came above ground and
you started seeing it on highways, on
buildings, on public utilities. They thought
they were killing graffiti, but they exasperated
it and made it even bigger. It moved from
the subway onto the street.

Now it's starting to crop up again but in
a new form. People are using this — 1 don't
know what it's called — it's like this indelible
ink shit; it's this kind of stuff you put on
windows and it burns into the silicon. When
you tag up you don't see it, but then it
burns in, and you see it as a frosty, misty
kind of tag. So graff is back in the subways,
but it's on the insides, not on the outsides.

Now if you do graff, it's like, are you a
sticker artist, or are you a wheat-paster, or
are you a window crasher? Or whatever.
POTS: How did you get into selling paintings
in some of New York's top art galleries?
DG: I used to sell paintings in the 80s
downtown in the Fun Gallery, in Leo Castelli,
the 51X Gallery, all those galleries. But after
the art world picked their darlings, they shut
the door in everybody else's face. People had
to go back underground, get in their labs and
batten down for the long haul, the big
winter, you know? So that's what I did. I
moved to California and started reassessing
what I wanted to do. I realized that I can't
use acrosol all the time. By engaging in any
process you have to incorporate new things
that you feel are relevant to your life at the
time. Right now I'm using all kinds of
different media, getting into sculpture and
certain design aspects. So my work is not
only aerosol anymore. Also, my lungs are
pretty fucked up.

POTS: How long have you been doing live
painting performances?

DG: I started going to the [San Francisco|
Bay around '91, with the advent of
turntablism and D] Shadow and Q-Bert and
all that. It drew me from LA to go somewhere
where people had a little more of an aesthetic
sense for experimental art and music. So I
moved up there and started painting with a
collective called Future Primitive in '95 or '96.
I used to paint with [DJs Z-trip and Radar]
live. What I decided to do was create an
audio-visual experience, but with the immediacy
of: I'm in there, and by the time I leave
there's a painting. Kind of like a jazz
performance, very improvisational. You go in
with the ambition to rock a quick painting
with the music to relate to the crowd. It's
not like T bring in paintings I've done in the
last few months so people can see them and
go, "That's nice." No. Start to finish, people
can see things progress. They can stand through
a set of four or five DJs, and by the end of
the night, there's a painting there as well.

Association (AICA, a French acronym)
was held in Taipei and Kaohsiung, bringing
members from diverse countries to Taiwan

I AST WEEKEND, the world congress

for their annual meeting (Nov. 30 to Dec. 9).

As AICA is part of the United Nations
affiliate UNESCO, this was an important
event for Taiwan, with President Chen
Shui-bian (@7}()?5) speaking at the opening
ceremony.

The congress was also a chance for
international critics to check out the culture
here. Issues about globalization and the power
of the western model put upon the rest of the
world came up in some of the heated
discussions afterwards. As part of the event, I
spoke about the increasing diversity of roles
art writers are taking on in an address titled
"Art Critics: The New Diplomats Bridging
Cultural Gaps." This article is an adaptation of
that speech, as this is an important issue for
Taiwan. I began with the following questions:

Are art critics mere journalists filling out
the newspaper features sections with fluff? Is
art criticism an obsolete practice that only
worked in selling Modernist art to the public?
Do art critics only function like movie
reviewers in that they get the reader interested
to see a2 museum exhibition, but without
creating much provocative mental engagement
via the written word? In other words, just
creating a disposable and easy to consume
piece of writing? Or does art criticism play a
more pertinent and fundamental role in the
field of culture and society at large, by
redefining and helping us to examine our lives?
Should art criticism play a more vital role by
giving us some type of provocative compass to
guide us in our quest in forming and shaping
our world, or should art criticism just lie back
and be an observer?

As contemporary art shifts from the
dichotomous categories of painting and
sculpture and begins to take on the local
cultural meanings of its makers, it at times
seems incomprehensible to audiences, which is
where the art critic then takes on the
necessary roles as intermediary, interpreter and
even diplomat. A critic then not only explains
the aesthetics and look of the wotk, but how
it was produced in its milieu along with all
its embedded cultural meanings.

For example, contemporary Chinese art
would not have been so broadly accepted or
as quickly accepted without the assistance of
Chinese critics based in Europe such as Hou
Hanru and Fei Dawei who helped bring
passion and understanding about this art to
large Western audiences. Without their work,
situations such as artist Huang Yong-ping
representing France for the Venice Biennale
probably would not have taken place. This is
one important achievement of critics. They
help to obliterate the limitations of national
borders and identities.

And in Taiwan's case, where diplomatic
relations between nations are sparse, cultural
diplomacy and cross-cultural awareness can fill
in the gaps. As contemporary art often raises
topical and relevant issues such as societal,
political and personal ones, these issues are
then brought into a broader discussion. And
we must remember that parallel worlds
between Chinese and English exist here as
not all art critics in Taiwan write in Chinese.
Some write in English and Japanese. And not
all Taiwanese can read Chinese.

This year 1 wrote four reviews of
Taiwan-based exhibitions for the international
art magazine /Zash Ar. On the magazine's
byline page they list correspondents from all
around the world. Not all the world's
countries are listed or are represented. That is
not due to the publishet's policy as they
would most heartily welcome other critics
from under or un-represented areas. To have

Taiwan consistently represented abroad
culturally not only makes more and more
people interested in learning about Taiwan,
but it helps Taiwanese artists gain acceptance
and exposure abroad. The magazine is thrilled
to give coverage and exposure to Taiwan's
consistently international-level exhibitions, and
additionally it gives readers outside of Asia
the chance to learn about the compact, yet
vibrant art scene of Taiwan.

