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New skate vid premier — it'll be sick

AIPEI'S SKATEBOARDING culture is

going upscale, at least a little. This

Saturday at 4:30pm, the hipster lounge
bar Saloon will host the Taiwan premier of
Almost: Round 7Three, a new skate video
featuring top international pro skaters Rodney
Mullen, Daewan Song, Chris Haslam, and
others. And while skate culture is not exactly
new here, skate video premiers are.

"We did this one time before in May for
a DC video, and it went over really well,"
said Mayble Hou, of Jet Sunny Enterprises,
Taiwan's top importer and distributor of
skateboard decks and shoes.

"It's a good way to get all our
skateboarding friends together and see the latest
tricks from the top pro skaters," she said.

Almost, a brand of skateboard decks, has
so far been "mad successful" at marketing its
videos through highly touted premiers.
Almost: Round 3 had its world premier at
the Avalon theater in downtown Hollywood a
litle more than a month ago, which was
basically a huge party with open bar and
several hundred people in attendance, as
reported in various skateboarding magazines.

Which brings up an interesting point: Will
Saloon open the bar this Saturday? "Uh,
sorty, I don't know about that," said Mayble.
We'll take that as a "no."

As the video's name suggests, Alzost
Round Three is the third in a series, and,
yes, the tricks in it are supposed to be totally
sick. I haven't seen it, but from reading
about it and talking to Mayble, it includes:
Chris Haslam skating a hand rail with one
foot; Rodney Mullen skating a rail with the
board upside down (as in griptape-to-the-rail);
and lots of showcasing of "manual" tricks
"manual" means using only one truck (i.e. set
of wheels) and can be applied to lots of
standard tricks like kickflips, shuvits, nollies,
etc. But that's not all. Mayble also said it's
the third showdown between Mullen and
Daewon Song (who, like the video, is
supposed to be just friggin' awesome), with

the two continually daring each other to do
totally sick tricks throughout. Other skaters
riding for the Almost team in this video are
Greg Lutzka, Ryan Sheckler, Cooper Wilt,
and William Patrick.

A retail price for the video has not yet
been set, but skate DVDs generally sell in
the NT$900 to 1000 range, said Mayble.

The screening will last about one hour,
which is also the length of the DVD, if you
were thinking about buying it.

Admission Saturday's premier is free, with
the precondition that you sign up first at one
of two skate shops, Jimi Skate Shop or CGS
Skate Supplies. Jimi's is located at 23, Lane
346, Guangfu S. Rd., Taipei (FLTHEIERM
& 346 5 23 5%). CGS is in Tienmu at 3,
Lane 43, Sec. 7, Zhongshan N. Rd., Taipei
EAbT I ALEE B 43 8 3 5%). Once you
have your name on the list, you can head to
Saloon, located at 107, Sec. 4, Xinyi Rd.,
Taipei (FALTIEZREEIUER 107 5%).

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From the KMT to the DPP to the PFP, chasing the 2004 Legislative Yuan elections

I AST THURSDAY, just two days before Taiwan's legislative
clections, I set my alarm for 7:30am so I would have plenty of
time to make the 9am Chinese Nationalist Party (IKMT) press
conference. As I rode the MRT to KMT headquarters, I noticed the
headline in the Zzpes Zimes "Lien Confident of Blue Majority."

The article read: "Speaking to foreign and local media at a press
conference yesterday, Lien answered questions..."

"Yesterday?!" WHAZ THE FUCK? Bur the schedule my editor lad
sent me satd explicitly that the conference was (oday at Yam. Though
when we mer last mght he sad, "KMT press contérence? Didn t they
already have that today?” ar which [ showed him the Governmenr
Intformation Otfice (G1O) schedule and told Lim fhe was wrong:

But sure enough, when I arrived at the KMT's compound with
my brand new GIO issued "Visiting Journalist" pass, the guard told
me the conference had already taken place the day before.

Shit. I had my heart set on standing up in the middle of the press
conference and asking Chairman Lien Jan point blank:

"Andrew O'Brien, POTS Extra. Mr. Lien, if the DPP wins a
majority do you think the police will use water cannons or rubber
bullets to defend government buildings from angry mobs of rioting
pan-blues?"

So I called the GIO and asked why the hell I had received bad
information.

The man on the phone informed me that the schedules often
change, but the DPP was holding their press conference at 10am. He
told me to come over to the GIO, and they would give me a press
packet and directions to DPP headquarters.

After picking up the info, I jogged out of the GIO with the press
pass around my neck and a pile of papers feeling like a pro. My editor
had told me not to miss the press conferences if only for one reason:
"In a way, it's the local equivalent of being in the White House press
corps! You can ask all these high ranking officials anything!"

Who are the champions?

