GIO acts to protect the young and innocent

DOUBLE S-rated for "stupid show". I
am referring to the new magazine and movie
kiddie protection ratings system that was
supposed to kick in last month. The
anti-rating forces screamed "censorship”,
"violation of human rights", "government
oppression". Actually, it is none of those
things. What it is, is yet another example of
a DPP government stupid show.

First, some background for those who
have not followed the saga. The Government
Information Office (GIO), that esteemed
bastion of public morality and political
correctness (and I mean "political correctness"
in the sense of playing toadeater to whatever
political party is in command) whipped up a
new set of laws entitled "Measures Governing
the Rating Systems of Publications and
Pre recorded Video Programs" (HiRR/H & Bk

E%ﬁj\%&ﬁ#{f) The measures went into
effect on December 1st, but as a result of
public pressure, there is now a "grace period"
until July 1st on the fines for disobedience of
the law.

The measure divides books and audio
publications into two categories: general and
restricted. The regulation requires publishers
or stores to label restricted publications.
Restricted publications should carry a label on
the cover reading "R rated: Not available for
those 18 or under." The size of the label,

drafted it, "may not take up less than
one-50th of the total area of the cover."
Break out your rulers and calculators,
everyone. Violators are subjected to heavy
fines of NT$100,000 to NT$500,000. Setious
offenders can also have their publications
suspended for a month to a year. Don't ask
what "serious offenders" are because nobody
knows.

Of course the better question to ask is
what publications and movies warrant the big

"R" rating? That, at least as far as I can tell,

is a state secret concealed in some set of
arcane pseudo-legal GIO regulations. In
essence, the GIO seems to be using the old
U.S. Supreme Court criteria for pornography;
ie. "I can't define it, but I know it when I
see it." Publishers and retailers are worried
about accidentally or inadvertently failing to
label and then getting nailed with a big fine
by a cash strapped government agency.

In a somewhat rambling "defense" of
ratings systems the GIO has said, "Growth
and development requires time, especially for
children. Children should gradually become
aware of information and various audio and
video products. However, since an
overwhelming percentage of children and
youth are already using the Internet, the
growth process for children is now |[I
presume they mean "not now" here]
proceeding step by step. Rather, they are

being inundated with information from the
time they go online.

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One man asks how to help

And does the tsunami win if we joke about it?

AY 19 of the Tsunami Disaster-thon
and Taiwan's Red Cross Association
is continuing to accept cash donations.

Donating is no more difficult than dialing
"55135" on your cell phone and clicking
through a variety of options that allow you
to make NT$100, NT$300, or NT$500
donations.

If the Chinese confuses you, donations
can also be made at the local 7-11 by simply
filling out a postal transfer check, and wire
transfers can also be made to the Taiwan
Red Cross at the Hua Nan Bank, Hoping
branch, account number 121-10-0072227.

If you would like to speak to someone
directly, the Taiwan Red Cross has
English-friendly operators at (02) 2362-8232 as
well as an office at 10th Floor, No. 276,
Section 2, Chienkuo South Road.

Wondering just how much to give, 1
decided to give a call over to the Taiwan
Red Cross and ask just how much was an
appropriate donation.

First of all, I wanted to know if they
accepted other donations, such as some of
the stuff laying around my balcony like a
slightly used lawn chair and last yeaz's
barbeque grill.

Unfortunately, only cash donations are
accepted for tsunami relief, with "donations in
kind" only accepted for local campaigns such
as the 9-21 Earthquake, according to Taiwan
Red Cross Spokesman Andy Lee.

When pressed, Lee said that donations of
slippers, t-shirts, or tarpaulins, would be
economically unfeasible, and might even be
disposed of by the recipient country.

Unable to find good use for my
semi-valuable belongings on the balcony, I
started to calculate just how much I should
give: my calculations proceeded as follows,
with 180,000 dead and missing, what about
one dollar for each person, for a grand sum
of NT$180,000.

That's quite a chunk of change, but quite
insignificant if you consider 1.8 million people
were affected by the tsunami, with NT$ for
each person totaling NT$1.8 million: a sum
about the size of the national deficit.

Such a sum would be too much for me,
so I decided to ask Mr. Lee just exactly,

how much the average Taiwanese person was
giving.

"Generally, we receive donations of
around NT$1,000 dollars. Children and young
adults are giving around NT$300 or NT$500,"
said Mr. Lee.

He said that Taiwan's cutrrent fundraising
efforts have already netted "NT$2.5bn or the
equivalent of 100mn Swiss francs or
US$7.8mn." Lee added that the overall relief
project was the biggest in the history of Red
Cross with a grand total of US$556mn.

Strangely, a contribution of around
NT$1,000 seemed too small. I wanted to
donate a sum that would cause me at least a
bit of hardship. Then I thought, in lieu of
money, perhaps there was something else 1
could do, like attend a Tsumani relief party,
or even better, adopt a young Tsunami victim.

