Africans drum for peanuts

AST WEEK, artist Hongjohn Lin (F£

TREE) raised the question of whether

the group of ten drummers performing
daily at a Wulai resort was being paid
significantly less than Taiwan's minimum wage
for foreign laborers. In an art project titled
"How Much Do You Pay For Their Culture?"
held at several venues around Taipei last week
and an article in POTS (#345), he alleged that
the drummers of the group from the west
African nation of Burkina Faso, A.AK.Z.B.,
were only paid NT$3,000 per month — well
below Taiwan's minimum wage for foreign
laborers of NT$15,840 per month — for
three performances per day at the resort with
only one day off a month.

According to Mr. Lin, the figure of
NT$3,000 per month was communicated to
him by the drummers themselves.

The low wage was denied by managers of
the Yun Hsien Resort (ZEA[I#E), who
claimed the Burkinabes were earning better
than the minimum wage. The two managers
contacted by POTS however failed to give a
consistent story, leaving some question as to
the true nature of the resort's arrangement
with the drum group.

Last Saturday before a performance at the
Main Trend art gallery, resort manager Chen
De-tian (=) told POTS that A.AK.ZB.
's members were making NT$18,000 a month,
with lodging and meals costing NT$600 per
day included. The following Wednesday, the
resort's assistant manager, Fu Li-li (@%fﬁ?ﬁ),
told POTS by phone that the wage was
NT$26,000 per month, that room and board
was not included, and that most of the wage
was to be paid in a lump sum at the end of
the six-month contract, just before the group
goes back to Africa. Ms. Fu said that during
the group's stay, members were given some
spending money but claimed she was not
familiar with the exact amount.

Ms. Fu further said that Mr. Lin's claim
of the NT$3,000 per month wage was a
"misunderstanding." She explained that though
the contact signed with the group is in
French, it is possible that few or none of
them can read (the CIA Factbook puts
Burkina Faso's literacy rate at 26 percent) and
that the men do not completely understand

the contract. The resort has spent a total of
NT$1.5 million on the men so far, she said.

The group, Atelier Artistique Kaam Zoug
Bangre (A.AK.Z.B.), hails from Burkina Faso,
a West Affican nation that is one of the
poorest in the world. Its ten members atre
young, in their teens and twenties, and,
speaking no Chinese or English, here in
Taiwan they can only communicate in French.
Their brand of traditional drumming uses
polyrhythms like those that inspired jazz
greats like Max Roach in the Affican revival
of the 1960s. A major part of performances
involves drums possessing a dancer, who then
matches the complex drum rhythms in dance.
This is accomplished by the lead djembe
player touching a hand — mid-beat — to
the dancet's head (footnote: musician and
POTS contributor Jeremy Hellard pointed out
these musical details). In short, their
performances are authentic, traditional, and
advanced in both technique and skill.

Mr. Chen explained that A.AK.Z.B. was
recruited to Taiwan by one of the resort's
shareholders while traveling in Burkina Faso last
year. The sharcholder saw the group's leader
performing and asked him if he could put
together a group. Later, the resort contracted
the drummers for a six-month period.

The Yun Hsien Resort is located south of
Taipei in the mountain region of Wulai. The
resort is high atop a mountain and above
Whulai's famous waterfall, and though it can
be reached by road, it is frequently accessed
by cable car.

Now with a little more than two months
left on the contract, A.A.K.Z.B.'s members
have so far spent the vast majority of their
Taiwan stay at the resort under the
management's supervision. But when the
resort closed down for five days last week, a
strange opportunity arose.

Mr. Lin, an artist who has spent
considerable time studying the djembe, had
learned of the group's presence in Taiwan
and took advantage of the break. He
arranged five "Cultural Exchange Rate" events
in Taipei art spaces "in order to enhance
their economic value." He explained that the
resort was selling the African group as
"exotic" and taking advantage of their low

cultural-economic status, but that playing art
events would elevate that status.

