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Strange interest in a foked account of old

chaplain then in Holland came across a strange young man in

a Dutch regiment who spoke only Latin in addition to one
wholly unknown language and claimed to be a native of Japan — or
actually, as the story was eventually written down, a native of an
island subject to the emperor of Japan, Formosa. The chaplain gave
him the Christian name, George, and a surname, Psalmanazar, was
taken from the Bible. The reverend then paraded this Formosan oddity
through Rotterdam and London, and in English society, especially that
of letters, the exotic specimen became a huge hit. In 1704,
Psalmanazar published Az Aistorical and Geograplical Descrption of
formosa, which was translated into English and French and printed
many times over. It included a Formosan alphabet, maps, and all sorts
of ethnological detail. Psalmanazar even went on for a short time to
teach the Formosan language at Oxford University.

But as Psalmanazar's fame was peaking, it was discovered that he
was in fact a sham artist of the highest degree, something he
eventually admitted later in life and described in his posthumously
published memoirs (though even there he refused to admit his real
name or region of birth). But for some reason, Az Aistorcal and
Geograplircal Descaption of Formosa continues to spark interest even

ﬁ- ROUND THE turn of the 18th century, a Scottish army

now, both with foreign publishers — the American hipster fabulists at
McSweeney's say they're planning a reprint, their main interest seeming
to be in the hoax's vast success — and here in Taiwan, where, in

January, the book's second Taiwan edition was released in Chinese
translation by Taipei's Locus Publishing (AIEAE)

An editor at Locus, Cecilia Chen %ﬁﬁ[ﬁ%’%, explained that local
interest stems mainly out of academic interests in history. "It's mostly
history students and historians buying this book, especially those
studying Taiwanese history," she said.

Locus first published Psalmanazar's account of Taiwan in a 1996
edition of 4,000 to 5,000. (They spell the authot's name
"Psalmanaazaar" as it appeared on the title page of eatly editions.
Later in life, he however took out the "extra vowels," saying they
were originally put in as embellishments, probably to make the name
sound more exotic.) The current second edition is somewhat smaller,
but the project was undertaken as a serious endeavor, including a
forward by Academia Sinica historian Weng Jia-yin (%éﬂ%jé':) and
participation of other local scholars. As graphics, it includes
Psalmanazar's original plates of an imagined Formosa: elephants pulling
carts of cattle, pipe-smoking country folk, boats holding entire villages,
and an invented alphabet.

But what is the good of studying a faked history?

Ms. Chen said she's noticed two main strains of interest. Some
Taiwanese read Psalmanazar's account, regardless of its ridiculous
fabrications, to provide insight into what you might call the "Western
frame of mind" of that era. Even as a fake, it is still a2 document of
how an ignorant Europe was prepared to view Taiwan (and the rest
of the outlying world) as little as two centuries ago, and also how
such views could have influenced other historical writings now
accepted as factual.

The second avenue Ms. Chen noted was a simple fascination with
the account's "incredibly imaginative nature." In this regard, she noted
that Jean-Jacques Rousseau's idea of the "noble savage" was to emerge
later that century. But strangely, "that thinking is not at all evident
here. [Psalmanazar] told stories of all kinds of terrible things" including
infanticide, cannibalism, human sacrifice, and polygamy. "In many ways
it was very original."

That it certainly was.-Davzd Frazier

Going Laptopless

INTRIGUED BY vague titles like "Silicon Sofa Sounds" and the
slogan "Rock is Dead," I dropped by The Wall this past Tuesday for
the newish Laptop Lounge night and was indeed treated to a great
show — of the staff members playing a rousing game of foosball,
that is. Where were the people? Where were the /Zprops® The place
was deader than rock. In any case, co-owner of The Wall and
mastermind of Laptop Lounge Jimi Moe had plenty of time to chat
with me about the event and its (non) progression.

Laptop Lounge was conceived to provide an open-mic forum for
musicians who mix music on their computers. The Wall provides a
main mixer, and participating artists bring in their laptops or CDs to

use when it's their turn to perform. Because, as Mr. Moe admitted,
it's hardly exciting to watch a guy play with his computer, the space
is set up with the main stage curtained-off and the artists in front of
a large projector screen. Animated video is run for ambient effect.
"It's like watching a lava lap," Mr. Moe reflected, trying to describe
the "mesmerized" feeling one gets. I kept the thought that lava lamps
are only entertaining for about two seconds to myself, withholding
judgment until he did his demo for me.

