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WO WEEKS ago, the ZLwberty Zimes

(i&TR) reported that Bob Dylan may

be coming to play this yeat's Hohaiyan
Music Festival (/ 153227%%7—3), which will be
held for the sixth consecutive year from July
20 to 24 at Fulong Beach. It was of course
a rumor, but when I called festival organizers
at Taipei County Government, they didn't
expressly deny it either, admitting that they
have in fact invited him while saying that the
final lineup will be released sometime in June
once they are "100 percent sure."

Other names being tossed around are
China's king of rock, Cui Jian (’?é@ —
both musically and politically, that would be
huger than huge — and Taiwan's arch rocker
Wu Bai (fEH), according to sources close to
the festival. Both would be great choices, and
I'm sure Taiwan's music fans would much
prefer Lien Chan bringing back Cui Jian than
any damn panda bears (for more on Lien
and pandas, see story next page).

Last year was the first year Hohaiyan
ventured into the big time of major
international acts, and let's hope they've learned
something from their mistakes. First off, having
the last train leave while headliner Jon Spencer
was playing was just plain embarrassing.

But more important is probably band
selection. The festival will draw tens of
thousands, and only a few thousand of them
will be "rockers." The rest will be mom and
pop and the kids and the sausage vendor, so
the prime goal — and the big challenge —
is getting a band that everyone can relate to.
Going for someone famous like Bob Dylan is
not a bad idea, but let's face it, most Taiwanese
don't know anything about Bob Dylan. Also,
aging musicians don't put on the kind of
high-energy shows that cut through Fulong's
sometimes screaming winds and reach the tail
of the crowd half a mile down the beach.
Old legends need a studied audience that
knows their music, and their shows are
generally mellow. I saw Bob Dylan 15 years
ago in the US, and he was already getting
that way then. Last year in Japan when I
saw Lou Reed at the four-day, mega-festival
Fuji Rock, it was the same thing.

Hohaiyan's dilemma, unlike Fuji Rock, is
that it has to score big on the headliner.
This year it can only afford to get two or
three international acts (compared to five last
year: Jon Spencer, Andrew WK, the Dirty
Three, the 5, 6, 7, 8's, and Mach Pelican).
Last year's biggest crowd pleaser was Andrew
WK, who played unbelievably stupid music,
but at least it was on steroids, plenty loud,
and, in its own WWZF kind of way, highly
charismatic. I hate to say it, but that's the
kind of band they need to break through to
90% of the crowd. Too bad they can't afford
the Red Hot Chili Peppers. (Though maybe
they could if they sold tickets. Unfortunately,
they seem too entrenched in an Eastern-Bloc
mentality where public events all have to be
state-run and free, even if that limits the
possibilities.)

The complementary option is getting
Chinese-singing headliners. As the festival is
trying to promote indie rock and individual
creativity, this leaves relatively few choices,
but from the point of view of doing this

show for everybody, both Cui Jian and Wu
Bai would be awesome.

Cui Jian was also supposed to perform at
Hohaiyan last year, but his trip was in the
end nixed by Mainland authorities. Cui Jian
came out of Beijing's first-generation rock
scene in the mid-1980s as one of its giants,
maybe the giant, and student protestors of
the Tienanmen era adopted his song "7 W
Suo Yo' (—ﬂﬁ'ﬁﬁ) as an anthem. The
political consequences of that kept him out
of sight for many years after, and only in the
last few years has he begun playing public
concerts again, and those in China.

"Cui Jian is politically very sensitive," said
Taipei County Government's Chen Chiu-ling
(FFKER), but "now the relationship [between
Taiwan and China| is not bad, so it may be
possible."

"We're optimistic,” she said.

News regarding Cui and other top-billed
artists will be announced in June as well. In
the meantime, there's some limited
information on the festival site: www.hohaiyan
com.

Party for peace

The first Peace Festival was held in Taoyuan
two years ago as a small, mostly-music event
to raise money for charity. The festival
headlined mostly well-known foreign bands
and relied on drink sales rather than ticket
fees to raise money. Read between the lines:
it was a great party but everyone brought
their own booze.

"The people involved are all kind of
idealistic people," said Scott Cook, whose
band The Anglers played at last yeat's festival,
and who is stage manager for this yeat's. "It's
not a money making thing, but it is a money
making thing, if you want to raise money."
With this in mind, the second Peace Festival

is coming our way next weckend with a few
well-chosen alterations. This yeat's festival is a
two-day camping affair to be held in Kulun
Herb Gardens ( EHSEREYE) in Longtan
(BEJ®) in Taoyuan County. Foreign bands will
naturally be making an appearance - including
The Anglers and Cook's two other bands,
The Smoking Cones and Lux Sound System -
but this time around there's more emphasis
on the kids' fair aspect of the festival. On
Saturday day, there will be workshops, body
painting, arts and crafts, kid's music, and
many other kinds of activities meant to draw
in families and further one of the festival's
goals of facilitating the relationship between
foreigners and Taiwanese.

