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Cheated, beaten, and forcib

y removed

Filipino migrant laborer Gil Lebria tells how he led a strike to protest wage deductions
at a Yunlin chemical plant, and ended up beaten and semi-conscious on a flight home

AS FALLOUT from the August Thar
wortkers' 1ot i Kaolhsiung continues to setde,
detalls of another case of abusc a9arst
mjorant lhborers working ar a2 CTCT (L
Eﬁﬁiﬁﬁﬁiﬁ@ chemucal factory m Matlao,
Yunlin County are starting to come to lofit:
On Aug: 2 ar feast four Filjpino laborers ar
the plant were severely beaten at a Lighway
rest stop near Hsichu. According to the
workers, this was done to coerce them and
12 others mnto S[mung agrecments nullifinmg
therr contracts and allowing for ummediate
repatriation to the [hdppies. Afier the
Deatings, the workers were laken directly to
the aiport, where at least one, G Lebria,
was carred through customs and onto the
plane m a semi-conscrous  state and i need
of medical attention. A month carler, these
workers bad been mvolved m a strdke,
protestng Hegal side agrcements and other
Lyehly guestionable fees deducted from therr
pay. Protests in Taper last weckend clicired a
proause trom Councr of Labor Affairs
Chamrman Lee Ying-puan to mvestgate the
case. Offrcials ar Formosa Plastcs Group (fo
whom the workers were otigrally contracted),
the Maiao factory, and CTCY would not
comment on the mcrdent or would not
return calls when contacted by POTS. The
Aszan Facific Misston for Migraats clams that
CTCY fas not demed the beatngs, i scparate
contradictory statements saymng the workers
fought amongst themselves or tried to escape.
Zhe gueston also remais as to Low a
severely beaten mdividual could be carrred
through Immygration and onto an auplane at
Chiang Kari Shek laternational Amport. Here
75 Grl Lebrials story as told to POTS:

It's so hard to find a job in the Philippines
because of the economic conditions, so 1
always work abroad. I grew up in the
southern island of Mindanao and earned a
bachelor of arts in political science from
Mindanao University. At that time I was
involved in left-wing organizations like League
of Filipino Students. Later I actually served in
the national army /e sazudes withy 2 tinger (o
lus mourdy)]...shhh!

I worked in Manila for four years,
followed by four years working in Riyadh,
Saudi Arabia as a supervisor in logistics at a
military hospital. I finished my contract in
Saudi Arabia and then I found a job at San
Miguel Beer, one of the biggest companies in
the Philippines. My contract was only for six
months and I had to renew. It wasn't a
stable job. At the end of my contract I
found an ad for an overseas worker agency
called Dynamic International Services Corp.
through the Philippines Overseas

" Dynamic International Services Corp. (D.LS.C.)
Rm. 12 Elena)Apt. Bldg., # 512 A.S
Tel. Nos, 526-7608 ¢ 523-5543
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Administration's website. They were looking
for workers at Formosa Plastic Corporation.
The application process is very competitive
because there are so many Filipinos after
these kinds of jobs, especially in engineering
projects. On April 23rd all of the applicants
took the engineering exam and I scored first
amongst our group. After I was accepted, I
took out a loan from my neighbor to pay
the 49,000-peso [NT$29,900] placement fee.
After that, all the accepted applicants had to
go through the medical exam. Our documents
went to the Taiwan Consulate to be
approved for a migrant workers visa. Then
we were notified that our flight would leave
for Taiwan on Jun. 5.

However, when we arrived at the airport,
an hour before our flight, they gave us a
folder of documents to sign, which we
weren't given time to read. I was shocked to
see how many agreements that had never
showed up before. There was supposed to be
one agreement, the original one that was
validated by the Taiwan Consulate and the
Philippine authority. But besides that, there
was this one folder. We weren't allowed to
read it or ask questions. So I pretended that
I had to go to the restroom and quickly
made copies of the agreements. In the loan
agreement it said:

Mangger

Gil Lebria ond hundreds of other Filipino workers were forced fo sign this form — still blank at the time — before hoarding a plane
for Taiwan. Lebria alleges it was later used to incur a loan of 124,000 pesos (NTS76,000).
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Payeee Treasurer Cashier __ |
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1) 124,000 pesos to be paid over 13
consecutive months to the agency (When we
originally signed the voucher, the space above
the signature was blank, so that any amount
could have been filled in later).

2) The broker and the employer were given
power of attorney.

