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Strays get a second chance

AnimalsTaiwan.org: Working to save street animals and stop animal abuse

THOSE OF us who've lived in this town
long enough have grown accustomed to the
sight of stray cats and dogs as a feature
of street life in every neighborhood of
Taipei, but the situation has hardly been
static. Taipei's population of strays is now
around 15,000, but was around 25,000 a
decade ago.

The boom, according to Sean
McCormack, came because "fifty percent of
Taiwanese grew up in a house with a dog.
Those dogs that they grew up with were
free roaming, basically — they weren't in
an urban setting. The stray dog problem
started happening in the late '80s and eatly
'90s. They were trying to take their rural
dog ownership ideas with them, and it
wasn't working." Widespread abandonment
was one result, and animal abuse was
another, both problems which persist to
this day.

So in February, McCormack established
the volunteer organization AnimalsTaiwan.org
and has since been working to alleviate the
plight of Taipei's street animals, as well as
spread awareness of animal rights and
responsible pet ownership. In doing so, the
group looks seriously into the local causes
and policies relating to the animal problem.

A research study posted on the
AnimalsTaiwan.org site lists the main
reasons for strays in Taipei as "low rates
of neutering, easy availability of low — or
no-cost puppies, a tendency to allow owned
dogs free access to the outdoors, unrealistic
expectations of dog ownership, canine
behavioral problems, and cultural taboos
against cuthanasia and shelter relinquishment."

McCormack attributes the last decade's
massive reduction in the stray population
mainly to the eclimination of garbage bags
sitting on the street — a ready food
source. But an additional factor of
humanitarian concern has been the bonuses
given to dog catchers. "They started giving
bonuses to the dog catchers for every one
they caught, which meant that peoples' pets
were being caught. You can see dogs with
collars on them at shelters being put to
They shouldn't be there," he said.

many animals he alone could help. He said
of Foxy, the badly injured, first dog he
took into his home, "I found her outside
my building. I'd been feeding her for about
a year and someone had thrown acid over
her." After taking her in, "I realized, that's
my limit. I've got a dog, my gitlfriend's
got a dog. Then I took in another one."
And even then he kept thinking, "What if
I see another one like Foxy; a perfect pet?
I can't just leave her there. It was about
just wanting to help more. 1 see these
animals that want to live."

The day-to-day activities of
AnimalsTaiwan.org volunteers include feeding,
walking and filling of the other daily needs
of the animals temporarily in their care,
liaising daily with vets for the rescued
animals, socializing dogs
(housebreaking, teaching them to walk on a
leash, etc.) in order to give them a better
chance at being adopted, providing
information and support to people who
want to adopt a stray, baking and selling
dog biscuits to help finance their
organization, maintaining the bilingual website,
and visiting elementary schools to educate
children about responsible pet ownership.
Also, they are currently building a stray
holding center and adoption facility near
Danshui in Bali, whose high standards they

hope will serve as a model for the
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normally bleak animal shelters in Taiwan.

"They don't even spay or neuter these
animals, and they put them all in together,"
said McCormack.

AnimalsTaiwan.org also works to bring
social and legal pressure on animal abusers.
As we were conducting our interview,
McCormack received a call from a
co-worker who had tracked the owner of a
"puppy mill" back to a fetid, cramped
breeding facility. But when they had tried
to send the authorities to investigate the
operation, they discovered the breeder had
moved the animals to a new location,
which the rescuers were hoping to find
that night.

McCormack's group also pursues
prosecution for animal abusers and helps
people who witness animal abuse contact
the proper authorities, such as the police
or the Taipei Municipal Institute of Animal
Health (TMIAH).

The TMIAH's role is to prevent the
spread of disease from animals, prevent
abuse, take care of strays, manage an
animal shelter in Neihu, and to pursue
prosecution in violations of Taiwan's Animal
Protection Law — which McCormack calls
one of the most comprehensive animal
protection laws in the world. However,
"the problem is, it's just a law that's in

place, and no one seems to know it's in
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place including the police," said McCormack.
"And when you call the police about a
dog that's being mistreated, which
contravenes the law, the police don't want
to know because they think it's just a dog.
But this is the law."

