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Thai labor: widgets or workers?

Why the private broker system means abuse, and litfle is happening to change it

THE THAILAND Overseas Employment
Agency is a glass-boxed government office on
the first floor of a 32-story office tower next
to a Bangkok expressway. When I walked in
one afternoon last week, there were about
two dozen applicants filling out applications
and wooden stands, waiting in plastic seats to
be called, and meeting with tellers. In a
couple of broken conversation I won’t
pretend to be too telling, 1 asked three or
four applicants where they hoped to go. All
from Bangkok, they all seemed to have basic
education and answers I got were the
skilled-labor destinations of Qatar and Korea —
I think one of them only talked to me
because I lent him my pen to fill out the
forms. When I mentioned Taiwan, they
frowned and shook their heads, and when 1
asked why, one man shook an empty hand
and said, “Little money.”

When I went to the service desk asking
to see a sample labor contract, a woman
who was standing around and spoke some
English suggested 1 go with her to another
office. It was a labor broker’s office on the
30th floor. A two-floor top-of-the building
facility, it was casily twice as large and twice
as busy as the ground floor government
office. A busybody, she gave me the
contracts, but when communication again
became a problem, she whisked me back
downstairs and deep into the government
cubicle farm, where there was a woman who
spoke English fluently. The first questions I
asked her was: Why use a broker?

“Basically, it’s faster,” she replied.

After going over basic procedures for
procuring workers, I asked how the
Kaohsiung Incident — in which around 300
Thai workers rioted in August after abuses by
brokers and employers — had affected
worker placement in Taiwan.

“To be honest, it’s been good for this
office,” explained the woman. “It’s expanded
our share of placements, because now there
are fewer workers going through brokers.”

This was diplomatic, as brokers were
given the brunt of the blame for irregularities
leading up to the riot. Eatrlier in the day, I
had been told by worker rights activist Junya
Lek Yimprasert of the Thai Labour Campaign
that when it came to the Kaohsiung Incident,
in Thailand there were two sides to the coin.
One side was the media blitz following the
riot had made people “more conscious”
about the regime of abuses against migrant
labor in Taiwan and elsewhere. On the other
side, said Lek, “There are always people
wanting US$20,000 in three years.”

So 1 followed up: Has Kaohsiung affected
the supply of workers to Taiwan? Are there
still plenty of workers willing to go to

Taiwan?

“Yes,” said the bureaucrat woman. “I don’t
think it” — Kaohsiung — “has had much
of effect.”

Economies of Scale

The more you discuss migrant labor with
brokers, activists, government officials, or
anyone else, the more you find yourself
speaking in economic terms: What’s the
supply? What are the main export destinations?
How do costs compare to China?
(Uncompetitive.)

To look at Thai workers as widgets, the
modern trade dates back to the 1970s, when
large numbers of Thais began to find jobs in
the Middle East. In the eatly 1980s, Thai
government policies promoted labor export as
a means of reducing unemployment, alleviating
rural poverty, and generating remittance
income. Since the late 1980s, Thai labor has
found its largest markets in east and
southeast Asia, a trend dovetailing with the
accumulating wealth of Singapore, Japan,
Korea, and especially Taiwan, where low-cost
labor was increasingly in short supply. Last
year, Thailand, population 66 million, had
almost 400,000 workers overseas. According
to a study three years ago, aggregate
remittance income stood at around 35 billion
baht (US$849m/ NT$28b) per year.

As Thailand’s top labor export destination,
Taiwan has consistently employed more than
100,000 Thai workers for the past decade. So
when a riot started among 1,700 Thai
laborers working on a major Taiwanese
infrastructure project — the Kaohsiung
subway — it’s hardly strange that waves
were generated, major waves.

Taiwanese prosecutors have indicted two
Taiwanese labor brokers and more than a
dozen government officials for corruption,
including deputy secretary-general to the
Presidential Office Chen Che-nan (K%ﬁ%),
Koahsiung Rapid Transit Corporation (KRTC)
vice chairman Chen Min-hsien (lzﬁ %’i‘), and
four senior Kaohsiung administrators. The
Kaohsiung City Mayor has resigned, as has
the Chair of the central government’s
Council of Labor. Perhaps most tellingly,
scandals uncovered by the riot have rattled
the ruling DPP into a state of deep
self-examination from which it has still not
fully recovered.

