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Will Formosa Plastics get away with it?

Guards have confessed to severely beating four Filipino workers, yet the Council of Labor Affairs sits on its heels

Description: Local labor groups and the Taiwan
International Workers Association and other NGOs
have planned a anti-human trafficking protest march
of migrant workers and supporters calling for an
end to the labor broker system, set to coincide with
the International Human Rights Day (Dec. 10).

IN REACTION to charges by Filipino workers
that they were beaten and forcibly repatriated in
August, the Council of Labor Affairs has
promised an investigation and plans a Dec. 9
visit to the former workplace, a Formosa
Plastics Group factory in Mailiao, Yunlin
County. But workers' advocacy groups are
already calling the planned government visit a
"PR stunt" a day in advance of international
Human Rights Day, as the labor agency has for
three months failed to address the beatings, the
strike that preceded them, and ongoing
harassment of worker Michael Picardal at the
plant.

Gil Lebria, who claims to have been brutally
beaten, further claims he has identified his
assailants in front of Yunlin police as two
security guards Tsai Guo-Sheng ZEE4) and
Tsai Guei-Rong (?%%%%%) who work for ATV
(1K), a labor brokerage firm.

"We question the Council of Labor Affairs
motives in visiting the Formosa Plastics Group's
Mailiao Plant" said a statement released eatlier
this week by the Asia Pacific Mission for
Migrants, a Hong Kong-based group.

The statement identified numerous elements
of the case that the CLLA has so far failed to
investigate, including sudden deportation on
Aug. 2 of Gil Lebria and 15 other workers
suspected of leading a strike in July. Lebria
claims he was beaten unconscious, shocked with
clectric batons, forced to sign contract waivers,
and then, still unable to walk, put on a Cathay
Pacific flight back to the Philippines at Chiang
Kai-shek International Airport.

The statement further questioned why the
CLA is not taking along interested NGOs and
legislators, including Joanne Lei of the Peoples
First Party, on the Dec. 9 factory visit. Both
Lebria and the Asia Pacific Mission for
Migrants say they asked to attend but were
refused.

The last formal contact between aggrieved
workers and the CLLA came on Nov. 25 at a
press conference held at the agency. In a heated
meeting, government officials drew angry
criticism from Lebria, one of the victims of the
alleged beatings, labor rights groups, and
legislators.

Legislator Lei, frustrated, there exclaimed
that the CLA "was just waiting another strike
or big incident to happen [like the Thai
laborers' riot in Kaoshiung] before it conducts
its own investigation in Mailiao."

Though CLA Chair Lee Ying-yuan (§ﬁ§fﬁ)

promised to investigate the matter following a
Nov. 4 protest in front of the agency, CLA
special committee member under the Employer
Vocational Training Administration Chen Bo-yi
(lgi]ﬁhﬁ) made it clear at the meeting that the
agency is leaving the investigation to the Yunlin
County Labor Bureau and the Yunlin County
Police Department.

In response to workers' charges that they
were frequently and "illegally" transferred to
various Formosa Plastics subcontractors —
including plants run by Samsung and CTCI —
the CLA said that Formosa was within its rights
to move workers around among "allied
factories" without approval, according to official
letters issued by the CLA in 1996 and 2004

So far, the only actions taken against
Formosa Plastics by the CLA is a N'T$60,000
fine for failing to translate workers' pay slips
into English.

The status of official investigations into
allegations of beatings and harassment remains
vague. However reports from workers inside the
Formosa Plastics compound have described a
series of tactics used by management and
brokers against the workers including
harassment, intimidation, and coercion.

In early November, Lebria was contacted by
Michael Picardal, a Filipino worker still
employed at the Formosa Plastics plant. Picardal
claimed he was being harassed after refusing to
sign warning letters for alleged misconduct and
had been warned through a company-employed
translator that he would soon be deported.

Complaints by Formosa Plastics against
Picardal have emerged through the Manila
Economic Cultural Office, which relayed
charges that Picardal had thrown food in the
halls, fought with other workers, and destroyed
a mailbox. Picardal has denied these accusations
in a signed and thumb-printed statement made
to the Yunlin County Labor Bureau. In the
same statement, Picardal retracted his claim of
deportation threats.

