YOU'VE GOT to admit it's a helluva
marketing concept, one of those wonderfully
simple yet utterly novel ideas, like
soap-on-a-rope, that make you want to bang
your head against the door and groan, "Aw,
maazzazg, why didn't T think of that?" And
there really was a rush on these eggs the day
I first ran into them at Cafe Odeon, a
coffee shop cum Belgian beer bar near Taida.
This was back in August when late one
afternoon 1 stepped in for a cold one and
found a gaggle of high school gitls cheering
on one of their number who was busy
feeding 10NT coins into a vintage candy
vending machine plastered with a sign saying,
"Poetry in an Egg" (f#ZEEF). Bach time she
turned the crank, the machine laid a clear
plastic capsule, which she peered at for a
moment, then shrugged in obvious
disappointment before tossing it into her
backpack and beginning again.

Curious, 1 finally asked her why she was
doing this and she replied, "I'm trying to get
a Hsia Yu poem but this dumb old machine
keeps laying eggs with poems by other people.
They're pretty good, but you know Hsia Yu
is like cozally cool and I'm getting kind of
pissed 'cause I've almost used up my whole
allowance. You think this thing is rigged?"
But she'd no sooner said this than the
ancient instrument (no doubt a relic of the
Japanese occupation period) coughed up her
heart's desire, and the whole gaggle started
squealing as if she had won the New York
Lottery.

So then I chanced to mention that I was
one of Hsia Yu's English translators, and the
girl's tongue fell out, and she handed me the
capsule, saying, "Then you should be the first
to open it." Selfish creature that I am, I did
indeed take the egg and pull it apart, and
felt that delicious rush of adrenaline you
always get when you revisit a forgotten
childhood pleasure. And all the while I
couldn't help thinking, "Well, it's about time
poetry shed its pre-industrial trappings and
rejoined the human race." Difficult to believe
I know, but there was a time when the art
lay at the very heart of the fomo sapren
experience, and poets were more popular than
heartland rock icons. But then of course
civilization came along (remember the Greeks
and Romans?) and the poets started
squitreling their words away in books. Poetry
has languished ever since.

To be sure, plastic is not the most
environmentally endearing substance to wrap a
poem in, but it sure beats the hell out of
the Norton Anthology. Yeah, yeah, yeah, 1
know, the Norton makes a great doorstop,
but when you think of the zillions of trees
that have been mercilessly pulped to
force-feed generations of helpless college
students indigestible chunks of literature, it's

enough to make you want to lie down by
the waters of the River Lethe and weep.
Besides, you can always recycle the plastic
capsules. After all, it's not the shell that
counts but what's inside it.

And what's inside really is a marvel to
behold even before you follow the invitation
to "Crack Me Open and Watch me Turn
into a Poem" (fffk AFEEEEEE). Folded and
tied up with string, the poems are lovingly
printed on an elegant slip of acid-free paper
adorned with the name of poem's author and
the chop of the Poetry-in-an-Egg's young
publisher and manufacturer, Shiah Shiah (&
i), who laboriously makes these things by
hand at the rate of ten a day.

There are six poems in each series, and
there have been four series since
Poetry-in-an-Egg came on the market late last
spring. The newest one just goes into the
hopper this Friday (Dec. 16). Most of the
poems in the first two series were by
contemporary poets from Taiwan or the PRC,
but a few were culled from the Chinese
classical tradition. The third series was made
up entirely of translations, and the new one,
well, you'll have to go to Cafe Odeon II and
find out. Apart from the poems, cach also
contains a practical novelty item such as a
button on a string or an itty-bitty tube of
generic toothpaste.

I don't know if this was the designet's
intention, but the poems make nifty little
bookmarkers if you leave them unfolded. Just
the sort of thing to slip between the pages
of that trashy bestseller your significant other
has been carrying around: "Oh! What's this?
Poetry? How sweet!" As the good bard says:
"Say it with a poem." And, with the holiday
season almost upon us, these eggs make great
gifts if you can figure out how to tie a

ribbon around a plastic capsule without it
slipping off. "Aw, for Chrissakes! Not again!
Will somebody get me the goddamn
scotch-tape?"

So as I was saying, Poetry-in-an-Egg has
breathed new life into a moribund form, and
we owe it all to the genius of its creator
Shiah Shiah, whom I recently interviewed.

POTS: So what came first, the poetry or
the egg?

Shiah Shiah: Huh?

POTS: What I'm trying to say is, does the
genesis of Poetry-in-an-Egg devolve on your
sheer love of poetry in and of itself, or
are you just one of those people who can't
walk by a candy machine without turning
the crank?

Shiah Shiah: T don't know, sort of, 1 guess.
POTS: So are you trying to tell us is that
you believe poetry has reached such a
crisis point in its social marginalization that
nothing short of a gumball revolution b
ovo will save it from generic extinction?
Shiah Shiah: Uh, could you run that
question by me again?

The woman is obviously one of those
silent but dedicated types who believe their
work should speak for itself. And it does and
so do the poems. And if you don't believe
me, check out this sampling before you turn
the page and consign poetry to oblivion. If
you do stop and read them, I bet you
NT$20 the next time you're at Cafe Odeon
you won't be able to walk by that machine
without turning the crank.
