Baba Malay was little more than a spoken language. When it came to reading and writing the
Straits Chinese turned to English. A few did try their hand at writing in Romanized Baba Malay,
including the translation of Chinese historical romances such as the San-kuo and Christian
hymns for use in Protestant churches, but no substantial literature emerged in that medium. A

spoken language without a literature is not creative or self-perpetuating, and is less likely to