Of course there are other art magazines
with its editorial focus predominately on
Asian art such as Arr AsizPacitic, but what
makes /Zash Are good for Taiwan is that the
magazine's focus is on high-quality
contemporary art, and by publishing articles
several times a year, gives out the message
that the contemporary art scene in Taiwan
finds its peers with those in advanced art
cultures such as Europe and shows that the
culture here is advanced and intelligent, and
is on par with the international art and
critical discourse.

So the role of the art critic is changing.
In the recent scandal surrounding the 2004
Taipei Biennial, the role I played paralleled
that of a sports writer, not only describing
the event, but also explaining it at the same
time to a motre sober reading public and a

more intelligent reading public. Increasingly,
we critics confront more difficult things such
as war, terrorism, and disasters. More than
ever, artists are frequently addressing this
issue of how to cope with living in today's
world and they are making art that is
concerned with the troubles of the external
wotld. As critics we also must take these
issues into consideration, which at times,
makes us more like political writers than art
writers. As an example, there is the exhibition
of the Abu Ghraib torture photos which are
now on view at the International Center of
Photography in New York.

Because I work as both an artist and a
critic, I see the uniqueness of each position,
and fully understand the symbiotic relationship
it entails, as one cannot live well without the
other. Perhaps this is why many of us take
on various art roles simultaneously as they
cohabitate and merge nicely. And personally,
it is quite exciting to be involved in a field
that undergoes such upheavals, such deep
internal soul-searching, and yet still retains its
undercurrent of beauty and mystery.

OVER THE last two years, A Moving
Sound (B Hj%4[H]) has certainly been one
of the more versatile "bands" playing around
Taipei. Part theatre and part world music, the
group's core of American French horn player
Scott Praitie and Taiwanese vocalist-dancer
Mia Hsich has consistently managed to team
up with some of the more interesting
musicians that spin through Taipei's arts and
expat circles. Late last year they collaborated
with Brazilian percussionist Edward Campo,
Chinese instrumentalist and percussionist Alex
Wu, and Belgian fingerstyle guitar player Peter
Thys to record an album, <i>Little
Universe</i>, which the group took on the
road touring the US this summer. Next weck,
the CD will be released locally through one
of the island's more influential indie labels,
Taiwan Colors Music (TCM, FUHTTEY), with
the mini-tour celebrating the release kicking
off next Thursday (Dec. 16) at 7:30pm at
Taipei's Red House Theater (RIEE[S).
Tickets are NT'$400.

Now with musicians from four continents
converging here in Taipei, what kind of
world music is this? Eclectic, almost to a
fault. Single tracks on the new CD can
combine classical guitar finger picking, esZw (a
traditional Chinese string instrument), brass
horns, Affrican drumming, and Hsieh's
wonderful voice, which itself ranges from
talking narrative to primal wailing. More
generally, the CD is upbeat, at its best
musically very interesting, almost moving in

parts, and then in a few places rather generic
with too much of a naive, feel-good attitude.
But that's just the CD.

A Moving Sound's most compelling milieu
is probably its live performances. Next
Thursday they'll bring in at least ten other
performers — including jugglers and a
magician — for one of their playful and
audience-involved musical trips to their own
Never Never Land.

Leading the way is Hsiech, who was a
dancer before a vocalist. In a combination of
musical and danced narration, she shifts
between rhythmic storytelling (in Mandarin)
and total abstraction, including singing in her
own invented languages. About the song
"Rain Forest," she explained to POTS Extra
that the narrative is about "a blue horse
flying over the rain forest — it's very surreal
actually, not really a story at all — and the
carth opens up below, and there is a
thousand year old snake.." I'd venture to call
her style impressionistic narrative, because, as
she herself says, "I'm taking people through
all kinds of emotions and trying to provide a
theatrical feeling. What I really try to do is
open people's imaginations." During the song
she also passes out small instruments to the
audience, so they can become part of the
full-theater environment.

Back to the CD briefly, a few of the
tracks are really wonderfully composed, with
diverse parts coming together for good
results. Much of the credit here goes to
Prairie, a conservatory-trained classical
musician who's also studied African drumming

and dabbled in middle eastern music. He
composed the basic melodies and rhythms on
most tracks. The recording is also top notch
and was done in Danshui at Zoo Studios by
Chen Guanyu (fl75) of the
now-broken-up Hakka band Labor Exchange
(3¢ T). TCM didn't have to do any additional
mastering for the new release. As for the
local target market, TCM's Gioia Tsai (—/Z?EZ
4> said Taiwan's world music fans are
definitely out there, noting, "They're the kind
of people who like to go to Eslite, and
maybe also the Golden Horse Film Festival."

Another expat-infused band gearing up for
a mini-tour (a common ecuphemism here for
a couple of gigs) is Red 23. The describe
themselves as "rocklectic." After listing to
their six-song EP Another Step Forward] 1've
put this through my own filters to imagine a
Van Halen-worshipping guitarist (on some
tracks) teaming up with Supertramp's little
brother. Other times they're more like Billy
Joel. Either way, the musically pretty cleatly
refers back to 80s rock. Songs have lyrics
both in English and Chinese, and they sing
about life in Taiwan, something not enough
expat songwriters think to do.