By the time I arrived at the DPP headquarters, the hall was filling
up with foreign journalists. I registered at the front desk and they
gave me an English press packet. A woman motioned me inside and I
took a seat in the back. The DPP officials had yet to take their
positions on the stage and loud Taiwanese nationalist hip hop was
blaring through the speakers.

A woman approached me and said, "Excu-se me. Becau-se here
speakers no English, foreigners need to go back there for interpreter.”
"Back there? Where?"

"There," she said, pointing vaguely at an arsenal of cameras on a
raised platform at the back of the room.

Sheeit. So, that's how it is. All the foreigners have to sit in the back.

I shuffled to the back of the room and looked around for the interpreter.

" Whete the hell is hLe? Is 1t just some guy thar stands here and
translates all the poliacians’ answers? There arenr even any sears back
fere. 1 leaned against the platform and looked around desperately for
other foreign journalists. Clzzst/ [ can fLardly even sec the stage! 7his
75 garbage/

Just then, a reporter with a cameraman approached.

"Hello, we are Phoenix Satellite News. Can we ask you questions?
You just come here?"

"No, I've been here for three years."

"Ah! 20 years! So what do you think of Taiwan politics?"

"Actually T've been here 3 years, but I dunno. I'm trying to find
out myself. My Taiwanese friends say...[blah blah]."

"So, you just arrive yesterday and you think..."

"No, only three years!"

Just then I spilled all my hot coffee on my press packet.

"OW! SHIT! I gotta go."

God I hope they don't use that on their broadcast.

Suddenly "We Are the Champions," as in the song by Queen,
began pumping through the speakers and the DPP crew hit the stage.
I ran back to my seat and sat down. A Taiwanese reporter sitting
next to me whispered, "Where is your headset?"

"I...don't...have one."

"So, you can understand?!"

"Uh...yes.

"WAH! Fao I/ ha? he exclaimed, turning to his colleague in
amazement.

As the DPP party secretary began his opening, I looked around at
all the smug professional foreign reporters with their fucking headsets
and radio transmitters giving them a word for word translation of his
speech. I looked for a way out but found my passage blocked by
about 200 TV cameras. The reporter beside me turned and smiled. I
pretended to write in my notebook. Here's a sampling of the two
pages of notes I took:

"fucking radio transmitters..shit..this sucks. I am a total ass..dammit..."

Then the moderator opened the floor to questions. There was a
15-second silence as several reporters shuffled in their seats.

"Uh...are your radio transmitters working okay?" he asked.

Everyone nodded and smiled. "Oh, perfectly!"

Finally, a New York Zimes reporter spoke up, followed by a
Czech, a Japanese guy, a Russian and several more. Then it was over.
I jumped up and rushed to the exit, but found it was blocked by the
Phoenix News reporter.

"Wow! You can understand Chinese!" he said, excitedly in Chinese.
"Please tell us what you think of Taiwanese attitudes towards politics
compated to attitudes in America."

I managed to stammer..."Well, because Chinese is a new
democracy, I think...um...argh...eh..."




He continued talking a mile a minute and waited for a response.

"I..I'm sorry, my Chinese sucks!" I blurted out and ran around him.
As I ran past the front desk I noticed a huge box filled with headsets
and transmitters.

Oh so thats where the fucking Iinterpreters’ ate.

Then I didn't stop running until I reached the safety of the MRT
station. I went straight to my old Chinese school and signed up for lessons.

The PFP dodge

The next day, I managed to find my way to the Howard Plaza Hotel
for the People First Party's (PFP) international press conference. It was a
striking contrast to the DPP's. No headsets, no blaring nationalist music
and no "We Are the Champions." I squeezed my way into the tiny
conference room, weaving through camera tripods and took a seat to the
right of PFP vice chairman Chang Chao-hsiung (RHALE).

I was pleasantly surprised to discover that this press conference was
truly going to be international. The three party spokespersons ficlded
foreign reporter's questions in English, then translated it for the local
media, not the other way around.

Vice chairman Chang said in his opening remarks that because the
local media only focuses on the cross-straight relations issue, several
crucial issues such as education reform, the National Health system's
impending bankruptcy, and social crime are ignored. He said it was
important that the pan-blues get a majority so they can balance the
Executive Yuan's power, as it seemed the country was moving in the
direction of a dictatorship.

This coming from the same camp that ruled Taiwan under a brutal
dictatorship for forty years.

Most of the questions focused on vote allocation between the blues
and the greens, but the New York Zimes reporter sitting across from
me threw a nice little bomb.

"After the March election, some of the People First Party supporters
took part in some of the most violent protests. Do you feel that may
hurt your chances in the legislative elections?"