Hey, I know it sounds strange, but it
wouldn't be a big stretch for me because I
got an extra bedroom in my apartment. I
could give them a name like "Sue" or "Sam"
and move directly into the next phase of my
life: parenting. Yes, no need to go through
the tedium of courtship and wedding
arrangements; instead, I would have my own
instant family.

I could pass down the unique "values"
inherited from my father and grandfather,
probably skipping the lesson of "self reliance”
as Sue or Sam probably learned this while
clinging to a palm tree as a dangerous
undertow sucked away their underpants.

I could also dabble in behavioral training
and cthics, the difference between right and
wrong, and the value of money, perhaps even
passing on my habit of after-work
Manbhattans, expertly mixed by little hands,
and stirred with two maraschino cherries.

With this imagery fresh in mind, I paid
another call to Mr. Lee. He seemed surprised
to hear from me again, and somewhat taken
aback by my offer to adopt a child.

He responded to my question by saying
that the Indonesian government had once
actively supported international adoption, but
had recently suspended this program due to
some unfortunate circumstances.

Lee said that he had heard of Caucasian
children that had been orphaned due to the
tsunami and that it might be possible to

adopt a Caucasian child, though these
programs are generally carried out by
WorldVision rather than the Red Cross which
is more of a "relief agency".

This news crashed over me like a wave,
but probably for the best as my hot-cold,
on-off parenting style might adversely affect a
child who had been used to a life of relative
ease in the tropics. Plus, I wondered if 1
would be putting a child at greater risk with
a life in metropolitan Taipei.

My heart quickened as I remembered that
Taipei is located in a basin. Fortunately, the
city is buttressed and protected by mountains
on all sides so perhaps a tsunami wouldn't
affect the good people of Taipei. The real
killer, as I would later learn, would be
mudslides.

Yes, mudslides are omnipresent throughout
Taiwan, especially in the wake of major
tremblers and earthquakes. Think of it as a
tide of mud, a sickening wave of debris and
hubris coming down the mountainside.

I called Mr. Lee once again and wondered
if anything had been done for the victims of
the 9-21 Earthquake and the resulting
mudslides. Had these people gone forgotten
or worse, were they still buried in mud.

Like a reassuring voice, Lee said his
organization had raised total cash donations
of around NT$1.6bn for earthquake and
mudslide relief, with about NT$1.1bn coming
from the international federation of the Red
Cross.

Quickly, I performed a Google search on
the word "mudslide" learning that it is both a
1) popular cocktail made with Kahlua, Bailey's
and Vodka, and 2) a sudden hillside shift,
sending mud, rocks and trees rumbling down
its slope.

This information brought back images of
my previous night of heavy drinking in a
none too pleasant fashion, and I was forced
to abandon my research.

Hopefully, parts of this article may prove
useful to those wishing to help in the
tsunami relief efforts. Also, please take the
time to check out the events listed on the
previous page for other ways to make a
difference, however small.

Finding the best of classic Taiwanese cinema promotion photos

ver the last few years, I've often

wondered when the time would come

that Taipei simply doesn't have shit
to sece at the movies. There are always
movies, but not necessarily good ones. I
don't give a damn if I get in for free if the
movie sucks.

I intended to review the Taiwanese films
at this week's Taiwan vs. Indian film festival,
but things don't always work out the way
they're supposed to. After a long list of
mishaps, the hard working people over at
Spot Theater and P.O.P. Cinema sent me a
bag of VHS versions of the Taiwanese
movies shown at the festival. That's right,
videotapes. Now, I figured that would be no
problem, I had two videocassette recorders in
my house. Unfortunately, 1 didn't Zzre them
any longer, so 1 set out to borrow a VCR.
This machine is one of the greatest
inventions of our time. If you remember
when they appeared, Hollywood said they
would ruin the industry, just as they said
with TV and now, the Internet. Well, as they
say in the industry, "anyhoo," not a friend in
town had or has one; they seem to be as
out of date as the films I'm supposed to
review. Unable to view the films, 1 decided
to instead review the photographs representing
the movies from the festival brochure. 1 also

tried to use parts of the official movie
summaries where I felt they added some
clarity about what the movie might be about
Upon viewing the press photo of 7Z%e Valey
of Butterfly (A4S, 1976 Color) one is
immediately struck by how this picture could
have been taken after the invention of the
DVD. This has to be one of the best of the
bunch and features "five intimate college gitls
blooming out of adolescence, glowing with a
bundle of fancy dreams for their future."
This tender photograph "respectively tells their
different destinies and depicts the essential
dignity and the boundless faith in eternal
wonder in the life of every woman".

Another one of my favorites based solely
on the name is Zove Love Love (FflHIEE,
1976 Color). This release features one of
Taiwan's early starlets, Lin Qing-xia (FAEES)
in a wonderfully posed and composed color
picture. The photography is more formal and
staged than the previous grab from Z7%c
Valley of Burterdly; but it seems clear from
this picture that the movie is a graphic and
"toughing" love picture about a bashful,
weak-minded youth in love.