"If somebody asks me to play drums for
ten minutes, it costs them NT$2,000. And
that's what they [A.A.K.Z.B. members] make
in one month — and they're better than me,"
said Mr. Lin.

At each performance arranged by Mr. Lin,
audiences paid the group through donations,
with amounts ranging from around NT$10,000
to NT$20,000 collected, though Mr. Lin said
some of that money went to the resort.

The series finale was held on Saturday
evening at the Main Trend art gallery at the
opening of a group show called Wapward
FLconomy; which included other artwork about
exploitation (of sex workers, betel nut gitls,
third-world labor, etc.).

Conceptually, Mr. Lin said he hoped "the
piece”" would bring attention to the nature of
exploitative relationships. Burkina Faso and
several other impoverished West African
nations are some of the few in the world to
engage in formal diplomatic ties with Taiwan.
These relationships are cultivated by Taiwan's
government through dollar diplomacy in hopes
of achieving more widespread diplomatic
recognition.

Practically, Mr. Chen asked, "How badly
off are these guys? People in their country
make an average of a few hundred US
dollars per year, and here" — he pointed at
several members of the group, one of whom
was wearing a pair of shiny, new, white
Nikes — "we take them out shopping and
they spend NT$7,000, which is all the money
they have available, in a few hours. When
they go back to their country, they're going
to be rich."

After each of the five "How Much Do
You Pay For Your Culture?" performances,
Mr. Chen shepherded A.AK.Z.B. group
members into a van and drove them back to
Waulai. The group has since gone back to
playing three shows a day.

Charitable Acts

Art takes on disasters, those both far and near

VEN THOUGH most visual artists

do not have the celebrity cachet of

pop stars, they are coming together as
a community to do their part for the tsunami
relief, i.e. holding art auctions. In Hong
Kong, arts organizations recently got together
to hold a fundraising auction at the Grotto
Fine Art Gallery (www.grottofineart.com) that
included handmade collages made by Hong
Kong's artists such as Oscar Ho. In Taiwan,
a flower painting by the esteemed traditional
artist Chang Da-chien (58 AKT) sold for NT
$22 million at a public auction at the Sun
Yat-sen Memorial Hall, with the money going
to the 10,000 Hopes charity project.
Unfortunately though, the local market for
contemporary art doesn't come close to that
price level, thus leaving it up to the art of
the traditional masters to help raise money.

A local art disaster which got a lot of
coverage (mainly negative), was the conflict
between the Taipei Biennial curators, an
exhibition which recently ended on Jan. 23.
Even though the exhibition is over, the idea
of what makes an effective curator has been
raised as a major and urgent concern for
those working in the art field. The National
Culture and Arts Foundation has been trying
to remedy the need for a good curator
training program and has created a special
grant category for curatorial projects. In this
first year, there were 15 submitted proposals
with six projects awarded a minimum
NT$1 million budget for exhibitions slated for
this year.

One of those projects, Wayward
Economy curated by Manray Hsu and Maren
Richter is currently on view at the Main
Trend Gallery. For those of you interested in
issues of politics and economy, you must sce
artist Oliver Ressler's one-on-one half-hour
video interviews with provocative thinkers and

activists such as Michael Albert and Marge
Piercy. The highlicht of the exhibition was
last weekend's petrformance of A.AK.Z.B., a
group of dynamic and energetic musicians and
dancers from Burkina Faso. The group's highly
talented performers are basically indentured at
an amusement park in Wulai where they
perform three times a day and earn
$NT1,000 to 3,000 per month each, or so
claims the local artist group Channel A, which
"rescued" them and introduced them to the
art scene as a way to help raise money. The
project, called "How much do you pay for
their culture?", is meant to explore the
economics of exploitation in this era of
globalization. Not surprisingly, the resort
management was not entirely pleased and told
a different story (sce related article on page
17). AL AK.ZB. is trying to raise funds to
support its charitable cultural foundation for
orphans back home.