That's right, Laptop Lounge is one of Mr. Moe's pet projects, and
stems from his own interest in mixing music, so he always participates
in the event himself. He claims that the styles of the artists who've
participated in the past range from slightly quirky to downright weird,
but that his own remains firmly entrenched in the basic principles of
beat and melody. He generally takes prerecorded music, in this case a
song from the band Chairman, and works from there, mixing, cutting,
adding, and finally creating something completely different.

Il admit it. In the dim and slightly cavernous space of the empty
club, listening to melodic guitar strums, tribal beats, and OK, some
weird popping noises, 1 felt I was indeed approaching the requisite
lava-lamp state. I also realized that as a very target-specific event on a
weekday, Laptop Lounge wasn't going for crowded; there's something
quite intimate and relaxing about sitting in such a large space with
only a few people, many of whom are contributing to the evening's
entertainment.

Of course, this was all hypothetical. Laptop Lounge began about
two months ago, was gaining steam for a month, then went on hiatus
while Moe was busy tending to Spring Scream. The Tuesday I
dropped by was the Laptop Lounge "reopening." Apparently in the
interim, its proponents had either forgotten its existence or were too
confused to show up.

Still, Mr. Moe has high hopes and is working to get the night
going again. Despite last week's no-show, next Tuesday, May 3, at 8:
30pm, Laptop Lounge will welcome willing artists and listeners once
again. With no cover (just a one-drink minimum), you might as well
drop by and experience the "lava lamp" for yourself. So, while 1
doubt rock is dead, with any luck it might have to shove over and
share its stage with a guy and his computer.-Kzren McMurdo
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A journo's wet dream

China attacks!

TAIWAN IS the spot most likely to provoke
armed conflict between the wotld's greatest
established power and its greatest emerging
one. At the same time, Taiwan is a
journalistic backwater where good jobs are
scarce and hot leads are few. This incongruity
exists for two reasons. First, though China
and Taiwan have been growling at each other
for over 50 years, neither side has ever taken
a serious bite out of the other — so why
should international news organizations place
resources here just to wait for events that
might never happen? Second, what is known
as "the China story" — that's shorthand for
everything of interest that takes place in a
changing PRC — is the dominant regional
story of our time. This means that
international news organizations have no
choice but to concentrate on the other side
of the water.

But it means something else — that local
English-speaking journalists, in a certain
apocalyptic scenario, could one day be called
on to play a larger role in the cross-strait
conflict than most have ever thought to
prepare for. It means that the stringers and
freelancers who do the dreary work of
covering business beats — following
"generations” of "fabs," tracking supply in the
TFT-LCD market — could overnight find
themselves transformed into war reporters. It

could mean fame for them, or death, or one
following the other.

This notion — its hilarity, its seriousness
— was indirectly suggested to me by a
statement released on Apr. 15 by the Taipei
Foreign Correspondents' Club (TFCC)
expressing solidarity with five reporters from
French and Romanian media held captive in
Iraq. On first blush the well-intentioned
statement seemed farcically ineffectual — what
do Iraqi insurgents care for the fine
sentiments of faraway scribblers? But giving
the matter more thought, I began to realize
that even a journalistic small-timer like myself
could one day be taken captive (or just plain
killed) right here in Taiwan if a particular
cross-strait scenario were ever played out.

Here's how it goes.

Tensions across the Strait have escalated
— very rapidly. There's been a chance naval
confrontation, or a missile test gone wrong.
Because the situation has deteriorated so fast
— within one day, let's say — international
news organizations find themselves with little
time to move their resources closer to the
story. They scramble to get their parachute
journalists on the ground but Taiwan shuts
down all incoming flights. TV producers
attempt to arrange boat travel through the
Philippines for their crews, but the Chinese
navy is establishing a blockade. And the
People's Liberation Army expresses no interest
in embedding Western reporters.

That's when the missiles begin raining
down — on the Presidential Office, on the
Ministry of National Defense, on military
bases nationwide. Soon, Chinese airborne
forces are fighting their way through the
streets of Taipei. And the PRC's "fifth
column" comes into action — taxi drivers are
revealed as experts in explosives. So it's on,
and it needs heavy coverage.