Although the first festival was conceived
partly in reaction to the Iraq War, the festival
is meant to be more of a general gathering
of pacifists, a can't-we-all-just-get-along patty.
"As far as a common political agenda goes,
Cook said, "we don't have one."

Amnesty International, Doctors Without
Borders, Oxfam International, and Taiwan
Association for Human Rights are the
charities chosen to as recipients of money
raised. Festival goers can even "vote" by
dropping their tickets stubs into one of four
boxes, and the money will be divided
proportionally. So, while you won't find any
raging protesters at the group, you will find
some documentary films, a big peace circle at
sunset (involving hand holding), and a fire
dance. It1ll be a big ol' love fest.

The Peace Festival will go down next
Saturday and Sunday, May 21-22. Interested
parties can get a full band and activity list,
directions, and sign up for camping at www.
hopingforhoping.com. And yes, there's a cover
charge this time around, but it's not
prohibitively expensive. A weekend pass,
including camping, is NT$500. Make music,
not wat! -AKzren McMurdo




Spinning panda diplomacy

A sly tactic to make Lien Chan more fuzzy

HAS LIEN CHAN, that dour man in a dark
suit, ever intentionally made anyone laugh?
No doubt he provokes polite, tinny chuckles
during banquet toasts, when it would be bad
form for his KMT faithful to sit by silently.
And of course he caused howls of derisive
laughter when, in the run-up to the 2004
presidential election, he laid on his belly like
a beast in the dirt and kissed the Taiwanese
ground he purported to love. But in Lien's
long political cateer, that's been about it for
chuckles and tickles.

Suddenly, though, Lien has upped his
lightheartedness factor exponentially, and he's
done it the oldest way in the book — by
associating himself with cute children and
cuter animals.

Throughout much of Lien's recent journey
to China, the media described his trip with
adjectives like "historic" and "momentous."
While politicians do tend to enjoy seeing
themselves associated with such language,
"momentous" was doing nothing to soften
Lien's famously wooden image.

What was needed, it turned out, was for
Lien to visit his long-ago grammar school in
Xian, where pint-sized conscripts, drafted to
the stage, welcomed home their "grandfather"
in song — a performance that was to be
much lampooned on Taiwanese TV news and

in quick-turnaround TV advertisements. This
was an excellent step for the KMT chairman,
establishing him as gentler and more lovable,
not simply a man who wants to sell out his
country. Yet something even cuter than
bumbling schoolchildren was needed. Lien's
image rehabilitation was cleatly a job for —
the cutest ammal m the world,

And presto, as soon as it was announced
that a pair of bears might be on their way
to Taipei, a different sort of Lien story, the
silly panda piece, started showing up in the
international press. 7%ec Spadncy Mornuing
Herald ran a headline saying "China gets cute
with panda gift to Taiwan." An AFP story
that was picked up on www.terradaily.com (a
site billing itself as "News About Planet
Earth") got tagged with the headline "China's
panda diplomacy ruffles feathers in Taiwan."
And the blog Cluna AMatters could not resist
the headline "Panda-monium!"

Writing a witty-enough but still not
inaccurate lead was Paul Wiseman of £5A
Zoday; who started a May 5 piece with
"Only in Taiwan could a pair of pandas
cause a national identity crisis." Wiseman also
closed strong, treating us to an astoundingly
silly quote from an NTU political science
professor: "Pandas are political animals, but
they are cute."

Striking a discordant note, however, was
Kate McGeown of the BBC, who closed a

piece by saying that "The pandas themselves
are unlikely to be aware of the political
fanfare surrounding their visit. Pawns in a
political game, they will be merely swapping
one zoo for another." Bummer, Kate.

Of course, the most dizzying heights of
panda silliness were reached by the official
Chinese media. We had the English-language
side of www.sohu.com, the web presence of
the Chuma Dady; attempt a clever lead with
"Kuomintang leader Lien Chan might come
face-to-face with some unexpected mainland
visitors when he returns to Taiwan." We had
the online version of Feople’s Dady
attempting to convince us that "Taiwan has
witnessed a 'panda craze' recently." And we
had the website of China Radio International
claiming that "The Taiwan people have
enthusiastically received the Chinese mainland's
offer of a pair of pandas to the island's zoos
— a stark contrast to the guarded response
from the authorities."

That this load of mendacious drivel from
the PRC press can co-exist somehow with
the happy-go-lucky panda pieces in the
Western press is... well, it's precisely China's
intention. And clearly it's Lien Chan's as well.

That's why the guy never makes us laugh.