3) The employer had the authority to withhold
our passport, ARC and wages — which after
researching the Taiwan labor laws, | learned
was totally illegal.

4) The employer would only give us an
allowance of NT$4,000 per month; the rest
would be withheld.

But we had no choice — either we had
to sign or we wouldn't fly and we would
lose the placement fee. When I first came to
Taiwan, I felt it was so beautiful here, but I
was mistaken because I belonged to the
worst employer.

After we arrived in Kaoshiung,
representatives from our main contractor,
CTCI, met us at the airport. They brought
us to the hospital for another physical, then
to our camp at Mailiao in Yunlin County.
That's about the time I met our Taiwan
broker from Yang Luck Agency, a
Filipino-Taiwanese named Mr. Jerry Ong Tan.
They gave him the confidential folder with
our documents and he introduced himself as
also the CTCI Filipino controller. The next
day, on Jun. 6, we attended a CTCI

orientation safety seminar. Actually the only
legitimate contractor in my official contract
was Formosa Plastics, but 1 had still never
seen them. After orientation we reported to
the job site, but not to CTCI — we
reported directly to a sub-contractor, Samsung
Engineering. After a couple weeks we were
moved to another sub-contractor, Hyunwoo
Company. Then we were sent to Sungdo
Engineering Company. In total, we were
moved to four different Korean companies.
I still have the time cards for my time at
these jobs.

So I now ask Formosa Plastics, "Why
was I moved through so many contractors?"
We became fed up with the practices inside
Formosa. We wanted the company to follow
the standard Taiwan labor laws and the
original contract that we signed. Our list of
major grievances was:

1) Follow the original, legitimate contract.

2) Annul the 124,000-peso placement fee
deducted from our salary.

3) Terminate the blank voucher from the local
agency, which allowed them to charge us
whatever amount they wanted.

4) Give us a mess hall — before we could
only eat beside the road.

5) We also wanted to improve the quantity
and quality of food. We felt like pigs eating
at a trough. Also the amount of food we
were getting wasn't enough — we were doing
heavy work, but we still we were given little
food.

6) Provide liability, because we didn't know
who was responsible in case of an accident.
7) Cut an unexplained NT$3,000 monthly
deduction.

So there should have been some kind of
agreement between the contractor and the
sub-contractors, but I never saw any
agreements. So I asked the manager of
Samsung, Mr. Eric Park and the manager of
CTCI Mzt. Chen, "Where are these
agreements?"

But [Park's] answer was, "You've only been
working two months, so you are not
qualified. So go back to work. We don't
like your questions. We don't like any
opportunists. I have no information to give
to you because you are under CTCL"

So I asked Mr. Chen why we were being
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moved around to so many subcontractors.
But Mr. Chen responded, "You're supposed
to work because you're obligated to the
broker."

But we had four different brokers and
they never showed up. Our brokers were
Yang Luck, Eversun, ATB, and another one
I forgot. Mr. Chen told me Yang Luck was
our only legitimate broker, though Eversun
was in charge of our pay-slips. ATB was
supposed to remit our money to the
Philippines.

After asking around to everyone, we never
got any legitimate answers. So my main
question was for Jerry Tan, but he said he
was only an employee of FPG. But I think
he was just afraid.

Combining the broket's fees from the
Philippines broker and the Taiwan broker [
some of which wete famed as loans|, and
the fees for health insurance, ARC,
documentation, tax, the monthly deductions,
and an unidentified deduction |Ater explomed
to Lum being for 17 sick days, thougt he
only took two sick days| it all added up to
NT$14,842. Our monthly salary was NT$15,
840. So we had to work overtime to pull in
any money at all. For the month of June
you can see this pay-slip [Ae ckes fis pay
shp our of fius pocket] — 1 made a net of
NT$3,462. If you work overtime you can
make an additional NT$5,000 to NT$10,000
a month. I worked everyday, seven days a
week, except in July when I took a few
Sundays off. You can see on this bank slip
[He takes the ATD moncy transter recept
outr of lLus pocker| from my money sent
home, it is the same amount. |Zauglung
uproarrousfy] 1 can make that much in the
Philippines in two weeks! Why did they
only list two hours overtime each day when
I was working at least 14 to 16 hours a day
[tt2ar 15, six to el overtune fours|?

Now if you break down my months' salary,
I am supposed to pull in NT$87 an hour
with 133% for the first two overtime hours,
then 166% for additional overtime hours.
Where did that money gor

We are working hard from the heavy
work. We also have family in the Philippines
who need daily financial assistance. No one

could answer our questions —— not even the
brokers, not even the employers, not even
the sub-contractors.