To raise awareness of the Animal
Protection Law, McCormack simply
recommends reporting more instances of
abuse. "The more we report cases, the
busier they'll become, the bigger their
department will have to become, the more
the government will have to sit up and
listen," he said.

Despite working with limited resources,
McCormack claimed: "We don't give up on
any of them. It doesn't matter what their
like. We'll try." Ghastly proof of this can
be found on the website under "rescues."
Those with strong stomachs can see photos
and read the story of Lazarus, who went
from being covered with horrifying open
sores and near death, to being a healthy,
loving pet thanks to rescuers' intervention.

McCormack sees a number of reasons
to be optimistic about the prospect for
improving the stray problem. One is
Taiwanese general reluctance to cuthanize
unwanted animals, which presents a
difference to the US and other areas.
Reasons could include local Buddhist beliefs,
which proscribe the killing of animals, and
a general willingness to give animals a
second chance. It also means that
"Taiwanese are motre than twice as likely
to adopt a stray than Americans. That
means that we're in a position to get
these strays into homes and get them
cared for," he said. Another strong point
already in place in Taiwanese society is a
history of what McCormack calls
"community animals," or animals that live
in the street yet are fed and looked after
by neighborhood residents. He envisions a
plan to "find these people who are cating
for the dogs, give them a title, give them
support and a network. We can make
them feel part of a very big organization.
What they will do is let us know when a
dog is sick, when there's a new dog in
the area, when there are puppies, and we
go in there and we take care of the
problem. Itll work."

It's a vision based on the belief that
animals that are healthy and thriving in the
streets are far better caught for spaying,
neutering, and any other required medical
treatment, and then released back into their
neighborhood to live a life a relative
freedom, than captured and forced into an
unsanitary shelter where they will likely be
put to sleep. So far, it's making a
difference.

What you can do:

If you see a mistreated animal: "Photograph
it, make a note of the address, and 1
would go straight to the TMIAH. It's far

more effective than going to the person
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yourself."

If you see a stray that's not being mistreated:
There are a couple of options here. If
you're willing to give the animal a
permanent home, take it in yourself.
"Veterinary cate here is extremely cheap.
You can take a stray dog in with any
number of problems, and you're not going
to spend more than NT$2000 — you'll
probably spend NT$500NT." The other
option for an animal that's thriving on the
street is to have it spayed or neutered and
vaccinated, then put it back. If the animal
has a caretaker, be sure to contact him or
her first.

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Bringing home the pork, taking care of their own

Contrary to popular belief,

IN THE past few weeks POTS has run a
series of articles showing how the Chen
administration's human rights policies have
failed to serve a number of vulnerable groups
including long-term foreign residents, Chinese
dissidents, and migrant workers. It would not
be difficult to add other groups such as
indigenous Taiwanese, blue collar workers, and
immigrant women. So should we conclude
that the Chen administration's human rights
policy is a failure?

I would suggest that it is not. Rather, like
so many things in Taiwan, it is working, but
just not the way the readership of these
pages might expect.

Take tourism as an example. Over the
past few years, Taiwan has spent huge sums
on promoting tourism. This is why we have
international mask festivals in Miaoli (a place
that has never made masks) and the
Northern Pingtung Healthy Power Industrial
Building and Tourism Information Center —
a hulking, well-appointed, modern concrete
and glass structure completely out of scale
with the rest of Gaoshu. This small market
town has been the lucky recipient of a neatly
empty institution now humming with
mosquitoes. I'm sure you can think of many
other similar examples in whatever corner of
our beloved Treasure Island you call home.