Thailand, in the thrall of a media blitz,
recalled its top labor envoys in Taipei and
Kaohsiung and launched investigations into
them and mid-level Employment Department
officials in north and northeast Thailand,
where the workers were recruited. The three
Thai brokers that supplied the KRTC workers
have had their licenses suspended and are
under investigation. The brokers have also
been ordered to reimburse workers with 135
million baht (US$3.27m/ NT$109m) for
illegally collected fees. No major counterparts
to Chen Che-nan, have however been brought
under suspicion.

While governments in Taipei and Bangkok
have scrambled to make adjustments, labor
activists still feel that key issues are not being
addressed. Links have yet to be made
between abusive working conditions and
official bribe taking. The scramble to assess
blame and purge political liabilities has hardly
extended beyond the political arena. And in
Taiwan, possible adjustments to labor laws or
enforcement policies have barely been
addressed.

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If there is an echoing criticism among the
workers rights movement, it was voiced by
Ms. Lek when she, sitting in a local Bangkok
coffee shop, set out her organization’s simple
mantra: “The recruitment process is the root
cause of suffering of migrant workers
everywhere.”

“If the Thai Labour Campaign has one
main goal when it comes to migrant workers,
it is to abolish the private recruitment process,
” she said. “We believe it should all be
G-to-G” — i.e. government-to-government.

Locally, similar sentiments have been
voiced by KMT Legislator Hsu Chong-hsiung
(R, who has proposed legal changes
mandating state-to-state importation of foreign
labor, and the chairperson of the Taiwan
International Workers' Association Wu Jing-ru
(RER), who has called to “thoroughly
overhaul the brokerage system.”

“Empty hand business model”

Ms. Lek calls the current system of
private brokers the “empty hand business
model,” for the little that workers are usually
able to save in the end. But who really
helped me understand its mechanisms was
Samarn Laodumrongchai, a researcher at the
Asian Research Center for Migration at
Thailand s top university, Chulalongkorn, has
been tracking Thai migrant workers for at
least 15 years, ten of them in Taiwan.

The cycle begins, said Mr. Samarn, near a
university water cooler, when “brokers go to
the village and tell them they can earn 20,000
baht [US$485/ NT$16,260] a month,” a
bonanza four to five times greater than what
they can generally earn at home, most of
them peasant farmers. For the jobs, brokers
charge steep placement fees, which vary
according to country, but invariably exceed
the maximum limit of 56,000 baht set by the
Thai government. For Taiwan, fees generally
range from 150,000 to 250,000 baht; for
women hoping to work in a “snake bar’ in
Japan, the fee can be as high as one million
baht; Singapore commands a lower fee of
around 100,000 baht. Workers pay because
brokers are faster, shipping them out in a
month or less, where government placement
can take up to a year.

Abuse is rampant, and sometimes extreme.
“Every year there are two or three cases
where a broker will take a group of workers
to the airport and then just disappear. There
is no flight, there are no jobs. The workers
are robbed of their fees and just left in the
airport,” said Mr. Samarn.

But the biggest problems are created by
the brokers’ fees. About 90 percent of the
workers borrow money, roughly half of them
directly from the brokers, another 30 percent
from loan sharks in their village, and only
about 20 percent from banks, said Mr.
Samarn. Bank interest is 3 to 5 percent a
year, but brokers and village loan sharks can
charge as much as 5 percent a month.

Brokers often have strong political
connections, making them difficult to displace,
and the loans the contract go down as side
agreements. Taiwanese brokers work directly
with their Thai counterparts, skimming the
funds from workers salaries and divvying
them up, usually taking about NT$1,000 per
worker per month and sending the rest back
to the Thai broker, said Mr. Samarn.

“In the first month” — when deductions
are greatest — “workers may earn as little as
NT$5,000 or 6,000. On the whole, they
generally lose about one-third of their pay to

loans, side agreements, and fees,
he said.