Picardal's main complaint surrounds a forced
search of his room by persons from the labor
broker ATV on Nov. 16. He claims the brokers
have also accused him of posting notices on the
walls in the workplace urging the other workers
not to sign new side agreements.

The extra contracts would mean a monthly
deduction of NT$4000 from workers' wages.
These deductions had eatlier been removed in
July following a two-day strike led by Lebria
and others.

Workers at the Formosa Plastics plant earn
the standard minimum wage for foreign
workers, NT$15,840 per month, plus prorated
overtime.

Since the July strike, at least 200 Filipino
workers, many of them skilled workers such as
welders, have left the Formosa Plastics plant in
favor of finding better working conditions and
higher paid work in the Middle East, according
to the Asia Pacific Mission for Migrants.

Confronted with evasive and tight-lipped

officials, NGOs, workers, and former workers
have pushed investigations forward on their
own. Their most significant discovery came
three weeks ago, when Lebria was finally able
to come face to face with his attackers again,
this time in a police station.

In making the trip to Yunlin, Lebria's
original intention was to file an official
complaint with local police about the beatings
he claims accompanied the sudden termination
of his job and forced deportation. Lebria also
said he had learned that a Formosa Plastics
subcontractor where he had worked had issued
a report allegedly claiming his attacker was a
Thai worker and not a Taiwanese guard. "I
didn't understand why they had said that
because there were no Thais on the bus [where
I was beaten|," said Lebria. "So we wanted to
clear that up."

On Nov. 14, Lebria and Lennon Ying-da
Wang (EHE) of the Chinese Federation of
Labor traveled to the Manila Economic Cultural
Office in Taichung. There they met a curious
character who introduced himself as Frank Lin
and said he was a long time consultant for the
Filipino agency.

"But his name care only listed his name and
but no company," said Wang.

"When Lebria described two guards who
beat him," Wang continued, "Lin said he knew
exactly who they were and that they worked for
the ATV broker. He made a phone call and
said the two men would come to the police
station."

Lebria, Wang, and Lin, along with a
National Assistance Officer from the Manila
Economic Cultural Office then traveled to the
Yunlin police station together. There police took
Lebria into a room for a 30-minute interview,
and when he emerged into the lobby, waiting
there he found the two men he believed to be
his attackers, a tall muscular young man in his
20s named Tsai Guo-sheng and an older
bearded man named Tsai Guei-rong,

Lebria identified Tsai Guei-rong as "the old
man who beat me and spit in my face." "I
stared at them hard for a long time. I was so
angry," said Lebria. "But they didn't want to
look at me."

Wang said he has learned from officials at
the Manila Economic and Cultural Office who
have seen police depositions from the two men
that both, Tsai Guo-sheng and Tsai Guei-rong,
have admitted to beating Lebria and other
workers.

Of the two guards' confessions, Wang said,
"This is pretty well known. Only lawyers can
see the actual documents, but it has come out
through MECO and the CLA." He went on to
say that the two men's stories "are completely
different" and that at least one claimed the
workers were trying to escape.

The Changhua Legal Aid Foundation has
recently agreed to assist Lebria in his case,
appointing lawyers in both the civil and criminal
case related to the Aug 2 beatings.

Pretty things from a lighthouse in Iceland

An interview with the band Mum

WELCOME TO the wotld of twee:
"Suddenly there was a scene that didn't so
much aspire to coolness or toughness or
sexiness. Suddenly there was a scene that
made stars out of shy boys who probably got
swirlied in high school, and idols out of gitls
who dressed like librarians — a scene where
the pinnacle of style was to be a nice,
normal person who made some tiny, lovely
thing on your own."