A couple local reporters in the front grinned at each other. Chang's
only response was: "You have to do what you have to do for democracy."
Then he went off on a tangent about conspiracy theories concerning the
election-eve assassination attempt on the president in March. Chang cited
the two X-rays that were taken, then brought up his own experience in
the medical field, saying that normally when a man has a wound swabbed
with alcohol he reacts, even though Chen reportedly had no response
when the doctor swabbed...

Here, the New York Zimes reporter intetjected, "But you still
haven't answered my question."

"If you believe in the truth you have to do what you have to do,"
Chang replied.

Right then the question was pinballing in my head: "Are you preparing
your supporters for whatever the police throw at you when the riot goes
down? Beanbags? Rubber Bullets? Water cannons?!"

But I looked around at that crowded press room and I lost my
nerve. I walked out of the building smacking myself in the head.
Goddamumut! What the hell s wrong with your! ARGH

Election day

On Saturday, the day of the election, I walked past the empty bus in
front of the GIO several times before 1 finally approached the door. A
GIO official appeared out of nowhere and told me to get aboard. A few
minutes later some local media, a couple Cantonese reporters and one
Westerner got on. At 5pm the bus pulled out and headed for the
Taiwan Police College where the Central Election Commission had set up
the Ballot Counting Center. I arrived to find the auditorium filled with
election watchers, visitors, press, and officials. There didn't seem to be
any place for me to sit, and I glanced around looking for another
Western journalist.

Eventually an official sighaled to me. He told me I could pick up a
ticket for the commissary. Although I was feeling anxious to get the hell
out of there, I also felt hunger pangs gnawing at me, so I took the
tickets and walked down to the restaurant. Not only did they give me a
box lunch, but also a huge bag of fruit, and several bottles of tea.

The lady at the restaurant smiled as she stacked the last item on
the teetering pile of food in my arms. "Do you think you can do it?"
she asked.

"No problem," 1 said, thinking of all the treats I'd be able to stash
in my fridge later that night.

As 1 walked back into the Ballot Counting Center, 1 suddenly realized
there was no place for me to eat the spread in privacy. I began stuffing all
the goodies into my army backpack as fast as I could, trying not to attract
any attention. I crammed in the bottles of tea last, pulling the strap over
the contents of the bag as tightly as I could.

As I swung the backpack over my shoulder I heard a loud crash of
broken glass behind me. I looked up to see half the room turned in
their seats and staring in my direction. I noticed a pile of broken glass
against the wall and I realized that I hadn't secured the strap well
enough, and when I turned the tea bottles shot out of my bag like
mini rockets, exploding against the wall.

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One panel dared to say
that not much changed

OVER FROSTED croissants and
coffee, a nine-member international
panel of academics met last Sunday
(Dec. 12) afternoon at the Institute
for National Policy Research to
discuss "The Implications of 2004
Legislative Election in Taiwan"
before a room full of Taiwan
watchers, @& fzcro diplomats, and
journalists. One of the discussion's

most contrarian conclusions — at  (elebrating the status quo.  PHOTO: DAVID FRAZIER
least to anyone who read about the

elections in the international press — was probably summed up best by

Australian academic Bruce Jacobs' admission that, "I don't think there
are a huge number of international implications from this election."

It was an affair for pundits brave enough to admit that after the
Dec. 11 vote, in which all of one seat had transferred from the
majority-retaining blues to the greens, little in the big picture had
changed.

As the big picture is mostly what big media cares about, their
absence was perhaps not surprising, even though the event featured
two advisors to president Chen Shui-bian (Bﬁ7§}§'ﬁ) Notably missing
were international news services and major America-rooted print
media like the New York Zimes and the Aszn Wall Streer Jfournal
possibly because nuanced views are hard to sum up in one-sentence
lead paragraphs. As an example, take this lead from a Dec. 12
Reuters story: "Taiwan President Chen Shui-bian's patty has suffered
a surprise defeat in elections likely to be welcomed in Beijing as a
step back from what it sees as dangerous moves towards
independence from mainland China." Generally, these organizations
tend to ask very narrow questions about Taiwan, namely: What is
happening with the independence-unification debate? And, is there any
important financial news? Several times I've heard reporters from the
"bigs" privately complain about coverage limitations, as they too feel
there is more to say. UK-rooted media was however represented at
Sunday's buffet by the BBC, BBC Chinese, and the /fZzancia/ Zimes.

Refreshingly, the panel discussion bore little resemblance to most
news reports.

Speaking of "domestic implications," French anthropologist Fiorella
Allio, who studies election strategies in Tainan, even went so far as
to say that the larger international and national party debates had
next to no meaning in the election: "The stakes of this campaign
were not ideological when you look at the candidates every day in
what they were doing to get votes."

Allio noted that what mattered for getting clected to Taiwan's
legislature were "local networks," of, in other words, candidates' abilities
to canvas support through grass-roots campaigns in their own backyards.