Next, is Zove m a Cabin (HJZ R,
1972 Color) starring Zhen Zhen (H[),
Deng Guang-rong (85%:28), J1ang Ming (VL.
HH), and Ge Xiang-ting (&7 45%), a veritable
who's who in Taiwan film history.
Unfortunately, the picture representing this

movie only managed to get two of them, as
the lens couldn't fit more than two superstars
at one time. By mistake, Chen Lin and Cung
get to know each other in this photograph
and it's obvious they are about to fall in love
in that log cabin.

Last but not least, is the action family
photo from the movie, Sprng in Autumn (K
JHIFFK). With this photo for people of all
ages, one would assume it is a happy, family
film. Don't be fooled, the father is a
handsome cheat. What you don't see is
Chen-Wei, a "night student” in university
saving the life of Li Wen when she can't
handle the pressure and tries to commit
suicide. The home wrecker is thus invited
into the home and all hell must surely break
loose.

With these movie photo reviews in the
bag, I would now like to recommend going
out and renting a movie. Everyone knows
that Blockbuster ain't got shit but you never
know when you might stumble upon a good
classic. One film I recently checked out again
is Marathon Man. Based on the novel of the
same name written by William Goldman, This
1976 classic is as close to a perfect film as
anyone could ask for. Directed by John
Schlesinger (Midnight Cowboy) and starring
Dustin Hoffman it's a well-crafted story that
is just as relevant today as it was back in
1976.

JB'S OPENS: JB's Bar and
Restaurant, located at 141 Shi Da
Road, opened atf the very end of
December. JB's boasts a polyglot
range of partners and a South
African chef. The main bar is on
the 2nd level of the 3-level
establishment. There's also some
balcony seating, plus more tables
squeezed between the bar and
the stairs, as well as in a room
adjacent to the bathrooms.

Having a look atf drink prices,
most botfled beers are NTS$150,
with draught Carlsberg at NT$160
and draught Abbot Ale at NT$200.
Mixed drinks are somewhat pricey,
with a G&T at NT$200, vodka and
tonic at NT$180, and a rumand Coke at NT$190. More competitively
priced drinks are the whiskeys, with a Famous Grouse at NT$140,
Jameson's at NTS$150 and JW Black Label at NT$160.

House wine is NT$150/glass. Liqueurs are mostly NTS$160-180, but
like the mixed drinks, they!l hit you another NTS30 for the mixer; this
policy is stinginess plus in Winopete's book. Tumning to the food, the
Western menu looks good and prices seem reasonable by Taipei
standards. A few items remain unpriced, including the fish and chips,
so | presume these items are unavailable at present. The Chinese
food menu is way overpriced, so stay clear of it. However, prices
aside, I've already received a few reports indicating that the food
quality is good, so I'm looking forward to trying their grub too. There is
no 10% serwvice charge at JB's. They will also infroduce a series of
"roling happy hours." | was told that some price adjustments may
occur over the next few months while the bar finds its feet.

South side drinkers will welcome the option of being able to walk
infto a brand new, spotlessly clean and comfortable bar and
restaurant, compared to many of the grotty, run-down bars in the
area that are as old as Methuselah. If you're drinking south side,
check this place out.

DIAMOND TONY'S (Level 4, Taipei 101 Building): The popular
Tienmu-based eatery, Diamond Tony's, also operates a rather large
restuarant in the Taipei 101 building. There's an extensive food menu.
but the drinks menu is nothing flash. Beers are priced from NT$120,
with vodka and other spirits priced from NT$160. House wine is NT
$180/glass, with soft drinks from NTS$S80. All prices are plus 10 serice
charge. The restaurant features comfortable purple-padded seatfs, and
yellow and red cup cake lighting. The efficient staff are led by Karen,
ex-Buca Buca and La Fumee.

OLD SPECKLED HEN NOW AT DAN RYAN'S: Now available at
Dan Ryan's are Old Speckled Hen and Abbot Ale on tap at NT$200
and NT$190 respectively for a 450 ml glassful (+10% service charge).
They've also added Carlsberg draught at NT$130. To get more
bangyou’ re your buck, O'Ginnys just up the road will sell you 500ml of
Old Speckled Hen draught af the same price as Dan's. Other places
stocking Old Speckled Hen include Bobwundaye, Carnegies (bottles),
Tapas and the Tavemn.

THE SHANNON INTRODUCES WEEKEND COVER CHARGE:
Beginning this weekend, The Shannon will levy an NT$250 cover
charge on customers entering their premises on Friday and Saturday
while the bands are playing. The new charge wil help offset the cost
of being able to bring live music fo the pub's pafrons. The charge will
include one standard drink. Given that most standard drinks are
around NT$150, charging NT$100 for up to 3-4 sets of music is not
unreasonable, methinks. VIPs and Shannon key-ring holders will be
exempt from the charge.