Art can be an effective means of cultural
and diplomatic exchange. The previous
example shows an informal approach while
the following shows the more formal one.
The Taipei Biennial 2002 curators recently
made news as both got named to organize
shows for their respective national pavilions at
the upcoming Venice Biennale, which opens
this summer. Jason Wang was chosen for
Taiwan and Bartomeu Mari for Spain.
Interestingly enough, China has never had a
national pavilion at Venice.

The Taipei Fine Arts Museum these days
is definitely worth a visit with very disparate
exhibitions, a little something for everyone
and for its admission price of NT$30, it's a
deal. The 100-year anniversary of the
silversmith studio of Denmark's Geotrg Jensen
is on view to Feb. 20. The beautiful
installation combines effective lighting, music
and painting to evoke seasonal changes. The
only thing missing in this highly commercial
exhibit is the gift shop at the end. And for

More hypocritical than Hippocratic

What? Taiwan's hospitals turning away victims of domestic violence?

"I SWEAR by Apollo the physician, that
according to my ability and judgment, I will
keep this oath. I will follow that system of
regimen which, according to my ability and
judgment, 1 consider for the benefit of my
patients, and abstain from whatever is
deleterious and mischievous."

The Hippocratic Oath, from which these
lines are quoted, serves as a reminder that
being a physician should be a high and noble
calling, not merely a way to fatten one's
wallet or a way to inflate one's ego. I thought
a bit about this in regard to the recent case
of the critically injured little girl, who was
taken to Taipei Municipal Jen Ai Hospital
after being beaten by her drunken father and,
in the true spirit of humanity, was turned

away with the reason of "so sorry no vacancies.

" The critically injured toddler shuffled all
over Taipei, with each hospital, in true
Taiwanese-Chinese I-do-not-want-to-get-involved
style, turning the kid away. Finally, all the
way down in Taichung, the kid was admitted
for brain surgery.

As is the norm in Taiwan, the public was
treated to the usual horseshit, in this case
dished up by Department of Health
Ditector-General Chen Chien-jen (@@1:),
who said, "We regret the mistake, and will
do out best to improve ethical training in
medical education." I have no doubt he is
sorry — sorry a couple of his fellow medical

clowns got caught and sorry he has to do
the shuck and jive in front of the cameras.
As to doing his "best to improve yack, yack,
yack" — if T had a dollar for every time I
heard that line, I would be a millionaire
living in Cabo San Lucas. It really sickens me
to hear that kind of hypocrisy.

I realize that the Taipei District
Prosecutors' Office has charged two of the
involved doctors with criminal professional
negligence, and I admire the prosecutors for
doing so. It shows a high level of
prosecutorial aggressiveness, which in this case
is a very good thing. But, having been a
habitue of the Taipei Courthouse for many
years now, I can easily predict what will
happen to the doctors in the end — nothing.
That is what will happen.

It would all be bad enough if this case
was a one-time, unusual deal. It is not. The
only thing "unusual" about it was the fact
that the duty-shirking doctors got caught.
Back when I worked for Amnesty
International here in Taiwan, I used to hear
about cases all the time in which victims of
spousal abuse or child abuse were turned
away from hospitals because the hospitals and
doctors did not want to get involved in cases
of domestic violence. If the victim was badly
injured, the chances of being admitted were
even less.

For the Taiwanese medical trade to
improve, a system of accountability must be
put into place. Note the use of the term

"trade." As it stands now, Taiwan's doctors
are not in any meaningful sense a "profession.”
They are an unregulated trade, no different
than butchers and barbers. I say medicine is
unregulated because, although there are lots
of laws in place, there is almost zero
enforcement. Laws that are not enforced, as a
practical matter, don't exist.

When discussing the quality of Taiwan's
medical care, one often hears, "Oh, Taiwanese
hospitals have the latest, most advanced
equipment." That's great. It is also irrelevant.
CAT scanners and other diagnostic tools
neither make the diagnosis nor deliver the
treatment. Especially if all the doctors are
thinking about is dodging responsibility and
evading blame in bad situations. In that case,
the ten-million-dollar CAT scanner doesn't
mean a thing.