For the freelancers and stringers who
make up much of Taiwan's foreign-language
press cotps, opportunity now abounds where
little had existed before. Every English-
language big-city daily in the world is now
receptive to overtures from forward-deployed
writers. Every TV network without a team on
the ground puts feelers out for information-
gatherers and on-air talent. Suddenly, English-
speaking journalists with even marginal
credentials ate in demand as they've never
been in their professional lives. For them, it
is not unreasonable to dream of becoming
the next Christiane Amanpour, someone made
famous by missiles striking Taipei, just as
Amanpour was made famous by missiles
striking Baghdad during CNN's coverage of
the 1990 Gulf War.

It's more reasonable, though ignoble, to
join the giant traffic jam headed toward
Xindian and points south. It's reasonable
though ignoble to crawl into the MRT and
stay there till the bombing stops. It's
reasonable though ignoble to camp out on
some far-flung tea farm with a blanket and a
water jug.

For many local journalists, the decision is
going to a difficult one. For Jack Trusello,
reserve me some space on that tea farm.
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No, that taxi driver definitely wasn't

A: Eros is eros is eros?

IT IS an axiom that omnibus films — those fleetingly in vogue,
multi-director projects of 1960s New Wave — are a mixed bag, but
they don't seem to have dropped out of favor in the East. Zros, the
newest Euro trifle, created for the legendary Michelangelo Antonioni's
latest work, follows this path. Now, while some would decry this fact,
I will take a more panglossian route and say that at least there is one
true gem and one flawed stone mixed in with a piece of fossilized
excrement. That one gem elevates the film above so much of the
dross out there and alone makes it worth seeing and, as 1 will explain
later, there is a common linking theme between them, though it may
not be what the producers originally conceived.

To begin, the Antonioni, 7%e Dangerous 7Thread of 7Thigs, is the
real bagatelle here, resembling more an ooze of Zalman King soft-core
sleaze than the work of a man who gave so much soul to the
exploration of modern ennui and alienation in films like ZAvensura
The plot features a rich and attractive bickering couple, a sexy stranger,
a wondrous spire of a coastal house, bad movie sex, tons of nudity,
and ridiculous naked frolicking on a beach. The crispness of
Antonioni's compositions has faded, and the dialogue is as pompous as
the title. It is a cringing embarrassment, like watching Orson Welles
do Paul Mason commercials, only Antonioni's time has gone well past
its best before date.

The middle piece, Steven Sodetbergh's Zguiibrrum, is miles above.
Robert Downey Jr., a 1950s ad exec, is visiting his shrink, Alan Arkin,
and telling an endless tale of a recurring dream that has him in its
sensual grip. Downey takes to the couch and while he marvelously
rat-a-tats away, behind him Arkin tries to arrange a tryst with an
unknown woman: miming, gesturing wildly, and even making a paper
airplane out of his notes. Soderbergh shoots it himself in high-key
black and white as if it were a light 1960s European comedy, and he
makes the flippancy look all too easy.

The Hand, Wong Kar Wai's (FZZff) addition, is a magnificent
piece of romanticism, transporting his themes of memory and longing
to 1960s Hong Kong in this tale of a tailor fixated on a gorgeous
courtesan, Gong Li. At the first meeting, the woman, to ensure that
the tailor will be dedicated to her, performs a favor (see the title) for
the man, gazing into his face as she talks and works away. He is
enraptured and the gowns he creates are his testament to his passion,

Gong Li's back, in Wang Kar Wai's segment of Zms /Jhe Hond
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caressing her every line and curve with shimmering gauze, even
dreamily running his hands up inside an empty dress...But once she
passes the zenith of her limited career, she ends up in a flea-bag
room wearing cheap curtain material and dying of consumption. He
still wants her, but, as it is with Wong, when she lets him in it is
too late. Cinematographer Chris Doyle and Wong create a smoky
Faberge egg of a world, glowing golden and musky red in a never
ending twilight of shadows and shallow focus compositions. Wong
understands the power of the fleeting contact, the memory of a touch,
of a scent, of a glance, and it suffuses every single frame.

Now, what connects these three? Antonioni, as it turns out. If
Soderbergh's film is read as one person's erotic fantasies being so
personal as to bore another, then that explains Antonioni's
yawn-inducing shots of naked pulchritude. And if Wong's is about the
power of memory, then we remember just how great Antonioni was,
and long for the beauty and power of his past. Just a theory, but it's
worth checking out.