A Beijing bagatelle

A teen girl tells of angst and promiscuity, but for a banned book it could have been racier

CHUN SUE started writing music reviews on underground bands in
Beijing when she was 14 years old. By the time she was 17, she had
finished the autobiographical novel Bejine Dol 1t wasn't published,
however, until two years later, and even then it didn't stay on the
market for long.

Her frank and dispiriting account of growing up in China's capital
wasn't well received by the censors. Despite the fact that she didn't
touch on politics or religion, the book was banned within a few
months of publication.

Everyone wants to know what's inside of a censored book. But if
you pick up the English edition, translated by Howard Goldblatt, you'l
probably be disappointed if you're looking for anything racy, which is
presumably why the book was banned in the first place.

Both Erica Jong and Sex and the City are a lot more scandalous
than any of Chun's underground trysts, all of which suggests that
fucking is a kind of counter-revolutionary endeavor in the eyes of
Beijing's martinets.

The story centers around Chun Sue, or Lin Jiafu as she is known
to her classmates. She leads an aimless life except for her perseverance
in meeting up with and interviewing Beijing's statrving rock-n-roll
musicians. She also despairs, sleeps around, and views authority figures
with a contempt Holden Caulfield would envy. (Oh right, disdain for
authority plus sex, that's what's pissing them off.)

In her first year of high school, the students have to write an
autobiography. Of this assignhment, Chun writes, "Hypoctisy was my only
choice: 'Life is bright and sunny, twenty-first century, a generation striding
into a new century, the future? You've got to be fucking kidding."

Of Chen's vatious lovers ?most of them live in filthy dorm rooms
or in a rat's nest under their parents' roof? G is the best she can do.
Outside, he talks a blue streak about punk music, freedom, and rebellion,
but when G's parents figure out that Chen is staying with their son
overnight, they lash out at her, and she, in turn, is confused about why
her boyfriend stares at his shoes rather than raises his fist in the air.

Then there's Li Qi, a poet and her first boyfriend. His most
redeeming quality is his honesty toward Chun after the first time they
sleep together; he tells her he has a girlfriend.

Degng Dol is clearly a book about disillusionment. Chun and her
friends dream of fame, a prosperous future, and healthy relationships,
while the backdrop of disappointed parents, apathetic school officials

.
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and a poverty based in part on pride overshadows their daily lives.

Chun's portrayal of herself is rigorously naive and at times,
sutprisingly adult, and that's the book's strength: its flashes of childish
idealism and mature observation. After her boyfriend Zhao Ping told a
bus' ticket taker that he didn't have money to pay for the fare (when
Chun knows he did), she writes: "How can you get mad at an asshole
for being an asshole?"

Throughout the book, Chun drops out of high school twice, relates a
number of murderous fantasies involving boyfriends and their parents,
dyes her hair regularly, and constantly falls afoul of her parents. Yet,
as the book comes to a close, the reader gets a sense of purpose made
of so many missteps? Chun is offered more and more writing
assignments.

In the end, Bejing Dol is a piece of generational literature, and
while it may attract readers the world over for awhile, it has not the
heft to survive when that generation is no longer in vogue.

WHEN YOU hear the name
Boy George, what is the
first thing that comes to
mind? The '80s? His makeup
? Both? Well, whatever your
answer, if you ever see him
in person don't ask him
about any of the above,
otherwise you'l be pushing
all the wrong buttons like |
did.

My quick interview with
Boy Gorge was unexpected,
set up by a publicist in
only a couple hours and
scheduled for right before
his set.

He was prefty unhappy when | asked why he claimed to
disike MTV now, whereas he used to be on it all the time. His reply
was: "lf's just like | used to have hair, but | don't anymore." Then there
was his extreme reluctance to talk about other '80s pop singers.
Basically, he was annoyed by all the questions that were asked,
especially the last one | asked: "Do you ever go out without your
makeup?" At that he snapped, "Yes!" and stormed out of the room.
End of interview.

About Boy George's set that night, | thought the music was fine. At
least he wasn't just playing anthem after anthem, and his mixing was
okay. It's just that wasn't very enthusiastic, and it was very weird that
he just walked away from the DJ booth as soon as it was 3am,
without a smile or a gesture to the crowd. Oh well, | guess that's still
better than Michael Jordan's 20-second appearance last year. And
Boy George probably wouldn't be Boy George without the affitude.

It was smooth and pleasant; when we talked about their
tour so far, Marc said the Qig in Korea had been great and he'd visit
again with a smile; then he went on to compare Taiwan with China,
saying it's much more fun to play in Taiwan. | could fotally see why
Marc Vedo has become one of the most sought-after, upcoming DJ
stars in England. Besides being good-looking and a well-rounded DJ,
he's got a positive affitude, good energy, and most important of all,
he has manners.