So I discussed with the other workers
our grievances and rights in this situation.
On Jul. 13 we had a meeting. All 600
workers agreed that the following day we
would have a voluntary absence and would
not report for work. We called directly to
MECO [Manta Econome Cultural Offred
Taichung representatives Mr. Nestor Barayag
and Mr. Hendry Parel. They promised to
meet with us that afternoon to discuss our
grievances. At the meeting, 600 of us, plus
the MECO representatives, the four brokers
and the Formosa management, attended. I
spoke out at the meeting to represent the
Filipino side.

The following two days we had a strike
and Mr. Barayag notified us on the second
day that they had reached an agreement.
They would:

1) Follow the legal contract and the local labor
laws.
2) Appoint CTCl as the legitimate contractor.

3) Reduce medical fees.

4) Nullify all debts — NT$3,000 local broker
charge, NT$5,808 deducted from my pay for
incorrectly assessed sick days, NT$2,500 legal
charges, and 124,000 pesos deducted in
installments as a loan from a broker, the
Dynamic International Services Corp.

We were so happy! We were so happy
we got our demands that we didn't care
whom our employer was, as long as we
were clear on who exactly was our legitimate
employer. At that time, I also heard that
there were people in the company who did
not like me, but we had no idea how much.
On Aug. 2, others and I would be
repatriated to the Philippines.

We had been working for a Korean
company at that time, when one day our
supervisor told 16 of us he had no time
cards to give us. He instructed us to go to
the office of the manager Mr. Eric Park at
Samsung's headquarters. He told us that
maybe CTCI wanted to transfer us to
another sub-contractor. Mr. Eric Park
referred us to one of our brokers, Mr.
A-Chung. A-Chung told us he was going to
bring us to CTCI where we would be taken
to our camp. He said we were supposed to
report to Mr. Jerry Tan.

Mr. Jerry Tan told us, "You pack your
personal belongings because this is your last
day. You are going to fly back to the
Philippines tonight."

We asked, "Why? What is the reason?"

He said, "They didn't like you because you
are the leaders. You are the strikers. You
refused to work."

When 1 kept asking why, he yelled "I
don't know! You just go! Hurry!" After five
minutes, we had to grab everything, but I
still left a lot of personal belongings behind
because we didn't have enough time. We
were taken out behind the camp with the
Formosa security guard and CTCI staff.

Mr. Chen, Mr. A-Chung, and Mr. Tan were
all trying to get us to sign agreements |
withdrawing complamts and termumnating the
contracd, but we refused. 1 was the most
vocal of all of us. I said, "I will never sign
this agreement because it is not agreeable!"
I called Mr. Barayag at MECO and asked
him to come immediately to help us solve
this problem. Mr. Barayag said, "Ah, but it
is so far and there are also so many
problems here in Taichung."

But I said, "It is your obligation! You are
a MECO official. We are taxpayers!"

After two hours, they began forcing us
toward the bus. My friend Alverez speaks
Taiwanese and he was arguing with the CTCI
employee. Suddenly they began beating
Alverez. Then they started shoving me. We
asked, "Why are you physically assaulting us?"
They said they were angry because we would
not sign the agreement. We tried to call Mr.
Barayag back, but he had turned off his cell
phone. That is our big question: "Why did
Mr. Barayag abandon us?"

After that they confiscated our cell phones
and forced five of us onto the bus the
others were put into five different cars. The
head security guard, a big man — a
six-footer, began beating me inside the bus.
They hit my chest two times — five other
security guards were holding me. We called
out to the other Filipinos inside the camp to
help us, but Mr. Chen closed the back door
and the front door so they could not assist
me. I screamed for help, but Mr. A-Chung
told me to get into the bus and sign the
agreement. We were traveling to the airport
when they stopped at a rest stop in Hsinchu.
On the bus there was one security guard
with an electric baton, the Filipino controller,
and a driver. We did not want to fight
because we were not in our own country,
but at that time two security guards came on
the bus and began beating me without asking
any questions. They hit me ecight consecutive,
direct shots to my face, my head. My face
immediately began bleeding. They kicked me
in the chest, twisted my legs, my elbow —
they kicked me in the spine. I think there
were 23 blows all together. I lost
consciousness for three to five minutes. I was
crying at that time and I was covered with
blood, but then one of the security guards
spit on my face. I couldn't walk, but my two
friends, Mr. Lopez and Mr. Murgia helped
me to sit down, but the security guards hit
them with the electric shocks for helping me.
In the other cars they were also beating the
other Filipinos. Afterwards, Mr. Fernandez
vomited blood. At about 3pm, Mr. A-Chung
came inside the bus and brought the
documents and forced me to sign. But I
couldn't write in my condition so I used my
thumb. I agreed, but it was not agreeable to
myselfl Afterwards, they dragged me out to
the other Filipinos and they the head security
guard pointed at me and said, "Do you see
him? He refused to sign the agreement." So