Is the Miaoli Mask Festival or the
Healthy Power Building luring tourists to
have their hearts touched in Taiwan or to
coo 'Nauruan' with diverse inhabitants of this
ocean-going, silicon green nation? Of course
not. But does that mean the government's
tourism policy isn't working? No, because the
money spent on tourism was never seriously
intended to be used that way. Basically, it's a

giant barrel of pork, so that Taiwan's
all-powerful construction businesses can pour
more concrete for Healthy Power Buildings
that will never house anything worthwhile. Or
so that politicians can have their relatives and
friends cater the Mask Festival and the
Administration can spend the travel budget
for the politicos and their hangers-on to visit
similar festivals overseas.

The Chen Administration's vaunted human
rights policies serve a similar, although more
sophisticated, private agenda. Eric Hobsbawm,
the Marxist British historian, once told
students graduating from an elite Eastern
European university that the measure of
whether a society was worth living was not
how well the society takes care of those
elites who can help themselves, but rather
whether how effectively it helps those who
cannot help themselves. This is the kind of
commitment to broadening social justice that
many of us would like to see Taiwan make.

But Chen's rights agenda serves primarily
to shore up his administration's legitimacy in
two ways. First, it primarily enshrines
members of his administration and the
Taiwanese majority as victims of past injustice
and abuse. In other words, the
Administration's human rights program is in
many ways specifically focused on
commemorating human rights abuses that
occurred in the past as if somehow Taiwan's
human rights problems magically vanished in
2000 when Chen was elected to his first term
. Secondly, it connects the Chen
Administration to the legacy of the White
Terror in the 1950s and the 228 incident in
1947 through the same obsessive
memorializing.

But there is also a third somewhat more
complex consideration that drives the Chen

Administration's human rights policy. That is
its own experience. One of the most
frightening experiences for dissidents in the
1970s and 1980s was how quickly the Chiang
regime could cast them out of the middle
class and make them non-persons when they
dissented. This often leads the Administration
to define human rights very narrowly as
restraint on the part of the state when
confronted with direct challenges to the
political order.

One example is the deference to striking
state-owned bank workers and sympathy for
the China Airlines flight attendant union's
struggle. More broadly, the object of the
Chen Administration's human rights agenda is
Taiwan's traditional middle class, who work
for the state either directly (such as teachers),
or indirectly (such as employees of Taipower
or Taiwan Business Bank).

One final way in which Administration's
human right policy is working is one that
I've always had difficulty articulating precisely.
It goes something like this-if the government
is seen to be talking about doing something
it can be perceived as actually doing it. This
not only goes for human rights, but many
other touchstones or declared goals including
tourism, 'internationalization,' and
environmental protection. To be sure, there
are often large amounts of money involved,
but on the ground, results are usually
symbolic at best.

So despite what much of the foreign
community thinks, the Chen Administration's
human right policies are working. But not the
in the way we might expect or in a way that
the Taiwanese people, Chinese dissidents, or
migrant workers deserve.

The Zxorcisin of Enuly Rose is an effective
throwback of a supernatural horror film
devoid of shock endings or undue gore.
Sensationalist as any movie about demonic
possession is bound to be, it is ultimately a
trial movie, exploring a crisis of faith in
today’s polytheistically vaporous world. Tom
Wilkinson is a parish priest, on trial for the
death of the titular character, a woman
tormented by demons external or internal. He
is defended by Laura Linney, an upwardly
mobile defense lawyer who only wishes to
win the case, and whose morality is shaky.
Jennifer Carpenter as Emily is bewildered and
terrified. She is also an able contortionist; her
limbs frozen akimbo a great image of
helplessness and fear. It is a carefully
controlled movie and through Laura Linney,
in the Scully mode of rational doubter, we
question the situation. It isn’t a level field
however, since a flashback structure makes us
privy to Emily’s innermost visions. The film
tips its brim in favor of evil as a palpable
force. In its way, the movie is as religious as
Gibson’s Zke Pussion, proving the existence
of God by having us accept the Devil.