Some workers are sent home
before the end of a standard

40-day trial period, in which kzjf_}' A

case broker fees are seldom
reimbursed. “We had one _
woman who was sent back after 2,
39 days, and what she told us
was, ‘Going to Taiwan is like
buying a US$4000 lottery,”” said
Ms. Lek.

The percentage of workers
sent home early is not calculated
by the Thai government, said
Ms. Lek, but around 60 percent
of workers return to Thailand
feeling they did not earn as
much as they’d hoped.

Workers who are sent home
eatly are often too ashamed to
return to their families. “They
feel like failures so they can’t /|
return home,” said Ms. Lek.

Divorce rates among
returnees are also higher than THA
average, and even successes are :
limited, especially from the
economic positions ostensibly
underpinning the system.

“Migrants usually come back
and spend all their money on
luxury goods, maybe gold
necklaces or a new house,” says Samarn. In
general, they do not invest in businesses or
other ventures that will renew their assets.
Then after a few years, the money is gone
and they want to go back.

Eating Vomit and Other Abuse

In the offices of the Thailand Overseas
Employment Agency, if the busybody broker
woman was eager to tell me one thing, it
was that her firm didn’t place workers in
construction jobs. Construction is often the
most dangerous work available, and Mr.
Samarn described it as the most cramped and
deprived, with massive dormitories and limited
freedoms.

Conditions that came to light following
the Kaohsiung Incident showed that
employers were illegally holding workers’
passports, paying them in coupons instead of
cash, requiring them to buy goods only at
inflated prices in the company store, and
fining them if they were not in dorms at
night or before 4pm on weekends. Around
one third of their salaries — about NT$9,000
of NT$29,500 — was also being withheld for
unclear reasons.

Abuses vary with jobs, and Ms. Lek
described one particularly dire case as that of
a woman domestic helper who was taken to
clean five houses instead of one, working
daily from 6am to lam with no breakfast,
poor lunch and dinner and only tap water
for drinking water. At one point, Lek said
her bosses in one household forced her to
eat children’s vomit. “Why,” asked Lek,
“because she is not human!”

“They are called dogs. They are called
buffalo because they are dumb,” she said.

Lasting change? Yeah right

Despite the litany of exploitation the
private broker system has produced, the
potential for significant change following in
the Koahsiung Incident leaves room for doubt,
especially on the Thai side. Thailand’s King
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Thailand s~ government promoes workers as “exports,
supporting the “‘industry.”
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Bhumibol Adulyadej and Prime Minister
Thaksin Shinawatra made strong remarks
following the incident to the extent that they
didn’t want to see the Thais exported like
slaves, but Thaksin remains aggressive about
boosting labor exports, working to open new
markets in places like South Africa, Korea,
and Europe.

Laws in both Taiwan and Thailand
mandate worker protection, yet according to
Mr. Samarn, “That is the law, but in reality
that doesn’t happen.”

Even Ms. Lek from the Thai Labour
Campaign sees a host of other concerns —
domestic worker abuse, the need for
government permission to unionize, the nearly
2 million migrant workers in Thailand from
Myanmar, Laos, and Cambodia — potentially
dwarfing migrants’ problems in Taiwan.

And at the end of the day, there’s still that
35 billion baht in remittances. Perhaps that
was what prompted 7%e Natos, one of
Bangkok’s two English dailies, to pen this
editorial a week after the Kaohsiung riots:
“Thailand has much to learn from Taiwan in
terms of human rights policy regarding
foreign workers. Victimized Thai workers and
Thai society in general must gracefully accept
the sincere apology offered by Taiwanese Vice
President Annette Lu on Wednesday for
failure by Taiwanese authorities to enforce
labor standards and protect workers’ human
rights.

“It was brave and honorable for Taipei to
own up to its mistake and take remedial
actions to see to it that Taiwanese employers
provide decent working and living conditions
and accord Thai and other foreign workers
respect and human dignity.”

Not exactly turning the thumbscrews, is it?

So far, the only concrete change Taiwan
has made for workers is a counter at the
airport where workers can lodge complaints
once they’ve been deported. When I
mentioned this to Ms. Lek, she burst out,
“What for? You’re leaving anyway! What, are
you going to get your job back?”