The Icelandic band Mum just played at
the Wall last weekend, and I'd just read this
on Pitchfork Media (.com) — a awesome
history of indie pop called "Twee as Fuck"
— and since the shoe fit.... I'm not going to
get into how exactly twee Mum is, but
clearly they are band for a post-rock world.
Their music can't even really be called rock
— there's been a split — because rock has
never managed not to be about cock-rock,
about rocking hard, dude. And Mum, with
songs like "Asleep on a Train" and albums
like Zznally We Are No Cue, is definitely
going for something else. To get down to it,
they won't be trashing any hotel rooms. The
drummer talks to his wife through is laptop;
they extended their visit by a week to tour
the island; and they are maddeningly
egalitarian, with no one taking credit for
anything.

Mum traveled to Taipei with two women and
four men playing an even mix of clectronics
and acoustic smooth-toned instruments —
including accordion, melodica, violin, and
trumpet. There were even little colored bells.
The music was fluid, often lovely, but 1 also
found it washing out and getting lost in the
territory somewhere between songs and
ambient happy-feely-ness. Another Pitchfork
reviewer wrote: "something's missing from
Mum's relentless pursuit of beauty and
innocence: a sense of struggle." T couldn't
help agree.

But they were good, and they extremely
friendly, and a friend at the show correctly
noted, "They were better than Sigur Ros" (at
Fuji Rock earlier this year). Before the Wall
gig, POTS sat down with three band
members Gunnar Orn Tynes, Samuli
Kosminen, and Eirikur Orri Olafsson. The
first thing I had to ask them was about
another kind of music I wasn't sure had any
connection with what they do:

POTS: What do you guys think about hip hop?
Samuli: T love hip hop.

Gunnar: Me too.

Samuli: For me as a drummer, that was like
the biggest influence to start playing drums.
Originally 1 was listening to hip-hop music
and I was thinking, how are these beats
created? Because 1 was a small kid and 1
didn't know what is sampling and what is a
sampler. It was like — I know this is from
James Brown, but what? Have they replayed
this? Or is this James Browns' drummer who
is playing the demo, or what? 1 was really
trying to figure out this in my small mind,
like, how is this done? And then I started to
play along with the records. That was my
first drum education. I just bought loads of
hip-hop albums.

POTS: How old were you?

Samuli: 13.

POTS: And who were you listening to?
Samuli: Back then it was NWA,
Public Enemy, Boogie Down
Productions.

Gunnar: 1 used to be a De La Soul
fan, because they were so happy.
Samuli: And Jungle Brothers of
course.

POTS: Does that still influence your
music now?

Eirikur: T think it's probably the
aesthetic of noise on noise,
disassociated sounds, sound collage.
And also [doing the same was| the
carly UK hardcore, like rave and
hardcore.

Gunnar: I'd like to say this. I would
like to believe with influences on a
band from other band — Dbecause
we listen to such diverse music —
I would like to believe that the
influences are not that obvious.
POTS: Do you see your music as
heavily influenced by technology and
computers?

Samuli: There is certainly this laptop
nerdism in this band, but then on
the other hand, we have so many
acoustic instruments. Some particular
songs are very much based on what
happened on the laptop, and
sometimes it's the opposite.

Gunnar: And 1 think it's something

we are very aware of, and we use | M,!?n{;
computers| but we don't want to be

too obvious about it. Our music is

really sequenced and we work it a

lot in a computer and a lot of the sounds
and textures are from manipulating things. We
did a lot of rerecording the electronics
through, like amps, to get a bit softer
textures.

Eirikur: But I think in the end, it's more
about the sound than the texture - how it
feels rather than how it's made.

POTS: How do you go about composing a song?
Samuli: Everybody comes up with something
with the instrument that's close to them.
Maybe my ideas are usually coming from the
laptop. Sometimes they are rhythm based,
sometimes not. Usually 1 give my ideas with
the laptop, and maybe Eirikur will come up
with some beautiful trumpet. Everyone has
their strong parts.

POTS: What about jamming?

Eirikur: 1 don't know about jamming.

Gunnar: We do it later on in the process 1
think. We don't usually start a song by
jamming together. We usually start — you
can think of it as a seed, a little seed.
Sometimes it's a song that has structure.
Sometimes it's just one melody that leads to
something more. Sometimes it's beats. But
always, it goes through this phase of changing
a lot by going through everybody and
everybody giving their character and
personality to it. I think that's very important
to have.