She did not mention vote-buying or gangster politics, though she
probably could have.

In a similar vein, national policy advisor Michael Hsiao said
results from the previous days' voting "were still dictated by local
factions." (Worth noting, he used the term "factions," which has
historical connotations, while Allio's "local networks" is not an
historically rooted concept.) He also called the current election "the
last chance for candidates to come out of local factions," as the new
election system to be introduced in three years will feature fewer
legislative seats and eliminate multi-seat districts. According to Hsiao,
the changes will force candidates to win over larger constituencies
and run on broader platforms.

In agreement was Dafydd Fell, of the UK's prestigious School of
Oriental and African Studies (SOAS). He noted that a similar
changeover to single-member districts in Japan had led to more
party-oriented politics there.

SOAS's Phil Deans meanwhile spent a good part of his ten
minutes critiquing Taiwan for its bad habit of making political friends
with "unpalatable" right-wing extremists in Japan and other countries
(I took "other countries" to mean the US). "[Taiwan's| key supporters
tend to be on the right and often quite reactionary," he said,
emphasizing that this makes it harder for first-world moderates and
liberals to take up Taiwan's cause.

Only a few comments on the "big questions" were aired. Peter
Ferdinand, a UK scholar and discussion moderator, commented that
the outcome may have had "champagne corks popping in
Washington, DC and Beijing as well" as no diplomatic realignments
would be necessary. Presidential advisor Byron Weng softly echoed
the big media spin, saying the election results may give Beijing more
confidence in the people, if not the government, of Taiwan to zor
choose independence. I think he was still talking when I left.

Spaghetti Western meets Looney Tunes in Steven Chow's latest film, Kﬁng-fu Hustle.

Kung-fu Hustle, a new genre of CGl comedy

STEVEN CHOW is probably the only one
in the film world using CGI
(computer-generated images) to their full
potential, and as writer, director, and star of
Kung-fir Hustle (KK, he's on his way to
creating a genre. Set in Canton of the 1940s,
the film is somewhere between a Loony
Tunes cartoon and a Sergio Leone Western,
complete with empty streets scenes and
closing shutters. Except that it's kung fu.

As the film begins, the Axe Gang has
taken over a town by punking out the police
and a rival gang. No one cares because the
way it looks, as the Axe Gang makes things
work in their territory a lot better then most
city governments. The tale follows a wannabe
gangster Sing (Steven Chow) and his sidekick
(Lam Tze Chung) as they venture in to the
Pigsty District, the poorest part of town.
There everyone lives in peace, free from

gangs but in debt to their landlady,
wonderfully played by Yuen Qiu with a
cigarette ever-present and dangling from the
corner of her mouth. Sing's plan is to extort
money and favors form the locals and some
how become a member of The Axe Gang.
Of course every one from the gay hairdresser
to the coolie calls his bluff, and when they
do, they reveal that this is a town of super
kung fu heroes.

From there, the computer-generated effects
and comedy are a perfect mix — so perfect,
in fact, Chow's use of CGI puts to shame
some of the world's other top filmmakers,
like Oliver Stone, if you bothered to see
Alexander. So as not to ruin anything, I'll
compare the similarly comedic use of CGI in
Chow's last film, Shzokin Soccer (/VIRIEER)
to a typical Hollywood example, Zwzszer
(1996). To create the tornado in Zwzstes
CGI was obviously a great tool. But at the
same time, we all know it's impossible for a
tanker truck and a cow to be swirling around
in the middle of the air and for us to still
hear the cow's moo. For viewers, it takes
away from the fantasy, and for a director
that equals failure. But in Shzoln Socces,
when the ball is kicked at such a speed that

it splits the turf, dirt and grass go flying, and
finally the ball turns into a roaring lion, the
fantasy is funny just like Zhzsters cow is
funny, with the difference that Stzoln Soccer
was trying for comedy.

In Shaolin Soccer; Chow also made fun of
the predictability of Hong Kong movies,
diverging from the standard formula at just
the right moments and treating the audience
to comedic brilliance. It's one of the things
that make Chow's films so fun to watch. But
to make sure the audience doesn't just expect
a repeat of Shaoln Soccer; at the beginning
of Kuno-fu Huste, Chow makes a brief
reference back. His hero is introduced while
doing some fancy kicks on a soccer ball
that's gone astray from a group of kids. Just
as the kids ask for it back, however, he
flattens the ball by stomping on it, thus
making it clear that his previous work is
dead.

The only thing that could possibly suck
about this movie is the amount of
Hollywood-style promotion that the public will
be subjected to before it opens on Christmas
Eve (Dec. 24). If the sponsor deals for sodas
and an axe burgers kicked ass as much as
this film, everyone would be a glutinous fool.