By an odd coincidence, just as this case
was coming to light 1 was putting the
finishing touches on my book on legal ethics,
which will be in Chinese, and I thought to
myself: Brian Kennedy, you are pissing in the
wind writing a book on professional ethics
directed at Taiwanese professionals. The cynic
in me says "Taiwanese professionals" is an
oxymoron. And this recent case simply fuels
that belief. Apollo, the god of medical ethics,
clearly has no jurisdiction here.

Che hbefore the beard

In The Motorcycle Diaries, a young Guevara foments
his socialist views

FIRST OF all, the Che Guevara of ZZ4e Mororcycle [awes is not the
pop-icon face you'll see on t-shirts in Ximending. In this film, which
was one of the hottest tickets last month at the Golden Horse Film
Festival, he is a medical student who embarks on a journey of
self-discovery through South America with his best friend. This is
before the Cuban Communist Revolution, before guerilla warfare in the
Congo, before death by the CIA, and above all, before the beard.
The film is directed by Walter Salles — the indie darling made
famous by Central Station — and produced by Robert Redford.
Screenwriter Jose Rivera's script is adapted from the actual diaries of

Ernesto "Che" Guevara, which in print form has served for decades
as a literary work of pop idealism.

The film begins with the two setting out on the road trip from
their home in Buenos Aires, Argentina on an old but worthy 1939
Norton motorcycle called % Foderosa, The Mighty One. Almost
crashing into a bus while still in sight of their families, they go on to
travel the southern continent, covering some 8,000 kilometers.

Che is played by none other than Gael Garcia Bernal, of } 7
Mama Tambren. His performance is good, but not as riveting as in
his previous work, which is surprising considering the massive role he
is playing. Rodrigo de la Serna meanwhile puts in a wonderful
performance as Alberto, a womanizing but caring family friend who is
more out going then Che but with a story just as important. Both are
idealistic and eager to open their eyes to the social injustices that take
place across the continent they call home.

As the story progresses, one can see Che and Alberto getting
closer to adopting the cause of South America's downtrodden masses.
Their first stop is a visit to Che's fiancee south of Buenos Aires. To
much of the audience's surprise, she is a beautiful woman who lives
on a grand hacienda far away from the life that Che is to choose as
his future. As their travels continue, they meet many of South
America's poor, at times getting into situations where Che's future
calling becomes more apparent. In one scene, he gives a poor couple
that works in an American mine the last of his money. At another
time he helps a dying mother of a man they meet by giving her
medicine. For a long stretch of time, they assist at a leper colony on
the Amazon River, where Che is affected by the fact that the lepers
are forced to stay on the other side of the river. In the end, Che
dreams of a United South America with all her citizens treated equally.

As in any good road movie, the cinematography (by Eric Gautier)
moves dramatically through sceneries as diverse as the high Andes of
Chile, the Atacama Deserts of Peru, and the Amazon River. But while
the backdrop changes, one thing that remains constant is the Spanish
language.

The screening 1 saw was in Spanish with Chinese subtitles. I
thought my high school Spanish would set in after awhile, so at first
I didn't worry about the lack of English subtitles.... Well, I failed
Spanish but still thoroughly enjoyed the movie. At the pre-release
screening 1 attended earlier this week, the audience laughed and cried
and was even drawn to applause at the end, after which they stayed
to watch the credits roll by. Language issues aside, 7%ec Mororcycle
Drarres is well worth seeing.

JB'S FOOD UPDATE: | had a chance to check out some of the
food items at the newly-opened JB's down on Shi Da Rd., just south
of Roosevelt Rd. Their chicken curry (NTS300) was excellent, as were
their unlisted wontons (dumplings). The beef and beer pie (NT$S420)
was disappointing, and was only slightly better in taste than the
plain-Jane meat pie at Malibu West (NT1$240). Winopete's pie award
stil goes to the chunky pies at Carnegies (NT$360), with the Tavern's
pies in 2nd place.

THE CORONA COST CONUNDRUM: A reliable bar industry source
has told me that Cottingham and Company, the importers of Corona