anila Economic Cultural Office. Many Filipinos see worker exploitation in Taiwan tied to corruption in the Philippines and

they signed!

On the way up to the airport we were all
crying. We arrived at the airport at about 6:
30pm, but we were not allowed to go inside
the airport until five minutes before take-off.
The security guards, the CTCI staff and Mr.
A-Chung took us to check-in, but they were
holding our passports. My friends carried me
through check-in and immigration because I
couldn't walk, but no one asked any questions.
Everyone saw me — police, everyone. We
took a Cathay Pacific flight and the
stewardess was immediately alerted to my
condition. She was also Filipina and she came
from my hometown so she could ask me
questions in our local dialect. She asked me
what happened and she reported to Cathay
Pacific staff. A doctor examined me. They
told me I had to get off at our next stop in
Hong Kong [0z the wap to Manid because 1
was in critical condition and I needed medical
attention immediately. They carried me on a
stretcher from the plane to Saint Francis
Margaret Hospital in Hong Kong. We had no
money to pay the medical bill because only
Mr. Alfredo was with me and the rest of the
workers had already gone back to the
Philippines. I was instructed to contact the
Overseas Welfare Office of the Philippines. I
was under observation in the intensive care
unit for two days, getting scans, X-rays, and
medical examinations. They immediately gave
me medicine. I reported to the police, who
reported to the Philippines Embassy in Hong
Kong.

When Alfredo and 1 arrived back in
Manila, there was a big problem because
fourteen of my co-workers were being told to
sign more quit/claim agreements. The
Overseas Welfare Office in the Philippines
was actually advising them to sign the
agreement with the local Philippines broker,
Dynamic Agency. The welfare officer,
Authority Edward Pequero told us that
because we were from Mindanao, we had no
time to file a lawsuit before we went back
home. The Overseas Welfare Office in Hong
Kong referred me to the office of Migrante
Sectoral Party Congressman Conie Regaldo,
and he agreed to help us in our case. He
says the agreements are not valid. The
Migrant Party is a powerful party because it
is the voice of the overseas Filipino. So our
other question is "Why did the lawyers of
the Overseas Welfare Office in Manila agree
with a practice that is favorable to the
Dynamic Agency?" Now the Migrant Party
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president Gloria Arroyo.

members are helping us to file a several cases
in the Philippines, with our intended charges
as follows:

1) Breach of contract by the Dynamic
International Services Corp.

2) Maltreatment

3) Overcharging by the agency

4) Compensation for the unexpired 22 months
of the 24-month contract

Right now in Manila we are holding
protests everyday in front of the Department
of Foreign Affairs. So with the help of a
legislator and sympathetic labor and human
rights organizations, we are also about to file
a civil case against the Council of Labor
Affairs and a criminal case against CTCI for
inhuman treatment in Taiwan.

Currently this case is a very big issue in
the Philippines — overseas workers are
heroes in the Philippines. Now we are mar
heroes. Everybody in the Philippines is very
concerned.

But recently we have been informed that
Formosa Plastics Group has made new
contracts, validated by MECO, for their
workers, so all of the gains we made in
those two months were lost. MECO has
recently defended the company's decision. It's
as if MECO is the new spokesman for
Formosa Plastics! So this Sunday [Oct. 30]
we will protest in Taipei at MECO Taipei.
The Secretary of Labor is saying we were
repatriated because we refused to work. I
have met secretly with workers at Formosa
Plastic since, and I learned that 50% have
signed and 50% have refused to sign. But
before there were 600 workers, and now
there are 1,700 Filipinos working for Formosa
Plastic. So we are also demanding a new
contract in our lawsuit.