The reviewers may nitpick, but Stanley Kwan's life and times of a Shanghai glamour queen stands on its own

FOR HONG KONG based director Stanley
Kwan (BE#E) the past month was not the
best. In early October, his highly anticipated
Shanghai drama Zverfzsting Regrer (FNFHK)
went to the Venice Film Festival for the
official competition, to return home with only
a minor award. Two weeks later during the
buildup to Taiwan's Golden Horse Film
Festival, the film failed to secure even a
single awards nomination.

And after showing in major cities in
China for one month, the film's box office
only reached RMB5 million in the Mainland
and RMB7 million in Hong Kong. The total
of RMB12 million (NT$48million) is only a
third of the film's budget.

Major Chinese media generally saw the
film as a failure and a setback for highly
acclaimed Stanley Kwan.

Last week, I spent RMB20 to see this
epic about the life of a legendary woman
living in Shanghai. I find myself disagreeing
with the media and feel the urge to put in a
few words of support, especially for the
female lead Sammi Cheng (B[75%0).

The Beijing cinema where I watched the
movie was indeed cheerless. And the first 20
minutes was a bit slow and loose, but that
did not last too long. As a film about a
woman's emotional life, Aeggrer loses nothing
to Kwan's previous, Shanghai-set films Cezzre
Stage (TE L) and Red Rose Whire Rose
GRLEPHEL I EZE). And for a film depicting
the nostalgia of the 1940s to the 1980s, it
compares well with other "mood dramas,"
such as Wong Kar Wai's (FZH) 20406

The core of the movie is Wang Qiyao
(played by Sammi Cheng), a singular woman
who became glamorous after winning second
runner up in a Miss Shanghai pageant of
1947. The story is about her life and about
the city of Shanghai, which take roughly
parallel tracks, first riding high in the golden
days of the 1930s, then experiencing a loss
of vanity in the 1960s and 1970s when the
rich and powerful flee to Hong Kong.

Qiyao's love life, in a way, is a continual
string of missed chances. From the
photographer who discovered her and got her
into the beauty contest to three other men
who leave her life for various reasons, she

maintains her dignity and a presence in the
city, watching it transform from prosperity to
hardship and then back again.

Maybe because the original award-winning
novel of the same title by writer Wang Anyi
(EZHH) is very well known in China, the
film had a hard time avoiding comparisons to
the book. Wang's novel is seen as a revival
of the Shanghai arts and literature of the
1930s, offering a yielding and subtle portrait
of the city's old lanes and the inhabitant's
small, practical-minded lives. In these things,
Kwan did not faithfully transfer the writing
into sights and sounds, but to me, it looks
like he may have had to do so in order to
focus the story on Qiyao's life.

And Kwan's portrait of old Shanghai is
still beautiful. But compared to his eatlier
films, Aeores s art design is simpler with
calm and uncomplicated colors, creating a
light and warm feeling distinct from Wong
Kar Wai's splendid and decadent style. This is
a homey Shanghai feeling, not the more
stereotypically gorgeous Shanghai.

Years ago, Kwan's collaboration with
Maggie Cheung (j%%= %) helped her win
international recognition. As a director, he
excels in portraying women and depicting

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their charms, emotions, and sorrows. In a
way, he is like the Pedro Almodovar of
Hong Kong.

But this time his choosing Sammi Cheng
for the role of Qiyao was seen as a mistake.
Cheng was criticized for her Cantonese
Mandarin, which Shanghai media criticized as
"totally not Shanghai."

But in my view, Cheng has done a pretty
decent job in showing the many faces of
Qiyao, a calm spirit witnessing waves of
change. Her manners may not be purely
Shanghai and her body language may not be
sweet and delicate, but she manages to be
convincing where it counts.

The only thing Kwan fails to deliver is
Qiyao the survivor. In Wang's novel, this
character may be drifting and powerless, but
in her largely solitary life, she always manages
to find beauty and happiness in small things.
In the film, this is not fully expressed.

The pity thus is that the film is too
easily interpreted as a single-toned, wistful tale
of a woman and her city. Personally, I would
rather see the story from a higher place. As
author Wang Anyi puts it in her novel: "A
city never grows old because everyday,
someone is embracing his youth."