Finally, she muttered, “That’s just stupid.”

Ardors of the Kenting pilgrimage

IT'S 2AM on a Saturday and we're at the
Aloha chicken bus near Taipei Main Station,
joining a surprising throng of people. At this
time of day you'd expect the only surprising
throng of people to be in a nightclub or
outside a dodgy kebab shop, but no, at
Aloha there is a very large mixed bag indeed
— harried looking businessmen types, smiling
housewives, large families with enormous
suitcases, the odd white face. They're all
waiting for a bus to take them away on their
adventure, and even at this time of day
there's one every 20 minutes.

I have a few days break between terms,
and Anita reminds me why I married her by
suggesting we take advantage of the time to
go on a mini adventure. The objective is a
two-day visit to Kenting in the deep south, a
place I'd heard a lot of good things about
but never actually got round to visiting.
Despite the surfeit of buses, we are told by
the man at the expletives desk — every few
seconds he shouts out something which is
probably a number but sounds very much
like Tourette's — that we will have to wait
20 minutes if we want to get a good seat.

But as we move out onto the open road,
the jolting of the bus becomes slightly
nauseating, the movie turns into AZzss
Congenuality, and, despite my constant
flicking back and forth, I never catch any of
the people in the "body movie" showing
anything remotely resembling a naked
appendage. To add to my woes, the cake and
orange juice become distant memories and
nobody offers to renew my supply. By the
time we arrive in Kaohsiung to change buses,
I'm Sandra Bullocksed and rather hungry. I
rush to a convenience store next to the bus
station to stock up on snacks while Anita,
having caught the brunt of the potholes by
sitting in the front seat, regurgitates her cake
and juice rather demurely in the ladies
lavatory. I feel a twinge of anger at such a
waste of free food, but let it pass.

We set off again into bright sunshine and

gradually become aware that the helpful
hostess is informing everyone going to
Kenting that they will have to change busses
en route. So after a short ride, we get off,
the bus driver ensuring us that we will have
to wait no longer than 20 minutes, this
seeming to be the standard unit of bus-time.

Two hours in the burning sun by the
side of a forbiddingly empty road does not
do wonders for your health, your sanity, or
your marriage. Three cars have passed us by
in that time, and though by the third Anita
was desperate enough to hitch, I'm still
smarting from a nine-years-back hitching
disaster near Denver, Colorado that nearly
ended with me dead at the hands of
someone claiming to be a famous murderer.
Never having heard the story before, she
seems to feel that I am raving under the
effects of the sun, which I am, but its' still a
true story.
When at last a bus trundles by, "Hey!" we
shout, "Hey!ll" and run after it. The driver
informs us he's not going to Kenting, but we
don't care — we get on anyway and tell him
to drop us off anywhere with civilization.
Hengchun turns out to be that place, a
bright, dusty town with some great places to
get lunch, several old men at the side of the
road selling clocks set into ship's steering
wheels, and, erm, that's about it. Better than
the side of a road though. And there's also a
small bus station with a schedule IN
ENGLISH that allows even me to work out
when we can get a bus to our final
destination.

Kenting is smaller than I expected, with
just one sandy street and a tantalizing view
of the ocean — only meters away.

Its one
huge failure is that it doesn't cater to
night-time entertainment. Our evening there
was taken up with watching five minutes of
"the Yoho show" which is without doubt the
worst live show I've ever witnessed (and
remember I've seen all zzp- shows, so this
one had to be bad), sitting in the worst bar
I've ever sat in (we were the only people in
there and they wouldn't turn down the
car-explodingly loud music so we could talk),
and finally going back to the hotel room to
watch (nbreakable in Japanese.

Mind you, it was still better than Azss
Congeniality.

Mark Ruffalo is David, a widower landscape
architect new to San Francisco who rents
Elizabeth's apartment.

They fall in love and save one
another to a score of soaring strings. The
movie should have ridden the astral plane
with more energy. Instead, it grounds things
out with the necessity to extend mere plot
with idiotic events, rather than use the
moments to develop characters.