POTS: Does everybody in the band work on
the computers?

Samuli: More or less.

POTS: Have you been through the process
where one person brings in a computer file,
and then someone else will tweak it, and things
proceed like that?

They look quaint, Iey sound quaint.
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Samuli: Almost every song.

POTS: Could you tell me a little bit about the
place you live, Reykjavik, Iceland?

Eirikur: Tt's a small city...

Gunnar: In a small country... The whole
population is 290,000.

Eirikur: And in Reykjavik you have 150,000.
Kind of half the population lives in Reykjavik.
Gunnar: For our last two albums, we've been
going to a place kind of on the outskirts of
Iceland. It's very far away from Reykjavik.
We go for working and creating and coming
up with ideas and throwing away ideas that
are bad..and chilling and drinking tea.

POTS: Does the isolation help?

Gunnar: It's a very special place. And
isolation is a very big part of it, but..
Samuli: It's part of it, but that's a personal
thing. We also have like really nice walks.
We cook lovely dinners. And focus on music.
But sometimes we have many days where we
don't focus on music, but still, we are all
there — and we can't use mobile phones
because [it's out of range] — so we are kind
of isolated, and still you subconsciously
process the music; you don't even need to
work on the music, you just do something
nice there all together, and then, you puke
out the idea in the end.

POTS: What's the name of the place?

Eirikur: Caltarviti.

Gunnar: It means "Hog Lighthouse."

Eirikur: It's a litde town, and you have to go
across by boat, and then you go up to the
lighthouse.

POTS: Is that the lighthouse your song (and
video) "Green Grass of Tunnel"2

Samuli: Yeah, it's loosely based on that.




Tale of Two Museums
From CKS to 228, the battle for cultural history rages

I LIKE to take visitors to Taipei on a
walking tour of the capital district that begins
at the Chiang Kai-shek Memorial Hall and
ends at the 228 Peace Park. The Japanese
built the district as a showcase of their
colonial rule. Alongside the colonial admin-
istration buildings are schools and Taiwan's
first modern hospital, museum, and park.

For me though, the highlichts are the two
museums at the beginning and end — the
lower level of the Chiang Kai-shek Memorial
Hall and the 228 Memorial Museum tucked
away in a shady corner of the 228 Peace
Park. Both museums tell alternative versions
of modern Taiwan's history, but how they tell
that story reveals much about very different
governments that built them.

Chiang Kai-shek Memorial Hall was built
by Chiang's son Chiang Ching-kuo in the late
1970s and for many years was one of
Taipei's most popular tourist attractions. Like
the other buildings in the memorial complex,
the lower level of the Memorial Hall is built
in the palace style — high ceilings with
intricate carvings supported on massive
columns. The intention is to impress and awe
the visitor with a vision of power grounded
in the glories of high Chinese civilization.

Inside are the personal effects of the
elder Chiang along with massive oil paintings
depicting his great victories over the enemies
of the Republic and the Japanese. The heavy
gleaming frames are mounted high above the
heads of visitors.

The central concern of the exhibitions
though is legitimacy. Chiang Ching-kuo's
succession of his father was a throwback to

imperial China and doubly illegitimate in the
sense that it was not only undemocratic, but
also dynastic. The younger Chiang built his
memorial to his father to legitimize his own
rule by connecting it to the great tradition in
Chinese culture and by enshrining the myth
of his father's role as the "Savior of the
Race" as a quasi-state religion. The contents
of the lower level are sacred relics imbuing
the Memorial Hall as a whole with a sense
of the great man's lingering aura.

Just as the Chiang Kai-shek Memorial
Hall attempts to legitimize decades of rule by
the Chiang family, the 228 Peace Muscum at
the other end of my walk represents the
present DPP government's efforts to fuse the
228 incident — during which Chiang
Kai-shek's KMT killed thousands of
Taiwanese dissidents in 1947 — to the DPP's
project of nationbuilding.