When I first found out I was working for
Formosa Plastics, I was excited because it
was a big company. 1 would get good pay,
solve my financial problems, and bring a
future for my sister and brother. We live in
a poor family and my mother is a retired
teacher. 1 still have to pay off the 49,000
peso loan from my neighbor. But living in
Taiwan was an exciting experience — I
almost died! [Zughing

Although I am secking money for physical
damages, it is not about the price, it is about
the dignity of the migrant worker. I know
there are people here who don't want me
back in Taiwan, but I am not afraid. I am
fighting for a principle. If you are a coward,
you never win.

YES, IT'S that time in Taipei again as the
Golden Horse festival traipses into town with
bags full of all kinds of celluloid goodness.
Therefore 1 will make short shrift of this
week's releases to leave space for a look at
what is offered this year. Good luck and
happy festing.

Princess Raccoon, by Japanese free radical
Suzuki Seijun, opens the festival and sets the
tone by being pretty much a festival-only
film. An operatic fable with Zhang Zi-yi as
a shape changing raccoon princess in love
with a mortal — pretty boy Joe Odagiri —
the film is gorgeous, fractured, bewildering,
confusing, and magnificent and will be
frustrating to many.

Suzuki admirer Jim Jarmusch brilliantly
cast Bill Murray in his new movie, Zroken
Fowers, as a permanent bachelor crossing
America in search of a possible son. A huge
improvement over the horrible Cofee and
Crgarettes, it still has Jarmusch's deadpan
sensibility, but it's remarkably mature and
Murray seems to gaze through distant
galaxies.

Jarmusch's fellow independent Todd
Solondz film Aalndromes lacks compassion
as it explores human will and fate through
the shifting identity of it's main character,
Aviva, a young teenage runaway played by a
variety of actors, from a skinny boy to a
very large black woman. Remarkable for its
rigour, it is scathing, finally, futile.

For many, Ingmar Bergman defined art
house cinema — serious and black and
white. In Szzband Liv Ullman returns along
with Erland Josephson in this 10 monologue
TV bit that is a sequel of sorts to Scezes
from a Marrigge. Simply through reputation
Bergman's film oozes profundity, deserved or
not. But unlike Godard, he hasn't moved on.
That isn't all bad as the film has it's
moments amongst the spotlight confessionals.

German wild man Werner Herzog alights
with another bizarre concoction, 7Z%Ze Wid
Dlire Yonder: Brad Dourif yacks straight into
the camera. He states he is an alien who
came to Harth to build a settlement, but the
aliens didn't come so he became a CIA
agent. Dourif is the keystone for the arch of
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archival footage, interviews with real
astrophysics guys, and the general mocking
observations of Herzog, who is alternately
amused, amazed, and antagonized by human
society.

Raoul Ruiz, the most prolific filmmaker
no one has ever heard of, loves to spin a
yarn; perhaps you saw his excellent take on
Proust, 2 man who could do the same.
Genealogres of a Crume is typical Ruiz: a
detective story that becomes increasingly
bizarre but involves Catherine Deneuve
becoming involved in a conspiracy by the
French-Belgian Psychoanalytic Society. If you
laughed then, go see the movie.

We have the final tine on Park Chan
Wook's trident of revenge, Syzzpathy for
Lady Vengeance. A monstrous hit in Korea
just a few months ago, and raved about at
the big festivals, Lee Yeong-ac is a woman
out to avenge 13 years stolen from her. A
complicated adventure of pain and emotion,
it revels in the cinematic and is even more
assured than O/dboy-

I like Haruki Murakami, so I was pleased
to see Ichikawa Jun's Zonmy Zakztanz a quiet
adaptation that is perfectly matched by the
minimalist score by Ryuchi Sakamoto. As
you would expect, it is about memory and
living.

Well, this must come to a close and it is
far from sufficient. Before it wraps I must
mention the digital shorts which should be a
hoot, the global program which lives up to
its name, and, especially, the Guy Maddin
shorts. Szsspr Doy Parey Siap is, like all of
his films, like nothing you have ever seen.
This is a rhythmic fiesta of shiny man flesh
slapping and being slapped. 1 imagine the
Mexican wrestling film to also be a highlight
of the festival.