Zathurz is a movie perfect for eight year olds;

A ponderous bagatelle

Banana Yoshimoto's gentle take on death

A FEW days after I finished reading Banana
Yoshimoto's latest pair of short stoties, I
went back into the book fishing for a
half-remembered quote. I only retained the
impression that it was striking and had
something to do with contemporary death,
but couldn't mentally register a single word.

I found it in the second story, "Hard
TLuck," where it comes from the narrator, a
young woman standing over her sister, who
is brain dead, in a coma, and in the
unfathomable condition of being dead while
still being alive:

"Did you ever imagine, back in the old
days, that eventually a day would come when
people and their brains would cach die a
separate death?

But rather than dwelling on how weird
this is, the narrator takes the situation to
heart.

"None of this mattered to my sister, who
was dying. This was a sacred time set aside
for us survivors to think about issues we
didn't usually consider.

"To focus on the unbearable only marred
what was sacred...."

There is a strange, seeming contradiction
here when it comes to the psychology of the
narrator, who is thinking on behalf her family
and "survived bys" everywhere. Losing a
family member confronts the narratot's family
with "issues we usually didn't consider," but
these somehow don't include "the unbearable"
— which I presume to mean ezt or at
least a more neutral concept of it, like
nonterneg. But 1T don't think Banana is
contradicting herself. Instead, she's offering a
way to accept death as part of life, as
something that's not "unbearable." That is
pretty rare these days.

What's normally neglected by the family is
what's "sacred," and that, in a busy life of
everyday affairs, is simply the sister's life —
or more simply, just life. In the midst of a
highly materialistic, individualistic era, the
more typical psychologies of death are
possessed by what you might call an
ontological gluttony: with so many material
possibilities and desires, people cling to life

with such greedy fear that death
has become "unbearable" mostly
insomuch as it represents an end
to the possibilities of material
happiness. But this story offers a
way of dealing with the idea of
death by treating it as "inevitable"
rather than "unbearable." It also
describes a compact, personal ritual,
a selfless period of mourning —
which in our new era bizarrely
happens while the sister is still in
a hospital bed and Ae/ore her
heart stops beating and —
consisting mainly of the unafraid
affirmation of another's life.

Banana has often been
mentioned alongside Haruki
Murakami as emblematic of a
young, anti-traditional (and to
many Japanese critics "mindless")
trend in Japanese literature. Neither
she nor Murakami are young
anymore; she's 41 and he's in his
50s. And at least Murakami's
casual-sounding affirmations are
now grudgingly being accepted into
a literary establishment where
austerity and suicide are more
normal hallmarks of greatness. But
if ever there was a question that
Banana can be classed alongside
the multi-million selling Murakami,
in these ponderous bagatelles —
the dainty hardcover volume is
only around 150 pages and in fairly large
print — she shows herself as a female voice
keeping up with Murakami step for step.

Both stories in this diptych manage to
address mortality without being bleak and in
the same cozy, listening-to-your-best-friend
voice both authors are known for. In the
first story, "Hardboiled," Banana delves into
an area for which Murakami is much more
famous, surrealism, with what's basically a
ghost story. A woman is hiking to a small,
nondescript town in an obscure, mountainous
corner of Japan. On her hike, she encounters
a derelict shrine with evil-seeming black
stones. Then a diner where she eats burns
down, and later, in the desolate hotel where
she sleeps, she has a bizarre encounter with
a ghost.

Jay Rubin, a Murakami translator and
Japanese lit scholar, has pointed out how
Murakami has consistently appropriated genres
like sci-fi and the detective novel as vehicles
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to his own purpose, using genre as little
more than a premise or a vehicle for his
own ideas. Here, Banana does exactly the
same. And of course her central meaning has
nothing to do with the genre form. The
story meditates on death through a
conversation, one of the participants
happening to be an unhappy ghost.

In this paired set, "Hardboiled," as a
fictional flight of fancy, also serves as a
perfect counterweight to the much more
realist "Hard Luck." Both are straightforward
narratives, short, sweet, to the point, and
wonderfully rendered. As short stories, they're
more about situations than developments, so
it might not be possible to call these major
works in Banana's growing ocuvre. But all
the same, they're very fine, and for fans of
the new J-lit, they're not to be passed over.