This narrative of an emerging nation
begins a bit stiffly with large formal
photographs of various Taiwanese groups
from the 1930s who asked the Japanese for
more autonomy and self-rule. But it hits
stride in the next room with a precise,
detailed look at Taiwan under Japanese rule
before and during World War II. There are
pictures of school children raising money for
the war effort near a Shinto shrine, little
metal plates that were placed outside the
doors of families who were certified as
speaking the "National Language" (BlF& —
not Mandarin, but Japanese), and a Japanese
flag signed by a squadron of Kamikaze pilots.
Several of the pilots were Taiwanese.

The middle section of the permanent
exhibition is dedicated to meticulously
documenting the horrors of the 228 incident.

In a round room in the center hand small
black and white photos of the disappeared
from around Taiwan organized by city and
county. When I visited on the day of Hands
Across Taiwan, Feb. 28, 2004, a gitl in her
early 20s wearing a then-fashionable puffy
white parka walked around the room pursing
her glossy lips in bemusement. "They weren't
all killed, were they?" she asked her boyfriend?
"No, of course not," he reassured her,
shaking his carefully teased spiky hair.

If they had continued on to the next
room they would have seen the democracy
movement of the 1970s starring the future
leaders of the DPP. As the sign says when
you exit the museum, "The only true
memorial is the establishment of a just and
peaceful nation." In contrast to CKS' imperial
scale, the 228 Museum's style is intimate and
documentary — small exhibition rooms are
filled with items from everyday life, oral
histories, and minutely detailed accounts of
mass graves complete with maps and
photographs.

This contrast in form is significant. While
the 228 Memorial Museum serves the current
government's political agenda, it does so by
appealing to Taiwan's historical realities, rather
than creating an ahistorical state cult of a
ruling family enshrouded by Chinese culture.

In recent years, the Museum has been
directly managed by the Taipei City Bureau
of Culture. While the Bureau has left the
Museum's permanent exhibition alone, it has
been accused of blurring the Museum's
mission by a series of special exhibitions that
have treated subjects that critics argue are not
directly related to the 228 incident, like the
Wushe Incident, a 1930 aboriginal revolt
against the Japanese. These criticisms have
their merit, but the fact remains that Taiwan's
culture wars are now being heavily fought on
the ground of Taiwanese history.

Wai (F5HHT), provides his usual stunning
imagery.

They are indeed innocent steps in this Korean
movie about the bitter and nasty world of
competitive dancing. A hobbled dancer, Park
Geon-hyeong, agrees to fake a marriage to an
ethnic Korean naif — played by Moon
Geun-yeong in bride-eyed innocence — from
a podunk Chinese village who has come to
Seoul to learn to dance. From there, the plot
can be seen from space. There is a new
Asian genre of chaste romances where naught
a kiss is exchanged, a hatrkening back to
some nostalgic wholesomeness where love is
spoken before it is made. In a dancing film,
however, there should be some chemistry and
instead we just have noble gases refusing to
react — they are dancing the samba for
Fosse's sake, not a minuet. (Park

The Child (L'Enfant) ( £ 1)

Jean-Pierre and Luc Dardenne are Belgian
brothers, former documentarists, who make
unforgiving dramas about people forgotten and
dispensed with, cking out a troglodytic
survival. This film, their second Palm d'Or
winner, is again of small scope and scale: the
story of a desperate father and petty thief,
Bruno, who sells his new son, Jimmy, to
some underworld characters. His girlfriend,
Sonia, is understandably upset, and Bruno,
now remorseful, seeks to restore his meager
family unit. Shot with available light, the
realism amplifies the astonishing performances
from the two leads, Jeremie Renier and
Deborah Francois. Suspenseful and heartfelt, it
is through the smallest shifting of emotions
that the film builds its lingering power.