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More than mere history

The Nanjing massacre enters western consciousness

DESPITE REPEATED official apologies from Japan for wartime
atrocities, Japan's Asian neighbors have been slow to accept the
sincerity of those apologies. Issues that remain unresolved in the
minds of the victims include Japan's use of comfort women and
Japan's treatment of civilians and prisoners of war. One of the worst
Japanese atrocities of the period occurred in December of 1937 after
Nanjing fell to the Japanese Imperial Army. Tens, if not hundreds of
thousands of civilians and surrendered soldiers were murdered. Rape,
torture, and looting were widespread as the occupying forces, carrying
orders that rescinded recognition of a Safety Zone where
non-combatants could take refuge, set about massacring what was left
of the city's population. While the issue of the massacre is still very
much alive for many Chinese and has cast a long shadow over
Sino-Japanese relations, what happened in the first weeks after Nanjing
fell to the Imperial Army received little notice in the West untl fairly
recently. Shouhua Qi, the author of a new novel about the massacre,
When the Puple Mountarn Buras, gives lris Chang's 1997 non-fiction
book, 7Ze Rape of Nanking credit for bringing the issue of the
Nanjing Massacre to the attention of Americans and others outside of
China. According to Qi, Iris Chang "made the wotld aware of what
had been largely forgotten." Still, according to Qi, there were no
novels in English about the massacre, at least none that dealt with it
as a central issue. So when Qi sat down to write his first novel, he
knew that this was the subject he had to write about.

A native of Nanjing, Qi grew up surrounded by physical reminders
of the war and the massacre. In addition, Qi had heard about the
massacre from relatives who had seen the events of December 1937
first hand. Qi's grandfather and father, then a boy of seven, had
witnessed the futile attempts of POWs to escape the firing squads by
jumping into the Yangtze. Fortunately, the family lived outside the city
walls and across the river from the city proper and was spared.

Although his background provided him with some knowledge of the
events of December 1937, Qi realized he would have to do some
research before writing his novel, which is told from multiple
perspectives: Chinese, Japanese, and Western. By telling the story from
different views, Qi's goal was to "focus on the human story and to
enable readers to experience what it was like living through those
horrific days by probing into the souls of the victims and perpetrators
alike." Qi's extensive research took him to such places and the special
collections library at the Yale Divinity School, where he was able to
read the original diaries of Minnie Vautrin, one of the foreign
residents who were in Nanjing at the time. Vautrin, an American
missionary and acting dean at Ginling College, saved many lives by
opening up the college to refugees and offering them protection from
the marauding Imperial Army. Another courageous foreign resident

who saved many
lives was John Rabe,
a German
businessman and
member of the Nazi
party, who was his
Nazi flag and
armband to impress
the Japanese military
and keep the
Chinese who
sheltered with him
safe. While most of
the characters in
When the Purple
Mountain Buras are
fictional, Qi
incorporates Vautrin
and Rabe into his
story, and the
sections narrated by
them are among the
novel's most
compelling.

As Anti-Japanese

demonstrations and riots in China this past April underscored, the
wounds left by the war and occupation have yet to heal. Shouhua Qi
himself feels no bitterness towards the Japanese: "I don't have any
anger against the Japanese themselves or feel that they are more
violent than anybody else in the world. Rather, I feel sad for
humanity because how can we, under whatever pretense — religious,
political, or otherwise, go and wage war against fellow human beings
and commit such atrocites against them?"

Alas, while the price of ail climbs,
the quality of what sustains a globetrotting sof is ever diminishing.

Citizen Cane Revamped: Last week | found it impossible to knock
back an invite to Citizen Cain's soft reopening — excellent food
accompanied with decent wine all grafis. Renovations were recently
completed and Greg, the owner, put his own stamp on it all. The
result is a more refined atmosphere, yet prices remain reasonable.
Seating includes tables, booths, a couple of sofas and a dozen
barstools — all quite comfortable. A small stage sits in a back comer
and is put to use Thursdays for Jam Night. The menu rightly boasts a
culinary journey around the world: appetizers, soups, and salads for
starters. Main courses range from burgers to falafel (head chef Tomer
is Israeli), pizza, and five pastas all in the NT $200-300 range. Ribs,
salmon, or filet mignon tops it all af NT$S450. To wash it all down, the
choice is as it should be: extensive. House wines vary week to week
and go for NT$S190 a glass and NT$890 a botfle. Also available are
six liqueurs, cognacs, fourteen cocktails and fourteen mixed shots
(two being Crwna Wie and Overoose (don't do both). For beer
swillers, there are seven botiled beers such as Grolsch and
Hoegarden, and Boddingtons and Stella on tap. All the usual
suspects (J.D., Tangueray Gin, Macallans, etc) are naturally present
with a full page of non-alcoholic drinks (though | did fail to study this
part of the menu in detail). With the wait staff being both very
fiendly and helpful, and fresh paint on the walls, Citizen Cain will
indeed see more of me (free wine or nof)!