Miranda July's remarkable first film is about
love, sex, interaction, and performance. She is

an artist and plays one, a fey video artist,
who becomes infatuated with a newly
separated shoe salesman. It's a delicate yet
forceful film: delicate with its many tenuous
threads that don't lose their gentle, winding
nature; forceful in tightly structured dialogue
that has a purposeful manner and delivery.
The main characters are reaching out for
contact — often through a media that
maintains distance — that may not come or
may not be what was desired if it does come.
The film wends it way through wonderful
scenes that verge on being prettily precious
but never quite. July's use of sound is quite
extraordinary as well, from the few songs to
the thematic refrains that move from back to
front in scenes. Somehow July creates a
movie that seems removed from our reality
but unscrupulously, honestly bound to it.

The film has a beginning that takes the wind
from your lungs. From that point on, you
know that it is capable of grim things you
wouldn't expect, and it delivers. A group of
women explorers head off into the wild
Appalachians for a little spelunking into an
unknown cave. They become trapped and run
into, or disturb, some unknown predators
which slowly, surely, hunt them down. Any
similarities to 7%e¢ Cave are best forgotten for
not only is this British film smaller, it is
better shot, smarter, coherent, frightening and
crawly creepy. It uses our fears of tight
cramped spaces, heights, and the unknown
very effectively. Writer/director Marshall has
the cast of capable women talk things out
and work through their dilemmas, all the
while building up the suspense and getting us
emotionally involved. The cinematographer
uses the artificial light sources to good effect,
be it the sickly green of glow sticks, red
flares, or headlamps flaring out into
impenetrable darkness or onto the blanched
skin of some...thing.

In this UK digital animation, Ewan
MacGregor voices Valiant, a tiny carrier
pigeon in WWII who has volunteered for a
dangerous mission to retrieve a valuable
intelligence message from some mice in
France. He is accompanied by a group of
misfits and faces off against Tim Curry's Nazi
Falcon's with Curry doing his best Colonel
Klink. Those under eight may enjoy a little
bit of the action, but the movie isn't as
clever as the Pixar Films nor is the animation
as bright, finished, or textured. It's quite a
bewildering choice for a plot and while it
could have proven capable for providing some
interest for adults, it doesn't seem to attempt
it except for a few lame fart jokes and some
Wagnerian humor.

Same old song and dance

A Chinese blockbuster musical?

LAST WEEKEND on one of the coldest
days so far this year, when Beijing saw its
first snow of 2005 and the lakes and rivers
began to freeze, Peter Ho-sun Chan's Zeszaps
Love landed here for its China premiere. The
weather may have been freezing, but Chan's
first incursion into China market proved a
successful ice-breaker, raking in RMB18
million in the first weekend and marking a
new record for a first-weeckend gross by a
Chinese-language film in China. And to keep
with the ice-breaker trope, the gross is
historically only second to that of Zizmzc

The major selling points are romance,
stars Takeshi Kaneshiro (£33 and Zhou
Xun ([&i), and grand musical scenes. Yes,
this is a musical, with a US$10million budget.
Additionally, there was a lot of
pre-production hype, which no doubt
contributed to ticket sales. Fitst,
Oscar-winning Andre Morgan (the producer
of Million Dollar Baby) was on the
production team. Then in September, the film
made a wave in the Venice Film Festival,
garnering big plaudits on the festival's closing
night. And a month later, the film was
chosen to represent Hong Kong in the
running for Best Foreign Language Film at
Hollywood's Academy Awards.

All of which made me want to see this
movie. Also, it's not often you have a
Chinese-language musical, and on top of that
it's been five years since Chan made a
full-length feature.

But walking out of the theater, it was
hard not to feel disappointed. Especially since
I love Chan's classic 1996 film, Comrade,
Almost a Love Storr GHEE).

Ferhaps Love opens with a flashy but
powerless musical number, and from there
the story unfolds. Kaneshiro plays Lin
Jiandong, a successful Hong Kong actor
suffering from insomnia. He is invited to
Shanghai to star in a musical with top
Chinese actress Sun Na (played by Zhou
Xun), who is in fact the very root of his
problem. The two first met in cold Beijing a
decade ecarlier, both poor and
down-on-their-luck. Lin remembers their pure
and innocent love in the severe environment,
but Sun wants to forget that era of hardship.
After leaving him, she went on to see her
dream of becoming a movie star fulfilled
through a string of relationships with
different film directors.

The musical these two stars are making is
about a girl in a circus who cannot
remember her past. So her child lover comes
back to help, and this triggers the jealousy of
the circus owner — played by character Nie
Wen (Jackie Cheung — RE2JZ), who in
"real life" is also Sun's current director
boyfriend. Thus there are two love triangles
going on: the film they're making and the
film you're seeing, both following the same
pattern. There's also the back story of the

lovers' hard times in Beijing ten years earlier.
Adding in the music and dance eclements,
Chan uses various montage techniques to
juxtapose all these natratives, a juggle that's
both complicated and fascinating.

The female lead's conflict here is the
same as in Chan's eatlier Comrade, Almost 2
love story; a woman torn between the man
who brings her success and the man who
has given her happiness. But this time the
romance is neither as deep nor as touching.
All we get in compensation is sensational
kissing scenes, Kaneshiro's hysterical
dreamland, and the sad monologues he keeps
repeating into a tape recorder.

Kaneshiro well fills the role of Lin, the
handsome but sensitive young man
traumatized by his old love. But the pity is
that his sentiments don't come through in
the singing and dancing; his singing part is in
fact pretty awful. Zhou Xun meanwhile looks
beautiful but has only a few nice dancing

scenes. And then the chemistry between the
two 1s just not very convincing.

The only nice musical elements come
when Jackie Cheung sings "You Love Me" in
a powerful voice, projecting a memorable
moment of jealousy, and when the young
couple walk through harsh, winding alleyways
of Shanghai to a background chorus singing
and dancing to "The World is by Nature
Dirty."

So if you are expecting a Mowln Rouge
ot a Clucago—style musical, then you are
bound to be let down by ZFertaps Love. But
if all you want is to see beautiful people
falling in love in romantic places like Beijing
and Shanghai, then this still passes as a date
movie. My sense is that women will make up
the majority of audience. After all, seeing a
handsome Kaneshiro falling so deeply for a
woman is emotionally involving. Even I
started to feel sorry for him.

| AM a bit concemed when it
only takes me a second to
find a parking spot right next to
MoS at Tam. But the thumping
music that hit my ears as soon
as | got out of my car two Fri-
days ago (Nov. 25) reassured
me a bit. Affer all, how can
you @go wrong Wwith Danny
Rampling, one of the pioneer
DJs who established the UK's
dance music/club scene? This
Quy starfed spreading house
music long before we in Tai-
wan had even heard of it! It
was a chance fo see a living
legend.

Inside the club, there were
actually a lot more people
than there were the last time |
was there (though it's still far
from being packed). The crowd is half middle-aged businessmnan
types (with their hostess-type pariners). These appear to be their pri-
mary costumers now. Then about a quarter are foreigners, who look
like they're friends with the (foreigner) resident DJs. And the last quar-
fer are random young people who just happen fo drop in. 'l feel
sorry for the DJ," remarked a friend, who'd never been to MoS before.
But Danny Rampling didn't seem bothered. In fact, he was rather vig-
orous and wearing a big smile on his face the whole fime. The mu-
sic was also vivid, never a dull moment.

The only thing that kind of bugged me was the go-go dancers,
making me feel like | was at a cheap strip bar. Thanks to the com-
petition between the clubs in Taipei, we are now so used to seeing
a "big name" on a weekly basis that some of us are gradually be-
coming numb. That's why only a few headz tumed up to see Danny
Rampling (the same thing happening for James Zabiela at Luxy a
couple weeks earlier). And that's not a good sign. Most club promot-
ers now work under the assumption that their party will go off as long
as they've got someone big at the fop of the bil, and they ignore
the importance of education. The results can be costly (for them-
selves) and embarrassing (for the guest DJs). Seriously, Taiwan's dance
music community is not big enough to consume what the clubs are
offering right now, but I'm sure this can be changed one day. But
only if promoters and local DJs care enough to make a difference
by educating the crowd, and by that | mean: Playing some real
quality music and cutting out the redundant anthems!
